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Odd lights in sky
caught on camera

A KEEN amareur photo-
grapher at Wellingron,
Chris Perrin, has taken a
picture in the night skv of
a bright object which
might be a UFO.

The black and white
print shows a series of
splodges or dashes of
bright light in a straight
line joined or almost join-
ed together by a very thin

e
“It looks verv strange to
me,"” said Chris. * ['ve got
an open mind on the sub-
ject of UFOs and the like.

{ After all, we don’t know

everything there is to know
yet. On the other hand,
there could be a very logi-
cal answer,” said Chris, a
printer and a member of
the local camera club.

He was in his back gar-
den in George Street just
before midnight on Febru-
ary 4 or 5 waiung for his
dog when he looked up
into the sky. “It was a
lovely clear night and 1
noticed that one of the
‘stars’ seemed to be pulsat-

ing — nearly going out.”

He called the family and
they tried to get a better
look through binoculars.

Meanwhile he ser up his
camera with 400m lens and
clicked away for the next
310 minures taking abour
half a dozen shots. During
this time the object seem-
ed to remain in one spot.
At about 3am when he
looked skywards again it
had disappeared.

The film remained in his
camera until he heard a
local radio news bulletin
reporting strange lights in
the sky near Weston-super-

Mare. Some people had

seen these lights and Bris-
tol Airport said thev had
no aircraft in the vicinity
but had tracked something
on their radar before los-
ing it. He then decided to
develop his film.

A forestry worker who said he was
attacked by allens had a close
encounter with an earthly military
craft, it was claimed vesterday.

Science fiction wrnter Duncan

There have been many attempts
to explain Mr Taylor’s story that he

was attacked by two creatures after
confronting a silver craft in a forest
clearing in 1979.

But Mr Lunan told a lecture titled
“The Truth about UFOs". at Edin-
burgh International Science Festi-
val, that he was convinced the
forestrv worker was caught up 1n an
undercover military test.

He believes the craft was a
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remotely piloted vehicie. used by the
military 1or surveillance from the
air. which was being tested.

““‘Some of these things are pushed
into the air by rocket charges.” said
Mr Lunan. It is more likely this one
had come down and they were trying
to get it back into the air when it
misiired. Thev brought 1n robots to
make 1t safe when this man
appeared on the scene.”

The hottest weekends

80 mysterious sightings
were recorded from peo-
ple in Cheimsford. Great
Leighs, Writtle, Great
Baddow, Broomfield and
Galleywood.

At similar times,
Braintree and Witham
reports included claims
that a craft was hovening

above houses.

"Mr West said most
people described a circle
of eight white lights with
a ninth in the middle.

Others repored a craft
with three massive yel-
low lights. or two red
lights. Most peopie said it
hovered without any
noise, and was spinning
anti clockwise.

Mr West said most
sightings were made in
the late evening although
one was at |.10pm on
Sunday, February 18.

The latest reports to be
recorded occurred in
Braintree on March 2 and
March 9.

“They usually just dis-
appear instantly, or shoot
straight up into the hemi-
sphere,” Mr West said.

His group investigates
claims, apalysing any
video tapes, contacting
the police. civil airfields
and military bases: "“We
usually get a standard
reply — that they have
nothing on radar,” he
said.

CORES of UFO

In the latest round of sighongs
dozens of people phoned the
Evening Telegraph arter witnessing a
tnangular shape in the sky.

Now UPRD experts are linking the

large number of incidents around the
county to similar sightings along the
Pennines stretching from the Mid-
lands to Yorkshire.

Researcher Nick Pope, who has
spent three years iovestgaung the
phenomena, has conducted much of
his study in the East Midlands.

He claims the Flying Tnangle, a
craft beyond our own technology,
Was a recurring image spotied above
the Pennines.

The findings led Mr Pope, who
warks for the Ministry of Defence, 1o
conclude in his book, Upen Skies,

Closed Minds, that UFOs can oo
longer be dismissed as fantasy.

He is backed by Derbyshire’s own
UFO buffs who say the presence of
stone circles in the Penmines attract
craft from other galaxies.

Pete Edwards, an investugator with
the county's Phenomenon Rescarch
Association, said: “Stone circles,
such as the Nine Ladies, near
Bakewell. could be interlinked with
the Pennine Comidor theory.

“It is more than & coincidence that
the comdor has scen a lot of mangu-
lar activity and aiso contains sionec
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SHOCKED pub landlady
Sheila Scott believes she has
seen a UFO.

Mrs Scott, of the Bonny Dundee,
Fishwick Street, Rochdale, was
about to put her daughter Rebecca
to bed when she noticed a bright
light shining through the window.

She called her friend, Elaine
Quinn, from the next room and the
three of them looked out to see a
strange unidentified object hovering
in the sky over Newbold.

Mrs Scott said: “It was on Mon-
day night, about 10.15pm. The bed-
room window faces towards
Newbold and when we looked out
we saw this thing in the sky.

“It looked to be rotating and it
gave off a light which kept changing
colour - from red, to green. to white,
to silver.

“It flew backwards and for-
wards, from Newbold towards
the town centre and back
again, six or seven times.

“Each time it stopped it seemed
to hover in one place. Then it
suddenly shot off towards Milnrow
at a very high speed.

“I don’t know what it was but I
know I've never seen anvthing like
it in my life.”

The Civil Aviaton Authority at
Manchester Airport was unable to
offer any explanation - although no
other sightings had been reported.

Mrs Scott said: “Before I saw it I

would have said I did not believe in
UFQOs — and I'm still not sure.

“But I've seen helicopters and

planes out of the window before and
this was nothing like either of
them.’

Local UFQ expert Mike Jones

said this description ﬁt_ted in
with other sightings in the
area.
