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Alien victims
just dreamers’

PEOPLE who believe they
have been kidnappec by aliens
have simply been dreaming, a
leading researcher into the
paranormal said yesterday.

However real the experence
might’ have seemed - and it may
involve space travel or sexual
encounters with extraterrestials -
it is most likely to be caused by bor-
derline sleep, according to Dr
Susan Blackmore.

Dr Blackmore, of the University
of the West of England, Bristol, has
identified “sleep paralysis” as the
likely culprit for most alien kidnap
experiences.

Although only a few people
report alien encounters, she has
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found that sleep paralysis is a
common, if unnerving experience
shared by up to three-out-of-ten
people.

In the near-sleep state the
dreamer slips consciously into
paralysis because something has
gone wrong with the normal sleep
process, possibly due to exhaus-
tion, excitement Or WorTy.

The dreamer hears strange
whining or roaring noises, sees
flashing lights or stars and senses
shaking or juddering. Some feel
they have been turned in their
beds, while others report sexual
encounters.

Dr Blackmore says: “Sleep paral-
ysis happens to perfectly normal
peopie. It can be confusing and dis-

triggered, to help us record

some sightings.

And they are banking on
the current wave of space-

tressing. The more you fight it the
worse 1t geis. Some people are
frightened and seek mnedical heip.

“But it is perfectly normal. The
next line of my research is to try
and find a scientific explanation for
;v"at is happening physiological-
Y.
Dr Blackmore says that sleep
paralysis has  been little
researched.

Many cultures have myths based
on the phenomenon, she adds.

In medieval Britain night
demons seduced innocent people.

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Aliens drop in on

carnival

THEY have never seen any-
thing like The people of
Varginha. a small town 180
miles north of Rio, are being
besieged by enthusiasts des-
perate to catch a glimpse of
aliens who are reputed to have
crash-landed from space.

Varginha is claiming the
title of UFO (Unidentified Fly-
ing Object) capitai of the
\mericas atter locals reported
strange encounters with aliens
who flew over the town and
crash-landed in a grey object
the size of a minibus.

In an episode that could
have been written for the
popular television show The
X-Files. some residents assert
that the Brazilian army is in-
volved in a cover-up similar to
one claimed by American
conspiracy theorists about an
alleged UFO landing in 1947.

Even by the exotic stan-
dards set by UFO devotees
around the world, the incident
recounted in the dusty streets
of Varginha is extremely bi-
zarre. Three women told in-
vestigators of a 3ft visitor
from space with chocolate-coi-
oured skin. no nose or mouth.
rubbery limbs. builging red
eves and horns protruding
from u massive [orehead.
They uaiso reported a strong
stench oozing from its oily
skin. A second alien was spot-

ted later huddling against a
wall. The first creature was
rounded up by the army.

*It’s what we call circum-
stantial proof, but it is very
compelling,”” said Irene
Granchi. founder of a Brazil-
ian UFO research group.
However. not everybody is so0
sure. The town is becoming a
laughing stock for the rest of
Brazil. A satirical television
programme has invented 2
character called ET Varginha
who speaks with the slow
drawl for which the locals are
renowned. likes pretty women
and is followed everywhere by
humbling soldiers.

Even so, Aloysio Ribeiro de
Almeida, the mavor, sees rich
potential in the atfair. He
plans to host an international
UFO conference and turn
Varginha into a centre for
extraterrestrial studies. There
is even a plan to build a park
in honour of the alien visitors.

This is good news for Braz-
ilian UFO enthusiasts. They
are convinced that Varginha
is the most signilicant extra-
terrestrial event since the Ros-
well, New Mexico. "*landing’’
five decades ago. They claim
one of the aliens was handed
over to military officiais at a
local army base. where it died.
The military took the corpse
to the city’s hospital. where it
was examined by doctors. The

LFO enthusiasts refuse to be
put off by deniais from the
armyv and hospital.

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New light
on UFQO
sighting

STARTLING new evidence about one of the
North's most famous UFO cases is to be re-
vealed later this month.

The sighting happened more than 30 years
ago when a fireman took a photograph of his
daughter on Burgh Marsh, Cumbria.

When the photo was developed the family
were startled to find a man standing in the
background wearing a silver spacesuit.

Now Jenny Randles. Britain's leading re-
searcher into UFOs, has uncovered new data
which links the case with a sighting in
Australia.

She has ifound previously classified docu-
ments which reveal that a similar spaceman
was spotted during a ballistic missile test on the
other side of the world - on the same day as
the Cumbrian picture was taken.

The UFO author. who has written more than 30
books on the subject. has also delved into a more
recent North-East case of a couple who claimed to
have spotted a flying saucer land near the Men-
with Hill airbase, near Harrogate.

She will present her findings at a UFO con-
ference to be held at the University of
Northumbria on Saturday, 27 July.

“There have been some classic encounters in
the North-East,” she said. ‘“This will be my
first lecture in Newcastle and we'll have plenty
to discuss, including lots of new evidence.”’

Also taking part is Lynda Jones, a Man-
chester woman who claims to have undergone a
close encounter with an alien spaceship.

The lecture has been organised by Gloria
Dixon. head of investigations for the British
UFO Research Association. who said: “‘We are
very lucky to have Jennv Randles who is un-
doubtably the UK's premier Ufologist and in-
vestigator.”’
