The first case 1o crop up is
also one of the most batfling -
for despite thousands of pot-
ential observers, eye-witness
Gordon Brown has siruggled
for vears 1o find anvone to
back up his story.

Gordon reveaied all about the
events of September 121, 1951,
when he spoke 10 Alistair Robinson
in December, 1993 .

Gordon was on weekend leave
from the Roval Armoured Corps
when he visited Roker Park lor
Sunderiand's clash with
Portsmoutn.

He was standing in the Fulwell
End when a man in front of him
pointed at something 10 the sky.

Gordon savs he saw a small obj-
ect about 10.000ft up which
hovered above the main siand for
about hali-an-nour before switching
from a verucal posmion o a
honzontal one. then dropping lo
10.000ft on a diagonal path.
