O A WEST Somerset woman was
amazed when she read of a UFO
sighting in the County Gazette as she
saw a similar object in the sky, at the
same time, on the same day, reports
ALYSON STOODLEY.

Last week. the Gazette reported
how Sally O’Brien, who lives on the
Blackdown Hills, saw a dome-shaped
object with flashing lights at 6.30 am
on Monday, October 21.

Bertty Elliott, of Viking Close, Wat-
chet, said she could hardly believe
her eyes at what she saw from her
bedroom window. :

Mrs Elliott said: “It was very high
up and I could see a big circle with a
light on the top. ’

“The light moved at very high
speed to the left and then over to the
right, downwards and then almost to
the middle of the circle when it
disappeared.”

Mrs Elliort added: “It was truly
fantastic and I have never seen any-
thing like this before in my life.

*“I was just stood looking out of my
bedroom window at around 6.30 am
drinking a cup of tea.”

Sue Hembury-Kellow of the Somer-
set UFO Research Group, said: “This
report is very interesting, it sounds
similar to the object seen by the
O’Brien’s.”

Orbiting oddball has
astronomers stumped

IS IT a comet? Is it an asteroid?
An unidentified flying object
found circling the sun has
forced astronomers to question
some of their most basic
assumptions about our own
back yard. the solar system.

The object, which is about 10
miles wide, ought to be a
comet. with plumes streaming
out across the heavens. creating
a spectacular display in our
night skies. Its highly elongated
orbit matches that of a comet
and analysis of the light re-
flected from it suggests it con-
tains the ice and gases
necessary to provide such a
display.

Instead the object, des-

ignated 1996 PW, is inert and

is acting just like an asteroid, a
far more boring interplanetary
body, made out of solid rock.
Even when its orbit took it so
close to the sun that its surface
should have started boiling
away, it remained inactive.

The object has been tracked
by scientists at the National
Aeronautics and Space Admin-
istration (Nasa), who describe it
as an interplanetary oddball.
**This is a misfit in the grand
scheme of things,”” said El-
eanor Helin, a planetary ast-
ronomer at Nasa's Jet Prop-
ulsion Laboratory in California.

The problem is that every

other . kmown asteroid -has a
roughly circular orbitaround
the sun, going no farther out
than Jupiter. The shape of such
orbits implies that asteroids,
were created from the rubble
left over as planets formed.

By contrast, comets are
thought to have formed from
the gravitational effects of the
sun as the solar system passed |
through interstellar dust clouds,
a process which created their
elongated orbits. That of
1996 PW, for example, is 3.5m
miles long and takes 5,000
years to complete. Its discovery
implies that there are deep
flaws in one or both theories;|
comets and asteroids may even |
have a common origin.

MEMBERS of Penwith UFO Research met at
the Acorn Theatre, Penzance, recently, where
they viewed a film made by American sci-
entists involved with the journey of The
Voyager to Mars.

Following the viewing of the film, mem-
bers of the group, along with members of the
public present, discussed the possibilities of
life on Mars and links with Stonehenge and
The Sphinx in Egypt.

Members also reported that since Penwith
UFO Research was founded in September
1994 the group of around 20 researchers had

received countless accounts from local peo-
ple of strange lights and objects in the skies
of the district.

They have compiled reports on 24 of the
sightings in Penwith, the most vivid of which,
they claim, was seen by a bus load of people
travelling from Pendeen to Penzance.

Founder member of the group, Jude
Colwyn explains: “Locally, one of our most
interesting sightings occurred one winter's
night a couple of years ago when several peo-
ple on a Western National bus apparently
saw a huge UFO at about 10 pm.”
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She said that the bus driver brought the
bus to a stop and that passengers described
a disk “as big as a football field.” which slow-
ly came to rest about 50 yards from the bus,
hovering about 30 feet above the ground.

“It was rotating slowly, then performed a
rising zig-zag manoeuvre before shooting off
out to sea, hitting the viewers with a blast of
air as it left,” said Jude.

“We are still looking for witnesses to this
event, and in particular would love to hear
from the bus driver.”
