In March 1977, two men reported
seeing a vast black UFO covered
with eoloured lights in Nelson.

The sprawling conurbation and its people are
convinced they are under UFO investigation and
baffled only by a global lack of interest in the phe-
nomena. The rest of the planet has failed to take

the sightings seriously.

1.ocals claim the ity 1s regularly visited and several
unrelated people have filmed the same “craft” at pre-
cisely the same time from different angles.

The frequent sightings have turned the Mexicans into
believers since the first mass visitationon July 11,1991 as
they prepared for a once-in-a-lifetime event — an eclipse
of the sun. Millions left their work places to watch and in

miany cases film the cosmic spectacle.

At 1.22 pm, 17 people in differing locauons pointed their
camcorders skywards for the “eclipse of the millennium”,

The sun went into shadow — but remarikably, each
caught on tilma bright, shimmering metallic disc, hovering
for 30 minutes. The automatic rimers on their videos corre-

sponded.

The UFO and hundreds like it have returned at regular
intervals ever since, defying carthly explanation.
The visiting UFOs tied in with ancient legend. It had

been predicted more than a thousand years
Mayan civilisation.

A stone known as the Dresde Codex,
using a blend of myth and science, accu-
rately predicts solar eclipses and says
what each phase symbolises,

The Maya had prophesied the “fifth
sun” would end in a series of earth-
quakes. In 1985, Mexico had indeed
been humbled by vast quakes, killing
thousands.

hey said the birth of the

“sixth sun” — the eclipse of

1991 — would sigaal the
return of the Messengers of Dustiny,
heralding a new age of cosmic enlight-
enment.

Mexico has since become the global
capital of UFO sightings. "In four years
after the eclipse we received 1,500
videos and numerous amazing pho-
tographs,” said Jaime Maussan,
Mexico’s premier TV journalist.

A second wave hit south of Mexico
city a year later. [n Atlixco, 90,000 of
the 100,000 residents saw UFOs —in
Spanish, obiecto volodaro no indennfi-
cado or OVNIS —hovering overhead.

Area 51, known about for several years
by specialist researchers, reached the
wider public’s knowledge when men-
tioned in the blockbuster movie
Independence Day.
