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Fairies: A fact or a figment of our imagination?

Real Encounters with Little People. By

Janet Bord. Michael O'Mara Books Ltd,
£15.99,

B Fairies and the Little People - entities, as
Janet Bord calls them - have been the stuff of
fantasy and folklore worldwide since the dawn
of history.

This collection of anecdotes and eye-witness
accounts of sightings of entities proves how
widespread these beliefs are; it will fascinate
all who are interested in the paranormal and
supernatural, sceptic and believer alike.

Are they beings from another planet or
another dimension, fallen angels, the spirits of
our lost childhood, or mere figments of the
imagination?

Most of the reported sightings are by
moonlight or halflight in lonely country places
where the mind and the shadows can play
tricks, although supernatural events can take
place anywhere.

While investigating the links that exist
between sightings of fairies and of the
occupants of UFOs, Janet Bord makes no
claim to have proved the existence of fairies,

or that there are, around us, worlds other than
our own; indeed, she has not experienced
either personally, but she has recounted a
number of very remarkable experiences, some
anecdotal and some first-hand. There is an
extensive bibliography and notes to enable
the reader to explore further this fascinating
subject, as well as some remarkable
photographs. Then it will be up to us to decide
- do fairies exist or are they “all in the mind"?
Perhaps both are true.

Scots have always been partial
to the paranormal, from the
creepy ballads of Sir Walter Scott
to Robert Louis Stevenson's
shadowy ghost stories, but is it
wise to interfere with forces that
we don't understand? Whiat
Colman sees as the uftimate
cover-up is our refusal to attempt
to explain strange occurrences
which hint at an alien life-form.
“The experience changes your
beliefs and convictions,” he says
of his “running man" encounter.
“The Truth is out there, but the
status quo is too scared of the
ramifications to address these
happenings in a proper, scientific
manner, so that is what we are
trying to do.” :
