It was thought that if the participant
answered yes to all questions, there was a
strong possibility that the individual was a
UFO abductee.

3.7 million were abductees.

Budd Hoskins, UFO researcher, has seen

“They were reluctant to come forth and
they described similar stories in great
detail and were shocked when they heard
that sumeone else had a similar experienc
And these were real experiences.
