In 1947, Mr Kaufmann and a
handful of other men stationed
at the Roswell army air field in
New Mexico stumbled on what
they say was wreckage of a
spaceship northwest of town.

This year, on the 50th anni-
versary, Roswell is cashing in.
“Something happened here and

UFO event in the world,” said
the mayor, Torn Jennings. “We
have taken that and developed
it into a whole new industry -
tourism.” Planned events in-
clude crash site tours, a Crash
and Burn Extravaganza derby
and UFO lectures. I

After having analysed a video
footage of alleged UFO sightings he
suggested the camera people had
adjusted the focus to make subjects
seem unnatural.

Scientists who analysed the yellow
dust on Sakhov found it contained 55
per cent aluminium and was different
from area soil.

Michael Kobi, marketing manager
of the lab that examined the dust, said
samples were sent to NASA. the US
space agency.

Kobi said its unusual composition
suggested the UFO sightings could
not be easily dismissed.

“1f you combine all the incidents
logetner, there might be something
there,” he said.
