The most enduring of UFO
stories was the Roswell inci-
dent, which has confused and
confounded since 1847,
Onlookers claimed they saw
alien bodies being taken from a
craft which had crashed into
the desert in New biexico. Al
first military sources denled
everything, then they said o
gecret weather balloon had
plunged to ground.

Finally this summer, on
Roswell’s 50th anniversary, the
U.8. Air Force said the conspir-
acy theorists were wWrong. Yes,
they had seen bodles, but they
were not aliens. They were
flight-test dummies dropped
from high altitude as part of an
ex{;eriment. The Alr Force sald
this was the ‘final word on
Roswell', But it wasn't.

"How anyone in the U.8. mill-
tary expected penple Lo believe
that explanauion s beyond me,’
sald Dr Colin Ridyard, of the
Britlsh UFO Research Organi-
sation. 'If that was all that
Roswell amounted to, they
could have told us years ago.’

Nick Pope has his own theory.
Governments are under more
serutiny than ever gver UFOs,
and they are under pressure Lo
come up with answers. The
intelligence community 1s
belng brow-beaten because It
Is inexorably losing the battle
for ‘believabuity’.

‘There seems to be a con-
certed strategy to debunk the
phenomenon. The problem is
that the agenda is so obvIOUs,
people don't believe the
authorities. What are they try-
Ing to hide?'

At 66, Denis Plunkett is not as
agile as Fox Mulder and represents
the Men in Beige as opposed to the
Men in Black (who ,as every UFO
enthusiast will tell you, are
mystecious ‘people’ whocall in the
night to tell people not to go public
about what they have witnessed)
with his short sleeve pale biue
shirt, casual trousers and
comfortable shoes,

Like Mulder, Denis is involved
with a bureaw, Infact he oversees
it; the Bristol-based British Flying
Saucer Bureau, the oldest
established UFQ body in the world,

And even more coincidental, he
too has had a relative
disappear: Mulder lost his
sister to aliens; Denis
believes he lost his
cousin to flying saucers
over Chileon August2,
1847 (see panel).

It therefore seems
appropriate in the light of
these revelations that for 20
years Denis Plunkett was also
‘dead’.

Precisely how he died was
unknown. But as reports of
Plunkett sightings began to filter
through to UFO enthusiasts
around the world, the strange
truth surrounding became known.

Denis Plunkett, it turned out,
wasn't 5o much dead as married
and living in Westbourne, Bristol,
and working asa civil servant.

He hadn't been beamed up.
simply written out of existence by
a poorly phrased paragraph.

It was the work of hisfather
actually, Captain E L Plunkett who,
indetailing the originsof the
bureau for the members’ first
handbook, wrote: “When National
Service with the Royal Air Force
claimed Mr Denis Plunkett, his
father stepped into the breach...”

And soalegend was born.
Indeed, even as late as 1976, the
journal of the British UFO
Research Association (BUFORA)
referred to him as having been
‘unfortunateiy killed during
National Service’,

After a lecture by Budd Hopkins, an
authority on abduction, he is besieged
by the audience. ‘There is an extremely
high risk that I, and my family, will be
abducted again,’ says one mam. ‘Is
there any kind of abduction shield or
repellant you know 1o be effective?

T'm afraid there’s really nothing
you can do,’ comes the bleak reply.

—more witnesses

ANOTHER two North-East
Fife residents think they
might have seen a UFO at
around the same time as a
Luthrie man who said he
was baffled by a strange
object in the sky.

“At first I thought they
were gulls but it was the
silver which caught my
eye.

“1 have no logical ex-
plaination for what I saw
and [ don't believe in

UFQOs—my girls have been
laughing at me all week
about it urging me to
phone The Courier—but I
would just like the man in
Luthrie to know that he
was not alone in whatever
it was he saw.”

Meanwhile, an 85-year-
old Auchtermuchty woman
told The Courier yesterday
that she had seen some-
thing equally as strange in
the early hours of June 17.
She said a motionless disc-
shaped light hovered over
Falkland for at least 45
minutes prior to 2 am that
night before moving south-
wards towards the Lomond
Hills.

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Are there aliens
in Dundonald?

ARE the aliens coming?

In the week that has seen the build up to the
most thorough examination yet of the planet Mars
— by mankind — the question on the minds of
people in Dundonald is whether or not the aliens
are already here, studying us.

About a dozen people watched a strange specta-
cle in the sky over the town last Friday night.

For about two hours, an unidentified object

The flashing lights could
have been the stars shining through the fainter
light.

But even if that theory is correct, it does not
explain the exploding light bulbs.

Meanwhile in Galston, a more solid object was
seen last Thursday by someone who lives near the
school.

He described the object as a large black silent
triangle with a white light at each corner.
