AN X-FILES-styvle invesd-
gation has been launched
by UFO enthusiasts and
AV1Alion experis aiior
unusual lights were seen
in the skies above a
Yorkshire airport.

Mr Kingston, said: "It all
started with an e-mail [ re-
ceived from a friend who
said he saw a strange ob-
ject with bright lights in
the skv.

“The craft started off in
a triangle shape and then
merged into a sphere be-
fore shooung off into the
distance.”

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RAF TRACKS MYSTERY CRAFT OVER NORTH SEA .

24,000mph UFO
buzzes Britain

THE RAF has tracked a UFO
‘as big as a battleship’ off the
coast of Britain, military
sources revealed yesterday.

They said the massive craft was
tracked flying in a zig-zag pattern
at 17,000mph over the North Sea.
It then accelerated to 24,000mph
and zoomed off towards the
Atlantic.

The Dutch air force also tracked the
UFO, but two F-16 fighters scrambled
tointercept the object were unable to
keep up, it is claimed.

RAF officials are said to be baffled
by the object, spotted by the Ministry
of Detence long-range listening sta-
tion on Fylingdales moor in North
Yorkshire.

A spokesman for the Fortean
Times, the journal devoted to UFOs,
psychic phenomena and the para-
normal, said: *‘The vast majority of
strange objects seen in the sky have
a more down-to-earth explanation.
