The theosophical movement underwent sub-
stantial changes in America as the 20rh centu-
ry unfolded.

Biavatsicy's works in “The Handbook o1
Theosophy' 1912, Astral travel with ann-grav-
ity devices flowered with an expiosion of UFQ
reports in the 1950s and contactees ciaimed
face-to-face meenngs with space people

But after dving out in
the early Fifties. the baffiing fiery
zreen globes have apain been spotted
all over the world 1n the past ten
vears - including Britamn.

At the height of the Cold War,
paranowd FBL invesugators beieved
the fireballs were mussiles tested by
the Soviet Union.

Yet author Nicholas Redfern
proves them to be neither mussiles nor
natural phenomena leaving
disturbing imphications about what
these continued sighungs may really
be.

Let's go back to the beginning
to explain...

The air force has an OfTice of
Special Investigations (OS11. whose
duties include investigating alieged
sightings of UFQOs by pilots. In a
contidential memo to OSI director
Brigadier General Joseph Carroll
on May 23, 1950, Lt Col Dovle
Rees of the OSI's New Mexico
district otfice wrote: “In a meeung
with other military and government
intelligence and investigauve agencies
in December 1948, 1L was determined
that the frequency ol unexplained
aenal phenomena in New Mexco was
such that an organised plan of
reporung these observatons should
be undertaken.

“Since December 1948 this District
has assumed the responsibility tar
collecting and reporting basic
information with respect to aerial
phenomena in this general areu.”

The aerial phenomena which Lt
Col Rees reterred to fell into three
clearly definable categories: tu)
“Green fireball™ (b “Dise or
variation” (¢} “Probably meteoric”

With regard to category ta). Rees
wrote to Carroll: "There 1s avached
an anaivsis of the green lireball
occurrences 1n this arca made by
Dr Lincoin La Paz. Dr La Paz 15 the
director of the Insutute OF Meteoncs

and head of the Department OF

Mathemantics and Astrononomy at
the University Of New Mexico.”
Rees added that two conierences

Attending both conlerences were
US Air Foree representatives (rom
the OSI: the US Atomic Energy
Commussion: the Armed Forces
Special Weapons Project: the
Greophvsical Research Division Air
Material Command - and the FBI.

The FBI had been aware of green
firebails since December 1948, as
15 proved in a memo 1o FBI director
1 Edgar Hoover dated 31 January
1949 from 1ts 5an Antomo olfice.

The memo gave dctailed
mformaton on tireball sighungs.
mnciuding: “The unidentified
phenomena travel at a calculated
soeed of 27.000 miles an hour...
The size 15 usually compared to one-
quarter the diameter of 4 full moon.
and thev have also been compared
10 a basketball with tranling lights the
size of a baseball.

“Some nine scienufic reasons are
stated to exist which indicated that
the pnenomena observed are not
due to meteorites. No scientilic
exXpenments are known 1o exst 1n this
country which could aive rise to
such phenomena.”

The memo concluded: “This matier
15 considered top secret by inteliigence
officers of both the Armv and Air
Forees ™

Meteories chiet Dr La Paz was
responsible for outhining the “nine
scientitic reasons” about disproving
meteorites 1n a [ve-page memo o
the FBI.

These included the low height of
the fireballs. their remarkably vivid

In a sull partly censored memo the
USAF revealed 1t had established
4 number of observation posts n
New Mexico to photograph and
record the speed. height and nature
of the “unusual phenomena” in a
24-hour watch desienated Project
Twinkle.

On August 23, 1950, FBI assistant
director Mickev Ladd received u
memo which stated the OS] was
sull expressing concern 1n connection
with “the continued appearance af
unexpimined phenomenz uescnibed as
ereen tireballs. discs and meteors
in the vicity ol sensive installations
m New Mexico... Since 1948 there
have been approximatelv 150
observations such aeral
phenomena.”

Ladd wrote a memo 10 J Edgar
Hoover on October 4 in response
lo that memo regarding Project
Twinkie's progress,

of the Air Force. Thev are aware ot

Dr La Paz did ofler the theary
that the fircballs were Russians
pracusing unarmed missiles which —
if successtul - would then be fitted
with atomic warheads,

Yet Redlern asserts that if the
USSR had the capability 1o launch
dozens of fullv-primed atormue missiles
at the USA at speeds ol 27.000mph
- und those sume obrects had Lhe
ability to remain unseen unti they
were literally over ther targets -
then the Cold War woula quickiv
have become much hotter

The impiications of such a vehicle
crasfung in enemy terntory would be
incalculable. So il the firebails were
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neither natural phenomena nor
American or Soviet 1n ongin then
what possibilities remain!

Dr La Paz’s comments in tus [ive-
page memo to the FBI that the
fireball sightines dropped at the
same tume as tlving saucer sightings
rose leads Redlern to conciude that
the phenomeny are linked. This s
packed by a declassilicd USAF
Jdocument of Oclober 28, 1947 that
“it’s the considered opinion ol some
elements of the USAF that flving
sducers represent interplanetary crall
of some kind.”

By 1931 1t wus recommended tha
Project Twinkle be disbanded because
“the mst of the findings are essenually
negative .

Yet. as Dr Lu Paz recopnised.
many of the reports simply didn't (it
in with accepted meteor theory.

Also = as wir force sightings 1n
August and September 1930 show -
the USAF conunued to believe the
fireball phenomenon existed.

And incidents aimost denucal to
those i New Mexico suil suriace
throughout the world, So the chances
that thev're the results of some
obscure 1940s governmental praject
becomes ever more remote.
