The Harvard psychologist John
Mack has reached & similar conehu-
sion after studying dozens of

ople who claim they
have been en from their beds,
sometimes sucked through doors
or walls, and subjected to exami~
nations on some kind of craft,

At first, these abductees are terri-
fled, disorientated and on the verge
of nervous collapse. Yet many come
to feel they have been somehow
‘deepened’ by the experience, and
have become spiritu stronger.
Most feel that thelr abductors are
on a higher level of consclousness
than they are.

and aliens — whieh became the
title of the director Hteven
Splelberg's 1977 film, on which

vnek was An adviser {one of the
scientists in the movie was
modelled on Vallee).

The chief drawback of the fllm
was that it spread the notlon that
UFOs are visiung allen spaceships,
when both Hynek and Vallee
helleved by that time that the issue
is far more compleated.

If they were slmp‘lf spacecrafl
from Mars, they would have landed
and talked to us by this time, and
simply Eia}'ed a game of hide
d seek that has left us bewll-
sered, yet gt the same time fullofa
curtous sense of expectancy.

But If UFOs are not spaceships,
what are they?

The investigator who has come
closest to devising & plausible
theory is John Keel, & writer from
Mew York who Is lrresistibly
attracted to the unknown.

In 1853, he saw his first UFO —a
rmetallic dise with & revolving rim,

But it was not until 1684 that he
decided to undertake a careful
study of the subject.

He subscribed to a Press cuttings
buresy and was staggered by the
sheer number of newspaper stories
about UFOs — often as many as
150 a day.

From Keel's Interviews with hun-
dreds of witnesses, one thing
struck him: sightings are not a
matter of chance.

Many people who had seen UFOs
from their cars later saw them
above thelr homes, It was as if the
UFOs were [ollowing them. Keel
became convinced that people do
not witness UFOs by accldent.
They are somehow selected.

He also became convinced that a
large percentage of the witnesses
are psychie or have some paranor-
mal abilitles.

As soon a5 Keel began a serlous
study of UFOs, the phenomenon

began to home in on him, ‘Lumi-
nous aerial objects began to fol-
low me around like falthful
dogs,” he says.

This is again something that is
often reported by UFO witness-
ea. Many of them alao receive
visits from mysterious men in
black, who claim to pe from the

Vermment or Alr Force officers —

ut no officlal department ever
seems to know enything about
them.

Many witnesses who were drivin
when they saw a UFQO have tol
Keel that thelr car engines falled —
unless they were driving & diesel.

Keel, a former radio engineer,
knows that very low frequency
(VLF) radlo waves will stop petrol
car engines by interfering with
their electrical clreuits. Diesel
er;‘ﬂnes work on pressure ignition.
T seems to suggest that Oying
saucers give off VLF waves.

That finding offered another
important clue. Keel had noticed
that UFOs often seem to appear
from nowhere, looking like a violet

blob. Then they change to blue,
blulsh en and finally orange and
red — descending through the col-

pur spectrum. Below red are radlo
waves and microwaves, which can
interfere with a car's electrical
cirouits.

Heel belleves that UFOs start off
invisible because they are at an
energy frequency far beyond the

range visible to the human eye.
They descend through the scale of
energies until they become visible
to us.

In other words, the allens' can
manipulate energy Lo bnng objects
Into existence on our plane. They
aﬁ_gnrentl belong to another
dimension beyond the space and
time with which we are familiar.

Agccording to Keel, this explains
another of the allens’ mysterious
abilities: the power to foretell the
future.

During the period when UFQOs
appeared to be following him
around, he checked into & motel
chosen at random — and found
there was & booking in his name
and half-a-dozen nonsensical tele-
phone messages.

NE MYSTERIOUS caller

told Keel that there

would be an seroplane

disgster in Tucson,
Arizona. The following day, an Alr
Force Jet crashed into a shopping
centre in the city.

gomething would happen to the
Australlan Prime Minister Harold
Holt; a few hours later, he drowned
while swimming.

Yet some of the calls were lles, or
at least hoaxes. Keel was informed
that there would be a massive
power fallure across the whole U8,
on a specific date in 1947, and that
the East Coast would slide into the
sed. The events would be triggered
when President Lyndon B. Jonnson
ywitched on the Christmas tree
lights on the White House lawn.

This seemed horribly plausible.
“They' had predicted a power fail-
ure a few montns before, which had
happened on schedule, blacking
out four states,

But Keel recalled that another
‘contectee’, Professor Charles
Laughead, had been informed that
the world was golng to end on
December 21, 1854, when the East
Coast of America would slip into
the sea and most of Europe would
be destroyed.

Laughead, a respected academie,
called a Preas conference to
announce the news and his predie-
tlon made headlines. But the
disaster falled to oceur and Laug-
head lost his job.

Keel, a well-imown journalist with
g syndicated column, could have
spread this latest prediction across
the U.8. But he decided it would be
wiser to keep silent. His suspicions

roved correct, When President

ohnson threw the switch, there
was no national power fatlure

But while Keel was waiching the
event on television, the programme
was I.nwrruﬂt.ed by a newsfiash. A
hridge on the Ohio River had col-
lapsed during the rush hour, killing
dozens of people. It was a bridge
that Keel nad crogsed hundreds of
times. ‘They’ had also predicted a
disaster on the Ohlo River.. .

All this left Keel in no doubt that
he was not dealing with men from
Mars., Yet he was equally certain
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that he was not dealing with ghosts
or some other supematural agency.
These belngs secmed to be some-
where midway between the two.

“Another world of intelligent
energy 15 Intermingled with ours,
and is very aware of us, while we are
only vaguely aware of [t,' wrote
Heel

‘Not only has It a clear vlew of
future events ln our dimensions; it
can also menipulate past and

resent events 1o prepare the way

or the more !mportant future
events.'

et if there are such superintelli-
gences, why are they bnthering
with us? Surely they must regarn
us &s little better than
Neanderthals?

Keel does not agree. He has come
across people who appear Lo poa-
sess powers that strike the rest of |
us A8 supernatural,

As a young man, he travelled to
the East ln an attempt to under-
stand some of the powers attrib-
uted to fakirs and yogis.

He concluded that many of the
feats are due to trickery — for
example, pretending to walk on
water when actually balancing on a
rope just below the surface. But he
glso came across apparently genu-
ine cases.

In Tibet. he met the holy man
Nyang-Pas, who was reputed to be
able to levitate. Placing his hand on
top of his stick, Nyang-Pas pushed
himself up in the air and conducted
the remainder of his conversation
with Keel sitting in mid-alr.

He atso read Keel's mind. “Think
of an object,’ he told him. Keel
thought of a tree. ‘That i3 100 easy
— vou are thinking of a tree,’ sald
Nyang-Fas.

Keel thought of a pair of boots.
“Now you are thinking of a pair of
boots,' he was told,

He also taught Keel how to read
minds, He must choose a good
subject. who can clearly visualise
the ohject he is thinking about.
‘When the mind-reader focuses his
mind on the subject, the thing the
subject 4 thinking about will pop
into his head.

FOR decades, reports of UFOs
have both alarmed and mystified
the public. Now scientists are
ab?lut to sit up and take notice as
well.

Yesterday, an international panel of
scientists called for a full-scale investi-
gation of UFOs after concluding that
some sightings were backed up with
compelling physical evidence.

And in a mild rebuke, they said col-
leagues who previously had not taken
some of the phenomena seriously might
have something to learn.

The panel studied cases associated with
inexplicable details such as burns to wit-
g_esses and radiation damage to vegeta-
ion.

UFOs that should be investigated, they
said, include a gigantic dise, 3,000ft in
diameter, spotted in the skies above Paris
in 1994 by the crew of a military aircraft. It
was on radar for 50 seconds before slow-
ing from 110 knots to zero and disappear-
ing. N

It concluded that ‘further
extensive study of UFOs prob-
ably cannot be justified in the
expectation that science will
be advanced’.

The Sturrock group, how-
ever, says strides in technieal
capabilities now make the
chances Of understanding
greater.

Dr Sturrock admits in a
report that his panel found no
concrete evidence of extrater-
restrial intelligence but says
the scientific community
might learn something if it can
overcome the fear of ridicule
associated with the topic.

It might even get funding for
research to try to explain the
strange occurrences.

‘It may be valuable to care-
fully evaluate reports to
extract  information about
unusual phenomena currently
unknown to science,’ the
report said, adding that such

T WOULD be unfair to blame

Athelstan Spilhaus for what
came to be called the Roswell In-
cident. All the same, he was the
engineer in charge of an experi-
ment that resulted in many oth-
erwise sane people becoming
convinced that aliens had ar-
rived on earth.

In 1947 the Americans were
working on ways to monitor nu-
clear tests in the Soviet Union.
One plan was to put aloft bal-
loons equipped with the neces-
sary detection equipment. The
first experiments were failures.
The balloons all blew away. Mr
Spilhaus, then a professor of
meteorology at New York Uni-
versity, was brought in. As a
weather man, so the reasoning
went, surely he would know
how to ensure that the balloons
stayed quite steady in the
stratosphere.

On June 4th 1947 the Spil-
haus prototype was launched.
On July 7th it came down with a
bump, disintegrating on a ranch
near Roswell in New Mexico.
The rancher phoned the local
sheriff. He thought the debris
might have come from “a flying
disc”. By the time the story got
into the newspapers the “disc”
had become a flying saucer. A
neighbour of the rancher later
said that in the debris there was
“something like aluminium,
something like satin, something like well-tanned leather in its
toughness, yet was not precisely like any one of those materials”.
Could this have been a dead alien, or possibly several? Many
people came to think so.

An air force team removed every scrap of debris, assuring
reporters that it was just an ordinary balloon, nothing to be
bothered about; and compounding suspicions that the federal
government was trying to cover up the fact that aliens had
landed, fearing panic by the public. it was not until 1994 that it
disclosed the background to the incident. Even now, the govern-
ment version is widely disbelieved. The myth was much more
interesting. Mr Spilhaus could say little: this was a secret of the
cold war. But the fact that he was known to be associated with the
incident only added to public speculation about it. Mr Spilhaus
enjoyed playing the role of a slightly dotty scientist, a bit of a
dreamer, or, as he called himself in later life, a “retired genius”.

Keeping warm in Minneapolis

Athelstan Spilhaus had more success as a member of the team
that in January 1958 launched Explorer 1, the first American sat-
ellite. He was an optimist, a good person to have around when
things looked bad, as they had four months earlier when the Rus-
sians had sent up their Sputnik. In the second world war Mr

Athelstan Frederick Spilhaus, inventor of
aliens, died on March 30th, aged 86

Spilhaus had been called in
when the American navy was
puzzled, and indeed desperate,
because German submarines
were eluding its warships after
apparently being detected by so-
nar. He devised an instrument
that made the sonar more accu-
rate by allowing for temperature
changes in the water.

Mr Spilhaus, a naturalised
American, was born in Cape
Town and would sometimes re-
mark that the only thing wrong
with America was that it did not
have the weather of South Africa.
The oceans were the key, he said;
an obvious fact nowadays with
El Nirio playing havoc with the
world’s weather, but not so obvi-
ousin the1930sand 1940s when
Mr Spilhaus was doing pioneer-
ing studies into oceanography,
first at the Massachusetts [nsti-
tute of Technology and later at
New York University and the
University of Minnesota.

After experiencing the bitter
winters of the Midwest he sug-
gested that the only way to bring
decent South African weather to
Minneapolis was to enclose it
with a kind of huge umbrella.
He drew a plan, which the city
considered  seriously,  but
backed away from the serious
cost. Artificial climates inside
domes no longer seem far-
fetched, but Mr Spilhaus was
not offended that his idea was not taken up. “I do love to play
with ideas,” he said. The important thing was that theyshould be
elegant, even if at the time they did not seem practical. He loved
toys. With a toy, he said, you could easily demonstrate a princi-
ple. In a sense, every prototype was a toy.

He was especially fond of old toys and had a collection of
several thousand. [n “Mechanical Toys”, a book written with his
wife Kathleen, he was enthusiastic about a German toy which
produced nine different animal sounds. It had never been bet-
tered, he wrote. He marvelled at the system of bellows, pipes and
stops. “The variety and accuracy of older specimens” was proba-
bly “a lost art”, and rivalled modern electronic synthesizers. Mr
Spilhaus did his best, though, to sustain the art. He designed
many toys for his children and grandchildren. Some of the de-
signs have been marketed and are the correct toys to be seen in
the best nurseries.

American presidents warmed to him. Eisenhower put him
on UNESCO. Kennedy got him to oversee the American stand at
the Seattle World’s Fair in 1962. Johnson made him a scientific
adviser. All picked his brains. He in turn helped to persuade the
government to remedy what he called America’s “pitiful rank-
ing in ocean fishing”. Nothing is impossible, Athelstan Spilhaus
would say. Barring aliens, of course.
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
