In a general sense 1986 was a very sad year.The death od Dr.J.Allen Hynek
was a tragedy felt by us all.It was followed by the similarly serious loss
of Jim Lorenzon,co-founder of APRO,and one of the originals of UFO research
who will be irreplacable.In Britain,HJFORA lost ita leng standing secretary
and stalwart,Betty Wood,at such an early age.It is hard to believe that all of
thege people are gone.And 1987 has started no more cheerfully.It has oladmed
from our midst another of the BUFORA administration team,Pam Kennedy,who has
been a beacon of trustworthiness and common sense to all who worked with her.
And MUFONg Idabel Epperson hag now passed too.There are very few women at an
active focal point of world ufology,and to find three taken from us in such a
short gpaco of time is extremely sad.

But for all these colleagues we must soldier on ,He have a job to do in
persuading the public that our subject is serious and requires objective study
rather than senpsational headlines and absurd stories.That is never easy,in
view of somn of the less cautious investigators and more fringe societies who
caro 1ittle about hard work tut are first rate PR merchants.They cream off
the attention and create a wholly false impression of what UFO investigation
and repearch is all about.

Those who are reading these words kmow the truth.But often it ig not enough
to preach to the converted.We have to go more for the jugular as these . rather
vooiferoug advocates seem all too willing to do.There are thousands out there
who have seen UFOs, and they need to kmow a sensitle location to report cases
in a confidential manner.They do not want to be inundated with sales pitches
and contactes messages.And there are millions of cikizens who still think UF0sg
are a joke. It is our fault that they do.We are not doing our own PR job right.

I atrongly suspect that 1987 is going to make a big dent in this situation.
Next year,I trust,I shall be able to comment on good news and the impact we
have 21l made, But the responsibility lies with you. There are only a few hum-
dred people in the entire world who lmow the truth aboub UFOs and are able to
reflect this with sinecerity,integrity and objectivity.Tou are almost cortalnly
one of the few. Never forget the turden that places upon your shoulders.

AUSTHRALTI A:

It wag quite an active year in the southern continent.Work 1s coordin
-ated by ACUFOS (Australian Centre for UFO Studies),which was set up to
tis in with CUFOS in the USA gome years ago.It has member agsociations all
over the country,such ag WAUFOIC in Weatern Australia and TUFOIC in Tas-
mania.

ACUFOS,coordinated by Mark Moraveo and Mike Hough, acts as a clearing
houge,has a computer data base and organiges the successful UFOCOHs. Thera
i3 a mogt impreagive list of gelf-generated publications awailable,cover
—ing such a broad range of topics it is impossible to 1ist them all.They
include Keith Dasterfield's 110pp study of Australasian entity cases ( at
B22 Aus),John Prytz with a 52pp look at UFO information storage and data
rotrieval (at T10 Aus) and Mark Moravec'a mammoth L37pp study and case file
catalogue of PSIUFOa (or aightings with paychio overtones){at T22 Aun). A
complete 1iat ia available on requeat,proving the impressive talents of UFO
regoarchers in Australasia.

Ag for 1986 case report information supplied by ACUFOS groups shows that
there are presently 189 logped sightings, of which 46 are unexplained.This
1as for a country with 15 million inhabitanta, which allows the total to be
objectively compared with other locations .Moat of the mmexplained cages
came in a September-November Wegtern Australia flap,and some may of couras
Wltimately be sxplained.

Some =ightings generated wide publicity,but were not exactly watertight!
Many national papers featured a landing with traces and animal disturbance
allepged on 29 January at Orange,New South Wales.At 23,30 two young men and
two young women (aged batween 17 and 22) were attracted by their horaes in
a state of paniec. bing outside they found an 'oval shaped object with a flat
bottom and domed top' which had a 'bright red,flashing or revolwving light
on the bottom and was surrounded by a ring of about 20 fired red lighta'.It
made a big nolmo and flew off.They gave chase in a car,but lost it.Howswver,
they did find an area of flattened grass next day.Police and TV followed up
and the case was highly thought of.Dlut it transgpired that an ambulance heli-
coptar had landed nearby and this was almoast certainly what ths 'UFO' wan.
The ground tracea were presumably unconnected.

'Myatery Space Crash' was a typical headline of the next cage,which took
place at noon on 24 May when many people in South West Australia and Victoria
saw an object.It was described as 'a long silver rocket shape with a Ted
tail and fins on the back'.A vapour trail was also reported,pouring amoke,
by other witnesses.It ultimately 'crashed' into the gea at Victor Harbour,
acerrding to the press.However,investigation proved no Justification for this.
The object appears not to have come down.All the evidence suggeats that this
Was a bolide moteor or pisce of space junk turning up in the lower atmosphere.

As for the umexplained cases — you will see refrrence to soma of thoge
lnter in this publication. Put there are quite a few countrins who will be
rather envious of the amount of activity Australas ian investigatorg hawve had
to cope with!

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CANADA:

We domt hear a great deal about this country,with its vagt tracts of open
land and huge geographical area.Yet there are only 24.5 million inhabitants to
report sightings.Hilary Evans,of BUFORA,was visiting Canada in 1987 - s0 I hope
We ghall have a better section next year.Nevertheless,gome information was off
—ered in a piece for the October 1986 issue of 'The Unknown'.

These are concerned with sightings that have plagued the aptly named "Magic
Mountains' near Snowdrift in Northwest Territories.They concentrate in the
winter months Januvary/March and are multi-coloured single or multiple lightg.A
Royal Canadian Mounted policeman who witnessed one of these 14 ghts in June 1984
told of a "small reddish coloured light,somewhat larger than a star" which 'sep
—arated into two lights,.drifted apart and then came together again.Then the
light vanighed.n

What is fascinating about these UAP (Unidentified Atmospherio Phenomena,as
cautious researchers prefer to call such thinga) is their remarkably consistant
nature.The similarity with the Hessdalen,Norway,lights (see lagt years UFO WORLD)
13 obvious.They are also duplicated on a recurrent basis in other places,;such
ag the Brown Mountains of the USA and the Pennine hills of England,All of these
terrains imply a natural origin on the threshold of scientifie understanding, Thia
is why the geophysical solution, promoted initially by recent UFD regearcherg
such ag Dr Micael Persinger and Paul Devereux, has such exciting potenbial for
a part of the UFO mystery.

A deeper look at this matter will be included later in this publication.

CHILE:

Chilean journalist and MUFON researcher J Antonio Huneeus,now living in New
Tork, made a trip to his native land to report on ufology there and,as it was
to turn out,establish a serious regsearch group for the firsb time.

He was particularly intrigued by a major sighting on 17 Auguat 1985,where for
several HDURS an estimated TWO MILLION people around Santiago and Valparaiso saw
"digtinct luminous spots which moved slowly and remained motionlesa at times".
Hot only were they photographed by astronomers at the Cerro Calan Observatory in
Santiago but the Channel 7 TV station succeeded in filming them with special
light gathering equipment.Radar at the Santiago airport tracked them too.

Experienced UFO invesgtigatoras always suspect solutions to long duration cages
such as this.They are extremely unlikely to be genuinely uneaplained.There wag
talk of these objects being the high flying weather balloon
oxperiments that plagued so much of the southern hemisphera
in 1985 (see last years UFO WORLD).Dut a report publighed
q by the (eneral Administration of Civil Aeronautics seems to
At refute that idea by stating that "the apparitions of that
A day gtill remain an enigna to be added to the archives of
tnexplained phenomena.The apparent ohange in direotion of the objects,from west-—
east to north-south,further argues against the balloon hypnthesis.

Jorge Anfruns,a public relations man, was invited to set up a MUFON group for
the country and has established a coordinating function to collate repogts and
tuild a catalogue of cases. )

Bertrand Meheust ydesribed by OVNI Prédsence ag "a theoretician,man of the world
and algo an experienced invegtigator" is still turning heads with his innovative
book "Soucoupes volanteg et folldlore" ("FLying saucers and folklore") (Mercure).It
reflects how French ufology is different.Some say better,some say worse.But it is
surely different!

Méheust 1ia a sceptic,as indeed are a high percentage of French researchers.He
works on the premise that UFO0g probably have a psychological or sociological ex~
planation, although he is wise enough to leawve the doors of real UFOs open just a
crack. By likening the UFO subject to a new myth or folllore in the making it
does introduce many telling analogies.It is quite possible to equate features of
the close encoumters of the fourth kind (or akductions) with ancient fairy tales.
That other Frenchman,Jacques Vallee, did that originally with hias took "Pasaporst
to Magonia",and it in turn relied to some degree on the Swiss paychiatrist,Carl
Jung, whose book "Flying Saucers:A moderm myth" first upset the applecart in 1959,
with the daring suggestion that the eightings may come mostly from inner space
rather than outer gpace.

It ig this pedigree which makes the couniry elther perceptive (1f you are open
to the possitbility that UFOs might mot to be spaceships) or frustating (if this
seems the only sensible option).The Atlantio forms quite a divide in this respect
with Americans,in particular, finding it hard to understand the almost mystical
ramblings of the paychological school.On the other hand,Britain even has a Journal
(Magonia) which named itself in honour of Vallee, often reports from French workers
and certainly tags along with the sceptic~l school of UFO research.

In a gense it must be geen as ironio that France ia also the country with the
moat visible government UFO research team, GEPAN,a part of the space centre in
Toulouse, has been funded since 1977 and (despite cevbain pronouscements by the
British media) continues to investigate cases in a scientific fashion with the aid
of the gendarmerie.That this team has collated many impregsive landing cases, anal
-ysed physical ground tracea,investigated vehicle malfunctions, frequently found
gightings to be 'genuine' and 'wnexplained' and is generally staffed by engineers
or space gcientigts forms a fascinating paradox.Quite contrary to the normal way of
things around the world it seems to ba the ufologists who are the gcepfiocs and the
government who are the believersl

A good example of oritical French ufology in 1986 wag their detailed invegtigat
—~ion of a case involving flight OA 132,an Olympic Airways Ioeing 727 which was in
—volved in a mid air encounter with a UFO.This occurred at about 16,05 on 15 August
1985 over the Swisa border whilst on a flight from Zurich to Athens.

The pilot reported observing a missile or cigar shaped objact that reflected the
gun as he flew at over 20,000 fzet.A very extensive programme of research was then
carried out into the case,monitoring press reaction, contacting airports,defence
authorities,the airline, even ambassadors.The result was a fairly conclusive solut-
ion to this particulat incident.Someone had launched a toy balloon for the pleasure
of hig voung child.It had risen high out of control and orossed the path of the
7217.

The balloon,named UFO Solar, is on sale in many other parts of the world and id
g0 named to encourage purchasers that it looks 1like a UFO! Obviously ufologlsts (and
airline pilotsl) are going to have %o be on their constant guard.

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ITALTI:

Italy has a population of 56 million, almost identical with the UK.It is
Just a couple of a million more than France, whoge rate of sightings is hard
to evaluate becauge of the increased sceptioism.(Although GEPAN, the government
backed team,show figures of 825 in a five year spell before their creation and
354 cases in the first year of operation — 1978)

1986 gseems to have been an aotive year in Italy,with a wave of entity cases
which represents one of the very few to be reported anywhere in the world in
recent years.But there have been major changes in organisation too.CUN,the UFO
centre,had (according to some of its members at least) spent too much time
"presging political and military authorities towards establishing a UFO commiss
-ion".Ag a Tesult investigation had suffered.As a consequence of this many well
Xnown former members of CUN got together, including Antonio Chiumiento (whose
case analysis reports have. been published outside Italy),Roberto Farabone (editor
of the prestidgious UPIAR journal),Massimo GOreco (editor of UFO News Flash),
Edoardo Russo (best known for his papems at international congresses) and Maure
izio Verga (whose Computer News Letter, in English,has bee a major UFO media
development in the past couple of years with its papers discussing the best meang
of utilising the micro-computer revolution in UFO research).There are many other
leading Italian workers too.

Obviously this grouping represents a major step forward.CISU (Italian Center
for UFO Studies) is its title and it has coordinated all the previous efforts
under a common umbrella.It has also begun to produce an outstanding journal of
depth and quality.UFO Information Review is published in Italian, of course,but
a dotailed 10 page English translation summary is provided with each lasue,This
ia such an invaluable idea for non-English language UFO journals that I hope it
may be repeabted elsewhere (although other sources,especially in Scandinavia,have
aslready used the concept well).The development of ufology as a truly international
medium can only be enhanced by such moves.

In 1986 CISU carried out a major computer/atatigtical review of 1977 cases.
217cases were grouped into stringent categories according to a system adopted by
the GEPAN scientists in France.An eight-fold identification class was used (from
Insufficient data to Identification Impossible, by way of certain,probable and
posgsible categories and sub-catezories for small and large bias introduced by
factors concerning the witnesses).In this way the cases considered to be IFO were
matched againgt those regarded as UFO.Ip fact 57 9, rated IFO and 25 % UFO.The
most prominent IFO groups being (in descending order) aircraft,astronomical and
(interestingly) satelit+- -~ tries.Hoaxes (at 7 per cent of IFO cagea) peems
high in comparison wi%: »osgt i“her countries.Broadly the study compared well with
the earlier one by Genicy in the USA.No significamt UFO/IFO differences emerged,
except that twice sr .any UFO reports came from terrain between 600 and 800 metires
above sea level...ie hills or low mountaing.This result will fascinate students
of the geophysical theories for UFO origin.

The wave of entity cases began in February btut focused on the summer montha.
The 'Irpinia Monster' was seen aeveral times during May and June in the mountains
around Caserta,Avellino and Potenza.It was sald to be almost 2 metres tall with
bright eyes and large ears and covered in lang bair.The bigfoot like oreature
tended to mm when confronted and supposedly left evidence in the form of both
footprints and scorched or scratched trees.Two cases in June reported the '"thing'
in conncction with bright lights near the ground,provoking press speculation about
the 'monster from space'.More mundane theories include a large hydrophobio dog,
an egcaped mopkey and a bear.
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However,there is also talk of the kind of pass psychosdie that might gonerate
spurious reports,because similar monsters were later reported in Siena and the
area around Ilogna.On the night of 14 July, just before Lam,there was an anony-
mous report of a sighting in an irrigation system where a "kind of kid with a
large hairless head" was seen.It olambered into a 'chest® which 1it up like a
matoh and ghot gkyward.This came just 24 hours after,and in the same area as,
many people in Rudiano had watched a pale white 'mist! which performed some odd
Manouevsras in the gky.local police arrived and saw it,before it moved off in the
direction of Orzinuovi.Speculations about this event range from the quite possible
lager beam reflections off low cloud bages (cause of UFO scares in Britain of
late) to the slightly more esoteric mass of 'Yonized air!. !

MEXICO:

We have gome useful material on this country supplied by an ex-patriot who
now livee in the USA.He says that during his 25 years resident in Mexioo City
he experienced several earthquakes.Most were nocturnal.Whenever he had the chance
he locked at the gky during the tremor and "I saw the lights associated with it
«osthla was always a nommal earthquake phencmenon...(they) look as if they were
some remote lightning talking place,That is,the lights are seen to cover the whole
sky with no partiocular poimt showing greater inteneity.I always thought that the
lights were caused by some piston effect of the ground over the atmosphere."

This computer scientist was also witness fo a more intriguing UFO encounter in
the same city.It was in 1966 at about '.9pm.He was with frienda scanning the cloud-
free sky for satellites (in those days an astronomical novelty gtill).The range
of gcientific conversation had gotten round to UF0s, in a fairly sceptical
manner, when "a group of geveral (I saw 5) venus-like lights orossed the gky at
high speed in a gouthwest to northeast direotion,...They were moving at conatant
speed and were geparated by egual distanceg"

Hig friends ran o the flat roof of their three-gtorey building for a better
view whilst he (and he admits he was a 1ittle scared!) took his time,rather in
the hope they might have gone! By the time he arrived about 30 peconds had pagsed
since first obgservation Wt the final light of the five was atill visible, juat
going out of sight towards the horizon.

Invegtigation of the matter subsequently revealed some interesting thin‘g.
Others had seen them.Ipdeed the radar at Merico City airport tracked them.They

Were loat from the scopes at about 300 km north eagt whilgt crogaing the Sierra
Madre.

Our correspondant hag tried quite seriously to rationalise this experience.Hs
rejects a formation of meteors on quite reasonable grounda (the duration,if mo-
thing elgo,ils excessive).Trignometric ecalculations do seem to phow * him that the
objects were moving in excess of the speed of sound.In 1966 MHexico had no aircraft
able to achieve that and,although not officially admitted, he had personalld geen
USAF jets doing so.Howsver,these were always very bhigh leaving vapour trails.Ths
UF0s in 1966 were, he gays,low (because of their brilliance) and totally poundleas.

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POLAN D:

UFO research in this country began late,when in July 1978 the first group
(named the 'Space Contacts Club') wag created.This reflects the popular myth
of UFC origin which had dominated early media stories.However,serious UFO work
was begun by Janusz Marczak who formed the Varsovian UFD Research Society on
the 34th anniversary of the Kenneth Arnold sighting in 1981.The first UFO pub—
lication ('Peripheral Visions') was the product of a sub-group of a science -
fiction club, although in early 1983 Bronislaw Rzepecki split the UFO section
away to create the Cracovian Club of UFO Research and Popularisation.

1983 turned out to be a oruoial year,because the various existant groups
came together and set up new teams in major cities without investigators.Then,
for three days in Septembter,a congress was staged in Cracow.This has become an
annual event.

UF0 research is much more informal these days,but it is still plagmed by some
very familiar problems.People who call themselves ufologists,get media publicity
and yet speak with absolutely no authoriiy,knowledge or creditiluty on the tonic.

The researchers who have taken UFOs seriously have probed into histeriecal
cageg reported in Poland,from as far back as the 16th century.The first photo
(taken by a Dr Kowalozewski at Muszyna in December 1958) shows a typical disc
with no detail.A rumour promulgated by British journalist Apthur Shutlewoed (in
his book 'The Flying Saucerers') has also been investigated.He desoribed an all-
eged UFO crash in 1959 in @ynia where an injured humanoid had been captured,
taken to hospital and supposedly died.But the Polish researchers were unable to
egtahlish any truth in this.

In the first years of ambive field investigation there have been a number of
good cage evaluations.Ope concerns a close encounter of the socend (or fcu.rth)
kind,which shows that Poland follows the same irend |7
ag the rest of the world.It ocourred on the night I':I
of 22 May 1979 in a park at Piastow,near to Warsaw ] A
The man involved first reported a strange and total =
silence around bim.This 'Oz Factor'! gtate has long |=
been recognised as suggestive of a change in state e :
of consciousness by the percipient.But it would not |S==lTmi=il's :
be widely kmown in Poland.After this effect he saw two yellowish beams that
Came from the base of a dark,three metre wide objJect shaped like a hockey pucik.
In a gort of trance he walked towards the 'craft' and noticed that strangs,green
geometrical symbols kept appearing and reappearing on the side.On top was a
curious red glyph shaped like an 'H'.Then the object shone with a blue/whita glow
and the witness felt hisg face burning,as if by some invisible radiation.He
turned and fled, but the next morning woke with a heavy sensation pressing onto
hig head.Subsequently sores appeared over his face, which are common symptoms of
mild radiation sickness.

This case seems to be extreme, but is in fact remarkably consistant with
reports from all over the world concerning radiation emiassions by UF0s.It is the
sort of evidence which persuades UFPO investigators that, whatever the solution
to the UFO mystery, there 1g a real mystery to be resolved.

SCANDINATYVIA:

It appears to have been a quiet year in Norway and Sweden,wirth 1ittle news
from the Hesgedalen Valley,where UFOs (or UAP) are so rife.This largely aeems
to have been due to lack of funds,which in turn has necegsitated the reduction
in research at this remote and often snowbound region.

However,information of some interest did emerge during the year about one
of the very few Swedigh CE 4 (or abduction) cases.It is worth looking at this
5o it may be compared and contrasted with batter known examples from the USA
and Britain.

Just after midnight on 23 March 1974 a man,named Harald (pseudonym),came out
of hig house at Markim for some air.But some 'urge' took hold of him and he
began tp stroll away on an wnfamiliar road.After a few moments a blinding light
appeared and Harald was forced to throw himsdlf onto the ground to escape the
'thing' which was streaking right at him.

His very next memory is of standing on the doorstep of bis home an unknown
time later in a dazed condition.He was holding a handkerohief to his forehead,
endeavouring to stem the flow of blood from a nasty cut
‘there,There was also a burn mark on his cheek.But for
the peculiar urge to do something uncharacterigtic and
the obsertation of the bright light it might have been
eagy to assume that Harald had fallen,knocked himself
sengeless and hurt himself that way.But UFO imvestigator
tl9ten Lindgren immediately recognised from other cases
‘lthat this might be an example of a miasing time CE 4 and

R o arranged for hypnosis to be carried out by a noted
hypnotherapist,Dr Ture Arvidsson from Denderyd Hospital.

During April and May 1974 hypnosis sessions were conducted,regreaning the man
to the time of the experience.They were fape recorded.Here are soms extracta from
what Harald claimed."I am coming to the crogsroads...I'm being forced to the
right...It's dark and clear and cold...No} Nol ...Light! Light! ... I'm blinded.
There is no light such as this.I cannot describe it...I throw myself into Dhe
show.I am lifted straight up...trying #o free myself...I camot...l am stuck."

Harald alleges that he never hit the ground.A beam of 14 ght sucked him up into
whatever lay behind the brilliant glow.Dnring this part of the hypnosis session
he was in a severely emotional atate, kicking,screaming and crying.The doctor had
10 hold him down such wag his obvious and sincere distress.

This fear was generated because of his memory of being ingide a room with tall
figures with tanned complexiong tut no vlsible ears or hadr.A ghimmering light
wag around them and they seemed to talk to each other almost in a ging-song.One of
the beings came towards Harald with a device which it tried to touch to his skin.
Thig is where Harald claims he was hurt."I defended miself.They were going to
pierce me...They put an instrment...I'm not allowed to (desoribe it)." When asked
if he had been threatened he denied this, but several times repeated his inability
to describe the equipment used and reacted as if a sort of psychic block had been
put into his mind.

Apparently the entity did succeed in pressing the object to Harald's skin and it
caused great pain.But memory then fafed in and out.However, he does recall that
just before recovering awarenegs on his doorstep the creatures told him that they
Wwould see him again.

The doctor was totally baffled.He felt it was the truth.Nowadays researchers
Familiar with such cases will recognise that all ite essentials figure in nearly
all global abduotions with alarming regularity.(ﬁca,for ingtance,'Hissing Time!',

There remain many local and regional groups in Britain,as indeed in every
country. Standards vary widely,from the space buff fanatios to the small teams
of investigators.Several were agrieved at not being mentioned last time around
or not being listed in the addresses.However,this is not meant to be a full
list of even the competent groups.To be mentioned something has to be achieved,
and if T am not told about it it cannot be mentioned! Only groups or magazines
cited in the text will be listed on the back page.Thostare the oriteria which it
is intended to adopt each year.So if you are not there — don't blame me}

Two of the groups in the most active part of Britain for UFO sightings (the
Pennine hills and moors of Yorkshire) were locked in battle over a set of 1981
photographs by an off duty policeman.This dominated the year and I am not about
to repeat the Cracoe controversy here.Both YUFOS (Yorkshire UFO Spciety),whose
case it was,and WIUFORG (West Torkshire UFO Research Group), who found what they
believe to be the rational answer to the pictures (light reflectiona), have put
their views through their journals Quest and UFO Brigantia.Any independent ob—
servor can decide from this (or the external views expressed in sources such as
BJFOBA Pulletin and Wagonia).In the main,the detate shows one thing clearly.UFO
investigators care about the truth.It would have been very easy to allow the
'unexplained! label to stick with thege daylight pictures,
But that would have been defeatist.UFO research is about
the quest for answers.Serious investigators know that in
all but a tiny minority of cases a mundane solution doesg|
exigt.If it is possible to find one that seems to work ,
8ven in a case that has photographic support and hag lead|:
to much media attention,then it is our duty to point that|
Possitility out.Then it can be discussed cooly and with ale
modicum of diplomacy.If it were left for the debunkers to : |
find the answera,then they would surely make much capital out of our collective
failure.Ufology's capacity to veb its own data is one o its greatest strengths.

This was illustrated during 1986 when the Sunday Mirror,a rather notorious
tabloid newspaper,carried the 2 March headline "Charles in UFO Riddle".This ref-
¢red to Prince Charles,heir to the throne,and implied that on 23 Pebruary,at
7+30 pm (MT,he had encountered a UFO whilgt flying over the Irish Sea in a VC-10
Jet returning from Dallas,Texas.The UF0 was described as a red flash with a tail
that was visible for only a moment.Mwst alert UFO investigators would spot the
ansWwer immediately.However,editor of FSR, ®brdon Creighton,and leading UFO author
Tim Good,were both quoted as being unable to explain it,speculating about aliens
and their interest in a Royal flight.They do,however,say that they were seriously
migguoted.

Nonetheless,it was a very simple task for DUFORA investigators to ascertain
the truth.Belfast coerdinator of investigetions,liles Johnston,had even seen the
thing.He reported it to Armagh Observatory (along with hundreds of others over a
large vart of Britain) as the debris frum space (ie a meteor) it clearly was.ds
BUFORAs Director of Investigations I was also rapidly able to talk to the fireball
section of the British Astronomical Association and Dr Ann Cohen,astronomer at the
Jodrell Bank Radio Telescope, and confirm this diagnosis.The newspaper presumably
did none of thig,but claimed that the astronomical community was ‘baffled’ - a
complete fabrication.

In any event Prince Charles was asleep during the crucial few instants and saw
nothing.It is illustrative of the difficulties that UFO research faces when it has
to washe time on storieas like this because the media wishea to invent mytha.The
true headline should have read "Charles falls asleep and migses bright meteor”,
But that,of course,would not be newsa.
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bg if this was not enough,ancther silly season story hit the media in July
when Chris Allan published the fruits of gseveral years work uncovering the real
author of a btook "Flying Saucers From Mars".Thig 1954 'gem! had sold quite a
few copies,but nobody had ever been able to interview author 'Cedric Allingham!'
about his Scottish encounter,;because he had been taken ill soon after publication,
then (according to his publishers) gone abroad to convalesce and sadly died.Tet
Tumours had been rife that the real culprit was then a young,up and coming amateur
agtronomer,later noted for his TV celebrity status and his anti-UFO hysteria.
This man,eccentric presenter of the world famous "Sky at Night" programmes,the
gregarious Patrick Moore,was suspicioudy linked with the saga for several key
Teagons and Chrisg Allan played deteotive (with a 1ittle help from Steuart Campbell)
to unmask him.Fe appears to hawe had a co-cutborybut his role in this 'joke! was
(1 digcovered) an open secret.His great buddy, cemedian Michael Bentine,chuckled
atout it to me (and hinted it wasn't the only peaudonresbook Patrick had been involwved
with!) Agtronomer Ann Cohen lmew all about it.And yet,to this day and despite
Allan's publio unfrocking,the boggle-eyed UPQ gceptic still refuses to admit
Tegponsibility.

There are not too mang‘(known) hoaxes in the form of UFO books.That =uch a
well lmown pergonality and debunker seemsts be behind one which has gtood for thren
decades ig fagcinating.But again it is worth noting how it was tenacious hard
work on the part of ufologists that found him out.S,in a sense,it was amother
demonstration of the objectivity which true investigators are rarely given the
Public credit for...thanks,in no small measure,to the excesses of others!

UFO research in 1986 did happen,of course.lt was not all about none-eventa.
Hilary Evansg egtablished his 'Tolide! exchange.A small band of dedicated ufologisks
interested in 'balls of light' UFOs (or UAP).Not '"spaceships' or abduction cases
— but “wring’and plain ordinary sightings that almost certainly will one day have
natural scientifio explanations,Hilary collects sulmissions,research,photocopies
and ¢ *a from the twenty or so participants,bundles them together and ships them
off tu everyone.In this way one simple thing is achieved - information exchange.
That is the forerunner of all progress,and it is hoped that this oclever scheme
might be expanded into other sub categories of UF0 research.

The Anamnesgis project published its first results in 1986 too.This hasg come
under fire in certain quaterg,where it is seen ag attempting to psycheanalyse the
UFO mystery out of exigtence.In fact it is a detailed gtudy of witnesses using
standard psychological/scciological tests and comparing the results.Dr Alex Keul
initiated the project in Auatria,but BUFORA,under the coordination of Ken Phillips,
hag participated also.

The preliminary analysis of 21 Austrian and 26 British witnesses had some
interesting results.For example,UF0 witnesses in Britain were significantly more
likely to have had ESP experiences than the general population (according to
comparative figures provided by a 1981 Bristol University study of Dr Sue Hlaclkmors)
Witneases to close encounters had twice the probability of ESP phenomena,mostly
pre-=zxigtent when the UFO event occurred.All but one witness had repstitive EsP
phenomena to record.This is no surprise to many regearchers,who have suggested that
UF0 cloge encounters may be a form of BSP — a consciousness event.But it is the
Tirat hard evidence for that view.

On the other hand one psychological hypothesis was negated by the Rorschach
(inkblot) testing.It was predicted that UFO witnesses would 'read' more UFD images
into the blots than nor-witnesses.In fact this did not occur and the difference
Was not gignificant.But even negative resultas from anamnesis testing are ugeful,
The project will be refined in the light of these preliminary fesults and PUFORA
has reinforced ita mandate to continue the experiment.Any information about the
Paychological profile of UFO witnesses must be valuable.
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Finally, BUFORA continued its work trying to find an answer to the riddle
of the corn-field circles.Every summer period since 1981 a number of fields
in southern England (mostly Hampshire and Wiltghire) have produced single or
multiple circles,They have appearsd ruddenly,always between May and fugust,
and nobody has seen what caused them.From 1983,when the national media got hold
of the story (and before long the international madia),'there have been regular
press and TV fables atout giant UFO landing marks.

For this reason BJFORA became involved.Also other less cautious EToups were
Uging the publicity to promote their own beliefs,so there was a degres of
Tegponsibility. “iom work done as far back as 1981, by DUFORA investigator Tan
Urzyglod and his west country group PREOHE,and the scientific gtudies of the
meteorologist Dr Terence Meaden,it was quite clear to the BUFORA investigation
team that UFOs had absolutely NOTHING to do with these rings.The answer almost

certainly lay in hoaxes,a new type of fairweather whirlwind or a combination of
the two.

Predicting the arrival of yet more rings and media panpore in summer 1986
DUFORA prepared itself.I produced a survey of the historical patterns and
summariged Dr Meaden's work.Investigations coordinator Paul Fuller, a astatistician
from the area where the majority of circles appeared,described in depth the
morphology and nature of the rings.The cummulative publication "Mystery of the
Circles" was readied for publication.As soon as the publicity began again a
plan to hold a public debate within days and to blanket cover the media with the
truth was actwsted,with the help of Mike Wootten.The two weeks around the arrival
of the circles in June was organised like a military campaign tut was eminently
satisfying for BUFORA as it resulted in serious publicity in major newspapers,
such ag the 'Telegraph' and 'Guardian',and national radic and TV features.All of
this went some way towards defusing the ailly UFO staries constantly linked with
the circles and ghows that,with hard work and forethought, genuine ufology can
triumph.

During the winter of 1986-1987 (the circles "off season") Paul Fuller and Dr
Headen conducted a major survey of cereal famms in the area.This work was funded
Jointly by a meteorolosical research foundation and BUFORA — possibly one of the
first such ventures in UFO history.It was amply rewarded with important new data
that will be in the acientific press in 1987 and added as an appendix to the
Teprinted edition of "Mystery of the circles" from BJFORA.

UNITED STATES:

1987 will prove to be THE outstanding year in American UFO circles,and of course
this will be digcussed in the nexrt edition of this publication.But what of the
year 19867

The build up and anticipation was there.In November Jerome Clark,editor of
International UFO Reporter said,"much is happening on the American UFO scene and
there is great optimism.” Largely due to mould-breaking UFO Yooks ihen in the
preparatory stages they had lead to Dr David Jacobs,the historical scholar of UFO
studies,saying that in his view "the temm 'ufology! or 'UFO research! isg rapidly
becoming a misnomer.What we are involved in now is 'extraterremtrial studiesg'. "

This dramatic change in outlook,which reflects the mood of US research,is due
to two things.Farstly, the ever inecreasing output of releaged government papers
via the Freedom of Information Act.These have emerged from sc¢ many sources now it
seems that almost every intelligence body has been 'into' UFOs.Quite a state of
affairs for a non-existant myth!
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Publication of these documents (from 'stndard' sources like the CIA and FHL,
through to more recent revelations about the Defence Intelligence Agenoy etc) baa
come from many people.But primary amongst them is M1l Moore,the man who has almost
single-handedly proven that there was a orash of an unknown objeoct near Roswell,
New Mexico,in Jily 1947.The ramifications of that are alone quite awesome, He has
a regular bulletin that reports on the latest progress.It is called Focus.

Ray Poeche of WMUFON has also ocontinued to produce reams of doouments at wvery
inexpensive prices via his 'Fortean Research Centre' — although during 1987 bhe has
been forced to bazktrack a little because he was concentrating so much on Uro
papers at thd expense of other subjects of interest to his readership.

The reason why these efforts deserve applause i3 the scandalous way in which the
Freedom of Information Act is abused by the authorities.This ds not only to deny
fileg on often spurious grpunds.lt also involves excessive charges if you request
searches and coples of what is found.Thanks to people like Bill Moore and Ray Boeohe
the truth of what the authorities REALLY mow has gradually emergsd.

The other crucial factor in American atiitude development has been the work on
abduction oasessmasterminded especially by artist Budd Hopkins.His careful and
quite brilliant investigations,with psyohologists and psychiatrists,has made many
who were opce critical of the 'alien' hypnthesis now question whether their grounds
for scepticism were valid.A new surge of beldef that all this ‘smoke’must mean some
'Pire’ has swept through pnce cautious thigkers and the ETH (extra-terrestrial
hypothesgis) is now firmly ahead in the theory stakes.Indeed what was once seen as
faseinating,avant-garde and exciting new thinking from French and British psycho-
social theorisers.is widely held to be misguided nonsense by many Americans in the
gecond half of the eighties.The aliena,well and truly,have returned.

APRO went through a traumatic time wiih the traglo loss of Jim Lorenzon,one of
the founders of world ufology.This original in American regearch groups naturally
faltered at his loss and many people wish his widow Coral well for the future.It
ig hoped that the Aerial Phenomena Research Organisation will regrov.

I was accused of dwelling too much on the death of Dr J.Allen Hynek in the lasgt
UFO World.If this gave offénce I apologise.But his death was a major event and loss
to every serious ufologist in the world.I do not see how its emphasis could have
been exaggerated.luckily,CUFOS (Center for UFO Studieg) survived.Allen's illness
had been quite long and CUFOS appreciated vpprat its gerious nature.This allowed for
future planning,in which Allen himself was involved.Jerome Clark had already re-
gshaped the flagship publication IUR (International UFO Reporter).New scientifio
blood was transfused into the research and steering committee.Tha Tegult is that
the now officially named ‘.T.%llen Rynek Center for UFO Studies’is as vital a force
ag it hag ever been,well prepared to face the crucial next few years.

WUFON,meanwhile,has continued to gain regpeot for its invegtigational abilities
and producesa monthly journal more regular and of consgistant quality than any other
major UFO body in the world.With friendly cooperation between MUFON and CUFOS (how
pleasant to see!) America is certainly set fair to handle any serious UFO flap.

The annual MUFON conferenze in 1986 was a big success with some key papers.For
the 1987 event it set up a year-long planning strategy which involwed FUFOR (FPund
for UFO Research), headed by Dr PBruce Maocabee and Dr Richard Hall.They worked like
beavors to raise huge sums so that major UFO researchers from literally all over
the world could fly to Washington DC in June 1987 for what was planned as the
ultimate conference to demonstrate the global nature and importamce of the UFO,

FUFOR,an organisation with a real difference, ia not a group tut a FURD.Any
serious UFO investigator or reasaech group from mnywhere in the world oan apply
for grant aid towards an outline project.In this way exciting,trailblaxing reaecarch
ig being funded and the dett owed to Dr Macocabee and his colleagues for this
guperb initiative can not be too widely praised.

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SIGHTING REPORTS

ITORLDWIDE:

With one or two isolated examples (eg Australia) the number of UFO reports
‘ontinued at a low ebb during 1986, BUFORA, for example,only collected a similar
lumter of cases to 1985 (around 15).But this is not a fair repregentation of the
*xact number of sightings.BIFORA has for several Yyears adopted a policy of not
‘nvestigation the mundane lights in the sky.A case has to have some morit for any
‘ime to be spent preparing a report,The Northern UFO Network (WUFON) offers a
setter guide to the level of activity.It corpiles data from several loocal groups
-1 the north of Britain and has less zelectivity,Compared Wth 42 cases in 1985
iT have been added for 1986, 4 total between two and three times that amount would
five a reasonable portrait of URO sightings around Britain during the year,For
¢ country with 56 million inhalitants it is interesting to contragt that with the
yreviously recorded Australian total.

However,what theas figures do show is that UFOs might seem almost absent to
the casual obgservor — but they are still there gomewhere. Even in places where the
1ctivity genuinely is far short of the waves of the late seventies, s ghtings
happen at least at the rate of two or three a week.

Of course,a great proportion of a UFO investigators time is spent with old
cages.It ig difficult,without money,to have an hstant access reporting system.In
7lew of this sightings may often be months or Years out of date when the witness
finally tracks down a source to report them %o.This provides many (sometimes
nsurmountable) difficulties in field work.But when a case has merit it is still
forth pursuing,

Some interesting data of this kind was published in 1986.In Australia, for
*xanple, a new car-stop case (actually dating from July 1978) was discovered. 4
single witness in a car travelling a tea-time road called 'Interlaken! in Tasmania
felt a 'vibration' and then saw a glow rige from behind some trees.The car head
Lighta,radio and starter motor failed in sequence.Thrrified by the ordeal the
iitness claima he took out a rifle,as the mass of lights hovered over the road
thead. It then projected a beam of 1ight atraight at the car!

The object was described as abtout 100 £t in diameter with a red lignt on top
nd mass of rotating bright lights below.Four metallic 'skid plates' were on the
Jage,which seemed to retract into the body as the object departed.As it did so
‘he power returned to the vehicle,although the radio was reported to continue
mitting static until the objeot had disappeared into the distance.

This is the sort of case whioh UFO researchers enjoyybecause it has hard data
tssociated. It 1s of such a consistant type that it becomes increasingly diffucult
‘or scientists to deny the advantage to themmelves of UFO reports.What energy
‘auges these physical processes? Clearly something other than an hallucination.,

Another aspect of physical phenomena is shown by a report from George Fawcett
£ MUFON.He has reported on a detailed investigation into a North Carolina case

In fact their experience was just the prelude to
e more intriguing close encounters on record.

At 11.45 pm loud noises and bright lights in the sky made a Nrs Scronce rush
‘utside her home near the Hiddem Valley Horse arena.She was supported by many
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'earwitneases’,as George Fawcett calls them.He confirmed with the local airport
that they had calls about these loud noises 'like a jet Plane crashing’ - but the
Tadar had seem nothing,Thig Wwasg,however,not viewed as strange.Most visual observors
said the object (shaped like the planet saturn but made out of 'steel plates') was
S0 low it would be underneath radap coverage.ly faot ond witness (who got within
100 frest of it) said it had to climb to fly over some trees or else it would have
hit them.

One mobile home near Mrs Scronce's house was shaken to its foundations.There
Wwere also many reports of povwer failures.An electric clock,for ingtance,began to
blink on and off - indicating a temporary cut out.Telephones gtopped working. Room
lights failed,?25 year old Danny Alderholit,who went outside into the fields to
'chage! the object,noted that horses in the area seemed frozen and were staring up
at the thing.Other residents familiar with the local barking dogs say they had
been oddly silent.Mr Alderholdt also reported waves of heat coming from the object
and at least one beam of light was emitted onto the ground. Danny Aderholdt adds bhat
as the UFO departed over the trees,at about 12.15 am, the pressure wave generated
dosnward "parted the treetops 'like a comb!.n

Another criticism levelled against UFO WORLD '86 was that its case reports
provided a serious misrepresentation of the truth, implying that every light in
the sky was an unexplained UFO (to paraphtase one review).Frankly,I find this
hard o equate with the IFO discussions in the pages of text.Dit T must make clear
that the 1986 cases to follow are not meant to be a cross sample.They are chosen
as the most interesting and probative cases on record.Inevitably they will give
the impression of a dozen op s0 unexplained sightings.But,as the rest of the text
hone fully demonstrates,the vast majority of 1986 investigations found golutions.
IF0s outweigh UFOs by a factor of anine to one and no self respecting UFO researcher
disputes that.

One of last years dozen that was not called a UFO happéned on 15 September 1985
in Italy.CISU have now published a detailed study of that case.It involved many
hundreds of witnesses,quite a few who photographed the cone or triangular UFD seen
FOR HOURS sbove Piemante and Valle d'Aosta regions. ;
A TV news crew from RAI chaged it in a jet and got
film (as opposite —computer enhanced).Whilst it wag
Not possitle to '"glose in' and the UFQ did not ghow
Up on radar (as the aircraft did) the film was put
onto TV that night.lNext day CISU was on the scene ip
follow up no fewer than 95 separate observations of
the object.Methodical work &valuated the case ag a
stratospheric research balloon at 66,000 ft and a-
most certainly launched by the French space centre : R
at Air-sur-Adour, The study of witness accounts was of great interest,because they
showed a general degree of accuracy in shape description.A few did tend towards
anomalous shapes that could not have been involved and others 'saw structure! that
wag not there.Byt there seems to have been no induced close encounters,car-gstops
or other such cases which populate UFO research in general,Thig suggests that it
would be hard to reduce all strong UFO data to IFO causes, plus exaggeration,

Finally,the most bizarre of UTFQ cases (the lien contact) was not entirely
absent,Peter Hough of MUFORA reported on a sighting of this type which allegedly
occurred at Lowton,Lancashire,England on 9 May 1985.4A young,unemployed man was
Teturning by motorcycle from Liverpool to Oldham when he stopped at 4.30 am for
scme refesghmont.lle claims that a humming sound in an adjacent field attracted him
and,as he walked in,he found a silver glow and two figures Wwearing lurer gki-guits
coming towards him.They had blbnd hair and carried an egg shaped object on a belt
around their waigt.In a normal,consciously recalled conversation they claimed to
come from 'the third golar syastem! and advised he would not understand any more.

The case had a strange sequel involving supposed visits and warnings by strange men,

but 1little evidence to support its objeotive reality was found and some reason for
doubt.

There was quite a wave of UFOs in Wales during 1986,moatly investigated by

the tireless CONTACT UK investigator and UFO repeater witness Margaret Fry.One
°f the most fascinating was this one.It oocurred at a small town on the Dee

¥ Egtuary,very near the Engligh border and Just two miles
from Oakenholt,the village where the Sunderland family
bad their world famous CE 4 experiences.The site of a
large former steel works and an active major power station
dominates the area,which is interesting as many of the
local area UFOs have been obgerved over these locations.
At 8.20 pm on this particular night a taxd driver first

: sawW the objeot and jumped from his car in surprise.It
was described as 3-4 car lengths in size,a rounded owal {although more 'dome like!
when geen from the side).It was low enough for a perfect view of the underside
as it glided over,revealing steady white lights in a ring round the edge a bright
blue light at the rear and three 'slits' pouring out white light in the bage.In

all officia} knowledge of what might lie behind these impressive sightings.

This major case created naws stories all over the world: It began late on the
evening when the head of the state o0il corporation,Ozires Silva,was landing his
Tingu plare at an air force bage in Sao Jose doa Jompos.Detecting three coloured
lights ahead of himyand recording them ako on his airborne radar,he informed the
Defence Centrz,abandoned his landing and set off to chase the 'ping-pong ballas'.

The Defence centre already knew abtout the objeots,since they were recording
stranze targets over three cities on the east central coast of Brazil (Sao Paulo
and Rio de Janeiro were also dnvolved).Air Force Minister Octavio Lima later
Justified the scrambling of three F-5E jets on the basiaz that the uncorrelated
blips were "interfering with air traffic". The jet pilots saw green,red and white
lights and they were tracked on radar as solid targets moving wp to 990 mph.The
pilotscame within 4 mkles of one light.One was actually surrounded by 13 of the
lights and instead of him pursuing them the roles were reversed! After half an
hour,now over the coast by Sao Paulo,the fighters had to return to base low onFuel,
So three Mirage suversonic jets were' sent up armed with sidewinder misgsiles.They
picked up radar targets btut were unable to see anything visual.The radar targets
then vanished too.One Mirage did allegedly have a brief visual contact.

There wag both a remarkable official frankneas about the case and total pugzle
-ment, The Defence Centre's head of operations,Major Cerquiera said,"In the six
yoars I have worked (here) I have never seen anything similar.” The pil barron
said of his obgervationas that "it wasn't like any of the classical flying saucers
seen in the movies".25 year old Lt.Marinho,one of the three pilots of the F-5Ea,
said,of the first lighd he saw,"It was not a star.It couldn't have been another
plane.It couldn't be anything we now have.”

In an unprecedented move the Brazilian president decided to allow tho geven
military pilots inwvolved (the petroleum bogs,Silva,was algo a Colonel) to give a
free press conference.They each recounted what they had seen and the military
authorities answered queations to the best of their albdlities."Technically there is
no explanation," the Air Force Minister Lima told the vonference,premising (but
a year later not yet having fulfilled this promise) that "we shallobtain all the
reports,and bave not the slightest intention of hiding anything."

Attempts at explanations began with stars,meteors,something conneoted with
Halley's comet and other improbable angwers.The mélitary authorities made guesses
about "elecfronic warfare" and NASA astronaut,Dr Story Musgrave,became ensnared.
Hg chanced to be in Braxil at the time and said,"UFOs are like witchea.I don't
bolieve in them but they exist for gure.”

More recent speculation has focused on earthlights possibilities.However,there
ares very obvious similarities here wlth the famous 1952 Washington DC radar/vi aual
encounters (officially put down to temperature mirage effecta) and the movie film
encounters invelving an Australian TV crew in 1978 over Kaikoura,New Zealand,then
linked with the game natural phenomena but ultimately shown to be quite unkmown.

4 15 year old youth called Jenny Randles,BUFORAs director of investigations,to
Teport a 'tractor stop' case.It was so unusual and involved physical evidence that
Within days of the call (itgelf three weeks after the experience) the BUFORA field
coordinator in the area was onto the case.Paul Puller attempted to obtain full de
—tails from the witness and obtained a written account that explained a number of
thinga.

The toy was a gardener in an esgtate of a manor owner,lr K.At mid-day he said
he was driving a small tractor in the grounds when "I had a sudden incredible
Sénsation,almost like being in a dream". Then the cloudg began to part.le had 2
Tinging in his ears..."then the motor on the tractor stopped™ A brilliant multi-
Ccoloured flash neat occurred,llke an explosion in the sky behind a silo.It seemed
Yo last a long time and he enly recovered his senses wallding towards the spots,
being called by Mr K,his employee.The tractor was found to be damaged with all its
Wires turnt out.

There are superficial indications of a possible 'time loss' case here,being
potentially an 'abduction' or CE 4.The witness refered to what is called the 'Oz
Factor!' (the dream-like gtate before a sighting) and the trance—like condition
of recovery,Ye further ingisted that he had been contacted befoie, felt there were
deeper levels of memory and wanted hypnosis.

The temptation to offer this was avoided.Instead hig background was checked,
His parents dismigsed hin as being 'very impresaionatble',Hjs writing showed signs
of both imagination and incoherence.He had not even named the towmncorrectly and
his employer,Mr Kyrefered to the incident as 'a pack of nonsense!',

There were definite clues within the toys story.He had come dirsect to Jenny
Randles after reading her hooks.lle made frequent appeals that he wanted to be a
ufologist.He admitted knowing about the algns of a possible abduotion and allepgad
several (eg seeing lightballs in the bedroom as a child).All of this material was
contained in books he had read.He even alleged a previous sighting,specifically
dated in the early hours of a December 1980 night. Thisg, by 'coincidence' ,tied in
With the famous Rendlesham Forest encounter,featured in another of Jenny Randles!?
books that he had read.

By being cautious and taking this case slowly,rather than rushing into hypnotic
Tegression at the first hint of a possible abduction,a great deal of trouble and
misleading data was saved.Mp K'a father in law lived in a cottage in the gardens
Wwhere the btoy was.The 'tractor! (actually a motoriged lawn mower! ) was bashed in
at the front with the battery out.Prior to the incident this man had seen him
Tiding it up and down the lawn "as if &t were a go-kart".There seems little doubt
that the youth simply overtufned the mower and the rest of his story was a product
of either imagination,a desire to bocome involved in ufology or (Just faimtly
Possible) a dream during brief unconsciousness following the acecident. Either way
it was not a UFO encounter, and without the gradual discovery of the problems of
thia story,regression hypnosis might easily have tumed it into a pamuus abduction.

Undoubtedly considered THE case of 1986 in some quarters (particularly if you
judge solely on the basis of global media coverage) thig was yet another mid-air
encounter,which illustrates the remarkable growth in this kind of gighting in the
past few years,

Even reputable Americdn gources such as "Newsweek! magazine and staid EBEritish
establishment press from-places like 'The Times' carried almost unheard of serious
Teports extolling the virtues of this UFO sighting.But even more ineredible than
this was the decision by the Federal Aviation Administration to come clean,talk
openly and three months later publish a full report (all be it for B200) that was
on sale tp any ufologlat who wished to have it,This should be the way ahead in
UFO research and if it reflects what may happen in future there is cause for great
optimism that we might make real progress.

According to the Hewsweek story {"S‘trangn encounter over Alaska") Japan Adr
Lines Flight JAL 1628 (a cargo Ioeing 747 with 47 year old Captain Kenjyu Terauchi
at the controls) was flying from Iceland to Anchorage,Alaska,over wasteland near
Fort Tukon.The captain and two crew observed flashing lights moving alongside as
they cruised at 35,000 feet.There were three,in formation,and coloured yellow,
amber and green.Receiving radio permission to descend to 31,000 feet Captain Tera
—uchi was forced to explain that the "thing' was descending in formation with thenm
and was “very big...one/two times W gger than an aircraft carrier."

For thirty minutes the object played tag with the jet but was lost as they
circled to land at Anchorage.After a month the story broke because crew had talked
to relatives and the Japanese press had picked up the . thene.The FAA in Alaska
decided to confirm everything and publish the full report.However,whilst Terauchi
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claimed that the UFO wag detected on the 747s weather radar,ground radar (both
¢ivil and military) were supposed to have had only a transiént reading,which
even at first report the USAF was attributing to "cluttern,

Captain Terauchi had a gecend sighting on a flight from Londpn to Alaska,over

target was a weather induced echo effect and the simple fact that the 747s weather
radar dotected something is suspicious.This is normally only able to pick up very
large weather gystema.Therewes no consideration of the possitility that 'northern
lights' or 'aurora' effects were involved (ie chadged glowing atmospheric partides
prevalent in northern climes).Put it does geem very likely that this much vaunted

GEOPHYSICAL UFOge— The only hope we have 7

Ufology has produced some bizarre 'solutions' to the riddle of UI0s since 1947
most of which have long since been disproved or discarded,Tet the paat decade han
seen the rise of the geophysiocal theories,exemplified by Persinger and Lafrenidre
(1) and Devereux (2). Whilst these are reagonable,testable theories they have been
widely criticised,not least for the fact that they challenge belief,especially in
in the BTH (extraterreatrial hypothesis),Hogt ufologists are still unsure and wary
of them.This explains why most of the research work done on this subject hps until
Bow been nerformed by people not directly connected with the UFO movement.

The theories are wide-ranging,but bagically suggest that unugual lights observed
Under certain conditions and on specific terrains are blobs of as yet unidentified
energy,possibly created by frictional diacharge from rocks in gzones of geological
faulting.In addition it is suggested that geological stress before,during and
after a period of seismic activity can also produce these lights.Dr Persinger has
also specified certain landscape features around which geophysical electron lealtage
could produce vigible luminogities.These include hills,point sources,such as
towers, reservoirs,powerlines and areas of mineral enrichment.

The Pennine Hills and their environs have a high incidence of the above features
and was identified by Devereux as a location where many sightings would be expected.
Randles simultaneously was collating this activity into a book which corroborated
hisg prufliction.(j).ﬁll this tenda to suggest that the Persinger/Devareux theorieg
of geophysical origin are worth exploration in this region.Project Pennine isg now
underway to do just that.It will concentrate on thorough research into the history
of UFO sightings and their folklore analogues in the Pennineg,mapping them and
comparing them with data suggested hy geophysical theories,..including magnetic
and meteorolpgical anomalies.

General characteristics of unexplained luminosities seen over the Pennines
include the following: often low-level aightings,they are predominantly ball-
shaped,with diameters varying from 10 cm to more than 5 metres and are probably
amorphous or gaseous in nature.In addition,many reports describe them as passing
through fences and hedgerows,growing and shrinking in size and performing motions
congidered impossible.lany observors believe they have seen !'structured objects'
behind the 1lights.No proef has been forthcoming for this and we would discount it
as a perceptual phenomenon - the witnesses expecting to mee an objeot which ig
producing the 1ighta.The geophysical theories also lend credence to the 'window
area' theory, areas where UF0s and related phenomena are seen repsatedly over a
Dunber of years or become a high level focal point for activity in short flaps.
Devereux,havinmg identified the Pennine area as a candidate,also identified many
others from their characteristics and density of sightings (eg Dyfed,south Wales,
the area around Egryn,mid Wales and Warminster in Wiltghire).

There are many areas in the north whioch could fit this category,but a good
example of such a geological window area ig Calverly Woods near Pradford.
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. Calverly Woods 1s a large area of woodland net far from Ilkley Moor.The place
is riven by surface faulting and the rock ias quartz bearing gritstone.It has been
the focus for unexplained phenomena for centuries which,when stripped of its
cultural connotations,appears to be consistant.The 'Calverly Chost' was once often
seen moving down an old track in the woods (no more than 50 yards from the fault
line).A writer in the last century described it as 'a oloud like apparition'.It
has been variously interpreted as a lecal notary,headless horseman and other thing,

In this century the llght has frequently been categorised as a UFO.In July
1984 there was a CE3 in the woods.Briefly,a young couple gaw from their window a
bright light hovering in a clearing.Upon looking throuszh binoculars they saw a
'landed space craft! from which 'entities' emerged to fake soil samples.

This type of ongoing aotivity on a marked fault area with a long hiatory of
anomalous phenomena do2s suggest a link between the events and the area itself.
The manner in which the gkowing lights have been interpreted fits well what
Devereux calls 'Proto Entities' - figures forming out of the UFD 'material'.

Hany other Pennine areas exhibit similar characteristics.It has also been noted
how rarth tremors can act as catalysts for UFO activity,further strengthening the
geonhysical connection,23 July 1984 saw probably the largest ever flap in Weat
Torkshire.From 6 to 12 om that night numerous unidentified lights were scen over
the east side of the Pennines.Tho majority conformed to the general character of
Alstorical 'Pennine lights'.They were brisght,coloured white,orange,red etc,often
in twos or mmall clusters and revolving.Witnesses invariably said that they app-
2ared,travelled short digtances at low level and ingtantly vanished.Three days
prior to this flap a number of small tremors shook the area.Members of the local
group WIUFORG went on radio and actually 'predicted' the resultant spurt of UTD
activity! Later,researcher Paul Bennett found many of the events occurred directly
atove, or followed clogely,the fault lines in the area.,llany witnesses even said
that the lights were 'hugsing the contours of the land'.

Randles had reported a similar event in 1982 when a 'mini-wave' around Todmorden
in the western Pennines involved many lights and both radio and gireet lighting
interference.(4) These events ended suddenly on 20 April with a large 'bang' later
identified as connected with seiemic avtivity on a nearby fanli.The direct link
between UFO sgightings and geophysical activity is there and cannot be easily
dismissed.

The Rossendale Valley, nearby Pendle Hill,and Czrleton Hoor are all good
exmamples of Pennine 'windows'.In the south Loxley Edge,north west of Sheffield,
algo has a high incidence of UFOs and other anamalies.Can it be coincidence that
each area fulfills the criteria for geophysical phenomena by being heavily faulted
with hills and many point sources? Project Pennine hopes to collect sufficient
data to either prove or disprove the geophysical theories in the Pennines.

Whether we believe or not that any aspect of geophysical theory could explain
some of the unexplained lights in the Pennines,we must not leave it at that.Too
often itheorieg have become fashionable for a time and then been forgotten.Deveraux
and his colleagues have proved that at leaat one thing (earthlights) can be
replicated under laloratory conditions.We have identified Pennins areas whera
high UFO (or UAP-Unidentified Atmogpheric Phenomena,the prefered term) fit the
theory.He have our own Hegadalen,an open air laboratory,where British researchers
can gtudy these events.It must not become another 'armchair theory' but must be
tegted in the fieldyand not merely argued out in the letters columns of UFO
journals. Skywatching may be a joke.But the only real way to prove these theories
ia to pgo to these window areas with proper instrumentation and record and film
tho UAP as they happen.A testable theory is worth a thousand debates.
