Dr. COLIN RIDYARD

Dr Colin Ridyard, Ph.D., M.R.S.C., C. Chem, has been highly interesr€d in the UFO subject since a
wave ofUIO sightings over his home town on Anglesey made national news and perplexed islandeN
of Anglesey. A petition was start€d by Dr Ridyard and presented ro parliamenr with Rt Hon Bety
Williams MP and referenced to Rt Hon leuan W],II Jones MP. Th€ response to this was a statement by
the MOD that they would not be investigating the matier turther (details ofrhis made narional news
around 17th March 1997).

Dr Ridyard has worked closely with Rt Hon Ieuan W).n Jon€s MP in searching for the missing govt
UFO file AIR 2/16918 and has ahafted questions for the MP to tabl€ in the House of Comons.
(Question: 2li March 199? 312 (21359) question on tne missins file.) His work and the question asked
in parliament broughi fodh ihe missing file. He is also a member ofthe Royal Society of Ch€mists and
has made representations to the soci€ty on th€ subject ofLTOs.

Matthew Williams is a fom€r civil servant working who work€d for HM Customs & Excis€ Ciminal
Investigations department who sinc€ his owll UFO sighting now inv€stigat€s the UFO €nigrna firll
time. He has managed to get the MOD to urwittingly admit tlat they knew the whereabouts of th€
missing UFO files whilst at the same time they w€re spinling a web ofuntruths to public, press and
MPs. He has also looked into the govenrn€nts investigations ofUIOs and had uncover€d the aruzing
details ofhow one departrnent implicated in investigations operates from a super secr€r facility in
Co6ham, Wilts which is housed underground in 35 miles ofnuclear proof tunrcls. Matthew has
become a whistle blower on the existence ofthis base and a number of other secr€t bases. Matthcw
beli€ves in diectaction to exposebases andhas be€n involv€d in some actions against bases.

Ctuis Fowler of Cardiff is a diligenr researcher .who u,aites to Mps and th€ Ministry Of Defence for
clarification ofUFO sightings and policy_ Over th€ years he has managed to get confirmation fo some
sightings that hav€ been reported to UFO groups. In November 1995 he manag€d to get an admrssion
to Provost & Security Service (RAF Special Police & Intelligence unit) thar thev had been rle co_
ordination point for UFO reports. However we knew ftom leak tbat the situafi;n w€nt firther rhan
this. Ctuis was praised by Timodry cood (world renowled UFO author) for fmding this information.
Later on in 1996 we leamed from the File Air 2/16918 dnt Provost & Secuity service had infacr been
part of a s€det UI.O investigation unit and thar the previous MOD srarements were lies.

INTRODUCTION TO IJTO PRESS RELEASE

This introduction is designed to give an overview to rhe Pr€ss Release and help the reader understand
the basic concepts involved. Areas oftext in the press release pages hav€ been highlighted to draw the
rcaders attention to the key element points. Once the g€neral idea ofwhat we are talking about, we
suggest that the readff th€n reads the documents Foperly in order ro undentard the significance of rhe
UFO cover-up.

The information that is presented must be read wirh a conr€xt thar the MOD denies thar LIFOS are of
any defence signifi canc€.

We have provided a sampl€ of documents in this press release which will show thar this is nor the case.
Pl€ase be awar€ that there are many more documents which are available in the public domain which
show that UFOS are of d€fence significance. Reference numbers are available for the reader to obrain
thes€ documents from the Public Records Office (located in Kew, London).

Both the MOD and the former "Air Staff 2" offica Nick Pope have made statemenrs o the eff€ct that
only one departrnent at the MOD investigates LTOS. This departrnent is Aistaff 2. Th€ department is
now mn by Kerry Philpott. The departrnent used to be called DS8. Records exist in the public records
offic€ for this department but un il 1995 no other departrnents wer€ ever talked about or knoull to the
public.

Fil€ No AIR2/16918 (Pro at Kew) provides the b€st evid€nc€ ofa LtrO cov€r,up by th€ govemment
because it shows that 6 depaflrnents of th€ MOD were investigatine UFOS in rhe 1960s.

MOD and former MOD officer Nick Pope (who authored a book on rhe subject) say that rhere were no
orier departments in MOD that inv€srigated LtrOs. We have now shown rhis ro be a iie.

B€cause of30 year secrecy nles we are prevented fiom having acc€ss to euIlg!]lrecords or details of
th€se departnents. No ltgqrisslrecords exist at aI in the public records office for some of the
intelligenc€ departnents involved in UFO inv€stigation. W€ find rlis highly suspicious - we know rhat
th€se departrnents exist because of file AIR2/1691 8.

CAA (Civil Aviation Authority) Have also conducted investigarions ofthe UFO phenomenon and
recently finished an invesiigation a near miss of a UFO and an airline jet coming which was commg
in to land at Manchester ai+od.

. Extra deparhnents rumoured to be inves.igatiDg UFOS include DI55 and DIel.

We know llom statements made to us by serving officers and also former s€ itrg officers and officials
that many files exist which have never been released to th€ public. We also h€ar ftom Lord P€r€I Hill
Norton, Commandff of th€ Fl€et (MOD highest position possible), dmt in his opinion there is a cover-
up and LrIOs are ofdefence significance. Films rnd evidetrc€ of UFOS are being withheld by the
MOD.

A MOD ruling from 1967 meant that all UFO reports would be preserved itr the Public Records
Office for viewing by the public because of r€newed interesi in the subject ofUFOS. However ifthe 6
secret MOD departments w€re investigating UFOS then where are they files .€lating to this?

We know that documents exist which have not be€n releas€d to the UK public because ihese
documenfs have be€n copies to th€ US goverDment and have been releas€d to US citizens under drc
American Freedom oflnformation Act. This r€l€ase wenX around UK secr€cy laws. Som€ ofthese
documents show that LIFO incidents have taken plac€ on UK soil involving Am€rican airbases which
have had overflights ofUFOs, which subsequently interfered and rend€red inopemble some ofthe
nuclear weapons stored on the base. The m€r€ fact that these w€apons were stored in rhis airbase $
still a top-secret. Proof ofthe nuclear aspect is available in a new book IEFT AT EAST CATE
pubtished b), Michael O Maru bool<:.

To note - the proposals fol a UK Freedom oflnformation act make it clear that there is no
responsibility for the MOD to take part. We f€el this is a bad situation and would support a toral
government and milihry wide Freedom of Infomation act only.

NOTES ON SPECIFIC DOCUMENTS INCLUDED IN THIS FILE:

Pase L

Prcject Bluebook was the USAF public project to investigate LIFOS using air force lesources. Its
leader Dr J Allen Hynek le{t the Foject in disgust saying that it was k€eping the best and most
unexplained records away ftom the Bluebook files. Subsequently he stated that the conclusions ofthe
report, which were that most sightings could be explain€d and that no evidence of extatenestrial life
could be determined, was at the very best a cover-up of the highest order.

There were secret l€vel investisations goins on behind Project Bluebook which w€ now kirov of.



In this letter we see Project Blue book writing to the MOD to make contact wirl th€ MOD public UFO
civil s€rv?nt who wote lett€rs ofEspons€ (which were often ptay€d down _ SEE PAGE i para 4,
ALSO SEE PAGE 4 point 4).

Pase 2.

MOD responds to Project Bluebook and srates that Investigations were carried out as part ofr}le MODS
Air Forc€ Teclnical Intelligence Dept (se€ pages 4 & 8 which prove this). Because th; MOD.\vere
writing to another Military unit they were prepared to admit ro th€ir inv€stigations ar a high level
whilst publicly th€y vouid only say that one or two civit sewant grade MOD employ€es investigated
the subject (re: Nick Pope fomer UFO desk MOD Alsraff2a and Keny philpott, cunent employ€e,
SEE PAGE 9) The statement that only Anstaff 2a were investigating UIO rcports at a clericai level
was madr quite clearly by Nick Pope. We f€el that this may €ither b€ b€cause ofMr popes still bemg
involved in the MOD and covered by secrecy laws or b€cause h€ is involved in the cov;r-up.

SPECIAL NOTE: Read para 4 (green). The MOD admit to a policy ofplaying dov/n the subject of
UIOS. In doing this th€y avoid public or political pressure to mounr a large scale probably PUBLIC
investigation on UFOS. It is not the militaries right to make decisions which will affect polirics! THIS
\4AY BE A NOTF TO POLITICAL EDITORS.

Page 3.

Nick Pope was asked diectly about Provost and Securiry Service and RAF Rudloe Manors
involvemeni in UFO investigations. He denied any knowledge of this fact.

Here we see a file leter showing that Provosr & Security Service wer€ invesiigating UFOS and that the
files w€Ie classifi€d as CONFIDENTIAL. We also see rhat rhe MOD senr our ofiicers ro intervi€v
witn€sses which may give rise to certain cases of"Men In Black" or ..Metr fiom the Ministry"
visitations that have been repot€d by witnesses over the years. The MOD have deni€d thar they ever
s€nt out officers to visit witnesses. Nick Pope in his book OPEN SKIES CLOSED M,V,S very firmly
states the opinion that no MOD went out and believes that thes€ were jusr oddbalt characters who were
"Walter Mitty characters" who "dressed up" to scare wianesses and were nothing to do with th€ MOD.

This file also gives the name ofthe officer who w€nt out to inrerview the witn€ss and page 2 ofrhe
report (which is not included in this file) goes even turther into the fact thar officers visited her on a

The witness ANN HENSON has now been visited by LtrO res€arche$ \rho confrrned that she .was

"advis€d" by the MOD to not talk about her sighting to press or public and not ro discuss the MOD
inv€stigation. She kelt to this sil€rce for 30 yearc until she was contacted. How many other wirnesses
have be€n "advised" not to talk by the MOD?

Page 4.

MOD have made statements that no UFO reports were classifi€d secret yet in this Intelligence report,
ftom one of the Secret LIFO investigation units, we s€e the word SECRET clearly used.

The report describes an object which was moving at speeds EXCEEDING 1400Mph. No explanation
could be found for the sighting. The speed was faster than any ancraft ofrhe day.

Officers who were experi€nc€d in ndar made the €stimation that th€ repo(ed contacts were not those
of conventional aircraft .

SPECIAL NOTE: In point 4 we se€ that the MOD were unhappy to see rcpo(s ofUFOs sening to the
press and that they will choose to play down th€ subj€€t (SEE PAGE 2 para 4) and report that the
sighting was not backed up with ndar evidence. This is clearlv then disinformation beins us€d on
lhe Brilish Public - proof asain of a corer-up.



The tone ofthis statement shows us that these s€ffet investigators would pass on recormendations to
civil servants in the publicly knowr UFO reporing departsnenrs to mak€ itatemenrs. This wav th€
secret urlirs could operate tben invesugacjoos wiftoul being hindered.

Page 5.

Here are details of some CAA (Civil Aviation Authodry) rcports ofUIOs. The case fil€s wilt be
release to IJIO researchers it is imagines ahead of military records (nornany 30 years).

Some obj€ct reported by credible pilot witness€s range from lighis through to oval objects and cigar
shaped objects.

Another SECRET report.

This file was classified higher than normal tevels or 30 year secrer files known about in the public
offic€ UFO files ofDS8. 56 and Aisraff 2a.

In para 2 we s€e r€ference to secret departrnents who investigate.

Page 1.

This is the second page to follow on to Page 6. We can see here that many RAF Unirs wer€ infomed
of the importance of sending then LTO sightings to these Secret Unirs and the pocedures for dong so.

Pag€ 8.

DDI Tech rcport of an object which ascended ftom 50,000 fr to 70,000 feet - a ceiling which no
aircraft ofthe day could achieve. Objects observ€d w€r€ as large as ships. Some objects rnade sharp
tums. It was not considered possible that these objects v,/ere faulrs of equipment nor misidentifications
but indeed untnowr and unconventional aircraft.

Page 9.

Lettff ftom Airstaff2a to Cbris Fowler of Cardiff. This lettff admits rhar RAF Rudloe Manor which
hous€s the Provost and Secuity Seflices Unit ofthe RAF was only involved in coll€ction ofUFO
reports which were then s€nt to the airstaff in MOD London to investigate. We have seen thar Provost
& Secudty Sewices were invesxigating in 1962 on Page 3.

Page 10. Second page to folow page 9.

Page 11. Statem€nts by the PRO that they do not know whereabouts offile AIR 2/16918 which shows
new details of secret UFO d€parhn€nts.

They promise to undedake a thorough search ofrecords and files to try to find the missing fite.

Assurances by Pro that large efforts will b€ made to find file after P. Question.

Page 14.

L€tter dated 6 days aft€r PQ was issued. File is found - we deremined thai the file was found 2 days
after dle PQ was asked. PRO state that fil€ was misfil€d iD box of the same class - in other words, rhar
it has not left the Public Recoids Offic€.

The information outlined below has been taken ftom tie PRO Records Infomatiotr System
(RIS) which tracks location and usage of all doouments. As the document is moved ftom its
storage shelf to a reader or department its location is recorded by a bar coding scaming
system cotrnected to RIS at fxed points. A limitation ofthe system is that the final reoording
ofthe docunetrt being retumed to store is at the etrtry poitrt to the repository floor atrd trot at
its shelfloaation. As w€ produce (ie retriwe ftom storage) well in exoess of2000 dooumetrts a

day human eror ocours aod oocasionally documents are retumed to their \ rotrg locations.
Seoontlly, the scaldrg s'stem oacasionally fails to rgcord gorrectly and a document can be
baok in store wtile RIS shows tbat it is stijl in use elsewhere. The next request for the
dooumetrt will be 'ftushated'. A combhation ofthe two, whioh occurred on this occasion, is
oftetr very difficr t to cor€ct. Regrettably, the faot that this document was 'missirg' tkough
tlree firrther requests was through a combiuatio! ofthe volumo of ow thoughput related to
resoulces and a failure to use ihe corect follow-up prooedures befween March arld May 1996.
What we do know is that the docume did not leave the Kew building at any slage
throughout this pedod.

Prior to the dooumetrt being recovered fiom its hoorreot location on 25 March 1997 the
dooument had last been recorded on RIS as being produced and seen otr 26 Maroh 1996. The

This can involve up to 20,000 documetrts and, therefore, takes oonsiderable time and
resources. On this occasiol the documeNrt was fould inside aaother documqrt of the same
Class tlat had trot bem used in the period around its last reoorded use and, thetefote, had not
followed the usual pattem ofmisfilitrg.

I again ofer oy apologise for the document being unavailable for suoh a lotrg period. Please
let me how if I catr prwide any firrther informatiol on this E{tter.
