n’s ice-pick lies beside the tracks of the creature he believes is the Yeti

on trall
of snow
monster
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A BRITISH climber who discov-
ered massive footprints on a
snow-covered mountain in Mon-
golia believes he has proved the
existence of the legendary Yeti.

Julian Freeman-Attwood was
leading a three-man expedition into
the bleak Alexandroff glacier,
which is 1,000 miles from
civilisation.

Records show no human had set
foot there for 30 years.

But in the early hours of June 12




someone, or something, passed within
feet o _a tent Julian, 37, was sharing
with his two fellow climbers.

He is now convinced that his team
came within inches of encounterin
the mountain man Mongolians ¢
the Almas and we sometimes call the
Abominable Snowman. Julian said:
““The temperature was at minus

11 degrees centigrade when we
woke at 4am.

“The morning was fine and
clear with very crisp snow. Just
a few feet from our tents we
saw the tracks.

“] estimated from the depth
of the tracks in the snow they
had been left by a creature
which made deeper footprints
than our own.

Creature

“It weighed well over I14st,
and one of the prints, which
was more than 14 inches long,
showed the outline of three
large toes.

“The tracks seemed to indi-
cate the beast may have been
walking with two feet and a
trailing arm.

‘“They could only have been
made within the previous few
hours or they would have been
obliterated by the bad weather.

“We followed the pin-sharp
tracks and could see the trail
descending on to the Chinese
side of the border.

“Unfortunately our supplies
were not sufficient for us to
follow the tracks and they van-
ished into the distance.”

Forestry consultant Julian,
from Rednal, near Oswestry
Shropshire, who has completed
eight major expeditions in the
past 10 years, took several pic-
tures of the footprints.

He plans to show them to

university experts to see if they
agree he may have priceless
evidence proving the Yeti is
not just a myth.

One of the photographs shows
the tracks on an almost sheer
glacier. Julian placed an ice
pick in the picture to give it
scale.

Britain’s top mountaineer
Chris Bonington esterday
backed Julian’s startling find.

Bonington, 58, said: ‘‘This is
the latest intriguing photo from
a reliable source.

*There have been fascinating
sightings over the years that a
large hairy creature standing on
two legs does exist.

Proof

‘“We now have a whole series
of footprints on record. No one
can absolutely dismiss the exis-
tence of such a creature but
until someone produces bones
or a set of remains it will be
difficult to prove.”

Bonington led a two-week ex-
edition to Tibet four years ago
in the hop2 of bringing back
proof that the Yeti was real.

He was so confident of his
mission he placed a bet with
bookmakers William Hill that
he would return successful.
Anxious bookies slashed the

odds from 150-1 to 50-1 as
hundreds of optimistic punters
backed the Bonington
expedition.

The bookies, who stood to
lose £1lmillion, breathed a sigh
of relief when he returned
without proof.

Julian said last night: “I
think what I may have is the
first fresh evidence for many
years of some unknown moun-
tain creature.

‘I have seen bear tracks in
the snow on a number of occa-
sions and 1 am sure these were
not made by a mountain bear.

“We know for definite that a
big creature passed within feet
of our tent as we slept.

“My fellow climbers and I
were mystified by the ap?ear-
ance of the tracks and a little
unnerved that something had
passed so close to our camp
and then disappeared.”

Towards the end of the expe-
dition Julian spoke to a Kazakh
nomad—the wizened elder of a
wandering settlement.

Julian added: *“He told us
that he had seen an Almas four
years previously at close quar-
ters but it ran away. He
described it as a huge ape-like
creature.

“He said legend has it that
the Yeti wanders the glacial
terrain living on a diet of wild
oats and vegetation taken from
the lower slopes.

“l was just longing to get
back and get the pictures de-
veloped to make sure we had
not all been seeing things up
there on the mountain.

“Naturally we will accept the
judgment of experts but the
whole episode is very exciting.”

Dr Ilan Bishop, head of the
zoology department at the Nat-
ural History Museum in London
is the world expert on Yeti.

He said: ‘“We can only con-
sider physical proof—photo-
graphs cannot provide absolute
confirmation the creature exists.
But while sightings continue no
one can rule out that the crea-
ture is real.”

Legends of a terrifying ape-
man have spread for hundreds
of years.

In Tibet villagers call the
hairy snowman the ‘“Yeh-Teh”
which means creature of the
rocks and led to the name Yeti.

In North America he is
known as Big Foot or
Sasquatch and is rumoured to
stand 8ft high.

But jaw bones, footprints and
teeth ve all been found by
villagers in remote wmountain
and forest regions supporting
claims that the creature is not
just a myth.

MORE than 25,000
tourists flooked to a nat-
ional park in China

after sightings of a hairy
beast dubbed Savage.
Looals sald the monster
was 6ft 7ins tall and covered
In red hair.

It walked upright and

was seen loping threugh
undergrowth, they said.

A FAMILY driven out of their
home by a ghost which plays
mournful music on an ergan won
backing from a judge yesterday.
The spook haunted John and
Heien Costello’s council house for
months before they fled.

The couple told how their daughter
was brought to her knees by the sound

The Bardo Thodol then tells us that there are 6 states of BARDO.

FIRST state of Bardo Natural state(whilst in the womb)
Second state of Bardo [Dream state(intermittent state
state of uncertainty)
THIRD state of Bardo Ecstatic equilibrium
(Whilst in.deep meditation, as above)
FOURTH state of Bardo Moment of death (Dying moment)
FIFTH state of Bardo Reality(Intermediate state of
reality)
SIXTH state of Bardo Sangsaric existence(Intermediate
state’ of seeking rebirth) ' !

At the actual time of death it is written that there are three states
of Bardo.

FIRST State Moment of death
SECOND State Reality
Third State Rebirth

These states describe the moments c¢f death. The first speaks for
itself, the second explzins the realisation of the death moment and
the third explains the rebirth to the spirit realm.

Most of our fear of dying is brought about by the fact that we do not
Know EXACTLY what we should feel or see. It 1is because of this
uncertainty that we often find ourselves clinging to 1life, needing a
religious person to see us through, or a blind faith that somehow
religious angels may come to our rescue.

If we could accept fundamental rules of dying, we would have much
less fear. This 1is the purpose of the Bardo Thodol. No other
religious book will give the details of the process of death so
clearly, as the Bardo Thodol. Why? Probably because it is a Christian
belief that all people should ke answerable to GOD, which 1is
represented by Church in this life. The Church has many hidden
secrets and the process cf death is one of them.

If we had no need for the Churches' assistance in death, the Church
and its representatives would be in danger of being redundant and
their "hold" on us would e ridiculed. The Bardo Thodol, aims to
enlighten us in the death process because the Tibetans believe that a
free spirit is one who is aware of all aspects cf the birth system.
They also Lkelieve that if more people were aware of the process of
the ONE AND THE ALL, tbhen the sooner this world would become a better
place and a more enlightened place, and our ignorance and fear would
not be the emotions that would halt our progress, as they are doing
SO now.

It is worth noting also, at this point, that because the Tibetans way
works so well, you never hear of a Tibetan ghost wandering around 1in
a lost state. That goces a 1long way to proving that their theory
works. Tibetans kelieve that if we are alone and no one is there to
guide us; if we rememker the rules that they have made for the death
process, it is possible that a soul can pass into spirit without fear
or uncertainty.

Maybe, therefore, we can assume that because we do not have that
teaching or knowledge, when we die, our spirit cannot recognise what

has. happened and therefore it is dcomed to roam in

state. an 1nbetween
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Having assumed, then, what actually happens at the physical moment
of death, let us proceed to discover what happens next.

I have already mentioned some of the experiences of other
INDIVIDUALS who have had the experience of the "out of body" or
"near death" experience. It 1is commonly agreed that when our spirit
is released from our body (the moment of death), that we are met by
those on the other side who have loved us and waited for us. Some
theorists say that these spirits are guides who take on the
appearance of those that we would recognise and accept as being
already dead. The point of this would be to help us to accept the
moment of death. Another point of view is that those of us who are
deeply religious would say that they found themselves in the valley
of the shadow of death and saw Christ in his glory surrounded by a
brilliant 1light wanting to embrace you and telling you to fear him
not. Again it depends on the INDIVIDUAL experience. Normally, it is
common to suggest that most people would acknowledge the arrival of
loved ones from the spirit realm, and feel that they would want to
"let go" to meet and embrace those friends. We can be fairly sure of
this occurrence from the number of mediums and clairvoyants that
have witnessed such rebirths. Also nuns have been reported as saying
that they have witnessed such a passing over. Therefore assuming
that we have died and have been met, the next stage is to follow.

A spirit will not 1leave the area of the physical body, until that
body has been removed and disposed of, in one of the ways previously
mentioned. The Bardo Thodol suggests that that statement be true,
for it says that after a person has died, there should be no crying
or mourning in the room of the deceased, for that will cause the
spirit distraction and sadness and will encourage it to remain and
try to comfort you. The Buddha who is aiding the passing will remain,
in charge, talking to the spirit and telling it what to look for in
the next stages of Bardo. Once the body has been removed for burial
the Buddha will follow the body to the mortuary, encouraging the
spirit to follow with the clashing of cymbals, chanting and 1loud
music. It is important to note at this stage, that once a spirit has
seen what 1is done with the physical body, it will be more inclined
to accept its fate and continue in its passing. In hospital, a
spirit will wait for the porters to remove the body and then they
follow it to the mortuary, until they are disposed of. We can,
therefore, assume that the Bardo is correct in that theory also.
Having been disposed of, the spirit is free to go to heaven. Or is
it heaven?

HEAVEN?

The spirits tell us that there is no heaven or hell as such, but many different
layers, or levels. We each as individuals have a level to go to. In the Bardo
Thodol, they call these 1levels "STATES OF SANGSARA." According to Tibetan
thinking, there are 42 states of Sangsara. We can therefore assume that the levels
or Sangsara's are equivalent to heaven. (Or if you are on a very low level,
hell). How do we get to these levels? According to the near death experiences of
some individuals, we travel through a tunnel, walk through the valley of the
shadow of death, or find ourselves drifting towards a distant 1light. I, myself,
have had the experience of the tunnel affair and therefore in my experience would
expect to recognise it again some day.The tunnel is described as being surrounded
by stars in the sky, that remain motionless, yet your tunnel is spinning before
you. It is said that you move slowly and peacefully, though in my experience, it
was anything but those two suggestions!! You do not always have to travel alone,
unless you are destined to be returned..(as in an out of body experience).
Supposing that you do not return and you have not travelled alone, you encounter a
small whitelight in the distance. It may serve to say that even in the movies,
it has been said "Go into the light. The light is the way out." The Bardo Thodol
also suggests that you enter a light of brilliant whiteness, that will have a
second light running alongside of that 1light, a CREAM 1light. The spirit must

ignore the cream light and aim for the white light.
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We can assume again that this is a possibility as to what we may expect to happen.
Having entered the 1light, we are told that we will meet other friends and
relatives from generations back, and the overall impression to be gained is that a
party effect takes place.(Rather like when a child is born, the father tells the
waiting family of the safe arrival of that child and they all celebrate). Contrary
to this, the Bardo maintains that we are INDIVIDUAL and that we travel through 42
sangsaras alone but for the prevailing images of good and evil that are put to us
as a test of our destiny. It can be loosely assumed that whichever term you choose
to go with, will again possibly happen for you.

Having arrived at the level or sangsara that is yours to go to, you then progress
to be on your own. The spirits say that you read your book of judgment and read
every second of your entire life, and judge that you could have done better here,
or shown compassion there, etc. The Bardo Thodol says that in the first state of
sangsara, you see mirages of your life pass before you and you have to accept them
before you can pass into the next state of sangsra. (Hence the expression "My life

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Faeries

1 DREAM OF JINNI

IN THE MOST BEAUTIFUL
AND QMPREHENSIVE BOOK
ON FAERIES 1 HAVE
ENOOUNTERED, BRIAN FROUD
AND ALAN LEE GIVE US A
CLUE AS TO THE ORIGIN OF
FAERIES.

In Icelandic mythology
we have Eve by the river
washing all her
children. She was
ashamed when she heard
God's voice because she
had not finished washing
them all, and so hid
those that were
unwashed.

When God asked if all
her children were there
and she replied in the
affirmative, God then
declared that those she
had hidden from him
would be hidden from
man. They became the
elves and faeries of the
Scandinavian countries.

In other lands faeries
are Dbelieved to be
fallen angels, or the
heathen dead, not good
enough for Heaven, but
not evil enough for
Hell. 1In the holy Quran
of the Arab world we
find a parallel between
our notion of a fallen
angel and their notion
of a jinn:

"Iblis was one of the
jinn and deviated from
the command of his Lord"
(18:50). Iblis is their
word for Satan.

But, what makes me
wonder whether the
kingdom of faeries and
the kingdom of the jinni
are one and the same?

The Qur'an offers a
creation myth which
would astound people who
are used to two other
golden fruits of the
Middle East: the Torah
and the Bible. It would
astound psychics and
followers of Celtic lore

to find God telling his
prophet that he not only
created man but that he
also created the "faerie
kingdom" for them both
to worship Him (51:56).

Maybe it isn't so hard
to believe when we think
that our stereotyped
view of the Arab world
includes jinis granting
wishes to their masters.
Psychics in the Middle
East make ample use of
jinis to carry messages

across distances,
sometimes even material
objects. Why do they

take jinnis on as their
allies?

Because of their
physical makeup. In the
Qur'an God tells his
prophet that He created
man from dried clay and
the jinn from the fire
of hot wind (15:26-27).

Man is the element of
the Earth and water, the
jinn, with whom we share
the same planet, are
made of fire and air.
Thus we cannot see them,
they are subtle bodies
compared to ours, but
they can see us.

In his study of the
jinn, Mustafa Ashour
tells us that "the jinn
possess a great power to
take on forms and change
shape. They can take on
the form of snakes and
scorpions, of horses,
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cattle, camels, dogs and
sheep, and the form of
birds. Indeed, they
have the power to appear
in human form."

He goes on to say,
"the jinn live all over
the Earth, although they
are found mostly in

deserts, ruins and
places of impurity like
bathrooms and
graveyards." And I

can't help but wonder
whether the worlds which
Carlos Castaneda opens
up to us doesn't in fact
include the worlds of
the jinni?

His life in the

Sonoran desert of
Mexico, learning to be a
"warrior" - increasing

his strength to that of
a coyote, flying like an
Eagle-this he could -do
by allying his dimension
to those other
dimensions he could
perceive by altering his
awareness through the
use of Mescalito. All
this he achieved through
the arduous disciplines
of the Shamanic
teachings of Don Juan.
To experience the soul
of other animals as
Castaneda did, maybe
jinis served as a
bridge, a bridge of
unseen fire and air.

MORE ABOUT FAIRIES

The photo seen showing
a girl with fairies is
now believed to be a
fake, but it emphasises
that some people can see
them.

In my encyclopaedia

which I compiled and
part wrote in 1978, and
on the chapter on
FAIRIES we read:
DO FAIRIES REALLY EXIST?
There is now
overwhelming evidence
that they indeed do
exist. But they exist on
another level of
vibrations to that of
our own, rendering them
invisible to our
spectrum of sight.

Although invisible to
the human eye, they
don't seem quite so
invisible to the eye of
the camera.

He recalls
that Swedenborg was able
to walk about for hours
without getting 1lost,
while concentrating on
his own interior vision.

creation of one or
several unconscious,

such as the Yorkshire
fairies, the "Mole" of
Kluski's childhood or
the ape-men which he
called into existence
when grown up.

This account of the
matter may disappoint
those who, 1like Air
Marshall Dowding,
telieve in the real
existence of fairies,
but they may console
themselves with the
thought that psychic
creations have a reality
of their own.

What came first, the
chicken or the egg is a
typical example of
thought patterns. Did
fairies materialise as

vast thought forms,
created by humans
continuously thinking

about them or were they
already here. I say this
because either somebody
saw one in the first
instance, or they were
created (by whom or
what?). To quote another
example of how things
can be created by
THOUGHT, once again,
from the book: FORBIDDEN
UNIVERSE:

Uit is clear from
instances such as these
that dreams and other
constructions of the
mind are not purely
subjective, but have a
reality of their own
which can impress itself
or outsiders.

This may be true of

deep-seated mental
feelings and
dispositions, which
mariifest themselves to
clairvoyants in
sensational form.

Violet Tweedale relates

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clairvoyant; luckily few
people can."
In Tibet it is

believed that by
concentrated thought,
one can call into

existence a kind of
spirit known as a Tulpa,
with a life of its own.
This is attested Dby
Amaury de Reincourt and
Alexandra David-Neel,
who relates that one day
she was visited by a
Tibetan artist who
specialised in depicting
wrathful deities, and to
her surprise saw behind
him a nebulous shape
resembling one of these
beines.

Stretching out her arms
towards it, she felt the
touch of a soft object;
then it wvanished. The
painter himself had not
been aware of it,but
said he had indeed been
concentrating on that
deity during the past
few weeks for a purpose
of his own,and had been
working on a painting of
it all morning. Inspired
by this and other
examples, Alexandra
David-Neel resolved to
attempt to" createif a
tulpa herself in the
shape of a monk , of
short, fat,and jovial
proportions.After  some
months of concentration
she succeeded; the
phantom assumed a
solid,lifelike form and
lived as a guest,first
in her apartment and
then on tour which she
undertook with servants
and tents. The phantom
behaved 1like an ordinary
traveller,performing
various day-to-day
actions that she had not
consciously  conmanded.
After a time his
independent existence
began to get on her
nerves and she resolved
to get rid of him,but it
was easier said . than
done; he had partly




escaped her control ana
his face took or
a'"veguely mocking,
malignant look." Finally
after six monthe of hard
struggle, she managed to
deprive the phanton of
existence."

WASHINGTON (UP1) — Scientists
announced yesterday they have
unearthed a dinosaur egg that's
over 100 million years old ... easy.

The egg comes from the Upper
Jurassic age, 155 million to 136 mil-
lion years ago, and before the latest
find, dinosaur eggs had only been
found from the Upper Cretaceous, a
period that ran from about 90 mil-
lion to 64 million years ago and
the Lower Jurassic, from :85 mil-
lion to 170 million years ago.

In findings published in the jour-
nal Science, Karl Hirsch of the Uni-
versity of Colorado Museum and his
colleagues said they tound the
nearly complete egg in the Cleve-
land-Lloyd Dinosaur Quarry in east-
central Utah.

The quarry, which has yielded
more than 12,000 dinosaur bones,
may have once been a shallow ldke

- or marsh where dinosaurs became
trapped in mud, they said.

The epg adds fuel to the con
tinuing controversy over whether
dinosaurs were more like cold-
blooded reptiles or warm-blooded
birds.

The nest formations and avaian-
like structure of some Cretaceous
eggs have prompted some paleontol-
ogists to speculate such dinosaurs
may have been warm-blooded, the
researchers said.

Discovering Dinosaurs

Betore 1824, dinosaurs were unknown o
man. In that vear the bones ol several Kinds
of fossilized reptles were unearthed in En-
gland. British paleontologist Richard Owen
called these animals Dinosauria, from the
two Greek words deinos and sauros, meaning
“terrible lizard.” The name remains in com-
mon use o this day, although while dino-
saurs are reptiles, they are not lizards.

Since 1824, dinosaur fossils have been
found on every continent. The (ossil record.
left in layers of sedimentary, or water-laid,
rock, indicates that there was an extraor-
dinary abundance and variety of dinosaur
types at a tume i carth’s history called the
Age ol Dinosaurs. Some made their home
on land. while others hived i swamps.
Some perhaps even lived in water, much like
the present-day hippopotamus.

Large quantities ol dinosaur remains—in-
cluding such nonskeletal evidence as tracks—
have been uncarthed in the Great Central
Plain of North America. The prairies of cen-
tral Alberta have yielded many dinosaur re-
mains. including nearly 500 complete skel-
ctons. In the 1920's. expeditions discovered
dinosaur bones in the Gobi Desert of cen-
tral Asia. In the 1940's a Soviet expedition
in Mongolia discovered a dinosaur skeleton
some 40 leet in length.

In 1986 Argentine scientists discovered the
lossils of a plant-cating dinosaur in Antarcti-
ca. Unul then, Antarctica had been the only
major land area where dinosaur lossils had
not been found. Just before that, an Ameri-
can researcher found dinosaur bones on the
North Slope of Alaskia. Throughout the last
hundred years, deposits ol dinosaur bones
have been uncovered in so many places that
it has become apparent that dinosaurs were
widespread in the remote past. .
When Did They Live?

Dinosaurs played a dominant role in lite
on carth during their age. But then they came
to un end. The rock layers containing human
fossils consistently occur above those layers
containing dinosaur fossils. Because of this,




scientists generally conclude that humans
came on the earthly scene later.

In this regard the book Palaeontology, by
James Scott, states: “Even the earliest species
of Homo sapiens (man) lived long after the
disappearance of the dinosaurs . . . After tilt-
ing (through earth movement) has been al-
lowed for, rocks containing fossil men con-
sistently occur above those preserving the
bones of the great dinosaur reptiles and it fol-
lows that the latter belong to an earlier age
than the human remains.”

In the Red Deer River valley, there is
a layer of sedimentary rock that contains
dinosaur bones. Just above this, there is a
purplish-brown layer that follows the con-
tour of the hillside. On top of the purplish-
brown layer is a layer of brownish siltstone
containing lossils ol subtropical ferns, indi-
cating a hot climate. Above this, there are
several layers of coal. Farther up the hillside
are coarser-grained layers of earth. There are
no dinosaur bones in any of the higher lay-
ers.

The book A Vanished World: The Dinosaurs
of Western Canada states that “all of the 11
major kinds of dinosaurs . . . ceased to exist
in the western interior at about the same
time.” This, and the fact that human bones
have not been found with dinosaur bones, is
why most scientists conclude that the Age of
Dinosaurs ended before humans came on the
scene.

However, it should be noted that there are
some who say that dinosaur bones and hu-
man bones are not found together because
dinosaurs did not live in areas of human
habitation. Such differing views demonstrate
that the fossil record does not yield its secrets
so easily and that no one on earth today real-
ly knows all the answers.

Characteristics
Scientists have concluded that east of the
North American Rocky Mountains, a great

shallow sea once existed. This sea was hun-
dreds of miles wide, extending from the
present Arctic Ocean to Mexico. Along the
flat shoreline were lush, marshy forests. Fos-
sils suggest that many types of dinosaurs
flourished in this ecological setting. The
edmontosaurus, a duck-billed dinosaur
about 30 feet long, apparently browsed in
herds in cow fashion through the swamp.
Well-preserved three-toed footprints and the
fossilized contents of the stomach led pa-
leontologists to this conclusion.

Other evidence suggests that some dino-
saurs displayed social habits. They likely
herded together, perhaps in groups of hun-
dreds or more. Discovery of successive lay-
ers of nests and eggs in the same place
indicates that some dinosaurs returned to
the same nesting sites year after year. Skel-
etal remains of infant dinosaurs near the
nests, states Scientific American, ‘strongly
suggest sibling social behavior and also im-
ply the possibility of parental attendance on
the young after their hatching.’

The fossil evidence thus demonstrates
that there were vast numbers and varieties
of dinosaurs. But just what did they look
like? Were they all fearsome, gigantic mon-
sters—"terrible lizards™? Why did they seem
to disappear so suddenly?

44 MALAEONTOLOGY is the study of fossils, and fos-

sils are the remains of hfe from past ages.” But
as one paleontologist said, it 1s “a highly speculative and
opinionated science.™ This is evident regarding dinosaurs.
Listing some speculations as to what happened to them,
Princeton scientist G. L. Jepson stated:

“Authors with varying competence have suggested that
dinosaurs disappeared because the climate deteriorated . . .
or that the diet did. . . . Other writers have put the blame

on disease, parasites, . . . changes in the pres-
sure or composition of the atmosphere, poi-
son gases, volcanic dust, excessive oxygen
from plants, meteorites, comets, gene pool
drainage by little mammalian egg-eaters, . . .
cosmic radiation, shift of Earth’s rotational
poles, floods, continental drift, . . . drainage
of swamp and lake environments, sunspots.”
—The Riddle of the Dinosaur.

It is apparent from such speculations that
scientists are not able, with any certainty, to
answer the question: What happened to the
dinosaurs?

Sudden Extinction Theory

A more recent theory was put lorth by
[ather-and-son team, Luis and Walter Alvares.
Walter Alvarez discovered, outside the town
of Gubbio in central ltaly, a curious thin, red
layer of clay sandwiched between two lime-
stone layers in the rock formation. The lower
layer of limestone yiclded an abundance of
fossils. The top layer wis almost devoid ol fos-
sils, leading the geologists to conclude that lile
suddenly disappeared and that the thin, red
layer of clay had some connection with the
extinction.

Analysis revealed that the clay was rich in
iridium (a metal), 30 umes richer than the
concentration normally found in rocks. They
knew that such high concentrations ol this
rare ¢lement could come only from the carth’s
core or from sources outside the carth. They
concluded that the indium was deposited by a
huge asteroid that hit the carth, causing the
sudden extinction of the dinosaurs.
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After the discovery of the iridium-enriched
clay at Gubbio, similar deposits were found in
other parts of the world. Did this corrobo-
rate the asteroid hypothesis? Some scientists
remain skeptical. But as the book The Riddle
of the Dinosaur acknowledges, the Alvarez hy-
pothesis added “fresh yeast o the study of
extinction and evolution.™ And paleontologist
Stephen Jay Gould admits that it could dimin-
ish “the importance of compettion between
species.”

Commenting on this new theory and the
apparently sudden extinction of the dino-
saurs, one science writer admits: “They could
shake the foundations of evolutionary biology
and call into question the current concept of
natural selection.”

University ol Arizona scientist David Ja-
blonski concludes that Tor many plants and
animals, extinction was abrupt and somehow
special. Mass extinctions are not merely the
cumulative effects of gradual dyings. Some-
thing unusual happened.” That is also the case
with dinosaurs. Their relatively sudden ap-
pearance and disappearance contradicts the
commonly accepted view of slow evolution.

The Dating of Dinosaurs

Dinosaur bones are regularly found in low-
er carth layers than are human bones, leading
many to conclude that they belong to an ear-
lier ime period. Geologists call this time the
Mesozoic period and subdivide it into the
Cretaceous, Jurassic, and Triassic periods.
The time frames used for these periods are on
the order of tens of millions of years. But has
this been established with any certainty?

One method being used 1o measure the age
of fossils is called radiocarbon dating. This
dating system measures the rate of decay of
radioactive carbon from the point of death of
the organism. “Once an organism dies, it no
longer absorbs new carbon dioxide from its
environment, and the proportion of the iso-
tope falls off over time as it undergoes ra-
dioactive decay,” states Science and Technology
Hlustrated.

However, there are severe problems with
the system. First, when the fossil is considered
10 be about 50,000 years old, its level of ra-
dioactivity has fallen so low that it can be de-
tected only with great difficulty. Second, even
in more recent specimens, this level has fallen
so low that it is still extremely difficult to mea-
sure accurately. Third, scientists can measure
the present-day rate of radioactive carbon for-
mation but have no way of measuring carbon
concentrations in the distant past.

So whether they use the radiocarbon meth-
od for dating fossils or other methods, such as
employing radioactive potassium, uranium,




or thorium, for dating rocks. scientists are un-
able 1o establish the original levels of those
elements through ages ol ume. Thus, proles-
sor of metallurgy Melvin A. Cook observes:
“One may only guess these concentrations |of
radioactive materials ], and the age results thus
obtained can be no better than this guess.”
That would especially be so when we consider
that the Flood of Noah's day over 4.300 years
ago brought enormous changes in the atmo-
sphere and on earth.

Dartmouth College geologists Charles Of-
licer and Charles Drake Turther add doubt o0
the accuracy of radioactive dating. They state:
“We conclude that iridium and other asso-
ciated clements were not deposited instan-
tancously . . . but rather that there was an in-
tense and variable influx of these constituents

during a relatively short geologic time interval
on the order of 10,000 to 100,000 years.™ They
argue that the breakup and movement of the
continents disrupted the entire globe, caus-
ing volcanic eruptions, blocking sunlight and
fouling the atmosphere. Certainly, such dis-
ruptive events could change radioactivity lev-
els, thus distorting results from modern-day
radioactive clocks.

The Genesis Account and Dinosaurs

While the radioactive dating method s in-
novative, it is still based on speculation and
assumption. In contrast, the Bible account in
the first chapter of Genesis simply states the
general order of creation. It allows for possi-
bly thousands of millions of years for the for-
mation of the earth and many millenniums in
six creative eras, or “days,” to prepare the earth
for human habitation.

Some dinosaurs (and pterosaurs) may in-
deed have been created in the fifth era listed in
Genesis, when the Bible says that God made
“flying creatures™ and “great sea monsters.”
Perhaps other types of dinosaurs were created
in the sixth epoch. The vast array of dinosaurs
with their huge appetites would have been ap-
propriate considering the abundant vegetation
that evidently existed in their time.—Genesis
1:20-24.

When the dinosaurs had fulfilled their pur-
pose, God ended their life. But the Bible is si-
lent on how he did that or when. We can be
sure that dinosaurs were created by Jehovah
for a purpose, even if we do not fully under-
stand that purpose at this time. They were no
mistake, no product of evolution. That they
suddenly appear in the fossil record uncon-
nected 1o any fossil ancestors, and also disap-
pear without leaving conncecting tossil links,
is evidence against the view that such animals

gradually evolved over millions of years ol

time. Thus, the fossil record does not support

the evolution theory. Instead, it harmonizes

with the Bible’s view of creative acts of God.

Tiny Diamonds Bolster
Meteorite Disaster Theory

A cache of tiny diamonds is the latest
evidence that a meteorite smashed into Earth
about 65 million years ago, an event some
scientists say led to extinction of the dinosaurs.
Such diamonds, smaller than some viruses, are
often seen in meteorites recovered on Earth.

Canadian researchers reported last week in
the British journal Nature that they found some
in sediment formed at the time it is thought
that the meteorite hit. That suggests the
diamonds were in the debris that was blown far
from the impact and then settled back to Earth.
No diamonds appeared in sediment that formed
just before or after the believed impact,
according to David Brez Carlisle of Environ-
ment Canada in Ottawa and Dennis Braman of
the Royal Tyrrell Museum of Paleontology in
Drumbheller, Canada.

The diamonds are far too small to have
commercial value, Carlisle said. A thousand of
them strung end to end “would just about make
a girdle for a bacterium if a bacterium had a
waist.” The diamonds appeared in a layer of
gray clay found in near Drumbheller in Alberta.

The meteorite theory of extinction suggests
that one or more asteroids or comets struck the
Earth, kicking up enough debris to block out
sunlight and ’kill off food supplies, or perhaps
that the impact caused lethal acid rain or
worldwide forest fires. While some scientists
have argued that the extinction was caused by
volcanic eruptions, the new discovery seems to .
eliminate that possibility because such dia-
monds would not be produced in an eruption.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Scientists released new evi-
dence yesterday that a massive asteroid struck Earth 65
million years ago.

One researcher called the finding the ‘“‘smoking gun”
supporting the theory that an extraterrestrial collision
killed off the dinosaurs.

In the research, 12 scientists measured the age of rock
samples from a massive crater believed buried under
what is now Mexico’s Yucatan Peninsula and of debris
thought to have been ejected by the collision.

The team found that the age of the material dates back
to the so-called Cretaceous-Tertiary boundary 65 million
years ago, which is when the dinosaurs and many other
forms of life began to die out.

‘“The crater is the smoking gun that establishes that
there really was impact at the time the dinosaurs died
out,”’ said Walter Alvarez. one of the scientists.

“The age of the rock is virtually indistinguishable from’’
the ages of “tektite glass” recovered in Haiti and north-
eastern Mexico, the researchers wrote.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A massive asteroid collision
with Earth could have caused the extinction of the dino-
saurs by triggering devastating global warming,
researchers reported yesterday.

Scientists in 1980 rocked the scientific world when they
proposed a massive asteroid or comet may have trig-
gered the extinction of the dinosaurs and other life on
Earth 65 million years ago.

Since then, researchers have been amassing evidence
that the collision occurred on what is now Mexico’s Yuca-
tan Peninsula. Last week, researchers reported new evi-
dence that a 177-km-wide (110-mile-wide) crater dubbed
Chicxulub is located underground there.

In a new study published
in the journal Science,

The analysis indicates a
large amount of limestone
was melted by the impact,
the researchers said. When
limestone melts, carbon
dioxide is released into the
atmosphere.
