Many peop 1 e now 1 i vi ng 
were not yet born when Man 
stepped out onto the dusty 
surface of the moon on 
Jul y 16, 1969. H.G.Wel l s  

had thought the date for 
that occurring would have 
been towards the end o f  
this century. However, 
technological developments 
had raced ahead making 
such a historic venture 
possible then. 

There were first steps 
first venturing into the 
unknown with projects like 
Mercury and Gemini and 
trial dockings in orbit 
between two spacecraft. 

Finally a fter years of 
- preparation three men were 

chosen for the real flight 
to the moon-Neil 
Armstrong, commander, 
Edwin Aldrin Jr., lunar 

module pilot; Michael 

Collins, command module 
pilot,who had trained 
intensely for months. Then 
on the 1 aunch date, the 
three men were strapped 
into their command module. 
Millions o f  people, world 
wide watched television. 
They all saw the massive 
white Saturn V rocket 
which was to take them to 
the moon. 

Then at 9.32, Eastern 
Daylight Time, on July 16, 
1969, Apollo 11 roared to 
1 i fe, 1 i fted o f f  from Pad 
39a, Kennedy Space Centre, 
and c 1 i m bed into the 
bright blue yonder. 

Now in 1994, with all 
the excitement o f  1969 
well and truly behind us, 
space travel seems to have 
now gone very flat and 
mundane. There is no 
1 onger a I space race I to 
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--- - ---------- ----

see which nation gets there 
first. In Britain, the 
British Interplanetary 
Society had already 
proposed p 1 ans for a 
journey to the moon and 
sa fe return years before. 

The then, Soviet Union in 
Russia, had also launched 
probes and crashed them on 
its sur face, and even had 
automatic 1 unar vehicles 
roaming its surface. 

This was the wonder o f  
the age, and it was 
fantastic to have witnessed 
it from the beginning o f  
the space age. 

There now seems to be a 
lull in sending human 
beings to another world. A 
Mars programme is supposed 
to be in the o ffing_ 

Almost every major aspect o f  



the flight of Apollo 11 was wit­
nessed by hundreds of millions of 
people through the marvels of 
television or radio. This was not 
just another routine launch. This 
flight was special! It would take 
men to the surface of the moon­
and hopefully back-for the first 

time. 
A little more than 

four days after lift off, 
on July 20, Neil Arm­
s t r o n g  a n d  Ed w i n  
Aldrin radioed fron1 
the m oo n's s ur f a c e ,  
"T h e  E a g l e  h a s  
landed." 

A bout seven hours 
later, Neil Armstrong 
stepped upon the pow­
d e r y  s u r f a c e  of t h e  
moon and announced, 
.. That's one small step 
for man, one giant leap 
for mankind." For the 
first time a man stood on the 
moon! 

During their short stay, astro­
n auts Armstrong and Aldrin con­
ducted various scientific experi­
men ts, took photographs and 
collected nearly 50 pounds of soil 
and rock samples. 

T he astron auts returned to 
earth July 24.

Only a Short Time Ago • • •  

Space and space travel today are 
so much a part of our civilization 
that it's hard to believe that little 
more than 30 years ago they were 
still the domain of science fiction. 

Today, satellites interlock our 
20th century society. We rely on 
satellites for much of our near­
instantan eous communication, 
weather ·monitoring, study of the 
health of crops, and availability of 
water and location of oil and min­
erals. 

The space program has a fasci.: 
nating history. It all started with 
the Un ited States and Soviet 
Union locked in a cold war. Unex­
pectedly, the Soviets successfully 
launched Sputnik I. The United 
States of America stood humbled. 
A month later in November 1957 

the Soviets flew a half-ton orbiting 
payload with a dog aboard. 

By 1959 a Soviet satellite took a 
picture of the far side of the 
tnoon. And in April 1961 the So­
viets launched the first 1nannt�d 
orbital flight. 

America was provoked to re­
spond. Newly elected President 
John F. Kennedy, faced with for­
eign policy setbacks, determined 
to use the space program to gain 
political capital, as well as sytnbol­
ize his vision of a technologically 
and politically preeminent Amer­
ica. 

So on May 25, 1961, before a 
joint session of Congress, Presi-
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dent Kennedy audaciously an­
nounced: "I believe that this na­
tion should commit itself t o  
achieving the goal, before this 
decade is out, of landing a n1an on 
the Moon and returning him 
safely to Earth." 

American space scientists were 
astonished. "Does he know what's 
involved in going to the n1oon?" 
many asked. 

All the United States had ac­
complished up to that point was a 
suborbital flight by Alan Shepard 
in a Mercury capsule weighing less 
than 3,000 pounds. 

But President Kenn edy had 
thrown down the gauntlet. He 
challenged A1uerican science and 
industry to find the answers. The 
declaration galvanized the U .S. 

space effort and mobilized pub!ic 
support for it. The race to the 

moon was on! 
A l m o s t  o v e r n i g h t  

Project Mercury be­
catne the first phase of 
a program des.igned to 
put men on the moon. 

The second phase, 
called Gemini, after the 
space vehicle involved, 
provided training for 
the eventual lunar land­
ing. Gemini missions 
p r o v e d  a s t r o n a uts 
could perform space 
walks, exe c ute r e n ­
dezvous man euvers, 
dock with other space 
vehicles and endure 14 

days in earth orbit. 
So it came about that on July 

20, 1969, Neil Armstrong and Ed­

win Aldrin landed on the moon. 



The race for the moon had 
been won which was the 
dream of President 
Kennedy. 

Over twenty years have 
now passed, and during 
that time we have seen the 
launchings of many 
satellites for all sorts 
of reasons, some for 
television, and reusable 
spacecraft 1 i ke the space 
shuttle, space stations in 
orbit, and probes to the 
planets, not to mention 
chasing comets as well! 

Will man now attempt the 
ultimate goal, and reach 
out for our nearest 
neighbours in space, the 
planets, Mars and Venus, 
or the satellites of 
larger planets? 

Space is so much a part 
of our 1 i ves now that we 
take it a 1 1  for granted 
and it seems to have lost 
a 1 1  the excitement of 
sputnik 1 1 aunched by the 
Soviet Union in the 1 950s. 
This is a great shame. 
Reaching out towards other 
planets may bring mankind 
the benefits of what can 
be discovered there, in 
the way of new mi nera 1 s, 
elements which could 
enhance the 1 i ves of a 1 1  
of us. So for the mere 
squabbb 1 i ng over finance, 
it should MAKE sense to 
spend on space travel. Our 
sun wi 1 1  on 1 y have a 
certain life span, when it 
wi 1 1  then start to expand 
and become a red giant 
like the one in Orion, and 
when that happens we 
should by then have the 
resources to escape our 
world. The 
short-sightedness of some 
politicians in seeing 
beyond MONE Y is scandalous 
when human 1 i ves are at 
stake. 

The Hubble space 
telescope should be able 
to keep an eye on the 
universe also, now that 
its optical system has 
been corrected. But what 

of space research for the 
next decade. There was a 
j o i n t programme between 
Japan, Europe, and the 
United States and Canada 
towards the building of a 
space station called 
FREEDOM sometime in the 
next 10 years. This 
station would provide a 
suitable weightless 
environment for the on 
board production of 
vaccines and other 
biological products of 
higher quality that cannot 
be produced as such on 
Earth. There was even talk 
of FREEDOM being used to 
repair orbiting 
satellites, and the 
building of a launching 
pad fro trips to the moon, 
and perhaps Mars.

Another good economical 
reason for a space station 
would be that building 
space craft in space no 
streamlining would be 
needed, since air 
res i stance wo u 1 d not be a 
factor. Also maybe ion 
propulsion may be all that 
is necessary and not 
massive expensive boosters 
now employed in launchings 
on Earth. 

Other studies envisaged 
for the next decade could 
be moon bases. Many space 
boffins yearn for a manned 
mission to Mars, even 
though it poses enormous 
technical achievements. 
They believe that given 
a 1 1  the resources se i ence 
can offer, man wi 1 1  be 
walking upon the Martian 
surface in the 21st 
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Century, when we sha 1 1  
have once again all the 
excitement of Man • s first 
historical landing on the 
moon. 

Unfortunately budgets 
rules the spaceways, and 
it may be a 1 ong way off 
into the next century 
before we ever see it 
coming true. 

Even now Voyager 2 an 
American space probe which 
was sent to photograph the 
planets 17 years ago is 
hurtling out of our solar 
system and sending back 
weak signals. But space is 
so vast. When the Apollo 
astronauts 1 anded on the 
moon they could only 
explore very little of it 
and their missions only 
lasted a few days. What is 
needed is long-term 
commitments to stay on 
another world much longer. 
When Man finally sets foot 
on Mars, this is precisely 
what he will HAVE to do 
due to the vast distance. 

As you can see, the 
greatest barrier to space 
travel is man himself. He 
is fragile, his life too 
short �:.d his life easily 
snuffed out. It does seem 
rea 1 1  y odd however, that 
so far 1 ife as we know it 
has not yet to my 
knowledge been discovered 
on any of our known 
planets.Not even a 
microbe. It does seem at 
this point illogical that 
we DO appear to be the 
only creatures in this 
universe, Whether other 
dimensions exist and 
beings exist there is pure 
hypothesis. 

Looking back at Earth 
from the moon, the 
astronauts could see it 
was a jewel in space. It 
was hard to imagine that 
this peaceful-looking 
world was in constant 
turmoil with wars, unrest 
and a money system which 
was holding back our true 
progress into space. 



Because humans can • t 
escape this world, which 
is 1 i kened to a spaceship 
itself, we should, when 
looking at our globe all 
resolve to get on with 
each other. However, what 
has se i ence in store for 
us when looking beyond the 
moon? 

In 1989, Lew A 11 en, a 
graduate of West Point and 
a former member of the 
U.S. Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, is director of the 
Jet Propulsion Laboratory 
in Pasadena, California. 
He ho 1 ds a doctorate in 
physics from the 
University of I 11 i no is, 
had this to say about the 
USA' s space programme up 
to 1989: 

lEW AllEN,expert 
"We're in a year which is 

really of great 
excitement. The Magellan 
spacecraft will begin its 
route to Venus, where 
it • 1 1  map the surface of 
Venus with radar that 
en ab 1 es it to see be 1 ow 
the very dense clouds of 
Venus." He then went on to 
describe the Voyager 2 
programme which as we all 
know has already visited 
the outer planets. 

And of the So vi et Space 
Programme 
said: 

for 1989 he 

"In the 1 ast few years 
they have been more open. 
They have solicited 
Western participation in 
their flights such as the 
current ongoing mission 
to Mars, has the 
participation, I think, of 

13 different nations in 
either providing 
instruments or in 
participating scientists." 

�hat improves the quality 
of what they do, because 
of the broader, very high 
quality participation. It 
also increases the regard 
for the Soviets by th� 
West." 

He was asked if, after 
all these decades of space 
flights to the moon and 
beyond, had any ev i de nee 
of 1 if e ever existed at 
all, in the universe? 

"It is still true that 
based on our study of the 
solar system, we are 
unable to answer what are 
clearly very interesting 
questions: Is man unique 
in the universe? Is this 
planet a circumstance that 
is not repeated elsewhere? 
Or, in fact, is it the 
sort of thing that one 
would expect to have 
occurred around other 
stars, at other places and 
other times? That • s a 
question that we hope to 
have answers to someday, 
but wh i eh today we rea 1 1  y 
don't.

Many photographs show that life 
exi sts or has exi sted on Mars. The 
photo above , shows a lot of" straight 
sides " and i s  found directly south of 
the "face " featured here. 

The photo below shows in greater 
detail , a straight sided construction 
and i ndentations.

I went through them 
into this extraordinary shining pres­
ence of lights, the opposite to pain 
and darkness.

Neither Lord Charteris nor Lord 
Pearson are exactly wacky. Indeed, it 
is hard to imagine men less credu­
lous or more worldly-wise. What is 
more, they are merely two out of 
many thousands who claim to have

had out-of-body or near-death experi­
ences (NDEs), in which they look 
down upon themselves with cool in­
difference, or even catch a glimpse of 
what many believe will happen to us 
all when we die. 

As more and more people who have 
had these astonishing experiences 
find the courage to come out and 
describe them, it is becoming increas­
ingly obvious that they are. neither 
bizarre nor even particularly 
unusual. 

Dr Peter Fenwick, an eminent 
neuro-psychiatrist based at the 
Maudsley Hospital in London who 
has almost finished a study of NDEs 
in this country, has received more 
than 2,000 letters from those who 
have had them, often describing what 
happened in great detail. No fewer 
than 84 per cent say they heard 
about NDEs only after they had had 
one themselves. 

Are these experiences genuine? 
More to the point, do they provide · 
evidence that our minds (some would 
say our souls) can actually leave our 



bodies, and that there 1s some other 
kind of life after we die? Or are they 
produced by what happens inside our 
brains when we are suffering physi­
cal trauma so severe that we may 
come close to death? 

These are not trifling matters. If 
these experiences are not merely the 
trauma-driven contortions of our 
brains, but glimpses of life after 
death, then the entire scientific and 
materialist view of the world will 
have to be rethought, and the claims 
of religion treated with much greater 
respect. 

To find out whether such experi­
ences tell us anything about the an­
swers to these questions, I have spent 
much of the past two months travel­
ling round this country and Lhe 
United States, talking Lo doctors, re­
searchers and clerics on both sides of 
the argument - and to scores of peo­
ple who have gone through them. 

They could scarcely have been more 

diverse. They included an art gallery 
owner and an ex-Marine, a truck 
driver and an interior designer. They 
varied in age from an eight-year-old 
boy to Lord Charteris, who will be 80 
this year . 

. All had fascinating stories to tell. 
With the occasional exception, these 
people were patently not at all weird. 
Nor were they table-tappers who 
spent their spare time trying to sum­
mon up the shades of great-uncles 
from the other side. 

Many were agnostics before they 
had their experience, very few al­
ready held strong religious con vic­
tions. They were, for the most part, 
entirely down-to-earth folk. 

Even a sceptic like Dr Susan Black­
more, of the West of England Univer­
sity in Bristol, concedes that such 
stories are clearly authentic, what­
ever it was that provoked them. 
'There is,' she says, 'a certain quality 
about the way these people describe 
what happened to them.' 

Gillian Mackenzie, now 59 and liv­
ing in Sussex, had her experience at 
the age of 34, during the birth of her 
first baby. 'Things started to go 
wrong, so tney decided on a ea :;ar­
ean and the anaesthetist said they 
were going to give me oxygen. Sud­
denly I was in pitch-black darkness 
but going up towards a pinpoint of 
light, as if I were in a plane. 

'I thought "I'm dead" and felt ex­
tremely angry, because nobody had 

• I felt extremely 
angry, because 
nobody had given 
me any warning � 

given me any warning. I felt very 
concerned about my baby and my 
husband Hamish. 

'Soon I found myself in a tunnel. I 
could see its walls as the light at the 
end became brighter. W hen I came 
out of the tunnel, I felt surrounded 
by that light. I didn't see anybody, 
but I was aware that someone was 
there. A voice sa1d: "Gill ,  you know 
w ho I am" and I thought: "Heavens, 
this is God and He knows my name!" 

'It seemed very odd because I'd al­
ways assumed that you had to go 
through a reception area to get to 
God. I'd been secretary Lo a manag­
ing director, and nobody ever got to 
him without coming through me! 
The voice said the same thing tnree 
times and eventually I r plied: "Yes, I 
know who you are, but I just can 't 
say the word." It was the first time 
I'd ever been in awe of anyone. 

'Then the voice chuckled - gosh, I 
thought, God has a sense of humour 
- and said: 'Gill, there is someone 
here you do know', and it was my 
grandfather, who'd died two years be­
fore. I felt elated because I'd been 
very close to him . "Grandfather," I 
said, "I'm not staying here. Hamish 
can •t cope, I've left a pile of shirts to

be ironed and he doesn't know how 
to do them." 

'Grandfather just laughed. It didn't 
make a damn of difference, he said. 
"You mustn't say a word like that," I 
told him, "or you'll be chucked out of 
here" but he simply said I'd have to 
make a case if I wanted to go back. 

·so I said: ''I've got to use this expe­
nence to help other people" and im­
mediately I was back on the ceiling 
of the operating theatre, looking 
d<J\vn on myself. They were just sew­
ing me up and there was an awful 
lot of blood. I thought: "I must let 
H �umsh know ." 

'At. that, I went throul:{h the wall of 
the theatre and saw Hamish sitting 
dow n thP. corridor, w here a doctor 
wa::; telling him we'd had a son. The 
doctor said something about the de­
li very bei nf{ "dicey". Hamish went 
down the corridor to call my mother 
in Dorset, and it was as if I could 
hear both sides of the conversation. 
Hhe said: "Talk to her and, in the 
meantime, prc.�.y." 

'Then I was back in the ward with 
grandfather. "I w ish I could call 
Hamish," I said. "Why don't you?" he 
replied, and I found myself in a tele­
phone box. I heard Hamish say hello 
b ut when I said hello back, I woke up 
again. I didn't tell anyone outside the 
family for five years.'  

Such episodes are not just memora­
ble one-clay wonders. What is re­
markable is that they often have a 
profound effect on the future lives of 
those w ho experience them. 

Margot Grey, now 68 and a practis­
mg psychotherapist in London for 
the past ten years, had her NDE 
w hen she was 52 ancl travelling in 
l l lllla. Up to that point, she'd INJ ·a 
tlluroul-{hly frivolous life. I expected 
to do t.he London season every year 
as a matter of cou rse - Ascot, Good­
wood, Henley, balls at Hurlingham, 
the lot'. She was also going through 
her second d1 vorce.

·one day, as I floated out ot' con­
scwusness, I remember giving myself 
an instinctive push and suddenly 
found myself up against the ceiling, 
gazing down on my body. I was quite 
su rprised to see how ill I looked -
absolutely ashen, with sunken eyes -
b u t  I felt no concern .  I viewed my 
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lVlaTgot Grey: Her entire way of 
life wa� changed by what 
happened to her 



body as if it was a shabby old coat 
that needed to be thrown away. I was 

J USt a body, not me. 
'Then I went through the ceiling 

into space and found myself free­
t'ulling in complete blackness. I re­
member thinking: "So this is what 
it's li�e to die." I became aware of a 
man wearing a long w hite robe, with 
sandals on his feet. There was a won­
derful light behind him, so his face 
was in shadow, but I could still see 
that he had the most beautiful blue­
grey eyes and a brown skin. I'd have 
said he was Eastern rather than 
Western. 

'He gave out such a feeling of love 
and compassion that I rushed into 
his arms, like a little girl rushing 
into the arms of a beloved father. I 
felt he knew everything about me, 
my innermost feelings, everything. 

'He gave me to understand that he 
knew all about my diffic ulties a nd 
thought I'd done the best I could. I 
had a choice, I could move on or go 
back. but what mattered was not ma­
terial considerations but my spintual 
development. 

'He indicated that if I went back, 
things wouldn't be easy, but my life 
would change radically. I'd be doing 
things for others but also for myself, 
and it would bring me great fulfil­
ment. The trials that I'd encounter 
would be just stepping-stones in my 
development. 

'So I chose to return and then 
found myself in a sort of swimming 
pool out in the open, with sunsh ine 
twinkling on the water. I was at the 
shallow end and at the deep end, 
there was a nasty, murky patch on 
the bottom. I knew it was a dead 
body but, though I didn't want to, 
something impelled me towards it. 

'When I came within range, it 
grabbed my arm in a vice-like grip. 
It was really a skeleton with loose 
bits of flesh hanging off it. I remem­
ber pointing at it with my other 
hand and saying: "You have no 
power over me, I'm stronger than 
you!" With that, it let go and sank to 
the bottom again. 

'Then I started coming up for air. 
It took so long, I thought my lungs 
would burst; but as my head broke 
the surface, I took a great gulp of 
breath and I was back in my body. 
From that moment, my temperature 
started to fall.' 

It was not only Margot's tempera­
ture w hich changed so dramatically. 
Her entire life became different. Out 
of the blue came an invitation to 
study for a psychology degree at an 
American university and, although 
she felt she had never been any good 
academically, she took up the offer. 
In due course, she became a psycho­
therapist, and that was only the be­
ginning of a profound spiritual 
change in her lifestyle. 

So w hat is it that triggers such 
spec tacu lar experiences? Susan 
Blackmore believes they can all be 
explained by the fact that, when 
someone is near death, their brain 
cells •start firing randomly' because 
of either a lack of oxygen, the effect 
of extreme stress or the release of 
endorphins, the chemicals which are 
the body's own morphine. 

All these things, or a combination 
of them, she says, will produce lights, 
tunnels and hallucinations of other 
worlds. As for out-of-body experienc­
es, she contends that the brain is 
always constructing its own models 
of the world and that w hen we arc 
near death, the best it can do -
since it has only memory and imagi­
nation to rely on - is to construct a 
bird's-eye view of the sort Lord Char­
teris describes. 

Dr Blackmore neverthless believes 
that near-death experiences are a 
good thing, 'because they propel you 
into a .state of mind w here the seU 

has temporarily disin tegrated; all the 
S('lf-y thi ngs which prf'viously mat­
ter d - like money and JObs - are 
no longer of any concern, and there 
is a sense of joy prec isely because 
that preoccupation with self has 
gone. That changes a person's per­
ception for ever'. 

Peter Fenwick finds such explana­
tions woefully inadequate. 'Lack of 
oxygen,' he says, 'produces confusion, 
not the sort of clarity and detail 
which is such a striking feature of 
these experiences. 

'As tor endorphins, we inject pa­
tients w t th them all the time to com­
bat pa in, and they don 't have NOEs. 
And when people are suffering from 
extreme stress, they don't have life­
enhancing experiences - on the con­
trary, they get a sense that they are 
no longer the same people. So Susan 
doesn ' t  e ven have a workmg 
hypothesis! 

'No, the plain fact is that none of 
us understands these phenomena. As 
for the soul and life after death, they 
are slill just open questions, thoul{h I 
myself suspect that NDEs are part of 
the same continuum as mystical 
experiences.· 

Another extraordinary feature of 
many near-death experiences is that 
those who have gone through them 
find them so inspiring and profound

that they don't want to come back to 
earth. 

When she had her experience 15  
years ago, Maureen Hardy - now 46 
and living in Bognor - was an ag­
nostic. Her father's own Methodist 
upbringing had been so repressive 
that he wouldn't let her go to 
church. When she finally did go at 
the age of 14, she soon gave up again 
after someone asked how she knew 
God existed, and she had to reply 
that she didn't. 'I  thought the 
church should only be for people w ho 
believed in God,' she said, •so t.!'lere 
seemed no point in going on.' 

Her near-death experience changed 
all that. 'I had to have my first baby 
by Caesarean section and, as soon as 
he had been born, there was a kind 
of click and I went into what I can 
only describe as an altered state of 
consciousness, another place. 

'I became aware of another being, 

Maureen Hardy, 
whose joyful 
experience changed 
her from an agnostic 
to a believer 
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which I communicated with. It less­
ens what God is, i( I :;uy the being 
was God, but He treated me in a way 
w hich made me feel perfectly under­
stood. I was also aware of humour, 
lots and lots of laughter. It was such 
fun, so joyful, and I had never in my 
life thought God could be fun. 

'The mental pain of coming out of 
the experience was far more intense 
than the pain of going into it. I felt I 
couldn't bear to go back and not 
know God existed. It has given me 
an unshakeable faith based on expe­
rience and, for that reason, 'is more 
important than anything else which 
has happened to me.' 

By no means all nea:r-death exJ>E:ri­
ences are life-enhancmg. Some, m­
deed, are so horrific and threatening 
as to scar indelibly the memory of 
those who have suffered them. Nancy 
Evans Bush, the American president 
ot the international Association of 
Near-Death Studies, had such an 
experience. 

'I was 28, and having difficulties 
w i th the delivery of my second child. 
My blood pressure dropped prec�pi­
tately and the doctors were trymg 
frantically to bring me round. I was 
suddenly aware of being outside the 
hospital and travelling up into the 
sky at a fantastic speed. Soon, I felt I 
was out in the universe somewhere.

'It was dark, but a dark that could 
be seen through, and suddenly there 
was a group of geometric figures 
which were making clicking sounds. 
Their message, conveyed telepathical­
ly, was: "This is it!" I was angry and 
replied: "Oh no, it isn't!" "Oh yes it 
is," the message came back, "your life 
was never real, you were just allowed 
to make it up. It was a game, a 
cosmic joke." 

'I felt I was arguing for my exist­
ence, my life; and I can remember 
thinking: "I can't be making this up, 
I'm having a baby. In any case, if I 
don't exist, neither do they." I felt 
total despair, because it amounted to 
a holocaust, since it wasn't only my 
life which didn't exist but everybody 
else's. 

'The doctors eventually brought me 
round, but I was utterly devastated. I 
still wasn't sure whether I or my 
baby was real. That despair persisted 
for many months and there was no 
one I could tell. If people were real, 
I'd sound crazy. If they weren't, why 
bother? More people than you might 
think have had experiences of that 
.kind. It's just that they want to talk 
about them even less than the folk 
who've had good ones. The memory 
eventually recedes, but it's always 
there: · 
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A few near-death experiences are 
initially terrifying but ultimately re­
assuring. Alan Sullivan, a t�uck 
driver from Hartford, Connecticut, 
describes what happened to him five 
years ago. 

'I was having a heart by-pass oper-
. at ion and the surgeon told me: 
.. You'll feel a little pinch." I waited, 
realised he wasn 't speaking any 
longer and suddenly found myself up 
near the ceiling. I could actually see 
right through the two doctors _wor:k­
ing on me to my own . body m 1_ts 
entirety. I wasn't at all mterested m 
the fellow down there. That was just 
the package I used to be. 

'I decided that I should continue 
upwards, but that was a mistake, _ be­
cause it turned out to be terribly 
frightening. I was encased in mu rky 
black darkness and when I glanced 
upwards, I saw o.n entity ten or 1 2  
feet i n  front of me. I L  was skeletal, 
cloaked, with yellowish bones and 
bony hands. I identified it as The 

Grim Reaper. It gestured tor me to come towards it and 
I started to head that WAY. 

'It motioned as if to hollow out an area �n that _total 
blackness, indicatins th�� th�t w� now � hg�t. wJ:nch I 
m ust move towardS. I sa1d: That s no _hght, 1t s JU�t a 
hole." Then thf' entitY ��rew a yellowts� powder mf:<> 
the hole and said: "J'l�w 1t s a golden hght but I wasn t 
having any of thj1C., either.. . . 'I pushed it .�.V!ay physically. Almost Immediately, I 
was engulfed .n hght and felt wann, peaceful, very clo�e 
to w hat yovd call rapture. I came to a brown ceramiC 
wall with u.ght pouring over it, and to my left saw the 
head of tnY brother-in-l�w. who'd died two years before. 
I yelled: "Bill it's me!" but he didn't seem interested. 

'I put my elbow on the wall, hoi.sted myself up on it 
and sudderiy I was looking at a whole new world, 
flowers and greenery in colours l�ke we nev�r �· In tl:le 
very centr�was a cauldron of light bubblmg like bml­
ing milk. J.ne biggest bubble started to come towards 
me and t:A,)k on the identity of my mother •. who'd �ied 
when I \lU> seven. I seemed to ask: wWhy d1d you die?" 
and the ·bswer was: "To get this place ready for you." 

'Then ny brother-in-law appeared over the wall and 
said: "Iti time to go back." "No," I replied, "I'm staymg, 
this is ny mother." But she indicated that it was time 
to go. Just make sick people feel better by telling them 
ws pFtY time when they come here," she told me. With 
that,, -�ame back into my body.'

It was like takmg off · a b1g, 
heavy overcoat. I felt I'd Z?een stu._ffed into it for a long 
lime. 1 had the ,.;cn:.e of bemg very detached from myself.

'Then. with no warning, I was whisked up into the sky 
so fa.<;t that it took my breath away and left me gasping.

TWO hundred and thirty �illion years ago, the 
most successful land ammals ever to wal k 

the Earth took their first stumbling steps . 

T�ey were dinosaurs - the word means Terrible 
L1zard - and they dominated the world for more 
than 160 million years. By comparison, modern 
man has been around for just 100,000 years. 
Dinosa�r� came along when the Earth was al ready 
4,320 mtlhon years old, about 2 700 million years 
after the first green scum that �as the beginning 
of life floated in the seas.  
They were all sizes - some smaller than chickens 
the largest as big as four double-decker buses 

' 

parked end to end . Some ate plants, while others 
fed on other creatures . 
They seem to have evolved from a group of 
c rocodile- like animals, although they were not 
crocodiles.  
The secret of their remarkable survival was the 
way they wal ked and ran . Crocodiles wal k  i.1 an 
awkw�rd f�shio� w

_
ith their legs, which developed 

from fish ftns, st1ckrng stiffly out sideways . That is 
probably w hy they have remained largely in wate� 
w here they are more at home . 

' 

But over about 25 million years, dinosaurs 
developed sophisticated hip-joints - similar to ours 
- w hich brought their legs under the body. That 
meant they could wal k and run farther and faster 
than other animals without becoming exhausted . 
Eventu�lly many din�saurs got up on their hind 
legs - hke us - leavtng their hands free . 
Dinosaurs �ere land animals . They did not swim 
an� th�y d1d not f ly. Pterodactyls, which are really 
f lyrng hzards, were their cousins.

Then suddenly, 65 million years ago, they all 
vanished. Or did they? 
Man has been fascinated by dinosaurs since they 
were first identified as a definite species. That was 
in the 1820s, after the wife of a Sussex GP, Or 
Gideon Mantell, spotted some shiny stones among 
a roadmender's pile as she waited for her husband 
while he visited a patient. 
The doctor, an amateur naturalist, recognised them 
as the teeth of a huge lizard- like animal . 

A few years later he found more bones while 
exploring a quarry and made a model of what he 
thought this jointed reptile might look like .  lt was 
remarkably like the very accurate reconstructions 
at the Natural History Museum in London . 
In 1841 ,  Sir Richard Owen, a leading 
palaeontologist, or expert on fossils, studied three 
different jointed reptiles which had by then been 
found . lie realised they were different from 
anything else previously discovered and ]lamed 
them Dinosauria. 
Since then, dinosaur research has been a 
fascinating detective story. We now believe there 
were both warm- and cold-blooded varieties. 
Some were loners, others hunted in packs, while 
at least one species had high ly-developed family 
groups after their babies were born from eggs in 
nests. 

Our knowledge has leapt forward in the past five 
years after important finds in previously 
inaccessible areas like Western China, the Gobi 
Desert and Mongolia . 

Britain is no longer such a good hunting-ground 
because the ancient rocks in which fossils are 
found are mostly built over, although in 1983 th�re 
was the exciting find of a giant claw of a 



completely unknown dinosaur in a Surrey claypit. 

lt is believed the dinosaurs were ki l led off by the 
combination of three events that occurred close 
together 65 million years ago. 

First, a huge meteor hit the Earth, triggering 
earthquakes, volcanoes and tidal waves, and dust 
storms blocked out the sun, causing a mini ice­
age. 
These were followed, perhaps a few hundred 
thousand years la!er, by volcanoes in India which 
caused the same havoc again . 

And at the same time the giant plates which make 
up the Earth's land mtlss were slipping apart to 
form the continents as we now know them . This 
stopped many dinosaurs' migration patterns so 
they could not move to \ warmer areas in search of 
food . 

But they may not have di d completely. The latest 
thinking is that a small s' - species survived and 
developed into birds - wt · ·ch means that blackbird 
on the lawn could be the . scendant of a l ittle 
dinosaur. 
So there's still  an enormOlr(:\ amount to be learned
