A PHILOSOPHICAL VIEWPOINT 
OF FLYING SAUCERS 

By Fred 0 Gardner FRGS FIEC 

· 
There is no doubt about the 

phenomenon of UFOs or flyin g saucer 
as they are more commonly called. 

Most interested people are agreed on 
that. But what they actually are, how 
they are motivated and where their 
place of origin, and above all their 
overall significance is entirely another 
matter. With many such considerations 
are a moo.t point! 

Many people have theit" theories 
or ideas, according to their knowledge 
or degree of interest. 
Most seriously minded people, wheth • 
er they accept the phenomenon or 
not, try to keep an ' open mind 'with­
out declaring 'for or against , it, and 
endeavour to be neutral , wondericg 
what it is all about. 

In my comparatively short period 
of five years or so of �tudy in this 
subject, I have passed through the 
varying phases that lie between init­
ial scepticism to my present keen int 
erest, I would say that I accept the 
phenomenon. but I continue my in­
vestigation. By constant and ever 
improving methods of research, I 
hope to obtain a clearer understand­
ing of it all as time goes by. 

I rate the study of Flying Saucers 
and all associated phenomena as very 
important indeed.But the ivestigator 
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must match the investigation. 
The observer is the problem, not 

so much the enigma , itself. 
Given the right type of mind, the 
right approach and the appropriate 
use of the tools and media of re­
search, then v. e may afford ourselves 
a reasonable chance o� obtaining a 
better understanding of it all. 

The true investigator is interested 
in only the facts of all the relative 
data and these, of course, must be 
dealt with objectively . When I say 
the 'right type of mind' I mean an 
'open mind' not a mental cui de sac, 
which most of us possess in varying 
degree, alas! This is a very difficult 
but necessary requirement, especially 
in such an . intergrated and complex 

society such as outs, wheh we lieed 
to be reasonably free of indoctrin• 
ations and shorn of preconceived 
ideas, and be determined to think for 
ourselves. 

-:It was the close of 1969 that I 
cat:P.e to realise the subject could not 
be 'adequately tackled oc appraised 
on a purely materialist or scientific basi's 
alone. 
--

1 found that ordinary conventional and 
so-called factual approach yielded much 

that was of interest and proved fasinating 
drawing one more and more into a many 
sided investigation. But somehow the 
significance of it all seemed to become 

more mysterious and baffling, and one 

was presented with two alternatives, you 
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eith�r gave up in sheer frustration 
and . de3pail'ed of finding any sat.is• 
factory explanation, or -you accepted 

the apparent elusiveness of the prob­
lem and persevered in your research 
ttot�thstanding the enigmatic nature · 

of the phenomenon. 
Slowly bnt surely, I came round 

to the·-. conclusion that there was 
more in it than meet� the eye. ·It 
appeared to be something deeper and 
more intangible than mere techno­
logical or practical considerations, 
perhaps there were metaphysical and 
even spiritual associations involved 
in it all, 

In common with most interested 
researchers, I pursu_ed the convent­
ional round of enquiry -reading. of 
selective books and journals,attendin& 

.
meetinns and lectures, participating 
indiscussions and dialogues, taking 

part in skywatches. engaging in press 
and private correspondence with in­
terested members of the public, 

studying ·reports and sightings, ect. 
(I still engage in this basic ground 
work of resarch ) . 

It was later I came to read the 
book UFOS - OPERATION TROJAN 
HORSE by John A. Keel the American 
journalist and ufologist who made what is 
claimed to be 'an exhaustive study of un· 
identified flying objects'. 

While 1 do not accept all that Mr. Keel 
writes on the subject, yet there is much 
that he states which is worthy of Set:'ious 

consideration. I would quote the followi­
ng comment : "A major but little explored 
aspect of tbe UFO phenomenon is there­
fore theological and philosophical, rather 
than purely scientific. The UFO problem 
c�n n�ver be urtanglcd by physicists and 
sctenttsts, unless they are men who have 

been schoolcJ in the liber.- l arts, theology 

�d P
_
hilos?�hy. Unfortunately, most 

sct�ntific d ts�ples are- �o demanding that 
t�etr practlt10uers have little time or ap­
tatudc to study corr,plic2.tC'c �ul:iects out­
side their own immediate fields ofinterest •. ' 

A further statement by Mr. 
Keel relating to the same line of 
thought, is also worthy of note: 
"History psychiatry and 
the occu l t  have proved to be far more 
important than the many books 
which simply recount the endless 
sightings of aerial anomalies . .. " 

I am inclined to agree with him in 
this observation. In my follow - up 
�ork, I try to go into the matter 
In greater depth and ascertain what 
the real significance is and how it aff-
ects mankind today, individually and 
collectively. This aspect could 
lead us into the very heart of the 
whole phenomenon! But please re­
member, this calls for a truly 'open 
mind' it calls likewise for bravery of 
a verY, high order, what I call 
'moral courage' because once you in­
fer there \are metaphyiscal or esoter­
ic associations with UFOs or Flying 
Saucers, then you are in foe trouble 

'eyebrows are raised' those you con. 
sidered to be your friends or acquaint­
ances will walk less and frequent 
less with you, you will become an 
Oddity simply because you have the 
audacity to indicate what. yo feel is 
at heart the truth of the tnatter! I 

know. I speak from experiencf'. 
BUT NO MATTER, TRUTH or our 
understanding of it was NEVER 

POPULAR, NEVER ACCLAIMED 
BY THE MAJORITY! 

This �spect of Ufoloqy may 
cause dtsmay and even dissent 

among Ufologists, �specially 
those who hold hard to their 
'nut and bolt' �cepti�ns. 

THE SUGGEST10N THAT 
THERE MAY BE METAPHYSI­
CAL OVERTONES ASS.OCIATED 
WITH UFOs MAY PROVE UN­

POPULAR AND BE RECEIVED 

with no little incredulity

But truth is ever 'str�nger than 
fiction'.

I spoke to keen amateur 
astronomer Eric J ackson, a 
15 year old member of the 
Southrort Astronomical Society 

Eric lives at Banks ( a few 
miles out from the town centre 
of South port ) where the oject 
seemed to be centred .. 

At 10.21 that night he was 
looking through his telescope 
at the star Denebe in the sw�n 
when a bright object caught 
his eye. He described it as 
bluish white with a white centre. 
Not unlike a star,but far too 
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bright to be seen from a 
telescope. There seemed to 
be light radiating from it in 
the way a child draws the sun. 
It was Stationary and remained 
so for about ten seconds po­
sition being a degree and a

It began to move and took 
the form of a rocket flame 
leaving an orange trail of 
about half a degree in length 
behind it. 
slowly it increased in brilliance 
to eight magnitude arid then 
suddenly died out. As soon 
as this had happened a most 

extraordinary noise ·took to 
the air. This noise can best 
be described as · ·a cracklig 
sound of a ·very high volumn. 
It was definitely not a sonic 
boom.Whatever it was, it was 



high enough to ,shake �he 
television in his house. · 

Eric trained his telescope 
on the vanished object' and 
pick�d out tw� orange points 
of hght flying. one slightly 
above the other about 1,300 
seconds of arc apart. They 
were moving away from him 
to the south-east at a speed 
-��uc� higher than a plane, 
p�sstng within a degree of 61 
Stgna. 

Commenting on the sighting 
·Eric said that he thought at 
first it was a meteor but 
ruled that out on observat-
ion. He also ruled out a 
plane or balloon. 

Eric has taken UFOs 
lightly, but quoting the number 
of stars in the sky he said 
that there must be lite elsewhere. 
He sugestcd 61 Signa as a likely 
star for such activity. 

I sugested to him that these ob­
jects could be rec!J:argina iD 10me 
way, which could account -ror tlw 
brilliant light aecn for miles aroWMI 
and also the loud noise which WM 
DOt heard at the lfOUDda o( � 
flower show. He reprded it CD• 
thuaiastically as a possibility not to 
be discounted.

. by Government o:iicials and never 
seen again). This means that sightings 
can be su�stantiated by large num­
bers of policemen, journalists and in­
vestigators who examine the after 
marks of the humanoid visitation in 
the cold light of previous scepticism. 

These after-effect cases are a grave 
embarrassment for the UFO-debun-
king agencies.
