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"SOMETHING OUT IN SPACE IS TAMPFER ING
WITH OUR SATELLITES"

This much is established fact: Since we started sending
our probes out to the stars some weird things have
happened to our instrument-jammed craft. Like the time
Explorer 10 literally vanished in orbit, even though its

life expectancy was estimated at hundreds of years.
Or when Telstar 2 went dead and then miraculously re-
paired itself and resumed operations. And there’s the
case of Mariner 7 which started to speed up after its
rocket engine ran out of fuel and then, the most bizarre

aspect of all, slowed down to its normal velocity! Clea

he spacecraft was far away from Karth. Mars

was now the dominant planet in the sky, and
the Barth scemed to be nothing more than a bright
star. All was silent; the spacecraft sceme W to

Suddenly, the spacecraft’s r wdio communicatio
with Barth was lost! The craft began to tumble o
of control! It began to speed up, although its roc ki
engine was out of fuel and inope srable. After its dat
communications system to I arth went dead. tl
spacecraft ceased to operate and never returne
to service.

Several hours later. the tumbling stopped. and |
spacecraft resumed normal velocitv: however. the
data transmission channels were still inoperatiy
the battery was dead.

That was not a chapter from an old Buck Roger
or Flash Gordon space adventure, but a true accour
of an actual incident. And it is by no means an is
lated incident! There have been many cases of
strange phenomena connected with our satellite
In fact. there was one case where satellites wer
observed in Earth orbit that did not come from an
nation on Farth! One of our own Explorer satellite:

disappeared from orbit without anv resaon or catise

ever determined. Even our manned spacecraft have




not veen i.xine from sucn"happenings" There mey have
been er atterpted contact via radio to some of our
Apollo astronauts. The first unusuel incident witn
men-made satellites dates back to Sputnik II in 1957,
and the most recent development happened with Marin-
er 7 in 1969. We can divide the satellite incidents

into two categories: observation of Unidentified Flying Ob-

jects (UFOs) near satellites; and abnormal perform-
ance of spacecraft.

We shall examine a few outstanding cases from
each category and attempt to propose a theory to
explain all of them. \ _

Observations of UFOs —The first UFOs observed
in orbit were reported by John Glenn during his his- |
toric February 1962 voyage. He reported that his
ship was surrounded by hundreds of glowing “fire-
flies.” This mystery remained unsolved only a short
while, however. It was suspected that the “fireflies”
were ice crystals that had formed on the outside and
were flaking off. Scott Carpenter proved this on his
Aurora 7 flight by producing more “fireflies” when
he rapped on the walls of his Mercury capsule.

A more lasting puzzle came up, during Gordon
Cooper’s May 1963 flight in Faith 7. He was nearing
the end of his flight and was over Australia when he
repgrted seeing a green, glowing disc. Of particular
interest to those who might suspect that this could
have been a man-made spacecraft is the fact that it
travelled in a retrograde path—in the opposite direc-
tion of the Earth’s rotation. No Earth satellite travel
.in this direction, for the pull of the Earth’s gravit

would be a powerful brake on such
a satellite and would make for an
extremely short life span.In ad-
dition, it would teke a larger ro-
cket to launch a similarssize paye
load into retrograde orblit than
into normal orbite Although an
investigation was made into the
sighting,no results were ever mede

public.
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The next intriguing occurrence came during the
flight of Gemini 4 in June 1965. The spacecraft was
over the Hawaiian Islands when James McDivitt
spotted a glowing object with projections “like arms.”
He managed to take some 16 mm film of the object
while his co-pilot, the late Ed White, slept. It was
first suggested that the object could have been the
Pegasus satellite, but a check with the Space De-
tection and Tracking System (SPADATS) showed
that the Pegasus was 1,200 miles from Gemini 4 at
the time of the sighting. The film showed an egg-
shaped object leaving a clearly visible contrail. The
object has yet to be positively identified.

The Gemini 7 flight was the next occasion for an
unusual occurrence. The pilots, Frank Borman and
James A. Lovell, reported that they had sighted a
“bogey,” a military term for an unidentified aircraft.
It was ignored at first as it was thought that the
astronauts were watching their booster; however,
the astronauts later spotted their booster while the
“bogey” was still visible. The object was estimated
by the astronauts to be several miles ahead of them.
Then, the astronauts reported the object seemed to
slow down and drop behind them, finally vanishing.
This one is still unsolved.

Astronauts John Young and Michael Collins had
set a new altitude record of 476

"miles in their Gemini 10 spaceship
in 1966. They were in orbit at this

" altitude when they spotted two

glowing red objects travelling in
the same orbital path as they were.
The objects, as in the case of Gem-
ini 7, appeared to suddenly drop
out of sight. This one is still un-
solved, too.

The 1ast sighting in the Gemini
series produced the most spectacusg
lar photographic evidence. Bemini
1ll,manned by Richard F.Gorden and
Charles Conrad,menaged to obtain
g color shot of a glowing disc.

The shot clearly shows a red

isc~like saucer travelling in s
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retregrade opbitylike
Gordon-Cooperd myst-
ory ebjees.It-was--at .-
first supposed that
the object was the So-
viet Proton II,but
that spacecraft was
not in a retrograde or-
bitand was not big en-
ough to be seen from
Geminl II. Photographs
of the object have since
been kept safely out
of the public eye,asis
consistent with govern-
ment policy of supppres-
sing UFO information.
The Gemini 11 pictupes
have only been shown
to the public once,on
loan to a magazine.
NASA admits the object
is still unidentified.
One final example of
a UFO near a spacecpaft
carrying living creat-
ures happened 1in 1957
Sputnik II,carrying a
dog,was the fipst man-
made spacecraft to cap-
ry a living creatupe.
On the evening of De ¢-
ember 18th, 1957, Dbp.
Luls Corrales took a
time exposure of the
Soviet satellite ag it
crossed the night sky
over Caracas,Venazuels.
When the time. exposupe
was developed,it clear-
ly showed the path made
by the satellite.But it

Clearly visible was the pash
of another vehicle that had
flown a parallel couprse to
Sputnik II,except for a sli-
ght deviation in mid-path.
Photoanlysis pruled out the
possibility of a lens -#lare,
me teor,hoax,Pfeflection,etc.

Chalk up one more mystery.

This 1s quite an impress-
ive array of unexplained
sightings of unidentified
flying objects By themselves
they would make a subject for
speculation and discussion.
But they are not unique.
Other things have been happ-
ening up therees Some of them
involve the welrd,unexplain-
able malfunctions of satell-
ites.

Before we proceed any fur-
ther,we should make 1t clear
that none of the satellites
launched by the Unilted States
or the Soviet Union has pro-
vislions on board for self-
repalre They are built so
that the chances of malfunc-
tion are minimal, but once
something does go wrongeess
too badl

A satellite represents an
enourmous investment. They
are designed to be guided and
controlled only from ground
stations via radio.Most per-
form perfectly. But not all.

The satellite known as
Anna was launched in Octoter
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1962. Nicknamed "Fipefly"
it had brillient flashing
lights and was designed

to help develop techniques
of sky photography. It op-
erated successfully for
over two months before it
went dead unexpectedly.
Scientists assumed that
the battery had gone dead
and thought the satellite's
usefulness was overe.

But the scientists were
startled when the satellite
suddenly resumed normal op-
eration 10 months later
in August 1963. Whatever
haed caused 1ts original
fallure had corrected 1it-
self. The puzzled,but
grateful, scientists re-
sumed their photographic
researche. A spokesmen
for John Hopklins Univers-
ity, where Anna was built
stated: "This sort cf
thing is hard to believe,
'Ne have no explanation
for“the lights coming back
Oone

Telstar 2 was launched on May 7, 1963,
as the successor to the famous Telstar 1.
It served as well as its famous sister. But
on July 16, 1963, the satellite went dead.
Bell Laboratories, which built the Telstar
geries, issued a statement saying, ‘‘There
is no indication of what caused the fail-
ure—but it may have been a meteorite.”
This was a reasonable assumption, sincé
meteorites travel at several miles per sec-
ond and could easily rip through the wall
of a spacecraft and knock out systems.
And remember, the electronics circuits of
our satellites use printed circuit construc-
tion—the kind used in transistor radios. If

Mr S. wno revealed his devastating
story to Major Donald Keyhoe, Chief of
NICAP, and subsequently to a represen-
tative of the Aerial Phenomena Research
Organization. APRO had Mr S. examined
by a psychiatrist, and he was questioned
under hypnotic trance and the lie-
detector drug sodium amytol. These
tests only reinforced the impression of
his veracity. His story follows.

On 4 September 1964 Mr S. and two
companions were enjoying their favour-
ite sport of bow-and-arrow hunting in
the Californian mountains near Cisco
Grove. At dusk Mr S. realized he had lost
his two friends and was unsure of the
route back to camp. He was relieved to
see a light appear just below the horizon,
assuming it to be a lantern belonging to
one of his friends. But when the light

.darted up and over a tree, moved

towards him and then stopped. hovering,
without a sound., he realized it was
neither a lantern nor a helicopter. He
climbed a tree to observe it better. It was
eight or ten inches in diameter, white,
and accompanied by two or three other
objects that flew as though in formation
at a fixed distance from it. Then the light
flashed and a dark object fell to the
ground. Up to this point, Mr S.s
attention had been fixed on the light in
the air, but now he looked down and
noticed a “"dome-shaped affair’” 400 or
500 yards away. resting either on the
ground or a few feet above it.
Humanoids then appeared—first, two
figures about 5 foot 5 inches high
dressed in silvery coveralls and helmets,
then a dark-grey creature with orange
glowing eyes and a mouth like that of a
ventriloquist's doll, extending complet-
ly across the face and opening as though
on a hinge. In his report, Mr S. called
this third creature a “robot”, as it seemed
to be of inferior status to the others. The
creatures were apparently examining the
undergrowth, until one of them noticed
Mr S. in his tree. The two “dwarfs”
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(Mr S. calls them this to distinguish
them from the ‘‘robot”, but they were
over five feet) tried to climb the tree,
but apparently didn’t understand how
to do this—anyway they didn’t succeed.
Then the “robot” moved in, opened its
trap-like jaw, and emitted a blast of
smoke in Mr S’s direction.

Frightened to death and believing the
robotwas trying to gas him, Mr S. moved
as far as he could up the tree and.
straddling a branch, belted himself to the
trunk. He was still holding his bow and
arrows and frantically fired them all at
the robot. but when they hit they struck
sparks as though the robot's body or
body-covering were made of metal
(cf. Gonzales stabbing dwarf). He also
hurled down his canteen, which the
creatures picked up and examined with
interest. Running out of missiles, Mr S.
next set fire to his cap and hurled it down
at his besiegers. They backed away.
temporarily disconcerted, but then the
robot repeated its smoke-breathing trick
and Mr S. became light-headed and
eventually unconscious. When he came
round, minutes or seconds later, sick and
retching, Mr S. retaliated by lighting
another piece of his clothing and throw-
ing it down. The robot responded with
a blast of nauseous smoke. This pattern
—Mr S. throwing down burning objects,
the robot emitting gas, Mr S. becoming
unconscious and sick and then attacking
again—went on all night. Altogether he
tore up and burnt his entire camouflage
overalls, his jacket and his cap.

At dawn another robot appeared and
the four creatures encircled the tree.
Suddenly their chests emitted sparks
and a glow, and a cloud of gas rose,
enveloping Mr S. He blacked out for
a longish time and when he came round
the creatures and their craft had gone.
Retching, limp and exhausted, hanging
like a doll from his belt around the
treetrunk, he was bitterly cold from
exposure in the 38-degree temperature.
The only clothes he had left were his
underpants, boots and socks. After a

The theory of life on Mars apparently
took a beating when the 22 Mariner IV
space-probe photographs of the surface
of Mars revealed no signs of advanced
life. But S. D. Kilston and his colleagues
at Harvard and the Goddard Space
Flight Centre checked on this by
examining equivalent photographs of
the Earth’s surface taken by the Tiros
and Nimbus meteorological satellites to
see what signs of intelligent life they
revealed. Of the several hundred thous-
and photographs only three showed
signs of advanced life (an interstate
highway, a jet aircraft's condensation
trail, and a grid pattern in the Canadian
forests). A fourth showed what appeared
to be the most convincing sign of
advanced life—a long straight break-
water on the Moroccan coast which in
fact is a natural peninsular. So much,
then, for the infallibility of satellite
photographs.

But is it possible that the UFOs are
coming from outside our own solar
system? Since the discovery of the
quasars, many astronomers including
Fred Hoyle believe that our whole
theory of gravity, the stumbling-block
to inter-galactic travel, needs complete
rethinking. And no scientist claims to
know what forms of life may or may
not exist on any solar systems other
than our own. The more we probe into
space, the more we find it is not the
cut-and-dried affair we once imagined.
It is a case where we should confess
our ignorance and feel thankful for
any lead we can get. A starting-point
is to investigate the secrets of the
UFOs and their occupants. O+—g

How can 71
ships and
their crews
vanish ?

UNDER the crystal
chandeliers and the
Adam ceiling of their
quiet, close-carpcted
room in the heart of
the City, the 16 mem-
bers of Lloyd's Com-
mittee quietly signed
the notice that meant
the death of 27 men.

All of them were the
crew of the 3,750-ton
steamer Kiki which dis.
appeared on its way
from Germany tc Yugo-
slavia six months ago.

The notice put cut by
the committee under
the signature of Sir
Henry Stenhouse Mance,
officially told Lloyd's
underwriters and the
shipping world that the
Kiki was ‘missing.” In
fact, the ‘Famagzusta-
registered ship is lost,
and she is not alone.

In the past ten yeurs,
a Lloyd's clerk using
the traditional quill pen,
has carefully written
into their Casualty Beck
the names of 71! ships,
with 1,034 men. women
and children. which
have vanished without
trace—sailed out from
ports all over the wcald
and never been secn
again.

Epitaph

Ships are lost at sea in
any age for all number
of reuasons. collisions,
fires, rocks and reefs,
foundering in opeon
water. But “these 71
ships have no siory to
tell. They simpiy dis-
appeared—an uImost in-
credible situation in the
modern woild of naviga-
tional aids und reiecom-
munications.

Some we:o fishing
vessels, like ehe smallesy

on the list, the 23-ton
British boat, Fourisles,
which vanished in 1961.
They could bave gone
to the bottom under
one freak wave. :

But what happened to
ships like the 10,600-
ton Milton Ilatridis,
posted missing in April
last year, en route from
New Orleans to Cape
Town? Or the Ithaca
Island which dis-
appeared between Noi-
folk, Virginia, and Man-
chester with a cargo of
grain?

Not even the sound
of Lloyd's famous Lutine
Bell — sounded in the
underwriters’ room
when bad news is heard
—tolled the epitaph for
these ships. The bell is
not struck when the fate
of a ship is inconclusive.

This week the com-
mittes added the Kiki to
their ‘posted missing’
list and Lloyd's intelli-
gence department’s chief
investigator, assistant
manager Peter Bingham,
41, closed his file on the
ship.

The department
spends its time keeping
a close watch on the
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movements of shipping
all over the world.
When a ship is overdue,
Bingham and his staff,
with the help of a net-
work of agents, go to
work.

‘A ship may be over-
due or missing for any
reascn. She may break-
down, have to put into
porty have a radio fault.
Our job is to find her,
of to find out what has
happened to her.

Miracles

‘Quite often a ship
misses its regular broad-
casts simply because the
radio operator isn't do-
ing nis job. Quite re-
cently a tanker insured
here was out ol touch
almost all the way from
the Pecician Gulf. We
didn't hear {rom her
until the radio operalor.
listening to commercial
stitions. heard a news
Mlish chat we had started
a scarch for her.'

Bingham's network
can work miracles. ‘We
can find a stolen yacht
anywhere in the world,
if it is over 12 tons.” And
the same expertise is
used on shipping.

The ID, as his team is
known in Lloyd's head.
quarters, likes to have a
clean ending to its cases.
A large piece of wreck-
age, like a bow, a stern
or a bridge of a ship, or
a survivor, is sufficient

*to mark her as ‘lost.’

But a liferaft with a
ship’s name found float-
ing on the surface is dis-
counted. ‘It may have
fallen overboard.” And if
no other conclusive evi-
dence comes to light the
ship is posted ‘missing,’
so that insurance claims
can be fixed, and rela-
tives of the erew can
claim social security
benefits.

Ken Mason says: ‘The
tonnage lost is large,
88,980 tons in 10 years.
But it is also a human
tragedy. A total of 1,117
crewmen lost their lives,
as well as 10 wives on
journeys with their crew-
men husbands. four pas-
sengers and three child-
ren.’ y
