THE ETERNAL MAN.=

All over the world archeological expedi-
tions and excavations are pushing back
the date of the origin of man. On April
16th, 1972, a leading British newspaper
published a report of an excavation in
southern Africa which showed that Man
originated there 100,000 years ago — a
direct clash with the traditional view that
he evolved in the Near East after 40,000

. B.C. In 1969 a Congress held in the Paris
UNESCO building advanced the theory
that Man existed more than 2,000,000
years ago. More recently excavations in
the Chad (northern Central Africa) have
revealed men who were 6,000,000 years
old.

Louis Pauwels and Jacques Bergier,
authors of the provocative bestseller
MORNING OF THE MAGICIANS,
bring together a vast collection of facts
and theories which show that we cannot
apply Darwin’s theory of evolution to
Man. The more we search the more we
push back the date of Man’s origin.
There is clear evidence of advanced
and sophisticated cultures thou-
‘sands of years before the accepted
origic of homo sapiens. In 1968
Korium Megertchian, from the Armen-
1an Geological Institute, discovered the
oldest factory in the world at Medzamor.

" today. Everything we know about Stone-
henge suggests the influence of a culture
~in -prehistoric times of which we know
nothing. It was surely erected on the
basis of -a well-founded scientific know-
ledge.

The evidence that advanced cultures
existed long before the dawn of homo
sapiens ranges from the Ireland of Celtic

Numinor to the mysterious continent of
Australia, from Lascaux to Easter Island.
Every script that has been deciphered,
every myth that has been investigated,
points to the conclusion that Man has
appeared many times in the course of the
past millions of years, has many times
developed advanced cultures and has
fallen from these heights due to cataclys-
mic catastrophes of the sort that created a
2.5 megaton explosion (25 times the
power of the Hiroshima bomb) in
Arizona 50,000 years ago.

It is not the authors’ intention to prove
anything in the scientific sensc. What
they have done is to establish beyond any
doubt that we must look at Man’s past
with open minds. If we throw off the
shackles of traditional views then perhaps
the way is open for completely changing
our knowledge of our own history and
evolution, and for approaching a distins:t
notion of truth.

LOUIS PAUWELS: Born in Paris in
1920. After the war he began his career
in journalism. He became Editor in Chief
of many journals and was a producer in
French television. Since 1968 he has given
up journalism and devoted his time to
writing books. He has written four novels,
two biographies, and four works of non-
fiction including the massive bestseller,
THE MORNING OF THE MAGIC-
IANS. He is married to the comedienne
Elina Labourdette and lives in the
country on the outskirts of Paris with his
three children.

JACQUES BERGIER: Born on August
8th, 1912. He has a degree in Science and
is a qualified Chemical Engineer. During
the war he was an active member of the
French Resistance. His militant activities
led to his arrest and deportation to
Mathausen. He has written ten books and
