jectives-using space technology
to solve earthlyproblems, taking
the first steps toward permanent
scientific laboratories in space

year effort is centred on Skylab
the first experimental space
station, which is designed to
provide a ‘home from home’ in
space-* an orbiting workshop in

During its planned life of eight
moaths it will be occupied by thres
separate teams of astronauts-the first
for 28 days, the othersfor up to 56
days. Skylab’s basio
objectives include:the application of
space-age techniques in studies of
the earth’s resources, the study of the
effects of extended spacflight on
humans, the extension of spaceflight

techniques and the effects of
zero-gravity conditions on cer-
tain materials. In their studies
of material the crews will exper-
iment with melting, moulding &
welding metals. The expectation
is that weightlessness will give
them the opportunity to alter
physical and chemical process-
ess, as well as manipulate metals
in ways impossible on earth.

Chemist Harola !lre: Miller managed
to produce amino acids and other
organic compounds by sending electri-
cal discharges through a mixture of
gases that simulated the earth’s early
atmosphere. Since then, a host of other
researches have repeated the experi-
ment with. different energy sources—
ultraviolet rays. heat {amps and even
shock waves. Taking the process
through one mare giant chemical step,
Chemist Sidney Fox of Florida's
University of Miami has succeeded in
linking up test-tube amino acids into
what he calls "proteinoids’. There are
+ tiny protein fragments that tend to form
themseives into bacteria-sized spheres.
in equaily dramatic experiments, Pon-
“namperuma and Biochemist Juan Oro
at the University of Houston have

shown that it i1s also possible, in
laboratory simulations of the early
conditions on eanh, to make several
of the chemical building ' blocks of
nucleic acids. 1 3

There is increasing evidence that
similar chemical combinations take
place in outer space. Of the thousands
of meteorites that bombard the earth
each year, about two per cent contain
organic, or carbon-rich, compounds.
On several = occasions. researchers
claimed that some of these meteorites
~—<alted carbonaceous chondrites—
contained amino’ acids and even
fossilised remnants of microscopic
xtraterrestrial life. ‘But most scientists

“have contended that the amino acids

or living debris was picked up by the
porous met¥otites ‘either as  they

plunged throygh the earth’s atmosphers
_or later in thelaboratory. :

Thoe whole aroumant was -dram-
ancally recgened recently - by the
Ceylonese-born Ponnamperuma, who
identitied 17 different amino acids

“~. in a newly fallen Australian meteorite.

Ponnamperuma conceded that even
a thumbprint on a laboratory beaker
couid have introduced the acids into
his test samples, but he presented
evidence that seemed to rule out the

‘possibility. Although amino acids can

be assembted in two ways—one a
mircor ©a,e Of Lo vwier—most of
wivee wund in terrestrial lite have a
left-handed °configuration; that s,
polarised light waves passed through
them are rotated slightly to the left.
Yet. when Ponnamperuma tallied up
the meteorite's amino acids. he found
an-almast equal distribution of left- and
right-handed molecules. That, he felt,
was a clear sign that they had come
from space.

" There is growing evidence that the

basic chemicals of life can be found
beyond the solar system. In 1968, a
team of scientists from the University
of California at Berkeley pointed a
radio telescope toward the centre of
the Milky Way galaxy, the island of
stars in which the sun is located. To
their great satisfaction, the big elec-
tronic ear picked up emissions that
could only be given off by ammonia
molecules (bombarded by radiation,

molecules emit characteristic signals
that can be used like tingerprints for

identification). For the first time,

complete, chemically stable molecules
bad:Been found in the swiring clouds
of gases that occupy the enormous

. 8] between the star . Since that
discovery, about two dozen molecules.
including carbon monoxide, formalde-
hyde. ethyl alcohol and water, have
been identified in distant space.

The discovery of these far-off
moletules, many of which are essential
to life, indicates that the same chemical
concatenations that led to life on earth
may_be under way throughout the
universe. Says Catl Sagan: "“The build-
ing blocks of life are lying around
everywhere.”

Even so, life elsewhere in the universe
might resemble nothing on earth. It
would almost certainly be moulded by
different environments and possibly by
different chemistries. Says Sagan: “If
we started the earth all over again, even
with the same physicat conditions. and
just fet random factors operate, we
would never get anything remotely
resembling human beings. There are
just “too many, accidents in our
evolutionary past for things closely
resembling human beings to  arise
anywhere else.”

Although their thinking may. well
reflect planetary chauvinism, most
scientists believe that life, whatever its
form, can begin only on a planet or one
of its moons; it is inconceivavie to
them that it can evolve among the
molecules floating in space or within
the nuclear fires of stars. But are there
any planets outside the solar system ?
The capability of detecting a planet in
orbit around even the sun’'s nearest
stellar neighbour is beyond the power of
the,largest optical telescopes, but-many
astronamerss are convinced that thers
are'billions of planets in the observable
universe. The sun, they note, is an
ordinary star in an istand of 100 billion
stars. the Milky Way galaxy. The
Milky Way. in turn, is just one of
billions of galaxies in the universe.
‘Thus the laws of mathematical prob-
ability would weigh heavily against
the notion that the sun is the only star
with a planetary system. Moreover,
the more recent theories of stellar
evolution predict that the formation of

planets around ordinary stars like the
sun is more the rute than the exception.

Astronomers have even more direct
evidence that therg are distant. unseen
planets. Analysing ‘a wiggle in the path
of Barnard's star, one of the sun's
nearest neighbours®, they have con-
cluded that two planets about the size
of Jupiter and Saturn are orbiting the
star and exerting a gravitational pull
that affects its course. The observation
raises the possibility that othes smaller

.planets with less noticeable gravita-

tional puil are also circling Barnard's
star. and it helps support one common
estimate by astronomers that there may
be at least 50.000 million planets in the
Milky Way alone.

Not all of these planets can support”
life=-To do so, they must be orbiting a
star that shines with steady intensity
for billions of years and must occupy
what NASA Astrophysicist Su-Shu
Huang called the star's habitable zone
—the region in space where the
amount of solar radhation is neither t0o
intense nor ton weak for life. Taking
these requirements into account and
considering the rate of new star
formation (about one per year in the
Mitky Way). the percentage of stars
that bhave planets (about half}. and
other factors, the scientists attending
the September meeting in Armenia
concluded that there are now 100.000
to 1,000,000 technological civilisations
inthe Milky Way. They are an average of
a few hundred light years apari, and
each one is capabtle of transmitting
radio messages.

That number. the scientists agreed,
could vary widely, depending on the
fength of time that a race could
survive 38s a technological society.
Pessimists in the group estimated that
a civilisation might survive as little
as 40 to 50 years after it developed the
capacity to transmit radio messages .
it would soon destioy itself in a nuclear

holocaust or pollute itself to death.
With that short a life span, the number
of technoiogical civiisations existing
concurrently within the galaxy would
be quite small, the average distance
between them immense, and the
possibility of an exchange of messages
sharply reduced.

in any event, space travel as man
knows it would be out of the question
for contacting a civilisation in another
solar system. If an astronaut were
sent off in a space ship travelling at
rocket speed of five miles per second,
for example, it would take him at
least 80,000 years to reach the nearby
star, Proxima Centauri, which is 42
light-years away.; more distant stars
might keep him en route for hundreds
of thousands, or millions of years.

It came into our possession
with the story that about 1963-
a man, Mr. D W was out
on Salisbury Plain, driving a
harvestor, when a strangeorange
cloud settled on the corn nearby
for a few moments. leaving be-
hind 12 burnt circles.
