lled Duncan Lunan will stand
up at a special meeting of the
British Interplanetary Society
tomorrow and deliver a lecture
called "Spacc Probe from Ep-
silon BoBtis." In it he will
put forward a thcory so fan-
tastic and exciting thar,if
it's true, "Star Trek" and

"Dr. Who" will seem like old-
fashioned history in compar-
isaon, For Mr.Lunan is sure

he has stumbled across proof
that there's an unmanned space-
craft circling the moon.

And that it was sent up by

the people of a dying star
13,000 years ago. The very
responsible British Inter-
planetary society is so impres-
sed with his documented hypoth-
esis that next month it will
mount a major scientific ex-
periment to try to re-establish
contact with the space probe.
It all sounds like pure science
fiction,conjuring up visions
of some old eccentric keeping
a constant watch on his back

“garden for little green men

from Mars. But 26-ycar-old



bearded bachelor Duncan dispel-
led that image wit®din five
minutes as we talked in the
trim bungalow in the seaside
Troon, Ayrshire, where he lives
with his mother and father,

" T know people might think I
some kind of nut, but I don't
believe in flying saucers. I'm
a writer who graduated in Eng-
lish and philosophy and stud-
ied physics and astronomy. "So
my hypothesis is based on a
sound, mathematical scientific
background.,"”

He sprecad out a huge array of .
carefully compiled charts, maps
and diagrems as he explained
how he began work on his theozy.
" As president of the Associat-
ion in Scotland for Technology
and Research in Astronautics I
was running a discussion pro-
ject on stellar travel and com-
munications.

"While rescarching I came acr-
oss a record of experiments dae
by a group of scientists in 1%
27-29 about radio signals beam-
ed out into space and a set of
peculiar echoes which kept com-
ing back." These were no ord-
inary echoes because they did-
not just repeat the original
signals, but returned one of
different length and at diff-
erent intervals,

"I was puzzling over this late
one night when suddenly it hit
me that the sounds might be a

return signal from a space
probe sent out by another plas
et, similar to the one we have
nearing Jupiter at the moment.

"The signals were sent out at
different random inttervals lile
three, five, right up to 20
seconds. I could not understa-
nd what it meant till I remem-
bered that in 1960 Professor
Ronald Bracewell, of Stanford
University, California, put
forward a theory that if a
space probe from another planet
were trying to contact us, the
first thing they would probably
do would be to plot their pos-
ition.

"I felt this was it-the key to
the puzzle that has stumped ex
perts for all those years. I
plotted the signals in the shape
of a graph" He paused to stab
out the relevant stars on a map
with a pen: Wrhey formed an in-
stantly recognisable stellar
constellation, that of BoBies,
the herdsmam, just to the left
of the plough. "From ithen on I
felt a bit like Sherlock Holmes,
taking the clues and slipping
them into place. Once I had th
key, the rest was simple. "I
translated all the other sets
of signals into graphs, and they
show an enormous amount of de-
tailed information,

"Including, by mathematical de-

"The proof that UFOs exist lies on the bottom of the Atlantic
Ocecan'™ So says Carlos Corosan, a witness to perhaps the most
phenomenal UFO sighting on the rcecord to date. According to a
high Argentince Government official whom we arc not permitted

to identify,Corosan, a 35-yecar-old farmer, was strolling on

the beach near Descade, Argentina, cnjoying thc fresh,cool
brecze from the South Atlantic, when a harsh sound interrupted
his reverie. Looking up he saw "a large craft with no wings and
shaped Jike a cigar," moving above the quict waters of the Gulf
of San Jorge, less than 35 yards away. Corosan maintains that.
the cigar-shaped object was 65 to 70 feet long and emitted grey
smoke from the tail section. "It was like an automobile having
engine difficulties,"he said:"Just chugging-and all of that
smoke coming out of the end."” Corosan told the Argentine off-
icial that this incident occurred at 4.00 PM,March 18,1966,10
miles north of Deseade on a deserted section of beach. Less
than a year before this encounter, similar objects had been
reported over the Argentine cities of Mendoza,Chaco,Bahia Blanca,
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Salta, Rosarie, and San Luis. In a few instances,"squadrons"
disc—-shaped objects had been witnessed by thousands of Argen-
tine citizens as the UFOs flew in formation over these citie
"I know the object was made of some kind of metal," Corosan
said,"because I could see the setting sun's fays reflecting
off it." The metal was described as being grey-black and app-
arently smooth.

The mysterious craft stop
and emitted a short,muffled blast of smoke which by now had
changed to a very dark black. Corosan became convinced that ﬂﬁ
object was not of earthly manufacture and ran. for cover in a |
nearby grove of trees, continuing to watch the strange manoeu:

"It did not float at all," Corosan said¥It just hit the water
with a huge splash and went down quickly."There was no geyser
of water or any sign that the craft had filled with water.Thi
ing that there might be survivors,Corosan waited to see if
occupant of the mysterious craft came to the surface.
