A VENTURE? Who would really be willing to undertakec suck a task?

After studying all the cvidence; I myself have come to the con-
clusion, that such an expedition would have to go prepared for
all eventualities. For example, we would need mosquito nets as
we got nearer thc pole BLLILVE IT OR NOT! However, onc ‘thing
I find disturbing is that the South Pole-Antartica, may be some-
what blocked as an entrance into the interior because in photos
from the ESSA T satellite and from a book callcd ANTARTICA by
Ian Cameron,there is no real hole that’can really be seen as
clearly as in the north. It could be that the ice from that
region is denser and actually blocks thc way to' these inner
lands, and we only capturc on film icescapped lands. But in-
this book, there is good mentioen-of Admiral Byrd, and of the
thousands of acrial photos taken of Antartica.According to -
rumour, these films were shown in Ameriea at one stage actually
detailling dry warm lands beyond that pole. Shortly afterwards
these films, to cinecmas, were suddenly not obtainabley; and the
important parts of the film, had disappeared,

Byrd flew a three-engined Fokker monoplanc,first ‘over' the
North Pole in 1926, and then to ANTARTICA . It proved gpectac-
ular., The book gives no mention of an ANTARTIC pole opening,
The Essa 7 pictures even side~on-view of the earth only shows
an opening at the NORTH_pot the south, If this is due also to
cloud cover, we don't know. One thing is for sure, these ‘photos
were taken in 1968 and I have not- seen anything like them be-
forey or for that matter saw no mention of it. on TV or have not
seen or heard mention of-any other aerial photographs,excecpt
the recent one described on another page of CNK, So if censor-
ship is being applied by some powers that bey; somcwhere, we ask-

the 'mirage' quote, In polar regions there seem to be commcn
occurences of mirages. As explorers near the opening into the
interior, these mirages bocome more frequent. Sometimes the
appearance of the central sun itself, throws them of course,
as they think they have 'crossed' the pols, and are sceing the
main sun. Compasses don't work as normal in these regions,may-
be becausec of the decending nature of the openings. CNK thinks
the ANTARTICA opening could be somewhat blocked, but that re-
mains to be seen when and if the recent expedition comes back
with any kind of evidence--that is if they ever DO return!

As we proceed the
water becomes warmer, all trace of ice is-left- behind, the flocks
of seabirds thicken and perhaps we run into herring , Our first
night on the water we shall be surprised  to see, after the sett-
ing of the sun, a glow in the sky which gradually defines itself
as a ring covering the whole visible horizon while long streamors
of light wave in fantastic patterns overhead. The Aurcra,for such
it is, is now no longer only to the north of us,; as it would be
if woe saw it from a lower latitude, but it is directly over our
heads mnd even to the south of us because we arc almost on the
cdge of the aperiure, and reflections from the central sun come
from the highor strata of the atmospherec which are illuminated
for an immense area by the diverging rays of thc central sun
coming through this immense aperature. As we procced these auror-
al displays become ever more bright and steady and symmetxical.
The sun we have been accustomed to sceing in the heavens is-.each
day a little nearer the horizon, At:lact +there comes a time

when we cannot make any more observations by it, and one day when
we wake up, we find an extraordinari thing has.taken place. It is
apparently daylight when, perhaps, by checking our watches,it
ought to be dark. Only it is a peculiar daylight. It is the sort
of light which usually precedes a storm, an angry reddish light
with a heavy atmosphere. If we were unprepared wc would believe
that some terrible atmospheric disturbance was about ta take pla-
ces But if we are preparcd we know now that we have sailed far
ecnough over the rim of the earth's aperture so that the sun ue
see is no longer the sun of the outer firmament but the inner

sun which never sets." Marshall Gardner continues, saying there
would be a great risé in the temperature and air humidity.

to warm weather," Mr, Gardener, in this imaginary story
based on facts, suggests what could be found there; from
fresh water streams, to weird vegetation and trees-like
-pine trees, The air may be warm and steamy also,with mos-
ql itoes everywhere, We may find the source of the red
polleny which some early explorers found in glaciers ub
the north pole, It may be thick cnough to colour the

air when the wind blows. These conditions can cause much
humous to be created by rotting vcgetation. Natural gas
may be found deep down there. (Maybe that is in part, where
we get.it from today, as it seeps upwards through fissures
in the carth's crust-Editor).

In this parnt.<f the interior, there would be glaciers, due
to the influence of the cold coming from the outerworld,

"Finally, if our expedition were well enough equipped with
ships we could sail through the oceans of this interior
world, explore its coats, sail up its rivers and finally
.out on the other side, Here we would need every aid that
the Antartic explorer has to have,for the journecy from the
Mntartic polar lip to the nearest civilisation would be far
more arduous one than is the similar journey in the north.
But if we had taken our aeroplane through the interior with
usysuccess would doubtless crown our flight and we should
return to civilisation having explored the last part of

the earth that is left to explore,'" At this point Marshall
Gardner leaves the reader to speculate the entire situatiox.
He concludes that chapter with: "Our country has the mcn,
the aeroplanes, the enterprise,and the capital.Let our
country (America),.o ahead with this great work,Or if our
country holds back and lets private citizens earn the
glory that will be theirs, It is the greatest privelcdge
that has ever been offercd to an.explorer, and-we are very
sure that there will be many explorers eager to grasp it
and certain to succeed when they have ‘grasped it." ILittle.

His. book,wrltten in 1920 was well advanced for its time,and
