HERE 18 A beautiful
strip or section around the
centre of the Moon in which
vegetation, trees and animals
thrive, and people live in com-
fort. We ourselves have a large
laboratory just beyond the rim
of the Moon, out of sight of
Earth, in the temperate and
cooler section of that body.’'
These are not my .wards,
According to George Adamskl,
the first, and probably the most
famous, of the Flying Saucer
writers, they were spoken to
him by a Saturnian, whom he
had met in a café and who had
taken him for a ride in a
Saucer which was able to
hover only a few thousand
miles from the Moon. This trip
-according to Mr Adamski-
took place in 1955, and he gave
me a personal account of it. I
admit that I was a trifle scepti-
cal, and I had an uneasy feeling
that something was wrong
somewhere. But even In those
far-off days, Flying Saucerswere
very much in the news. More
recently, of course, they have
been re-classified as UFOs, and
there is a serious split in the
ranks of the Flyving Saucerers.
On one hand we have the ‘ con-
tactees’ of the school of
Adamski, Cedric Allingham
{(who met a Martian on the

Scottish coast), and of course :

the Aetherius Society, whose
members are constantly at work
charging mountain-tops with
spiritual energy, and who are
personally directed by the
Master Aetherius himself, who
lives on Venus and keeps a
weather eye upon us. Then
there are the more sober inves-
tigators, who turn up their
noses at all contactees, but who

are nevertheless convinced that
we are under close surveillance.

Let me start by admitting
that I have never seen a Saucer.
On the other hand, neither have
I seen a warthog in its wild
state, and this is no reason for
me to claim that wild warthogs
are figments of the imagination.
Like most astronomers, I am
convinced that life is wide-
spread. in the universe, even
though the planets in our own
solar system appear to be dis-
tinctly unwelcoming places (ex»
cept for the Earth, of course,
which would be ideal for us if
only we had the sense not to
vandalise it). The Earth fs
between three and four
thousand million vears old, and
it supports a civilisation which
can send rockets out, at least,
to a great many millions of
miles. Older civilisations (of
which there must surely be
many) may be expected to do
much better. Flying Saucers,
therefore, are not impossible.

What worries me is that
nobody has ever been able to
bring back proof of having seen
a Saucer at close range, let
alone of having talked to its
crew. (Language would presums-
ably be no real problem: all
extra-terrestrials speak excel-
lent broken English.) A lot of
photographs have been pro-
duced. Many of them show
space-ships which look remark-
ably like lampshades: some
people with nasty minds main-
tain that they are lampshades.
Others are rather obvious
photographic effects - which
can, I concede, look remarkably
Saucerian. Some are fakes. But
I appreciate that Flying Saucer
believers are, in the main,
absolutely sincere, well-mean-
ing people who would never
consciously mislead anyone.

A characteristic common to
all those whom I classify as

‘Independent Thinkers’ is that
they are convinced there is an
official ban wupon publishing
vital information which would
prove their case; the Authori.
ties are working hard to with-
hold the facts from an enquir- .
ing public, and they alone
know the real facts. Every
Saucerer worth his salt believes
that there are highly classified -
files in Whitehall, the Pentagon,
and no doubt also in Chairman
Hua's private office, which
would revolutionlse the whole
popular concept of visitations
from outer space. And it is true
that there are witnesses who are
prepared to swear that they
have seen Saucers close at
hand, or even that they have
been in them - as many Amer-
icans in 1938 saw the Martians,
and felt the heat-rays, just
after Orson £ gy 5
Welles's classic broadcast of
H. G. Wells's War of the
Worlds, which was mistaken for
a genuine news bulletin. (A few
years later, Wells’s story was
outshone by a newscast from a
Brazilian station. An announcer
who had just been made re-
dundant celebrated the occasion
by putting out a broadcast to
the effect that the Moon was
about to hit the Earth, and con-
siderable unrest ensued.)

I have followed up a few UFO
reports. In July 1963, 1 remem-
ber, some curious craters
appeared in a field near Shaftes-
bury, and I arrived there at the
dead of night, to find the whole
region humming with activity.
There was even a gentleman
who gave his name as Randall,
and claimed to have come from
the Woomera rocket range -
though the Woomera authori-
ties seemed to have forgotten
about him by the time (I en-
quired later. Mr Randall also
maintained that he had come




across a crashed Saucer which

had come from the planet .;

Uranus, but had made a faulty

landing - due to lack of skill by

the pilot. who rejoiced in the
name of Ce-fn-x. 1 have also
been to Warminster, the centre
of British Saucer activity; and
interviewed the

a Flying Saucer, which de-
scribed a fascinating voyage in
a spaceship under the com-
mand of a beautiful lady from
Venus. (There is a sad sequel
here: the author’'s wife
promptly sued him for divorce,
cited the lady from Venus, and
won-thereby causing: the first
inter-planetary scandal in his-
tory.) I have talked to members
of the Aetherius Society, whose
president, George King, was
officially appointed Earth repre-
sentative of the Interplanetary
Parliament, which meets on
Saturn. And I have attended the
meetings of various UFO soci-
eties, listening to the speakers
with rapt attention.

Letter from ESSEX DOWSER: 19th January 1977

Thank you for your letter of 3 January enclosing CNK 12,
(exchange), which I found quite interesting, depitc someof
the duplicating problems which you had.

Regarding Patrick Dineen(he was the creator in part, of our
title-Cosmology news-Editor),of Co, Kerry,Ireland. He could

Regarding dowsing I must admit that since I found a pendulum
that works for me I will not let anybody touch it,especially
a woman.On the other hand I havec no objections to anybody
using my metal rods,.The rods however arc rather a physical
form cf Dowsing invol 'ng direct contact with currcents in
the ecarth or elsewhercyPondulums involve morec the psychic
side of dowsing.l always keep my pendulum on my person eX-
cept of coursc in bed so that it is continually charged and
in sympathetic vibration with me, I don't know if you recall
that the Russians found that there werec-three different
types of dowser involving I believe various degrecs:of pos-
itivity and negativity. A woman is usually negative,though

I believe there are a few who arc not and if she touches and
puts a negative charge on your pendulums you will more than
likely find that you get anomalous rcesults. There arc also
negative men so most dowsers keep their pendulums tc them-
selves to avoid 'contamination'., Mike Milton (whom I do not
know) should have been able to expliin that to you.

My best success with my pendulum was finding a mcthod to gect
rid of a kidney stone which I had for 8 years (x-raycd at
regular six monthly intervals at Harold Wood Hospital).It
moved about and gradually got larger and it was one of thc
first things I tackkd when I learned to use my pedulum,I
found that it could be eliminated by Vitamin C and after
taking about 500 mg.perday for about three months the

stone disappearcd much to the disbelief of my doctor and
surgeon who were kceeping tabs on it. I did not tell them
what I had done,because they would not belive meybut I

have been put down as one of their mystery cases.

Regarding dowsing generally, short of digging up the ground
(which I have done in the early days) it is difficult, so
I am usually satisfied if other dowsers can also get a re-
action, A wide experience of working with rods and pendulum
brings confidence, but never 100%. Dowsing is an unknown
power with unknown limitations, I have checked the reaction
over the top of the pyramid dozens of times, but it has not
changes at all. (note for new readers:Pyramids seem to give
out an unknown energy force,not detected by instruments,ecven
.cardboard models,used to sharpen razor blades inside).How~
ever, the reaction at the sides of the pyramid has changes
in recent weeks, or else I did not check long enough in my
earlier experiments.That is the trouble with dowsing. it
fimst I got a clear oscillation towards cach pyramid face
around about the middle., About 10 days ago when I checked
I found the oscillation qui&ly changed to a negative then
to oscillation and then positive and back to oscillation
again. (note:If you place a glass of water under a cardboard
pyramid, its water is energised,with what we now fecl to be
something asociated with cosmic raysysince this was once
tried in Egypt with strange results on cosmic ray detectors,
-iditor). I am still cherging water and using it on my
geranium cutting-successfully, it is still alive aftcr 8
weeks,All the cuttings I tock before I had the pyramid all
died in about three weeks and the weather was much better
then,0f course the plant could be reacting to thc extra
'fuss! and attention involved. One would necd controls,a
lot off time and a laboratory separatec from living quarters
to evaluate results,
There is an interesting article in the LEY HUNTZR on pyra~—
mids suggesting the energy has an organic link which scems
to agree with my experience,The changes in the dowsing rc-
actions also seem to indicate some sort of cesmic link
(sunymoon,planets, or rays) which needs further investi-
gation, I think the fact that the opening in modt pyramids
always aligned with the north star may be significant,

FIRSTLY; witnesses of UFO sightings,landings,contacts;etc.,are
interviewcd, -a word!I prefer to use rather than investigated, -
at length concerning their experience. They are asked questions
the like of which these days are rather more complex than they
were several years ago; .gone are. the days,thankfully,: of the . .-
ludicrous 14 question 'investigation'; mundane questlons con-—
cerning height,colour,-size, etc. Most of the answers seemed
to pose nothing but further mysterles. Then one days; we found
that the average UFO sighting witness tended not to be a good
observer. The position right now w1th sighting witnessés is a
problem; they are interviewed and are asked questions which
they camnot possitly answer. The human witness is very:falli-
ble;he cannot mcmember fllght-patterns he has not - the ablllty
(no¢ the inclination) to judge speed, dlstance,alze,etc. -
All that can be done is 'it was the size of the two pence
piece at arms distance;it was below cloud level; it seemed

can all be pulled to pleees so very ea31ly by the glib suept’
Because we cannot rely on the sincere. yet erronous testlmony

of sighting witnesses, we tend to try and provide our own,

on tha’ hulring dinosaur of unscientific Ufology,the SKYWATCH!
Enthusiastic gatherings of interested‘partles who stand frecz—
ing to death in two pairs of trousers and army-surplus biroc-
ulers on desolate hillsidos and other vantage points, hoping v .
that some guardian fairy from their youth will grant them one
morec wish-—a UFO sighting! It rarely happens. At a .rough count
I would stat: that I personally have witnessed possibly ten

(no more) UFO sighiing, ranging from the more typical 'Tight-in
the-sky?! experience shared by so many others to encounter at
rather close range. Only twice _ave I spotted anthing on an
organised .skywatch; not the best of my sighting by any mecansy
but if anything, ones that can be collaborated with a random .
selection of witnesses. I cannot igrore the need for round-
the-clock Inspection of our skies...but that is hardly what a
six-hour v1gil will provide. Scanning of a rather scientific
nature is required, but who knows what form it must be; UFOs
have,are still arey; I hazard to speculate picked up on the
radar's of this ocountry's tracking stations only infrequently.
Radar-is still the only-24 hours a day method of scanning the
sky,and from the numerous reports received daily by UFO invest-
igation groups spread over the country, it doesn't appear to
be working properly. Something else is needed to-back it up;,
but don't ask me what it is.

UFO GROUPS themselves - what good afe they? Most have fairly
unimpeacable motives: they investigate and evaluate sighting,
reports and have all information available. From bitter ex-
perience, it doesn't seem to work. Internal squabbles and
childish politics seem to loom larger on the horizon than any
serious study.

The most active minds in ufology Bight now seem to be another
rank example of the list of .those hulking dinosaurs I mentioned
earlier; the armchair. ufologist. Foresaking all thought of be-

sky on a windswept hillside he favours diseminating all his
information via his own intellectual capabilities. Once, I thought
armchair ‘'buffs! had precious little to do with UFC research
proper, but now.I'm not so sure. - CONCLUSIONS(?) I'm not cert-
ain there are any, except that we must conBtantly strive to re- -
member the limitgtions thrust upon us,

The level of active ressarch by the establishment and it's/their
scientific community ié undetermined - there are those among
us who biélieve they are just not interested and also those who
believe that they have a great interest. But whatever thc amount
of research they conduct their results are inargueably for their
eyes only, and, from facts eminating from the state of the UF6
research conducted by 'this group 'n' that group in civilian
walks of lifey ours isn't anything to be proud of. While we .
study the corpse and pay little heed to the murder and the murder
weapon we won't get very fari!l

Many were young people, who after
they married ceased publication. But for the rest of us, it is
a life~long interest, as we stmuggle on, still trying to probe
the unknown for the answers that don't seem to be forthcoming,.

dt.ed on June 17tk 1977 at the age of 65. After months in a
Washingion hospital,he died of cancer. & private funoral ser-
vice was held defore the announceant of his death. SINCS his
surrander to the Americans in 1945 hs has pioneercd rocket de-
vekopment, For 20 years he diracted space projects for tho Amor-
ican army, and in 1970 be became a top official with tho Nati-
onal Jircgautiocal and Space admimistartion, In 1972,he left
government service to decome a crrporate vice—president for
enginsering and development., Von Braun said of his V2 :"™fo
felt gemuine regret that our missile,born of idealism...had
joined in the business of killing, Wo had designed it to
blage dhe trail to other planets, not to destroy our own."
Dr, Von Braun's work in the US focused on peacoful explor-
ation of outer space.In 1958 his Redstone rocket boosted Amer-
ica's first satellite into orbit, and 11 years later his Sat-
urn.5 sent Neil Armstrong to be the first man on the Moon.,
