tigation groups..they do what thep can,but the results are
usually a few mumbers and letters on a filing card.

Other larger organisations, provocatively titled 'Nation-
al' but very often posthumously-titled 'redundant' fare no
better; a UFO documentation centre proves to be merely a
filing system plus thesauras. e know as much about cur
self-styled aerial phenomena as we knew about forgotten
lanquages before the discovery of the Rosetta Stone.

The clues, I believe, are all there. It is not a matter
of jist interpreting themj; before we can reach that most
absorbing of terratories,; we have to be able to tell the
difference between a clue and a red herring....

What ought we to know? That is so much more :diffitult
to discuss;especially with science; as advanced from
Pasteur and Goddars as it is,positively lacking in the
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skills able to duplicate the proporties of the UFO(whatever
THEY may be).,

I am in no way convinced that all UFOs are of an extraterr-
estrial originy I am in no way convinced that any UFOs origina-
te from a hollow(or at lcast, tunncl-riddec:j)earth.,

But thony; I don't need convincing. It .is dreadfully difficult
to convince others with our pitiful knowledge;however.
