T TEJ.'T i 
The above group have also launched a UFO :petition to try 
to t·wist the govermment� arm to release any Flying Saucer 
information not yet releasedo The suspected cover-ups are 
said to be invalid, BUT9 stories have drifted into C:NK9 
that show the o�:posite, like a suspected crash of a UFO 
some years ago in a seculded spot, and t he army was the 
first to arrive and the lid was put on., (just one example)o
