The various chambers within the 
pyramid have since bee� _ discov­
ered and explored , but nothing 
of any significance was ·ever 
found in them--riot even� the mum­
my for which the pyrami� was 
built. The secret of the _ pyra­
mid ·it self i� ·the ;knowledge .  

The pyramidi� have been vis­
ited by many scienti�ts in the 
p ast , and a numb.e_r : of these 
men have rioted unusual phenom­
ena a��o ciated with -the Gre at 
Pyramid of _ Gi zeh.
