The name Christopher Magnus Howerd pedlah l
might not mean much to you at first glance. \

You may be a little more familiar, however,
with the name he grew into - Dr. Kit Pedlar.
You may say that doeen't ring a bell. He
was the creator of the 'Cybermen' the only
Dr. Who antagonists to seriously rival the
appeal of Terry Nation's Daleks. But that is
only a fraction of the legacy he left behind
in 1981 when he died, aged just 53.

He trained in medicine and qualified as
a pathologist before gaining a second Doctor-
ate for his noted work on the cause of retin-
al disease. As a result of his studies, he
published some forty papers concerning eye &
vision. He became a senior member of the Un-
iversity of London, where he worked and head-
ed electron Microscopy Unit of the Institute
of Opthalmology.It was the result of his work
that he was invited to contribute to the BBC ‘
documetary series 'Horizon' which in turn led
to an invitation to submit scientific ideas
to Dr. Who; hence Cybermen. Legend has 1t
that the good -~ natured Dr. Pedlar kept a
Cyberman costume on display in his office.

He moved on to create his own series -t h e
much remembered 'Doomwatch' in 1970, giving
Robert Powell his first taste of fame. Few
can forget such tales as 'Tomorrow the Rat'&
'Survival Code'. The series forcefully demon-
strated Dr. Pedlar's growing concern with the
way we squander our natural resources, . to=
gether with a strong apprehension with the
direction science seems to be taking.The spead
of pollution looming large over the proceedings

Moving on, he would later write radio plays, -
novels, and copious scientific articles, plus
the Thames TV series 'Mind Over Matter' sub-
titled:'A Scientists View Of ‘the Paranormal.'

His last great work was 'The Quest For Gaia'
titled after the name given by the ancient
Greeks to one of their goddesses of the Earth.
Pedlar used this information to describe the
ecology~-system of our planet, which in his view
could be likened to a living organism with the
awareness and ability to repair any damage in-
flicted upon it. It was his belief that our
careless industrial society is poisoning the
Earth, instead of co-existing with it. It is
still happening, every day.

Belief is not enough. What is needed
is some kind of proof of life after
death. Belief and science are some-
times inter-mixed. To understand this
let me say that what we cannot see
or hear, does not mean it cannot exist.
You cannot see or hear a radio and TV
wavey, yet they ARE there. There is a
multitude of electromagnetic waves
passing through each other and they
never collide, and is enough room for
all of them.

Many scientists break down every-
thing in life to atomic vibrations and
frequencies.

In the 1960s it was divided
into two, the second part
being taken in 1964 by an
Australian, Mrs Shirley Ross.

On Wednesday, July 7,
1965, Shirley Ross reccived
a visitor, her friend, Stella
Herbert, from Kenthurst,
New South Wales,

It was Stella's first visit
to England since she had
been an 18-month-old baby.

On arrival at the doorstep
she was bricfly introduced
to Margaret Minney and the
two women exchanged no
more than normal
plcasantries before Shirley
Ross whisked her old friend
in to hear all the latest
gossip from Australia,

That night, travel-weary
Stella stayed in the bedroom
next to Shirley's and vividly
recalls being woken from a
deep slecp.

“l think I had been
asleep for some time when
1 was awakencd by a little
boy knceling at the side of
my bed.

Clawing

“I can still see his face,
o thin and drawn, and he
ﬁa" me the impression that

ad he stood up he would
have been tall and bony. His
hair was fair and straight
and falling to one side.

“1 sat up in bed and,
althouch he did not speak, I
could fecl he was asking me
to call his mummy and I
tried to call * Mummy!'

“The strange thing was
that I knew Mrs Ross was
slecping in the next room,
but 1 also knew that was

where he wanted me to call o

his mother from.

“1 could fecl his hands
clawinp at my arm, almost
hurting it. This secmed to
go on for a long, long time
and 1 was very distressed
but not alraid.

“FEventually 1 called
*Mummy!' rather loudly and
at thal moment he dis-
appeared. He scemed to be
dressed in nizht clothes. I

ot the fecling he was wear-
ing pyjamas, Soon after that
1 went back to sleep.”

Tears

Next morning;  at  about
cight o'clock Shirley Ross
brought Stella Herbert a cup
of tea and on waking,
Stella immediately recalled,
with some distress, her dis-
turbance of the night before

She described to Shirley

“She said she seemed
unable {0 call as he wanted
for a long time and she was
greatly upset by his distress.
She had tcars in her eyes
at this time.”

Later Shirley called on
Margaret Minney to ask her
to listen to what Stella had
experienced.

Margaret  Minney  sat
quietly In Shirley's {iving-
room as Stella for the second
time described the J)oov
emaciated little boy and his
clawing fingers.

Once again Stella became
overcome with emotion as
she recounted the tale, but
it soon became obvious 4o
both she and Shirley that
equally strong emotions were

being ~ felt by Margaret
Minney.

Listening in stunned
silence until Stella had

ured out the fyll story,
r:e said em) hnlicaﬁy of the
distressed little boy, “1I
know that was Johnnie, my
brother, who died when he
was five."

Incurable

As she explained, 44 ycars
earlier, when she had been
a girl of 14, her brother,
Johnnie, used to sleep in the
very room where Stella
Herbert had slept.

In February of that year
he suddenly fell ill with
meningitis. The day that
this occurred his parents
were away, and he was
being looked after by his
mother’s sister.

Because of his obvious
distress she took him into
her bed that night in the
next-door room, which was
normally his mother's room,
and now occupicd by Shirley
Ross.

On his parents’ return
Johnnie was rushed to St
Thomas's Hospital in Lon-
don, and after thrce weeks,
when menigitis had been
diagnosed, he was sent back
home because the iliness
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1967.

She felt he was pleading with

her to call his mother, but

when she did so, he vanished

*

Extracts taken from the book
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was at that time incurable.

Throughout the long hot
summer of 1921 he lay in
bed, constantly calling his
mother during repeated
bouts of pain.

One of the results of
meningitis, an inflamation of
the membranes of the spine
and brain, is repeated sick-
ness and fever. Johnnie
had to be repeatedly cooled
with ice, and could eat
nothing more solid than the
white of an egg.

He became increasinply
emaciated, before eventu-
ally dying.

‘That night, Stella Herbert
slept soundly and continued

to do so throughout her
fortnight-long stay.
She experienced no

further visitation, nor was
there any recurrance when
two months later she stayed
for a further couple of
nights immediately prior to
returning to Australia.

But Shirley Ross's interest
had  become  thorouphly
aroused, and on October |
22 she wrote to the Socicty
for Psychical Rescarch.

The case was immediately
investipated by G. W.
Lambert, a former president
of the society.

Photograph

Calling on Margaret
Minney at Vicarage Farm,
he learned the accuracy of
the information outlined by
Shirlcy Ross, and - was
shown a photograph of
Johnnie, taken when he was
three years old, hefore the
onsct of his illness.

From this and Margarct
Minney's information, he
was able to establish the
validity of Stclla Herbert's
description of the little boy
she had scen, that he had
“long and fair ™ hair which
“fell over his left eye ™.

corroboration of Margaret |

Lambert
learned that the aunt who
had nursed Johnnic during

Minney's  story,
his iliness, a Mrs Kitly
Hampton, was still alive,
although 95 years old. When
contacted she was able to
confirm for him "I am the
aunt who was keeping
house at the time of his
(Johnnie's) illness. 1 took
him into my bed during the
night, before his parenls
returned. e was very dis-
tressed. He was a very
loveable child — everybody
loved him."

Following up tho case a
year after the work by
Iambert, journalist Andrew
McKenzie was able to fill in
a varicety of further details.

From Margaret Minney,
for instance, he learned that
although Johnnie had been
able to eat so little as he
lay in bed during the
summer months, he sur-
prisingly grew in slature.

This corroborated Stella

Herbert's  description  of
Johnnie that *had he stood
up he would have becen

tall and bony ".
Furthermore, he cast im-
portant new light on a par-
liwlurln central feature of
Stella Herbert's story, that
Johnnie for some hitherto
|} d reason, ted

“her to call out “ Mummy *

for him.

MacKenzie learned that
during the final stages of
Johnnie's illness he had
lost the power of speech.

This finding illuminaled a

werful emotion that must
ave been present in
Johnnie's mind during the
last stages of his illness,
extreme distress that he
was no longer able to call
for the comfort of his
mother.

Margaret  Minney con-
firmed that she had never
previously spoken about her
dead brother in any prior
conversation with Shirley
Ross.

Before concluding, one
further ostensibly para-
normal circumstance

associated with Margaret
Minney's acount of Johnnie's
death should perhaps be
mentioned.

Apparently he died at 10
o'clock at night and, accord-
ing to what she was told by
her mother the next day, at
the moment of his death a
flash of white light and a
cross appeared on a door in
the room at which Johnnie,
during the last stages of his
illness, had frequently gazed.

Apparition

Andrew MacKenzie, who
learned this particular picce
of information from Margarel
Minney, sugrested to her
that this might have been
caused simply by car head-
lights.

Over the past 20 years our view of
the universe is changing.When Earth
is viewed from outer space the atm-
osphere is seen as a delicate blue |
membrane which encircles and protec-

Our story starts in Antarctica the
coldest place on Earth, and it 1 s
here that the first detection that
something was wrong was discovered.

A piece of the sky had vanished! ‘
At firet, it was thought that this

should wear sunglasses on sunny days
and when on holiday, or if they live at
high altitudes or by the sea, to protect
their eyes from sunlight.

It will also effect the immune system
and will also effect the climate,dam-
age the growth of plants and alter
the food chain,

The rate at which ozone is being
produced is in conflict with the rate
at which it is being destroyed. We
are gradually reducing the level of
ozone constantly.

For the first time in history,waste
from industrial sctivity has now re-
ached a level capable of altering the
climate on a global scale. This has
led to predictions that our planet
will get warmer,It is being caused ’ J
by unnatural shift known as the 'Green-
house effect' and the polluting gases |
of factories that are causing this
'greenhouse effect' can also destroy
the ozone layer! Damage by industry
is hard to detect since climate flu-
ctuates naturally world wide. The
hole in the ozone layer in Antarctica
hes already been investigated by a
team of scientists, who have elimin-
ated some natural causes and some man-
made ones, and they are now convinced
that chloroflurocarbons are doing the
damage.

"We have been measuring ozonée in Ant-
tarctica since 1957 and these are,in
fact, the longest series in the South-
ern Hemisphere. We were, like every-
one else, looking for long-term trends
which were going to be gquite difficult
to find, and there, in front of our
eyes we seemed to see something com-
pletely different;fhe seasonal vari-
ation of depletion and this was so
unexpected that we really felt we had
to maeke quite certain our instrumens
were in good order and our calibrat-
ions were correct before we could
announce this to the world."

This data revealed that the October
levels of ozone over Antarctica had
dropped by 50% in less than a decads.
What is more, this data was produced
from e relatively simple instrument.

The Sun's ultra violet
light creates ozone and then destroys
it; ozone is an unstable gas. 7
When molecular oxygen is struck dby |
ultra violet light rays its chemical |
bond is broken releasing two highly
reactive oxygen atoms; each of these
oxygen atoms joined with molecular
oxygen forming ozone ( 03).Ultra Vi-
olet Light goes on to destroy its
creation, striking ozone again;more
molecular oxygen is formed along wit
renegade single atoms of oxygen, which
search for more molecules to destroy
including ozone. This pattern repeats
itself over and over again during the
daytime so0 ozone and oxygen are con-
tinuously created and destroyed. This
cycle is held in a delicate balance,
and this is how ozone works for most
of the time. :

the ozone layer all over the world,
CFC's can last for a century in
the atmosphere. Once they drift up
into the stratosphere they are hit

by ultra violet light torn apart
and chlorine is released. This
chlorine atom steals oxygen from
the ozone molecule, beginning its ,
cycle of destruction by forming :
Chlorine monoxide or CLU. 1ae sun
alsoistrikes ozone leaving free oyp-
gen which collides with CLO releasing
molecular oxygen end free chlorine,

" We know that carbon dioxide is in-
creasing in our own atmosphere-by
something 1ike 50% since the last
century-largely due to our burning
of fossil fuels.

" And we're doing daft, stupid o

things 1ike cutting down millions !
of trees, which sct as natural eir
cleaners to remove carbon dioxide
from the gir."

This could be destroying the balance
of ecology on Earth, and Earth could
well become another Venus if we do
not watch out.

The discoveries about Venus was a
shock. Before the avent of the space
age Venus was considered Earth's
sister plenet, since. it is almost
the same size as Earth, its evolut-
ionary peth seems consistent with
ours. Its terrible climate is not
alone due to it being closer to the
sun than ours, but due to the acid
droplets of sulphuric acid. Venus is
now not the pleasant little world we
all thought it was., What went wrong,
scientists are now certain, that it
is a runaway greenhouse effect.

Earth's never got out of hand bec-
ause we had the regulators seen in
the sbeve.

UFO Incident in
Alaska Revives
Old Question

The media's recent attention on a UFO |

incident in Alaska has shown that flying
saucers are still alive and kicking. Des-
pite four decades of official ridicule and
academic indifference, it takes just one
new good case to bring back again for
public appraisal the old UFO question.
Captain Kenju Terauchi’'s Japan Air
Lines (JAL) Boeing 747 cargo jet, flying
across the Arctic circle between Rey-

kjavik Iceland, and Tokyo, provided just

that case. .

The incident actually occurred on the
evening of November 17, 1986; yet it

wasn't until New Year's that the story
was leaked to the press. The Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) and the
U.S. Air Force acknowledged initially
that the UFO had also been detected by
ground radar in Fairbanks, Alaska. On
January 4, FAA spokesman Paul
Steucke admitted the agency was con-
ducting a formal inquiry of the event and
had interviewed the JAL crew for a
second time. »The reason we're explor-
“ing it is that it was a violation of air
space,« said Steucke.
However, what followed seemed like
a rather too quick-paced »official in-
vestigation« of the radar tapes, which
promptly dismissed the whole thing as a
case of radar misidentification. It was
iabelled an »artifact«, which in radar jar-
gon doesn’t mean a material object but
a »ghost«, in this case the 747's
»double image«. Nonetheless, the Ala-
ska incident cannot be dismissed that
easily, since it wasn't merely a radar
case but also - in the late Dr. Allen Hy-
nek's classification — a »radar/visual«
case. Captain Terauchi insisted he saw
»a very big« object, approximately »two
times bigger than an aircraft carrier,« as
well as two smaller objects which paced
his plane for 400 miles during at least
half an hour. The co-pilot and flight en-
gineer also saw the UFO lights.
Neither can the Alaska case be con-
sidered unique in terms of type of event

or by location. A declassified U.S. Navy !

Intelligence Report dated February 10,

1950, for instance, describe two sight-

ings of »unidentified airborne objects by
various naval personnel« on January 22
and 23, 1950, near Kodiak, Alaska. In
one case, a Naval security patrol plane
P2V3 »reported an unidentified radar
contact 20 miles north of the Naval Air
Station, Kodiak, Alaska.«

More significantly, Lt. Smith also »re-

ported a visual sighting of an unidenti-
fied airborne object«, climbing to take a
better look. »He was unable to do this,«

continues the Navy report, =as the ob-

ject was too highly maneuverable.« At |

one point, the pilot even described »a

highly threatening gesture« from the
UFO. On the following night, a second
security flying patrol sighted UFOs a
second time in the Kodiak area, al-
though this time no »radar contacts«

were made. The report concluded that, |

»the exact nature« of the phenomena
=scould not be determined by this
office«. The case is just one in thou-

' sands in old military records.

Evasive action

JAL Flight 1628 was flying enroute to
Japan on a routine cargo haul between
lceland and Anchorage. The 747 was
cruising normally at 525 knots at
35,000 feet when around 6 pm, Capt.
Terauchi sighted =two columns of light«
about a mile ahead and some 30 de-
grees to his left. The pilot radioed the
"~ Control Tower at Anchorage to check if
there was any other air traffic. Anchor-
age responded negatively. »Suddenly
the lights came to within 500 to 1,000
feat of the plane,« said Terauchi, he
described the lights like »two dark cylin-
ders with row after row of spinning
amber lights,« which casted no shadow,

Captain Terauchi seemed predispos-
ed to the idea of UFOs. »| was sure it
wasn’t another plane,« he said later in'
an interview, »it moved so quickly that |
realized it was not something human
but had to do with very high technology, |
very high intelligence. | thought it may
be a UFO.« Stranger things continued
tc happen. A blip was detected on the
747's weather radar, and the cylinders
»flew in formation« with the jet. At this®
point, FAA spokesman Paul Steucke
explained later, »his (Terauchi) main
concern was trying to determine
whether he was overtaking another
aircraft.«

- The Captain then requested permis-

sion to take evasive action from ground
al..orities, which granted it and pro-
ceeded to give him instructions. The
Boeing dropped 4,000 feet and made
several turns, but the lights »were still
following us,« said Terauchi. Near Fair-
banks, Terauchi glimpsed a huge round
«sject, about »the size of two aircraft
carriers.« He later speculated it was a
»mothership« of possible extraterrestri-
al origin. Co-pilot Tamefuji and flight
engineer Tsukuda, however, did not see
the large UFO, although they did see
unusual lights pacing the plane. The
lights finally vanished at 6:53 pm, and
flight 1628 landed in Anchorage without
further incident.

FAA officials interviewed the crew, .
releasing later a statement to the effect '
that they were »normal, professional,
rational, (and had) no drugs or alcohol
involvement.« When the story was final-
ly leaked around New Year's, both the |
- Air Force and the FAA admitted that
ground radar blips had been detected
around the time of the JAL sighting. The
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Air Force soon dismissed them as
»electronic” clutter.« The FAA and the
military use the same long-range radar
in Fairbanks, but the FAA also uses a
sophisticated computer system to re-
move clutter from radar images. FAA
ground records indicated that some-
thing stayed close to the AL 747 for 32
minutes! In due time, however, this
radar evidence was also dismissed by
the FAA as the plane's »double‘image.«

A solid case

This writer decided to go behind the
headlines and seek the opinion of one
of the top scientific experts in the UFO
field. Dr. Richard Haines has the best
possible qualifications to investigate
this case. Employed by NASA since
1967, where he has worked as a re-
search specialist in human perception
with regards to avionics, Dr. Haines
works currently at the Ames Research
center in® Mountainview, California. Dr.
Haines is also an accident investigator
for the FAA and the National Transport-
ation Safety Board (NTSB). In addition,
he is a leading scientific ufologist,
having published a textbook on human
perception vis-a-vis the phenomenon,
Observing UFOs; he has also collected
probably the worlds's largest catalogue
of UFOQ/aircraft incidents, which pres-
ently contains over 3,400 bona fide
cases.

Reached by phone at his residence in
northern California, Dr. Haines indicated
that he was investigating the Alaska
case. He termed it a »significant« and a
»solid« case, »indicati'se of a very typic-
al kind of encounter at high altitude.« Dr.
Haines added he had »tape recorded al-
most three hours of interview with him
(Capt. Terauchi),« as well as with per-
sonnel from another airline, the FAA, the
Air Force, the UPI correspondent in Ala-
ska, and a number of other people.

»The case is still open as far as | am
concerned,« said the space expert,
adding that he couldn't give a final ver-
dict until completing the investigation.
Nevertheless, Dr. Haines Summarized
his assessment of the case: »Based
upon all the information (collected), |
think it is a very solid case; it doesn't
contain any electromagnetic effect on-
board the airplane other than radar con-
tacts, but nonetheless it is indicative of
a very typical kind of encounter at high
altitude.« :

Dr. Haines also explained some of the
more arcane aspects of radar and air-
craft technology. »The Boeing 747 car-
go model,« he said, »has an expand
radar, which is primarily a weather
avoidance system tuned or optimized to
the weather molecules.« In other words,
it can pick up weather like thunder

_clouds and so on. Dr. Haines added

that, »data | was given by the FAA indi-
cated that there were some ground ra-
dar contacts of the object as well.«
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However, continued the space expert,
»later the FAA also changed their story
and referred to it (ground radar con-
tacts) as an artifact.« Contary to the
popular usage of the word, Dr. Haines
explained that »an artifact in science or
engineering refers to some sort of mis-
identified end result.« The investigator
put it in plain English: »They (the FAA)
are trying to say that it was a malfunct-
ion or a very unsual occurrence.« But
there is more. |

Dr. Haines also referred to the man-
euvers executed by both the JAL jet and
its apparent pursuer. »The object fol-
lowed the 747 around almost a 360 de-
gree circle,« he said, »and maintained
the same position relative to the air-
plane all the way round, which | find is
very interesting.« Since the airplane
was in about a 30 degree bank at 500
knots roughly, continued Dr. Haines, »it
(the UFO) would have to be travelling a
good deal faster than that« if it was a
mile away and kept the same position
from the 747. Finally, Dr. Haines re-'
marked that, »the Alaska case, | think, is
going to turn out to be a very interesting
one from the standpoint of a new pat-
tern of lights that | have never heard of
before.« Dr. Haines was referring to the
so-called »cylindrical« lights described
by Capt. Terauchi as yellow, amber and
green but not red, which is the internat-
ional color for aircraft beacons.

This writer also inquired with another
space expert interested in UFOs. James
Oberg is a Houston-based, leading
space writer and ground-systems spe-
cialist; he is a well-known expert on the
Soviet space program and a skeptical’
UFO investigator. Oberg has openly cri- |
ticized in the past the record of UFOs"
reported by pilots, characterizing them
as poor eyewitnesses because of their
concern for the safety of the plane and
passengers. In various articles and lec-
tures, Oberg has stated that pilots »are
trained to interpret visual stimuli in the
most dangerous immediate terms.« This
has led, for instance, to cases where
fireball meteorites hundreds of miles
away were reported by pilots as near
collisions. }

Oberg, however, conceded the Alaska
case was a good one, calling it even:
»extraordinary«. Yet he pointed out that
Capt. Terauchi's own statements to the
press seemed to indicated that he was
‘»a UFO enthusiast. It's my conclusions
from that,« said Oberg, »that he went
into this experience with a substantial
UFO lore background.« This was shown
when Terauchi reported a second UFO
during a JAL cargo flight over Alaska on |
the night of January 11. He later ad-
mitted, however, that what he saw was
»the light of a town« reflected off ice |
crystals. This is »not good for his credi- |
bility,« remarked Oberg.

On the other hand, there is nothing
wrong with Capt. Terauchi's profession-
al record. He was a Japan Air Self De- |

fense fighter pilot and has 19 years of
good flight experience. Dr. Richard
Haines, who interviewed him for three
hours, remarked that »he (Terauchi) did
a good job with the drawings and verbal
descriptions of what he saw.« James
Oberg also confirmed that he Alaska
case doesn't have »the characteristics
ot a space launch«; he has gained quite
a reputation identifying UFO sightings in
South America, the USSR, the US, and
elsewhere with specific space launch-
es. »| suppose we are looking at some
kind of atmospheric apparition,« said
Oberg, adding that he had not yet any
definite conclusions.

Aircraft/UFO catalogue

Tnis writer and Argentinian journalist
Alejandro Agostinelli interviewed at
length Dr. Richard Haines during a
symposium of the Mutual UFO Network
(MUFON) a few months ago. The scien-
tist outlined various reasons why air-
¢.aft/UFO encounters are of particular
interest. »Pilots are good observers,
and they are in control of an airplane
than can maneuver,« said Dr. Haines.
This mean the pilot can do a number of
maneuvers and observe the UFO, for
example, from an earth background.
Another reason, continued Dr. Haines,
is that wairplanes have many instru- |
ments on them, compass, radio, direc-
tion finder, inertial systems, so that the
UFO effects might interfere or change
tne behavior of the airplane’ s sy-
stems.« Dr. Haines elaborated that,
»just as you and | have a thumb print,
the UFO may have a thumb print which
is unique in terms of frequency, power,.
time, and the airplane systems is a way
of getting the thumb print of the UFO.«
Dr. Haines confronted James Oberg's
criticism towards pilots as UFO witnes-
ses. The difference of opinions stems
partially, he said, due to the fact that
Oberg Criticizes »cases by pilots on an
engineering background in a very gene-
ral way,« while =l do investigations one
by one with one pilot at a time, to under-
stand everything | can about him as a
person, vision, physiology, health, men-
tal health, motivation, training, family

relations, etc.« All these factors are
taken into account before closing &

case. Dr. Haines' experience as an FAA
and NTSB accident investigator comes
handy here.

Dr. Haines has collected over the
years a data base of =about 3,400
cases from commercial, military, private

and test pilots, from most of the coun-

tries of the world, and which goes back
to 1923.« Approximately 70 percent of
the index are bona fide UFO reports in
his opinion, and some 30 percent in-|
clude radar contacts. The remaining 30
percent are old cases from the Air
Force's Project Bluebook where, he
said, »the research was poor.« The ob-
vious }FO (ldentified Flying Object)
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cases have been deleted from the in-
dex. Dr. Haines is currently working on a
book that will summarize his research in
this field.

Perhaps the strangest UFO/aircraft
incident on record investigated by Dr.
Haines, is the disappearance of pilot
Frederick Valentich off the coast of
southern Australia on October 21,
1978. Up to this day, not a single trace
of the 122L Cessna airplane or the pilot
has been found. »lt's a very significant
event because we have a tape record-
ing with the pilot's voice talking to the
ground authorities at the same moment
the events are happening,« explained
Dr. Haines. »Consequently, we have the
opportunity to study voice characteri-
stics and frequencies on the tape which
‘may be related to the UFO.« Dr. Haines'
forthcoming book, »Melbourne Episode:
Case Study of a Missing Pilot,« will
trace the incident in detail and explore
some of its possible explanations. But
that is another story.

Jerome Clark, a longtime UFO

_writer-researcher and Associate Edi-

tor of Fate magazine, wrote an inter-
esting and timeiy commentary in the
October 1983 issue on the present sta-

tus of the UFQ phenomenon in which

he basically pointed out a fact that
truly needed to be announced —
mass UFO sightings (flaps and
waves) have evidently ceased.

The last fairly major UFO flap oc--

curred, according to UFQ experts,
five years ago, in 1979. Since that

:time, UFO invasions, such as the

year-long flap that hit Hartshorne,
Okla., in 1966 and the major October
1973 wave that hit the entire nation,
have beer. extremely sparse, with
mostly singly reported sightings of a
non-sensational nature.

When “flying saucers” first be-
came known to the public in June of

.1947 when pilot Kenneth Arnold -

sighted nine metallic objects near

Mt. Rainier, Washington, it was gen- .

erally believed that his published
narrative coining the now well
known Americanism, “flying
saucers,” was a description of the

physical shape or construction of the
. objects. ‘

The fact of the matter is that they,
according to Arnold, looked like
“tadpoles” rather than “saucers.” His
description “flying saucers” was de-
noting the way in which they flew:
“Like saucers skipping over water.”
Y;t. _interestingly, since Arnold’s
sighting 37 years ago, millions of

of them

people around the world have ob-
served flying “saucers,” or discs.
Although the true core of the truly
“unidentified” flying objects does, in-
deed, appear to be technological or
mechanical, it is also evident that the
phenomenon — at times — appears
chameleon-like and corresponds with
people’s frames of reference. It is,
indeed, a complex enigma; and this
interesting “saucer”-“tadpole” dis-

‘crepancy has never been made note

of before, as far as I'm aware.

I recently investigated some re-
cent Bigfoot activity in northeastern
Oklahoma, and, when I was consider-
ing various explanations and theo-
ries, I started receiving reports that
— chameleon-like — corresponded
or molded to my beliefs and hunches
of that period. Just as some UFOs
evidently have done in the past.

But there are always exceptions to
rules and new ideas. For instance,
saucers and discs had been observed
before Arnold. In fact, on January 24,
1878 — exactly 69% years before Ar-
nold’s sighting — a Dennison, Tex.,
man reported to a newspaper a fast-
moving object that flew over his
farm as looking like a “saucer.” (This

documented account was only re- .

cently discovered.)

"And in ancient Greek and Roman
records, there are accounts of “flying
shields.” So, flying saucers — though
not known by the very apt and accu-
rate term “flying saucers” — were
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indeed witnessed long before the
world knew them as such.

Not long ago, Dr. J. Allen Hynek,
who was the astronomer who investi-
gated UFOs for the Air Force during
the ’60s (and who formed the Center
for UFO Studies after he recognized
that UFOs were real), said on a popu- |
lar television show that the reason
that UFOs have mostly vanished |
from the popular press is because the
phenomena are no longer

. hewsworthy:

“They are seeing the same thing |
over and over again.” In other words,
UFOs have become “old hat.”

I think it is very interesting that
since more and more scientists (and
some very good ones at that) have
become involved in UFO research,
the major flaps and waves of yester- |
year have not repeated themselves |

Perhaps the days where you could
find rows of cars lined up on the
sides of highways around the country
with whole- families.staring‘up -into
the_blue watching strange discs and
peculiar cigar-shaped objects cavort-
ing and hovering, are now the stuff of
esoteric history. q

But certainly someone somewhere :
— perhaps you — will see something
tomorrow night in the sky that
catches your eye and that you, and
perhaps no one, can identify.

So maybe the UFO phenomenon
hasn’t died — maybe it’s just gone to

sleep for a while.

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Rare criticisin from
Soviet space chief

EX-COSMONAUT Vladimir Shata-
lov, now Chief of the Yuri Gagarin
Cosmonaut Training Center ('Star
City’) near Moscow has had
some critical comments to make
about the Soviet space program.
His critisisms came during a
recent interview, in which he
stated that, apart from the pro-
gram to make detailed observa-

there was a “lack of purposeful-
ness and consistency” in the
space program.

He continued by saving that,

Some-
times you also need to be alone
in your cabin.

“As the (space) stations are
improved, so the opportunities
for relaxation will also in-
crease . .. it s very important to
switch from today's psycholo-
gical crew support which, like it
or not, 1s weak, to permanent
psychological contact between
the cosmonaut and Earth.”

Internal Ice Key
to Miranda’s Surface?
Uranus’ strange moon Miranda may

consist of a special form of ice that caused

the moon'’s apparent volcanic and tectonic
resurfacing. University of Arizona plan-
etary physicist Steven Croft believes the
ice formed as a direct result of the low
temperature at which Miranda condensed
from the solar nebula near Uranus. Croft
presented the theory at the annual meet-
ing of the Geological Society of America
held in Phoenix last October.

The images of Miranda returned by the
Voyager 2 spacecraft two years ago
shocked planetary scientists. Only 300
miles across, Miranda should be a geolog-
ically dead, heavily cratered world,

because it is too small to generate the
internal heat needed to resurface its orig-

inal terrain.

The Voyager images told a radically dif-

ferent story. Miranda does have craters,

but overall the satellite’s surface is a
bizarre mixture of geologic features. The
tiny moon is crossed by an enormous
network of canyons, each typically 19 to
25 miles wide and 2 to 3 miles deep. Can-
yons in this network cross at nearly right

angles to one another. A second system
of canyons follows the curve of a
186-mile-diameter impact crater.

Planetary scientists have proposed sev-
eral theories to account for Miranda’s
unusual surface. Some believe Miranda
once broke up in a collision with another
object and later reaccreted. Croft argues
that the probability of such a collision is
low, however.

Others believe the canyons formed
when Miranda expanded during a long
period of internal heating. The Voyager
images also show evidence of volcanism
and tectonic activity — such as three
depressions in the older cratered terrain
that are filled with a stiff magma — both
are signs of an internal source of heat.

Richard Greenberg and Robert Marcialis
of the University of Arizona propose that
the heat resulted from tidal forces caused
by Miranda’s tumbling motion. They the-
orize that Miranda originally orbited
Uranus in an eccentric orbit. At some
point a large irregularity — perhaps the
186-mile-diameter crater — formed on
Miranda’s surface and caused the satellite
to tumble chaotically. The tumbling
produced tidal stresses that heated the
interior and also allowed Miranda’s orbit

to decay to its present circular orbit.

Croft, on the other hand, believes the
peculiar composition of Miranda’s ices
caused the satellite’s interior to melt. At
the extremely cold temperatures where
Miranda formed, methane and water ice
combine to produce a compound known
as a clathrate, in which the crystal struc-
ture of the water ice traps methane inside.
The compound is unusual because it is a
very poor conductor of heat.

Croft says that if Miranda formed at a
low enough temperature, it would con-
sist of rock mixed witl. 50 to 60 percent
of this methane clathrate and some
ammonia-water ice. Because the methane
clathrate conducts heat so poorly, the heat
produced by radioactive decay would by
itself raise Miranda’s internal temperature
to at least —143° Fahrenheit, the melting
point of ammonia-water ice. The
ammonia-water mixture would then flow
as magma through fissures to the moon’s
surface. The magma-filled depressions

The exploits of the cast of the 'Star Wars' triology only exist in
the minds of script writers long on imagination, but woefully short
on physics and other natural laws. At our present rate 1t will
st1ll be centuries before space travel resembles the world of Dan
Dare. It is STILL a very dangerous business.

But there exists an alternative method of reaching out into space.
Invasion via the Radio Telescope. Gone are the dangers to life and
1limb. No costly fuel Tequired; no lives at risk in any way. The sop—
histication of radio astronomy is growing all the time. It is no
longer a new born child. But even though it has come far since the
early pioneering days, like nuclear reactors and their omnipresent
dangers, it is still dut a youngster...still learning...getting
confused and at times unable to comprehend all the information it
sends and receives.

With our present technology our most powerful radio telescopes
Possess a range of about one light year for Earth-type signalse.
Since the nearest star system is some four light years away, it
would not be possible to detect an alien signal unless it was being
broadcast with a far greater amount of pover than anything we have
on Earth, or unless the transmitter was placed in a space probe.

To conduot a thorough search for signals from E.Tes Civilisations,
it is necessary to detect two different sorts of signals. The first
would ;be tramsmissions intended for domestic use - alien equivelents
of TV and radio. The second type of signal would be those sent out
delidberately with the sole purpose of contacting bretheren in the
inky wastes of outer space, wherever they might be. For this to be
possible, it goes almost without saying that such a civilisation
would have to be more advanced than present Earth technologye.

To establish contact with us via messages from space, they would
have to be translated and transmitted in a form %hat we could decode
easily, so there would be little possibility of not fully comprehend-
ing the contents of the signale The compilers of the signals would
have to be the opposite of 'James Bond' ciphersj rather than being
impossible to understand it must be impossible not to understand.

It would be the most impossible message in the Efgtbry of mankind,
dwarfing our greatest achievements thus far.

The 85-foot Radio telescope at Green Bank, Virginia,
used by pioneer Frank Drake to send the Project
Ozma message. Although Drake was unsuccessful, it
can only be a matter of time before a signal from
Earth is acknowledged by a race from the stars, will
it happen in our lifetime? Stay tuned...

It was only:as recently as the early 1960's that astronom;r!
and scientists really began to publicly acknowledge the possibility
of Extra-Terrestrial 1ife with any fervour. UFO contactees such as
George Adamski, with their stories of day-trips to Kars and Venus no
doubt put many people off the topic for many years. Not Frank Drake;
referred to as'The father of SETI' (Search For Extira-Terrestrial
Intelligence). Drake's eimple yet far reaching brain-child was Project
Ozma, instigated by Drake at Cornell University. Stimulated by an
article by fellow renaissance man Philip Morrison, published in the
Journal NATURE in 1959, Drake took the advice of using one of the
commonest frequencies in the universe...Hydrogen line. Hydrogen is
abundant everywhere in the universe, so the. plan was to choose a
frequency close to that of the hydrogen atom, about 1400mHz, ox
megacyclss.

Drake and his Ozma team listened for some eight weeks with a
modest radio telescope situated at Green Bank, West Virginia, with
. a simple data-processing system to Tau Ceti and Bpsilon Eridana -
two stars close (in astronomical temms) to our sun. His chance,
as he realised, to actually deteot ET signals with the primitive
set up was rather remote.

The integrating system was not terribly powerful; khis receiving dish

'was far from ideal and of course, he only had eight weeks. But it was
useful in minor waysj Drake realised a lot of the problems SETI faced:
the extreme difficulty in ddstinquishing real signals from interference
the existence of large amounts of radio pollution - including signals
from .some,very reluctant to announce their sources. The cold war looms
‘again. =

Since Ozma, over twenty similar searches have been carried out by
various teams all over the worlde including the Soviet Union. Bach-_
group uses a slightly different techniques, listening to a range of
selected stars. No success - yet. Considering the size of the Universe
and_ the capability of or technology, it may take another iwo hundred
years. Then again, it might happen in between the time I am writing
thus and when you get to read iti!!

To attempt even a very rough 'guess~timate' of how long we will
bave to wait until we pick up the long awaited E.T. signal we would
have to know, or rather guess, just how many alien civilisaiions
there are in the universe that we are still getting to know. Various

< attempts have been made to estimate the frequency of E«T. civilisations

one of the first serious attemptis was the one devised by Ozma pioneer
Frank Drake. His contribution was the reknowned expressioni

The Drake equasion is simply a mathematical way of putting a common
sense approach down on paper. N is the number of civilisations in the
galaxy able to communicate over the forbidding distances involved.

The equation tells us that n equals the rate of star formation, mult=
iplied by the fraction of those stars with planets and the number

of Barth-type planets in each solar systeme This number is then mult-
iplied by the fraction of those planets on which life develops and

the fraction of planets on which a communicating technology develops.
The final segment of Drake's formula L, signifies the lifetime of each
communicating community in years. By making educated estimates concern-
ing reach of these very important factors, a reasonable (though far
from accurate) idea of N can be found. Once the number of emergent
societies in our galaxy is known, it is a relatively stralght-forward
matter to calculate just how far away our nearest cousins across the
vastness of space is likely to be.

Of the vital factors, Re rate of star formation is fairly well known
Some ten stars form each year from clouds of interstellar gases and
other interplanetary bric-a-brac, the easily identified Orion Nebula
is one examples Re then has a value of ten. The percentage of these
stars which contain planets (Factor fp). Although our knowledge con-
cerning the existence of planeis beyond the orbit of tiny, cold Pluto,
doesn't amount to much, studies of star formations suggest that planets
are formed frequently, especially in cases of single stars, such as
‘our Sol. Many stars exist as binary (or double) stars, where condit.
ions may not prove as favourable to planets...one star in ten poss-
essing worlds is a reluctant estimation. Just how many of these planet
in each of these solar systems will be suitable for life to finally
develop? In our solar system, there is just one planet, our Earth,
which is capable of supporting life. Mars, along with Venus may have
been adle to support life sometime in the deep shady recesses of their
paste. At the very least, at one time or another two planets could have
held 1ife possibilities. However one planet per solar system is as
close to a reasonable uverage, for N the number of suitable planets
per star.

It becomes increasingly difficult to follow the equation through
to its logical conclusion. Our educated guess from now on could be
1ittle more than stabs in the darke As you will see. Who can possibly
say what fraction (£1) of these suitable planets will actually dev-
elop 1ife? We know about the many varied forms of life on our fair
orb, but is this due to a remote chance, or is it the inevitable
happenstance of normal biological processes? Really we have no reason
to believe Earth has any especial pride of place in the universe. We
. may accept and assume that life develops wherever it can and equate
. this factor (f1) equal to one. Again, taking Earth as an example, it
. is commonly believed that intelligence will manifest almost everywhere
that 1ife evolves. This seems to be because intelligence is a pre—
requisate to survival ... oreatures which think are able to contend

which their environment. But remember the Dinosaurs? They were the
dominant form of life on this planet not so long ago (in astonomical
terms) and yet they had brains similar in stature %o peas. Which proves
that 1ife that evelves-may not be intelligent. Scientists attribute
10% of planets to have hosted intelligent life.
Even more difficult to contemplate is the question of how many int-

elligent species will actually develop civilisations, technology and

a desire to explore. On Earth we can no longer imagine (nor tolerate),

I suspect) life without technology; tools of some form or another have
existed since the dawn of man - from stone-age olubs through to present
:day's computers and lasers. Yet the development of tools to simplify
the rigours of 1ife does not have to be a constant as far as 1life is
concernede Virtually everyone agrees nowdays that the intelligence of
whales and dolphins is undeniable, and that they communicate with one
another, yet by virtue of their environment and pedal extermities,
nobody will ever expect a dolphin to build a TV set or a wristwatohe
Again, the common decision is to choose 10% for fo = the percentage

of space-races which are able to devise a system of interstellar com-
munication.

The above educated guesses are hard enough, but the final expression
is the hardest yet: L is the lifetime of each potential society. This
is firmly based on developments here on Earth.

But (aha!) should we
ylay with the notion that any civilisation can hold off blowing them—
selves up for close on one million years, it stands to reason that there
is a vast srray of life throughout the galaxy, perhaps in excess of
10,000 potential races of boings. Some arguments would plaoo'tﬁn,ﬁénrest
5.T oivilisations within ten 1light years, but until we develop’a littlo
further ourselves we have no way of knowing just how optimistic this
figure may prove %o be.

Based on sclientific findings over the last brace 'of decades, we still
lack proof that any hypothetical E.T. civilisations exist, only a very
strong suspicion.
