'Mystery Of The Mary Celeste.' The hist-

oryic event itself has been the unwitting

ensions, I shall relate the true facts
of the case as they stand, divorced from

wishful thinking, unembroidered by journ=

research...
The most immediate fact that does seem

to be known by all is that the vessel ite
self was found drifting at sea. Not quite

as well documented is the history of the
ill-fated ship up until its hop, skip &
jump into legend. If I can dig it up, then
80 can you. Anyway, here 'tis...

I could find no records of the date or

location she was constructed but she was

christened originally 'Amazon'; her first

Captain died within two days of taking

eharge of her. On her maiden voyage her
hull was badly damaged when she hit a
fishing weir off the Maine Coast. During
the time of her repairs, a fire
broke out below deck, causing yet more
damage. Sometime later she collided with
another ship attempting to negotiate the
Straits of Dover, causing it to capsize.
By this time she had suffered three capte
ains. Her fourth, not to be outdone by
this tale of woe, managed to run aground"
on Cape Brenton Island, soliciting serious
damage. Following a salvage operationon-
ership of the Amazon passed through three
separate hands, winding up on the books
of the J.H.Winchester Company,operating
out of New York City. Now renamed the
'Mary Celeste' - it was not uncommon to
change the name of an apparently unlucky
ship, sailors being prone to any o 1 d

superstition, it was discovered she now
had a case of dry rot, which demanded ex-

tensive, not to mention expensive repair
work. The bottom of the disaster-prone
hulk was refitted with a copper lining;
the deck cabin was in addition overhauled,
including lengthening. These repairs fully
ensured that when she finally once wmore
returned to the element she was designed
for she was far more than merely just one
more seaworthy vessel. In the words @1
those who drew up plans for the 'Titanic', .,
years later, she was judged unsinkable....
Quite.

And so this is where our story really
starts. The afternoon of December Sth,
1872. The English ship 'Del Gratia'sighted
a two-masted vessel drifting on an erractic
course in an area of the North Atlantic
Ocean some point between the Azores and the
coast of Portugal. As the English ship
drew closer, they could make out that
she was sailing with her jib and for-top
mast staysail set. The jib was set to port

while the ship was on a starboard tack - a
combination of which proving a sureisign to
any mariner that she was out of control.

Captain Morehouse of the 'Del Gratia' sige

nalled the drifting ship but received no
reply. It took Morehouse and his crew
a full two hours before they could g e t
close enough to spy the name of "the

mysterious drifter. It was of course, the
!Mary Celeste'. The one hundred year puzz-
ler was already beginning. Morehouse knew
the Captain of the 'Celeste', one Captain
Benjamin Spooner Briggs. Less than one
month previously Morehouse had been side =
by - side Briggs on New York's : . Infamous
East River, both unloading their respective;
cargoes. The American 'Mary Celeste' had
set sail for Genoa, containing a cargo of
unrefined alcohol on the fifth day of Nove
ember. Now, exactly one month later she
was adrift in mid Atlantic with nary a man
on board and nothing which could give More=
house any clue as to their whereabouts.

Captain Moorhouse must have weighed up-
the consequences when he decided to draw
up a 1list of men to act as a
boarding party. The 'Mary Celeste' was an
American; his ship was British. In 1872,
the American civil war was still very re=
cent history and who knew what kind of men
were responsible for this strange scene.
Even within spitting distance of the twen=
ieth century, piracy had yet to die out.
Nowadays it is piracy of the air in the
form of hijackers: piracy. of the sea was
no less deadly. Also thére was every chance
that Briggs and his crew could have fallen
vicitim to a dread malady - even plague.
Eventually first mate Oliver Deveau led a
three-man team on board, they noted that
the ship was totally devoid of life or of
movement., the creaking of her timbers not=
withstanding. Yet the ship appeared. in every
aspect to seem still most seaworthy, ale
though a lifeboat was missing which “indie
cated either the crew abandoned the ship
for reasons not yet known, or that there
had been a mutiny. But that last item is
jumping to conclusions, for which there
is little or no evidence. I'll leave that
to the hacks on the paperback stands.

The authorities suspected some sort of
collusion between Briggs and Morehouse at
first; they were friendly enough " .to have
dined together when ashore on at least one
occasion. The theorising then focused on
the notion that the 'Mary Celeste'had Been
mutiny at work. The U.S. Merchant Navy was
not keen on that score - Captain Briggs was
reknowned as a fair man unlikely to promote

a mutinous politic amonst members of his
crew. Nor was it very likely that the
crew had killed Briggs and his family,his
wife and daughter were the sole passengers
as Briggs' ship was dry (devoid of strong
drink) except the time_honoured bottle un-
der lock and key for medicinal purposes.
The only available alcohol on board was
the cargo, but in such an unrefined state
that i1t would point towards cases of acute
stomach pains, poisoning and eventual death
rather than drunkeness. If the crew had in-
deed mutinied as was inferred, then why did
they take off for parts unknown without
their personal possessions, such as letters
from home and photographs-items of solace
on any sea voyage 1in any cpnturyz But bhad
Morehouse and Briggs attempted to scuttle
'Mary Celeste' in the hope of collecting a
false salvage claim? Briggs would not em-
erge from the deal with much profit - as
part owner of the vessel in question his
share of the salvage claim would have am-
ounted to very little in comparison with
what he could have accrued by selling his
shares in the usual way. Besides if t h e
alledged plan had not worked out, the men
would have found themselves facing the su-
preme penalty - death by hanging.

A few months later in March 1873,a court
of enquiry finally owned up and admitted
that they were none the wiser as to the
sequence of events which led up to the ab-
andoning of the 'Mary Celeste'.The owners
of the'Del Gratia' which had found the
floundering empty hulk were awarded one -
fifth of the value of the =hip ana 1ts car-
go. The brig itself was sold hy the owners
almost as soon as she reached New York.
During the next decade, future Captains &
crews were convinced that the ship was jine
xed. At least one crew member went stark
staring mad. A Captain in charge of the
ship in the subsequent years attempted to
sink her, as previously stated a hanging
offence, but with the poor record of the
ship, amazingly the judge hearing the case
let the defendant of{ on a technicality.A
few months of freedom was all the man en-
joyed; he was found dead not long after.

In 1882, a young doctor, writing short
stories to augment his income, submitted a

tale entitled 'J.llabakuk Jephson's Statea
ment' which was a drastic fictlionisation
ot the fateful Mary Celeste vaoyage.
Amongst the discrepancies was his wrong

spelling of the name of the ship. His
version, 'Marie Celeste' is even today

quoted by poor researchers the world over.
Oh, the name of the author was Arthur Doyl
later to materialise as Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle, creator of the immortal Baker St.
consulting detective Sherlock Holmes, as
well as giving breath to Professor Chall-
anger in the equally famous novel'The Lost
World.' Doyle's romantic and inaccurate
version of the events generated the first
pulse of life to a mystery which still liws
today, but only by default...to most in-
formed observers, the true fate of the
crew of the ship is far removed trom an
attack by an oversized squid, taking the
unfortunate crew to a watery death in Davy
Jones' Locker. In actuality, the 99%truth
is far less exciting, as per usual.
Although the most obvious answer to the
'mystery' is simple, and the only sane one
so far which covers all aspects of the aase
I hestitate to state that it is THE answer.
Nobody can say that for sure. But it does
cover all the bases. The crew abandoned

ship, fearing for their safety when the
changes in temperature between New York
and the Azores caused the cargo of unrefine
ed alcohol on board to 'sweat' and leak.

The ship was built and fortified sufficien-
tlv to withstand a night of violen$ storms.
but doubtless the rough passages promoted
the casks to knock against each other, cre-
ating more spillage. Either the sound of
the casks crashing against each other or
possibly the odour of the spilt alcohol
alerted the crew: being comprised of New
England puritans they would have had pre-
cious little dealing with the transporting
of such a substance as alcohol in any state.
Basically non-volatile, there is - every
chance that a l1id may have blown off which
would have possibly caused a panic situat=
ion. Perhaps Briggs had been convinced that
a massive explosion would very likely hap-
pen. He ordered all crew plus his wife and
young daughter to man the lifeboat. In
his great haste to evacuate the personnel
under his charge, the crewmen involved in
theoperation forgot to attach a line from
the lifeboat to the Mary Celeste - usually
the normal proceedure when abandoning a
ship still afloat. From the log of the ship
which the Del Gatia's Captain rescued, we
know that the sea had been calm. But the
ship when discovered by Captain Morehouse
floundering and unmanned, the sails were
found in a condition which suggested storm
damage. Obviously, a storm must have blown
up whilst the terrorw-stricken crew were
afloat in their lifeboat. The larger vesso
el they had left was strong enoungh to have
just been blown around under the wind pres-
sure, but the lifeboat being a far simaller
vessel, was unable to jettison the waves
which brought disaster down upon them,and
Captain Briggs, his family, and sevenother
members of his crew were sadly lost at sea
in an accident. A classic case of misread-
ung the signs which could have been avoided.
Then there would never have been any so=
called baffling mystery for future generat-
ions to wrestle with at all. No UFO kidnap=-
pers. No sea monsters. No rip in any space/
time continuum. No mutiny. No fraud. Just
bad judgement. Dull old world, isn't it?

ASL1TS OF SPIRITTALISM

There are some aspects of this
subject which nre puzzling me and
which 1 have noticed during fry many
years as an observer-researcher in
psychic matters, . 1 would like to
outline them here:

1 have often noticed that when a
medium mkes contact with a spirit
person, that the relayed message is
always very accuratld 'in detai .l in
every way imaginable, just as if
the spirit person had recorded every
TINIEST detail on a life-long Film.
