Once again the Editor of EYE Magazine would like to express their gratitude to
David Colman for the use of this article....

He’s not the Messiah; he’s a very naughty boy’ (Terry Jones)

In order to briefly examine an example of TCT we should momentarily tum our at-
tention away from extra terrestrial visitation and consider a few of the pertinent facts
concerning the greatest story ever told.

We all know the story of Jesus. He was a non violent, teacher and visionary, who
appeared in Israel and Palestine with a simple but radical alternative to the orthodox
religious beliefs of the day.

He taught that spiritual salvation could be gained through peace, love and sacrifice
and portrayed his God, not as the vengeful and terrifying Yahweh, but as a loving
creator. Jesus also declared the Ten Commandments as out of date and said that we
should have only two.

1; Love the lord thy god.

2; Love your fellow man.

The Sanhedrin, the powerful ruling priests, viewed this message and its progenitor
as dangerously radical and that such revolutionary thinking directly challenged the
power of their orthodoxy. Ciaphas, the head Rabbi, was no fool, he realised that this
affront to their secular power would, if it took hold, loosen their iron grip on the
people and vis-a-vis their secular and spiritual power.

Eventually Jesus had to be dealt with and with the help of the Romans he was ar-
rested and a show trial was arranged which led to his pre-judged murder.

However, through the original Christian teachings his beautiful words and inspira-
tions were indeed powerful enough to have lasting consequences for Judaism there-
fore it was realised that the true message which Jesus espoused
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had to be subverted and the vital
essence of his teaching corrupted.
Despite these events taking place
over two thousand years ago the
above synopsis may appear all too
familiar to the cognoscente of ufol-
ogy.

Has the spirit of debunking or per-
verting the truth changed over two
millennia?

To find an answer to that question
we must continue with our biblical
theme.

Sergius Paulas was a Roman citizen
who was despised because of his tax
collecting duties and for his custom
of persecuting Christians, (Acts8; 1
9, 122;4).

Sergius, (in all probability a
‘company man’) is better known to
us as ST. Paul (Saul) of Tarsus.

Paul it was who spread the gospel of
Jesusabroad and as such is ac-
corded great theological importance.
However Paul had never actually
met Jesus or had ever heard him
speak, yet it was he who was chosen
to spread the gospel after a blinding
vision on the road to Damascus.

Thanks to Paul and his interpreta-
tion of events we now know Jesus
as the son of God and his mother
Mary, as the ‘mother of God’. The
fact that Jesus never referred to him-
selfin that vemacular but as the

‘Son of Man’ is not only conveniently ig-
nored by our spiritual masters but excused
by the dictates of an ancient religious coun-
cil headed by a pagan Emperor.

In A.D. 325, in a concerted effort to appease
the Hellenistic craving for family orientated
deities, Roman emperor Constantine con-
vened a religious council at Nicaea where
the debate was whether Jesus ‘the Nazorean’
teacher (A Nazorean was a Jew who had
taken an ascetic vow) was to be elevated to
the exalted rank of a God.

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The scene sees Jesus (William Dafoe), listening to Paul (Billy Green Bush) as he
preaches the gospel to a crowd of listeners. After the sermon Jesus takes Paul aside and
points out that most of the facts of Paul’s sermon about him were wrong and that he was
missing the essence of his message.

Paul replies, sneering ‘hey.... ‘my’ Jesus is better than your Jesus’......

The rest as they say is history.

For two thousand years church and State have successfully combined to deliberately
misconstrue and dilute the true and deeply esoteric message of peace and love that Jesus
advocated and the success of religious mind control over such a concerted period of
time, over so many people, could ordinarily be considered as a most remarkable feet in
human and social engineering.

My friend had booked an emergency flight for Saturday morning (7th August) but
she needed to visit close relatives and friends who lived in North Walsham in Nor-
folk before she left. [ offered to drive her to Norfolk and friends invited me to stay
with them near Long Sutton, just over the Norfolk border in Lincolnshire.

We reached North Walsham at 3pm on Thursday Sth August. I stayed for a cuppa
and a chat was given directions for the quickest route to Long Sutton and drove
away at 3.30pm. I was told it would take just over an hour. As [ motored towards
Thorpe Market I made a mental note to stop after Kings Lynn to phone and let my
friends know when I would arrive. [ also reminded myself to telephone my partner
when [ arrived at my friend's house.

The drive was smooth and uneventful; no hold-ups or delays. After some time, as |
approached Kings Lynn on the A148 road, I suddenly noticed a parking area on my
side of the road and felt compelled to drive into it, which I did. The parking area was
hidden behind a row of trees and bushes. One other vehicle was there, a white box
truck with a name on it that I recognised but can't remember now. I parked up be-
hind the truck, telephoned my friend and told her I was about 10 miles the other side
of Kings Lynn from her and would probably be about 40 min-
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utes. (I gave myself extra time in case [ met any delays.) [ hung up and drove out of
the parking area. As I did so another white truck was approaching from my right so I
put my foot down and drove on towards Kings Lynn. Then I noticed that I felt some-
how disorientated, groggy, quezey and bumnt. I put it down to the long

driving I had done and the hot day even though I had rested at North Walsham and
anyway felt perfectly all right when I drove into the parking place. A little down the
road I noted a sign that said Kings Lynn 6 miles.

As I drove up to some traffic lights in Kings Lynn I had to choose between two
lanes. One to turn left and the other to carry straight on. I knew I needed to drive
straight on but chose the lane to turn right. [ felt extremely confused but did manage
to see I was in the wrong lane before I got to the lights so [ stopped, indicated to get
into the correct lane and someone let me through. It was a little slow getting through
the outskirts of Kings Lynn but nothing too tiresome. However I still felt very
strange indeed.

As I drove towards Sutton Bridge [ suddenly felt my consciousness click into an-
other gear - it was like waking up suddenly but not fully. Suddenly two round red
signs with white bars across them and one atop the other struck my view. I immedi-
ately recognised them as 'NO ENTRY" signs...and slammed on my brakes - as did
every other car behind me. They also

In less than
10 minutes I was at my friends and she was putting the kettle on. As she did so [
remembered that I had to phone my partner so [ said to my friend, "What's the time,
about § o'clock..."

[ couldn't believe it; three hours to drive 70 miles. A journey [ was told would take
me about one hour!!
My friend said "I wondered where you got to. You telephoned me at 4.15. I thought
you must have gone for a look around Kings Lynn or something."
[ still felt disorientated, queasy and hot. My coordination was hampered and found
everything very difficult to do. Gradually during the evening I felt better and better
but it wasn't until the next moming that I realised what I had risked - without any
comprehension of the peril at the time.

I'm convinced of it. [ lost approximately
two hours somewhere. My fuel gauge (oddly) read the same in the morning as it did
when [ left North Walsham, unfortunately I didn't take notice of the mileage. But
even my cars don't run on fresh air.

John Edward Mack, M. D.,
October 4, 1929,
to September 27, 2004.

John Edward Mack, M.D., was Professor of Psychiatry

at Harvard Medical School and Cambridge Hospital, as well as Pulitzer Prize-
winning biographer for his work on Lawrence of Arabia. Yesterday aftermoon in
London, he spoke before the T. E. Lawrence Society Symposium, in Oxford, Eng-
land. According to Will Bueche, Communications Director for the John Mack Insti-
tute in Cambridge, Massachusetts, Dr. Mack's presentation was so well-received
that he was asked to do a second presentation yesterday evening. Afterward, he
went with colleagues to dinner. He had called the family with whom he was staying
after 10 p.m. to say he would arrive at theirhome around 11 p.m., London time. At
1 a.m.,the London police confirmed that John Edward Mack, M. D., had been pro-
nounced dead on a street near the Symposium's location, killed by a motor vehicle.

Dr. Mack has been a leading authority on the spiritual or transformational affects of
alleged non-human entity encounter experiences (Abduction - Human Encounters
with Aliens © 1994). Dr. Mack received his medical degree from the Harvard
Medical School (Cum Laude, 1955) after undergraduate study at Oberlin (Phi Beta
Kappa, 1951). He is a graduate of the Boston Psychoanalytic Society and Institute,
was Board certified in child and adult psychoanalysis and Director of the John
Mack Institute, Cambridge, Massachusetts. His family will release a statement at
www.johnmackinstitute.org.

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Space Call From ET

ALIEN messages may have been found in a bizarre radio signal. Astronomers have
recorded three incidences of the space signal - totalling one minute. They think it is
from an ET after ruling out known interference or objects as the source. The signal,
called SHGbo2+14a, comes between Pisces and Aries, where there is no obvious
planetary system for 1000 light years. It was found by the Search For Extra-
Terrestrial Intelligence team, who run search programs as screensavers on millions
of home computers. California University researcher Eric Korpela believes the
'message’ is real. He said: 'I can't think of any way to fake it.'

Reports of SETI@home Extraterrestrial Signal

Highly Exaggerated

A rash of reports in recent days that SETI@home has discovered a likely signal
from an alien civilization are highly exaggerated, says SETI@home Chief Scientist
Dan Werthimer of U.C. Berkeley.

The storm was initiated by an article in New Scientist magazine, which reported
about SETI‘@home’s most promising candidate signal to date, and speculated about
its possible origins.

Like all of SETI@home’s 5 billion potential signals, this candidate, labelled
SHGb02+14a, was assigned a numerical score representing the statistical likelihood
that it is indeed an intelligent extraterrestrial signal. Its relatively high score placed it
among the 200 “top candidates” selected for the targeted re-observation sessions that
took place in March of 2003 at the Arecibo Radio Observatory. Of all the candidates
targeted in the sessions, however, SHGb02+14a was one of the very few to be con-
firmed during the re-observations, and the only one whose score following the ses-
sions actually went up.

Whilethis makes SHGb02+14a interesting, the chances that it actually represents an
intelligent signal from beyond remain extremely slim. Random
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chance alone would make it probable that at least one of the billions of candidates
detected by SETI@home would be observed on three separate occasions, as was the
case for this candidate.

Furthermore, as we reported in the SETI@home Update of May 17, 2004, the fact
that this candidate’s frequency drifts rapidly makes it extremely improbable that it is
a transmission from extraterrestrials. Because of the drift, explained Werthimer, “if
we had looked at the sky even a few seconds later we wouldn’t have found a match”
for this candidate. A signal that drifts so quickly that it can only be heard for sec-
onds at a time at a given frequency can only be detected by blind luck. Needless to
say, such a transmission is an unlikely vehicle for message from an advanced civili-
zation.

At Arecibo the giant radio telescope still scans the sky, looking for an alien trans-
mission. Around the world, millions are still crunching SETI@home data on their
personal computers. The Search for extraterrestrial intelligence continues at full
speed, but as of now there is no breakthrough.

Of course, this could change at any time... We promise to keep you posted.

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Humanoid face mysteriously b
disappears from Mars ! =

The history of Martian
studies is filled with
mysterious aspects.

On July 25, 1976 the US spacecraft Viking-1
photographed an astounding formation on the
surface of Mars. The 1.5 kilometer-long ob-
ject bore resemblance to woman's face. The -
photograph produced a sensation in the whole world - almost all newspapers and
magazines of the world published the picture on their pages, the image of the Mar-
tian face was on constant presence on television. Astronomers said the image of the
face on the red planet was a wholly incidental trick of nature. The face, however,
was oriented on the Martian meridian, but it was considered incidental too. Special-
ists from the Boston-based Analytic Sciences created a 3-D image of the above-
mentioned structure and discovered the image of the 'humanoid face' on it indeed.
Having intensified the contrast of the shaded right side of the image, specialists
found the second 'eye’ situated about 100 meters beneath the 'nose." To crown it all,
there was something reminiscent of 'teeth’ too. According to the results of the analy-
sis, specialists concluded the anomalous formation could not be of the terrestrial
origin. Furthermore, engineers Vincent DiPietro and Gregory Malenaar found an-
other image of the face in the archives of Martian photographs. The picture was
taken with different lighting 35 days after the first original image was taken. The
detailed computer analysis proved the peculiarities of the first picture and revealed
new details as well. One could see an 'eyeball,’ a'pupil' and 'teeth’ on the sun-lit
'cheek.' The two engineers concluded that if the details of the stone head were of the
natural origin, the nature would have to be a reasonable creature.

On June 25, 1995 the NASA administration included the test photoshoot of the Mar-
tian face in the program flight of Mars Global Surveyor spacecraft. The mission
control received the long-awaited photos on April 5th, 1998. The spacecraft took
pictures of the face from the height of 440 kilometers (in 1976 the images were
taken from the height of 1,870 kilometers). To everyone's great disappointment, the
photos depicted only uneven landscape - one could not see any facial outlines on
them at all. One might think NASA officials fabricated the shots - it could be the
simplest explanation for the whole matter. However, the history of Martian studies
is filled with mysterious aspects. One may recollect Martian 'channels,’ for instance.
Scientists have been observing Martian channels for many years. It was documented
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that hardly visible channels split into
two or turned to wide stripes. Astrono-
mer Giovanni Sciaparelli, the discov-
erer of channels on Mars, mentioned
the Erinnis channel in his reports.

The channel vanished from Martian
maps for a long period of time, al-
though it appeared on them again in
1941. Scientists have not found an ex-
planation to periodic changes of color
on certain areas of Mars, sudden dust
storms, a series of inexplicable acci-
dents that happened to Martian rovers
on their way to the planet, and mysteri-
ous flashes of light (about 400 flashes
were observed in 1894 when Mars
neared Earth). On December 8th 1951,
Japanese astronomer Tsuneo Saheki
saw a bright spot near the Martian lake
of Titonus. The spot was glimmering
for five minutes. Japanese scientists
observed two of such flashes in 1954,
four of them were registered in 1958. It
is not ruled out that the Martian natural
disasters ruined the image of the face
on the planet.

York".

"The broadcast, which disrupted households, interrupted religious services, created
traffic jams and clogged communications systems, was made by Orson Welles, who
as the radio character, "The Shadow," used to give "the creeps" to countless child
listeners. This time, at least a score of adults required medical treatment for shock

and hysteria".

The original War of the Worlds movie is considered the definitive alien flick. The
original movie, released in 1952, starred Gene Barry as Dr Clayton Forrester.

In 1978, it was reconstructed as a musical by Jeff Wayne. The album version fea-
tured legendary actor Richard Burton, Julie Covington, David Essex, Justin Hay-
ward from the Moody Blues and Phil Lynott from Thin Lizzy.

The Search For Liveable Worlds
Published:

Scientists eager to find life on other
worlds - or at least ones that might
support Life as We Know It - felt a
shiver of excitement last week.
Three teams of astronomers reported
finding the smallest distant planets
yet detected, suggesting that Earth-
size planets with benign climates
might be just around the corner. But
there was a bit of discouraging news
as well. A new calculation suggests
that scientists may be looking in the
wrong places for messages sent by
any distant intelligent beings. The
pace of planetary discovery has
been steadily quickening.

A decade ago scientists did not
know of even a single planet outside
our solar system. Now they have
found more than 100. Of course,
they haven't actually seen them.
They are far too distant and dim.
Instead, scientists have inferred their
presence from the slight wobbles
their gravitational pull causes in
their stars or from a slight dimming
of a star's light as a planet passes
across it. Until last week, all the
planets detected had been huge,
gaseous blobs circling their suns at
very close range. That is no sur-

prise. The bigger and closer a planet is, the
more likely it is to cause its star to wobble.
But two American teams and one European
team have now detected planets the size of
Neptune or Uranus, some 14 to 20 times the
mass of Earth.

These planets, too, orbit their stars at too
close a range for our form of life. But scien-
tists say they are increasingly comfortable
with the notion that there are an enormous
array of planets out there, and that some of
them are bound to be rocky orbs with tem-
peratures that can permit liquid water and
possibly life. Probably no Earth-size planet
will be found until NASA launches a planet-
hunting spacecraft in coming years.

Meanwhile, scientists searching for extrater-
restrial intelligence will still scan electro-
magnetic waves reaching Earth for signs of a
message that a far-off civilization may have
sent. The theory has been that radio waves
or lightwaves are the fastest way to send
messages across interstellar distances, so
they are the most likely form of communica-
tion for an intelligent civilization. But an
analysis in Nature this week suggests that a
message longer than just a "Hi, we're here"
kind of thing would be sent most efficiently
in physical form, much like a message in a
bottle. That suggests that we should be look-
ing for the alien equivalent of a letter in our
own planetary backyard, analogous to the
monolith left on the moon by aliens in
"2001: A Space Odyssey" by Arthur C.
Clarke. The only hitch is that such a mes-
sage, travelling at a crawl by space stan-

d ards, might have been sent 30 million years
ago, and who knows whether the senders
would have moved on or died off in the eons
since. Best not to give up on electromag-
netic messages entirely.

In this article we will examine the phenomenon of poltergeist activity and some of the common
features it shares with other paranormal events e.g. apparitions and encounters with extrater-
restrials. While the explanations I intend to give are of necessity speculative, they do supply
definitions that cover most, if not all, of the necessary parameters and they are also implied by
recent developments in quantum science. However i is vital that the reader maintains an open
mind regarding the events discussed and accepts the findings of particle physicists. Bear in
mind that all quantum theories so far tested as our technology permits have been proved 100%
accurate. Hopefully the reader will also find some of the points raised challenging and cause
for re-assessing their view of reality

The Poltergeist Enigma
The very word ‘poltergeist’ is enough to cause feelings of unease and disquiet in

most people. The connotations and half-understood emotions produced by this term
have no real foundation except in the primitive emotional centres of the ‘old brain’
and the reasons behind this reaction stretch back many centuries if not millennia.
Traditionally viewed as a supernatural occurrence, the spontaneous movements of
objects associated with poltergeist activity have instilled genuine fear into those af-
flicted with the unwanted manifestations. Although conventional, rationalist science
dismisses poltergeist activity as irrational nonsense, nevertheless the outbreaks con-
tinue. Churches tend to view poltergeist activity rather differently than more tradi-
tional examples of supematural happenings, e.g. ghostly apparitions and alleged
" 1 hauntings, and normally attempt to comfort those
so affected. It is something of an embarrassment to
both church and science that the manifestations
occur at all and at the end of the day, in spite of all
the denials and protestations, there is nothing ei-
ther discipline can do about them or prevent them.
Traditionally, churches, particularly the Catholic
Church, although slightly uneasy about it still
maintains the use of exorcists; even the Vatican
has an official exorcist, Fr. Gabriel Amorth. They will, if all else fails, and only with
strict approval, attempt to remove an unwanted presence with the appropriate ritual
and incantations and depending on the situation sometimes this works and some-
times it does not. Other denominations within the Christian faith abandoned exor-
cism some time ago although some of the charismatic and fundamentalist sects
maintained the practise using their own interpretation of the ritual. In an apparent
demonstration of synchronicity, it has recently been reported that the mainstream
Presbyterian Church of Scotland, is now seriously considering re-introducing exor-
cism in the wake of increasing incidences of alleged manifestations of supernatural
activity. This is after a hiatus of approximately eighteen years during which time the
service of exorcism was officially proscribed. Worryingly, their interpretation of
poltergeist attacks tend to focus on the possession of human beings by ‘demonic
forces’ and the act of exorcism can, in some instances, be genuinely dangerous to
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the point of actual physical harm befalling
the unfortunate person afflicted.

Judaism and Islam also recognise the exis-
tence of poltergeists and other manifesta-
tions of ‘spirit’ whether good, bad or in-
different; they both also recognise de-
monic influence. Whether or not evil in
the form of possession is a real and sepa-
rate phenomenon is difficult to quantify,
and there are several mental illnesses that
produce symptoms identical to those dis-
played by people who are allegedly pos-
sessed. These include schizophrenia, mul-
tiple personality disorder and a number of
other conditions. There is no doubt that in
times past, mental illness, especially when
coupled with physical deformity was
automatically interpreted as demonic pos-
session and the person so afflicted either
locked away for life or piously murdered
by the church and state. In more modem
and supposedly enlightened times, mental
illness although no longer carrying the
same stigma, is nonetheless still largely
hidden away from the public gaze and
there are repeated reports of outbreaks of
violent paranormal activity within the
walls of psychiatric hospitals.

[s it possible that rather than signs of in-
sanity, the symptoms displayed by some
categories of psychiatric patients are actu-
ally demonstrations of latent Psi abilities?
[s this not a curious use of language, de-
monic possession and demon-stration; is
there a semantic link? Certainly, there is
an ancient interpretation of the word, de-
mon, as meaning teacher, which given its
use as part of words like ‘demonstration’
seems appropriate. The use of modem
psychiatric techniques and pharmaceuti-
cals can and do control the effects of ap-
parent mental aberrations, but what if
these chemicals merely suppress, not an
illness, but a genuine manifestation of an
altered state of awareness or a latent psy-
chic ability? Is it possible that where in
times past those claiming enlightenment

were ignored, imprisoned or put to
death, they are now deemed ‘cured’,
and convention, perhaps out of fear,
still totally ignores what may be a
genuine example of communication
with entities from other realities?
Where poltergeist manifestations are
concerned then we are confronted with
a series of examples of apparently
genuine physical events; the move-
ment of objects, noises and in some
cases, disembodied voices. Quite un-
derstandably, those afflicted with these
occurrences are more interested in
stopping what happens as quickly as
possible rather than investigating the
possible causes, but where investiga-
tions have taken place there is clear
evidence that the laws of physics are
not being broken. Unfortunately, there
is still a strong belief, probably incor-
rectly that somehow ‘spirit’ is in-
volved, so, what is spirit, an intangible
manifestation of that which religion is
founded upon or something else?

Perhaps we should consider what hap-
pened during a few purportedly genu-
ine poltergeist manifestations; most
people will recall the Oscar wining,
infamous and genuinely terrifying
film, ‘The Exorcist’ portraying a series
of terrifying events that befell a young
girl and her family. What is not gener-
ally known is that the events portrayed
are based on genuine happenings that
occurred in the early spring of 1949 in
either the town of Mt Rainier or
nearby Cottage City, Maryland, US A.
There is some confusion regarding the
actual town, due perhaps to a desire by
the civil and church authorities to pro-
tect the identities of those involved.
The events centred on Douglass
Deens, a thirteen-year-old boy, who,
to conceal his identity, was known
only as Robbie, became interested in
various  psychic
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phenomena, including the use of the
Ouija board, through his aunt who was
herself already a medium. The events
began around January the 10" with the
sound of scratching in the walls and the
random movement of household ob-
jects, more worryingly for the family a
picture of Christ shook violently. The
boy, Robbie, felt his bed being
scratched and he not surprisingly he
began to suffer from frequent night-
mares. Af-
@ ter the sud-
den death
of his aunt
on January
the 26th,
JRobbie
continued
to use the
Ouija board to in an attempt to commu-
nicate with her and although the phe-
nomena continued, his general demean-
our changed to one of agitation and
irritation.

Eventually the family took him to see a
local Lutheran minister, a Rev. Shultz,
who decided that there was the possi-
bility a poltergeist had manifested
through the boy and his use of the
Ouija board. The minister took the boy
into his home for a few days to observe
both him and the phenomena. While he
was there, Rev. Shultz observed objects
moving by themselves and after seeing
the boy’s bed shake, he moved the mat-
tress to the floor where he saw it glide
over the floor. The minister advised the
family to take Robbie for psychiatric
evaluation at the University of Mary-
land, which they did, but after a series
of evaluations no evidence of mental
abnormality was found and Rev. Shultz
advised the family to take their son to
see their local Catholic Priest.

It should be pointed out that the Catho-

lic Church has official guidelines to dif-
ferentiate between ‘good’ and ‘bad’ su-
pernatural visitations, viz. divine blessing
or satanic interference. Divine visitations
are deemed to induce a series of positive
benefits including the ability to heal,
prophesise, work miracles and speak in
tongues. There are likewise psycho-
physiological symptoms that are taken
into account including levitation, lumi-
nous rays, fragrant odours, prolonged
fasting and of course stigmatisation. The
Church also claims that unlike those who
are demonically possessed those whose
rapture is induced by the Holy Spirit re-
member all that has transpired and their
intellect is ‘elevated’. It is not too clear
precisely what is meant by ‘elevated’ but
it is inferred that the person so affected
contemplates pious and/or spiritual mat-
ters to the exclusion of the purely secular.
According to this interpretation the un-
fortunates whose possession, although
virtually identical, is deemed demonic
remember nothing of their experience
and are liable to suffer adverse physical
symptoms. In general, it is worth taking a
closer look at these phenomena because
either singly or in any permutation they
are often recorded during other, non-
religious paranormal events, particularly
poltergeist activity.

The effects of Robbie’s apparent posses-
sion included many of the symptoms
listed above and because of the negative
ambience surrounding him were deemed
demonic. His family took him to see a
Father Hughes at the St.James Catholic
Church in Mt Rainier where he continued
to manifest the phenomena. Fr. Hughes
reported his findings to Cardinal O'Boyle
who after examining the evidence author-
ised a church exorcism. During the ritual
carried out in Georgetown Hospital Rob-
bie manifested some of the actual occur-
rences featured in the film including pro-
jectile vomiting. Following an attack on
Fr Hughes that left
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him with a deep slash stretching from
left shoulder to wrist Robbie was re-
leased with the exorcism incomplete.
The family then took him to St. Louis
where a professor at St. Louis University
saw him; a Jesuit priest referred to only
as Father Bishop SJ. The priest con-
tacted a colleague, another Jesuit called
Father Bowden of St Francis Xavier
Church. After visiting Robbie, the
priests received permission, this time
from Cardinal Ritter to conduct another
exorcism, which they commenced on the
16™ of March 1949. During this very
lengthy (but eventually successful) ritual
they witnessed more alarming phenom-
ena including large items of fumiture
moving around the room. The boy lay
writhing on the bed cursing and blas-
pheming at the priests and eventually the
priests had him moved to a hospital run
by the Alexian Brothers, a monastic or-
der. Here, with his family’s permission
Robbie was baptised into the Catholic
Church and two weeks later on Easter
Monday, April the 18" the exorcism
came to a sudden end when following a
sharp, loud noise that was heard
throughout the hospital, the entity de-
parted from his body. Robbie remem-
bered nothing of his experiences except
a vision of the archangel Michael. The
newspaper ‘The Washington Post’ ran
the story on the front page of its August
20" 1949 edition under the headline,
“Priest Frees Mount Rainier Boy Re-
ported Held in Devil's Grip”.

Another very similar case involving as
young Irish girl was reported in 1960 in
the village of Sauchie in the county of
Clackmannanshire in central Scotland.
In this instance, although many of the
events were identical to those described
above, there were no concerted efforts to
conduct rituals of exorcism. During the
course of a re-investigation of the case
conducted in 2000, among other original
witnesses | managed to interview one of

the doctors (Dr William Logan) who
treated Virginia Campbell, the girl at the
centre of events, for the duration of the
occurrences. He was in no doubt that
there was something bizarre and genuine
happening to the girl and he heard the
sounds of rapping and knocking several
times. There was originally a cine film
taken by another attending doctor (a Dr.
Nesbit) capturing some of the kinetic phe-
nomena (doors opening and closing and
furniture moving around etc) but I was
unable to locate the film, which may now,
regrettably, be lost. The eventual outcome
of this particular case resulted in the phe-
nomena gradually fading away, until after
several months it finally ceased com-
pletely. Such was the trauma experienced
by those involved in the events that even
today they will not discus the matter and
in the course of my re-evaluation of the
case this was made clear on a number of
occasions. This is understandable al-
though frustrating from a research point
of view but the feelings and fears of those
affected must be respected.

Before leav-
ing this sec-
tion it s
worth point- ‘
ing out that 4
during an
interview, Dr
Logan made a
telling point.
On one visit to the Campbell household
he heard loud knocking emanating from
the headboard of the bed Virginia was
laying in. he described the knocking as
having a unique, odd, hollow quality to it.
Dr Logan explained that he had never
heard this odd

quality of sound before and it was many
years before he did again. When he did so
it was while attending for a medical ex-
amination using an MRI (Magnetic Reso-
nance Imaging) diagnostic device. When
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the machine was operating he heard
exactly the same noises as the power-
ful, magnetic, imaging fields were gen-
erated. [ have been checked out using
one of these devices and they are in-
deed noisy and there is a strange hol-
low quality to the sounds produced.
While not conclusive it does perhaps
help to indicate one possible reason for
these strange manifestations, the crea-
tion of electromagnetic vortices power-
ful enough to have a physical effect on
the environment. Was this the cause of
both Douglass’s and Virginia’s ordeals
and if so why?

The conventional explanations for pol-
tergeist activity tend to focus on either
pubescent or troubled children, usually
although not exclusively female, or,
households where there are strong emo-
tional problems and traumas. This can
include the powerful negative emotions
generated by constant rowing and
squabbling ‘feeding’ entities and giving
them a portal into our reality from the
astral plain, (which is in reality just
another name for a parallel dimension).
In some cases exorcism seems to re-
move the offending entities, although
once again it is not clear why, but per-
haps the reason lies in the neurological
and genetic make up of the exorcist.
Are they able to interact with and alter
reality? Are they able to enter altered
states of consciousness and confront
the entities in their own realities? Why
this should be the case is not obvious
and neither is the mechanism behind it,
perhaps because the subject has indeed
long been considered ‘beyond the pale’
by conventional science. However,
perhaps now we begin to see the glim-
merings of an explanation for what has
in the past been regarded as magic.

Shadows and Orbs
There is one more class of ‘visitor’ that

although glimpsed surprisingly fre-
quently, is less well known than the more
traditional manifestations of the ‘other
side’ and these are the ‘Shadow People’.
They are also more likely to be dismissed
as a straightforward case of a trick of the
light or tiredness than the more readily
accepted examples of paranormal sight-
ings. Shadow people are the figures often
glimpsed from the corner of the eye and
vanish once full vision is directed at
them. Precisely what they are presents a
genuine puzzle, but the answer may be
more readily available than expected.
They have been seen lurking within shad-
ows, and in appearance they are human-
oid but not necessarily human ranging in
height from a few feet to over seven feet
tall. Some theories suggest that they are
in fact spirits like the rest, but in some
manner their energy field is ‘denser’
which enables them to be seen. This
seems to align them with the phenome-
non of ‘orbs’, which, when photographed
are sometimes shown to cast shadows;
‘orbs’ it is frequently suggested, are the
souls of the dead. However there are at
least another two explanations worth con-
sidering. Are they in reality visitors from
parallel universes, or do they inhabit the
invisible worlds beyond the spectrum of
visible light in the infrared and ultravio-
let? Both of these explanations are plau-
sible and since they have some basis in
scientific

theory there
is less ne-
cessity to
take it
solely on
faith. As we
shall see in

the next
section there is already some basis for
making these assertions.

The Scole Group
While there is a con-
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siderable body of evidence supporting the existence of both possession and polter-
geist activity there are very few attempts to explain the mechanism behind them
other than they are caused by spirit. Whether they are or nor becomes secondary to
the hard physics that allows them to function in the real, physical world. Construc-
tive and innovative experiments by people like the ‘Scole Group’ who attempted to
obtain positive proof of life after death are most helpful and illuminating. During a
series of procedures of almost five years duration they obtained a remarkable range
of results including examples of photographic and written examples of communica-
tion from the ‘other side’. There were also examples of ‘apports’ or physical objects
produced out of ‘thin air’ in a séance room appearing from time to time. From my
perspective there was also one particular manifestation of great interest and that was
the appearance of an entity the group dubbed ‘blue’. This entity appeared on several
frames of videotape along with other bizarre images of pyramid shapes and what
look like planets. The entity, ‘blue’, was so called because of the overall blue col-
ouring that was present on the image; in fact, ‘blue’ was identical to the ubiquitous
‘grey’. The explanation given to the Scole experimenters via the mediums and psy-
chics they used was because the entity, along with others, was from another dimen-
sion existing in parallel with our own. According to the spirit guides acting through
the mediums, these entities continually attempted to gain access to this reality by
any means necessary and worryingly many of them were not friendly towards us.

Before leaving the findings of the Scole Group it is worth examining the appearance
of ‘apports’ in some detail because it has much in common with poltergeist phenom-
ena. It is this particular phenomenon that although seemingly mundane, blows con-
ventional, Newtonian physics out of the water. Traditionally, apports tend to be
small items usually of a personal nature, like medals, coins, keys, buttons and items
of jewellery, although small pebbles also appear. They appear spontaneously in sé-
ance rooms as ‘gifts’ from the ‘spirit world’, one of the common feature of apports,
all apports, is they are always warm to the touch when they first appear in a séance
room. The question here is how do they appear out of nothing after, presumably;
having passed through brick and wood. There is only one possible explanation and it
takes us right back to quantum physics; they are dismantled to their component sub-
atomic particles, or, they are altered in frequency to permit passage through appar-
ently solid matter. Bear in mind that for all their seeming solidity, all items in this
continuum are actually composed of more empty space than solid matter and all that
prevents us from walking through them is the simple fact that we exist at the same
frequency as they do. To dissemble these items to their component atoms and re-
build them would easily explain the reason for the heat felt when they are touched,
is surprising that they are now hotter than they are. We must never lose sight of the
fact that in order for this to happen, the items and the entities producing them must
obey the physical laws existing in this reality irrespective of what passes for normal
in other continuums. It has been suggested that the ‘cold spots’ frequently felt and
measured during poltergeist and other paranormal manifestations are the source of
energy required for the manifestations to occur; thermal energy converted to kinetic
energy, what we do not understand is the transfer mechanism. Since the laws of
thermodynamics indicate that heat should travel to cold, is it feasible that whatever
the mechanism is, it exists of necessity in the unseen continuum where the entities
dwell? There is yet another point to consider, why do they bother with the demon-



strations at all, is it a genuine attempt to gain our attention, is it an involuntary, un-
controllable reaction, or are they merely playing with us out of a sense of boredom?

Conclusion
The haunting and beautiful opening verse by Blake sets in poetry the nature of sub-

jective reality and thoughtful musings such as this, when combined with the findings
of quantum physicists that tends to lend credence to claims that there are indeed a
series of dimensions existing in parallel with our own and the only reason that we
cannot normally contact them is because they exist at a different frequency from our
own. Even although Newtonian and rationalist science regards quantum physics
with a good deal of suspicion and contention if not sheer disbelief, it still reluctantly
accepts it because it possesses a core of legitimacy and repeatability. On the othec
hand anything gleaned from ‘non-scientific’ sources is a non-starter. Even the pio-
neering work of such luminaries as Dr. John Mack a professor of psychiatry of Har-
vard Medical School is likewise dismissed as ‘unscientific’. Dr. Mack has for some
years realised and espoused that there is little or no difference between accounts of
paranormal events and ET encounters and a complete reassessment of outlook is
required when dealing with these matters.

Fortunately, the evidence supporting the probability of additional realities popudated
with other, non-human beings and ruled by Non-Euclidean physics is gradually be-
ing amassed. If we are in fact interacting with these beings (albeit for the most part
inadvertently) and if they are able to tap into our frame of reference, then they must
be able to manipulate and integrate their physics with ours. Once we can accept this,
and develop the necessary interfacing technology, then the possibility of direct inter-
action with ghosts, poltergeists and indeed ET’s becomes a reality and not a matter
for conjecture.
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
