}§ on the morning of February 15th 1954, a thirteen year old boy,
gtephen parbishire, began to feel uncomfortable. A nagging, per-
sistent restlessness t0ld him he must go up the hill behind his home

at Cconiston, Lancashire. He could not tell why; he merely knew he 2
had to. And so, with his eight year o0ld cousin, Adrian Myers, he
climbed the small steep hill, taking with him his little Kodak camera

in the hope of getting a few good bird pictures, for bird-watching

is one of his favourite pastimes.

. Soon the boys reached the summit, and Stephen set his camera
(or thought hc had done so), on 'infinity', and
pointed it towards the long gleaming strip of
Lake Coniston, about two miles away in the
floor of the valley - the 1lake on which the
famous "Bluebird" speedboats set wup world
records. It was a cold Pebruary day,half
sunny, half cloudy. The summit of Coniston
0ld Man (3,000 feet) which rose beyond the
hill, was lost in cloud.

At eleven a.m. Adrian was looking towards
the mountain; Stephen was looking in the oppo-
site direction. Suddenly, Adrian thumped him
on the back and shouted: "rook at that thing!"

Down from the direction of the sun a strange silvery round object
was descending. It came to earth about a hundred yards away and
disappeared behind a bit of rising ground. A few seconds later it
came into view again. Suddenly it tipped up on its side and shot
up into the air with a rush of air - a deep swishing sound - but
until then, it had been completely silent.

In a few moments it had disappeared in the clouds. .
Just before it went dovn behind the rise, Stephen succeeded in ‘
obtaining a photo. As the object came into view again, he took -

another. unfortunately, hc had not set his camera propcerly, so the
picture was blurred, but enough appeared on the film for us to make
several very important observations which will be discussed later.

According to Stephen, the object had a silvery, glassy appearance
- "Tike metal or plastic which light goes through but which you can't
see through" - (the word he was searching for was "translucent").
At first it was directly in the sun's rays and very bright, but as it
began to rise clouds cut off the direct sunlight so the boys were able
to see it more distinctly. "Tt was a solid metal-like thing with a
dome, portholes, and three humps or landing domes underneath.

.
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In the centre, the underneath was darker, and pointed like a cone. At
first three portholds were visible but then it turned slightly and we
saw four. There was what looked Aike a hatch on top of the cabin dome."

Very excited, the boys ran down the hill to Stephen's home, Little
Arrow Farm, viicre the tale was breathlessly relayed to noctor S.
Darbtichire, Stephen's father. However, heing an intelligent and open-
minded doctor, he made his son sit down, write a statement and draw
§ vhat he had seen, from memory.
T

! It was then decided to take the film to Mr. Pattison who has a

" photographic studio in Coniston village (about one and a half miles
away) to be developed, although at the time no one thought it very
likely there would be anything on it. However, some time later, Mr.
pattison rang up very excited with the news: “There's something on it
and it looks like a flying saucer."

sure enough, there is a definhte saucer-shaped object on the
negative, which although out of focus, is clear enough for the three
balls, or "landing domes" to be distinguished, also a suggestion of
dark portholes, while the dark cone beneath is clearly visible.

Before announcing this, Doctor Darbishire cross-examined Stephen
very thoroughly, also Adrian, as he was well aware what trouble a hoax
could lead to both for himself and his entire family. However, both
boys stuck to their story and the Doctor said later; "I know Stephen
pretty well and I realised he was not lying. Nor do I believe two
boys of that age could possibly have faked such a negative." After
a family council it was decided that, come what may, this event was
too important to be suppressed, so Doctor parbishire picked up the 'phone.

The firs® pPress reaction was from the DAILY MAIL, who sent up an
investigator. The investigator was perfectly satisfied, as have been
all investigators, that the picture was genuine. The best the MAIL
could do to discredit it was a comment by their 'scientific corres-
pondent',. J. Stubbs Walker (who did not personally go to Coniston to
investigate) that under certain conditions ice crystals might produce
the appearance of a solid image-. It vvas not, however, explained how
an ice cloud should produce the exact image of a flying saucer complete
with dome, portholes and three-ball undercarriage -~ and a loud swish!
¥A little later, Al griffin of the Lancashire ®venihg Post, devoted a
*whole page to a well written and intelligent exposition of the occurr-

ence, reproducing both Stephen's and Adamski's photo's. for comparison.

Our own investigator travelled up to Coniston on February 23rd.
and was the guest of the Dparbishires for two and a half days. During
that time he was able to assess them pretty thoroughly as an intelli-
gent and responsible family who had long ago passed the stage of
spiritual adolescence. Oour investigator was taken up the mountain
by Stephen and the whole drama was re-enacted, the exact positions
established and the camera closely ezamined.
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It soon became apparent that the saucer could not have been more
than a hundred yards awny because immediately beyond the hillock the
ground dips slightly and then rises almost immediately in a steady
agscent to the summit of the 01ld Man. It was into this dip that the
saucer briefly descended.

Our investigator tried to establish what
mistake Stephen had made in the setting of
his camera, for Stephen was certain that he
had correctly focussed on ‘'infinity' some
time before the saucer came into view. It
was suspected that he had done one of two
things; either he had not pulled out the bel-
lows sufficiently, and thus produced an out- }w Tg;‘nf;,'¢l;””
of-focus picture, or he had set his exXposure Lisikis Mlephanis Ordwhig O
on '"bulb" instead of "1/25". The latter :
would have been very easy to doy, for with
this cheap type of camera a small movement of a single lever sets the
shutter at '7', 'B', '1/25' and '1/50' in that order. The lever
movement between 'B' and 1/25' is about 1/8" -~ and even had he had
the shutter properly set when preparing his photo. across ILake Coniston,
in all the excitement he could easily have moved it that small amount.
To try and establish what had happened, our investigator took several
exposures with the same camera, in the same place, using all these
different possibilities of shutter and bellows settings. Then the
results were compared with Stephen's original negative. The one
which, in exposure and appearance, most resembles the original; was
the one taken on 'bulb' at 'infinity!? - with about one second
exposure. In this one the foreground was blurred and the sky darkened
from cver-exposure almost identically with Stephen's picture.

A shot taken at 'infinity! at '1/26' with bellows improperly
extended produced a blurred effect but with a much lighter exposure.
This confirmed Stephen's view that he was sure he hnd extended the
bellows properly some minutes before the saucer was seen in order to
take a picture of distant ILake Coniston. Certainly it was more likely
that the sudden excitement caused his finger to slip and alter the
exposure setting, for, as was said, his original negative matches our *
'bulb' photo. in its degree of exposure. Therefore, we think we may
safely assume that his camera was correctly focussed and the bellows &
were fully extended but that he inadvertently snapped on 'bulb' instead
of 1/25th; a mistake very easily made with this type of cheap camera.

*

Our investigator thoroughly toured the district with Stephen and
explored the mountains both by car over impossible tracks, and on foot
when the tracks gave out entirely. The whole area is riddled with
0ld copper mines, deserted shafts and flooded tunnels. Maybe these
copper deposits are relevant, At the moment it is impossible to say.
But we note them here in case of future developments.

During the two days our investigator remained with the Darbishires,
Stephen never once contradicted himself. Although given his head and
encouraged to prattle to his heart's content, he made no remark or
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inadvertent slip suggestive of o hoax. our investigator was also
present during Stephen's questicning by four pressmen, who did their
subtle best to make him change his story or contradict some small
detail; he did not.

Stephen stated -~ confirmed by his parents - that he had never
read the boolk, "Flying Sauccrs Have ILanded", nor even an abridged
account of Adamski's experience, but he admitted that he had seen the
rhotograph of the Adamski sauvcer as published in 'Illustrated'’ on
September 30th, 1953, He said that although this saucer picture had
showed a saucer with three portholes in 2 row, the one he had seen
had four in a row. In his drawing he had cnly shown three, but as
it went away it turned slightly so that a fourth camc into view.

His guess was that it was a different type of saucer.

"hat he d4id not know is that in one of the UNPIBLISHED Adamski
phcto's. (the original of the frontispiece which had to be trimmed on
the right hand side for rcproduction) four portholes in a row are
clearly shown. He cculd not have known this!

This, on top of the other evidence, fully convinced our inves-
tigator that Stephen was not only telling the truth but also that he
had seen the same saucer (or an identical model) as Adamski.

While our investigator was with the family many things came out;
-things they were not tco willing to disclose. at first. It appenars
that Stephen was urged to zo up the hill by an incredibly strong
impulse; that he had no peace of mind until he had dcne so. His
mother stated that she had been exceptionally ill at ease that morning,
and as time went on she felt that "something terribly important was
going on outside", that she was sitting in thc house "while the universe
went by". She became impatient with tradesmen and callers, with,

-in fact, everyone and eveything that kept her indoors. Finally she
could bear it nc longer and had a weeping bout - a thing she very
seldom experiences, for she is normally of a tranquil dispogition.

Now, Gecrge Adamski, too, had strange premcnitions to gc into the
Californian desert, and there is a considerable resemblance between
Adamski's and Stephen's cxzperience - that irresistable urge to be at a
certain remote place - the silent approach of the saucer, its trans-
lucent appearance, its glinting in the sunlight, and its turning up
on edge when it went away. (Viz.:Plate 9 - PFPLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED) »

There is also that spiritual calm, and uncomplicated mentality
plus a high degree of common sense and intelligence in the Darbishire
household as in the Adamski houschold, again rather pointing to the
idea that it was the saucer that found them and not they the saucer -
as if perhaps the saucer people are picking certain advanced; but
uncomplicated souls to be their heralds; first an astronomer-
philosopher of sixty-two, now two schoolboys of thirteen and eight.
"ho next®

Finally, hoth Adamski's 2and Stephen's photographs were reduced
to the same scale and scientifically annlised on the drawing board by
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Mr. R. Cramp, M.S.I.A.; who thcen made a transparency out of Jtephen's
photon. and superimpcscd it upon a scale reconstructicn of the Adamski
saucer as it would appear if seen from exactly the same angle - the

two pictures fitted like a hand in a glove.

very well, Tet's not avoid the all important issue any longer.
If stephen is telling the truth, so is Adlamski. There are no two
ways about it. An”t not one of the experts who has examined Stephen, 4
his negatives, his family an? his story has suggestesl that he is not.

They
brightened and dimmed &gain, with a sort
of pulse beat. It madé no sound."

The DUBLINER published this stery, together with a request for
any confirmation. They got this. It had also been seen - for a
shorter period - by a Miss Marie Conmee, an acbress playing at the
Studio Theatre Club, Dublin.

The EMPIRE NEWS also published the story, tozether with the
comment that photographers had observed that such photographs could
be produced by waving a lighted candle, match or cigarette - in front
of the opened shutter in a darkened room. However, though we agzree
this is possible, the independent confirmation would seem to rule
out fakery in this instance.

Attention was attracted to it when a helicon- '
ter passed overhead. ("West Briton", - 4/3/54).

MARCH 17th.
MAT.AYA = An airborne "cigar" was reported flying hish above Xuala
Lumpur. The R.A.F, said they had no 'planes over the area.

MARCH 19th.

MHANGAMOA - New Zealand. At 2.35 p.m. a Whangamoa man heard a strange
noise - "a loud zooming" - and looked up, to see a round flat object of:
a whitish colour, which he thought to be about three or four hundred
feet up. It was turning over and descending with a tail of smoke. He
called two other men and they observed it for several minutes. It
appeared to remain stationary for a while, then gained height until no
longer visible, though the smoke trail took some time to disperse. At
Delaware Bay, some 5 miles from "hangamoa, three loud explosions were
heard, each followed by a loud swishing noise. After the third bang,
a spiral of white smoke appeared. ("Nelson Evening Mail" - 20/3/54).

MARCH 20th.

TTPINGTON - South Africa. Two women saw a red object, the shape of a
"huge ball" whizz between their house and a neighbour's, at 6 a.m.

It made a weird hissing sound, and remained at roof level, disappearing
in a southerly direction. At 10 a.m. the same day, another resident
and his two children s&w "what appeared to be a huge red balloon" shoot
across the sky from North to South. Very high up, it flew just beneath
the clouds and made no noise. ("sunday Times" S.A. - 21/3/54).

MARCH 24th.

N®RI.SON, N.Z. - At 10.40 a.m. a Mr. 3.C. Cole heard 3 swishing noises

and looked up to ses - at (he estimated) 4 or 5 thousand feet - a white *

shining object, with black sides, which swept down and then rose in an

arc towards the east. He called his wife from the house to see it as

it moved back across the S.W, sky at a tremendous speed. It then made

a complete circle and also zig-zagzed before disappearing behind trees.

It appeared to be able to change direction sharply without loss of speed.

MARCH 31lst.

The April 20th editicn of the "CAPT TIMES" (South Africa) carried
a feature item on its front page, shcwing what was claimed to have
been a flying saucer, photosraphed by a l6~year-old schoolboy, one
John de villiers, of Rondecbosch. A seccond photo. showed him standing
at the spot where the photo. was taken, with its position indicated by
his outstretched arm, and arrocws on the print. He told an absorbing
story, and detailed how it "hissed like hydraulic brakes heing applied."

On April 22nd the same paper published an item saying that the
boy's story was a hoax, and that the c¢hject he had photographed was a
wooden cigarette box which, suspended from a piece cf cotton, he photo-
graphed with the sky in the backarcund. The impression of speed was
-given by the box heing tossed about in the wind whilst the exposure
was made, He'd sent the nhcto. as a joke, not expecting to be inter-
viewed by renorters, but when he found he was in the news, felt he had
to carry it off. So he told his story! Finally, further checks by
reporters roused suspicicns, and he broke down and confessed to the
boax, The picture was aquite cleverly done, with a bright, cloudy sky
- and the "saucer" was just sufficiently similar to THE one to make it

Much of interest has occurred in the southwest recently
with regard to Flying Saucer enthusiastse. S0 much in fact, that
I feel such should be dealt with under separate headings:=-

TH? DESMOND TESLIE LECTIRES,

These took place in cardiff and Bristol on the 19th and 22nd of
February, and were extremely well recsived both by the Press and

the puhlic. In Cardiff some 250 people attended Mr. Leslie's talk

at the Temple of Light, Cathays, and thanks in the main are due to

the untiring efforts of Miss %.B. Knowlcs who aided by many interested
members of the local Theosophical Groups contributcd so much to the
success of the venture. In Bristol, more advance publicity was
soncht in that the Press were informed some weeks prior to the
TLecture, which was hcld at the Museum Tecture Theatre, and slso
Tockiers (the well-known Conccrt Booking Asency) were commissioned

to advertise the lccture and sell the tickets. Mr. ILesliec was kind
enough -~ through T. Werner ILaurie his publishers -~ to send some twenty
photogranhs dealing with the Adamski saucer, plus two fascinating
gtudio portraits of himself for show-case purposes, and these undoubt-
edly contributed a great deal to the success of the meeting, which weas
of course launched under the auspices of the B,F.S5.B. One very well-
knovn Bristol diarist even referred to Mr. Léslie as quote “"surely the
handsomest man ever to become involved in Flying Ssuccrs". The BBC.
were also extremely co-oparative, in that they interviewed Mr. Ieslie
at the home of Dr. and Mrs. Irving-Bell shortly after his arrival in
Bristoil, and the recording was sent out over the air the following
week-end in the popular "¥eek in the “fest" programme. Previous to
the lecture the B.B.C., also gave this up and coming young lecturer a
good build-up in the "Dizry of the West" programme. The local Press
also arrived on the scene for interview purposes, and Mr. Ieslie on
the morning prior to the mecting sisned autographs at "Georgss" the
well-knovm Bookshdp, vho for a weck previously had made a grand
display of ILeslie's now famous book "FPlying Saucers Have ILonded."

Our best hopes werc more than surpassed on the night of the lecture,
in that 425 people gained entrance to the hall to hear Mr. Ieslie
speak on the subject, whilst over 200 were turncd away! Following
on an hours absorbing talk, Mr. ILeslie answcred many questions over a
pericd of some threec—-quarters of an hour, in which he proved himsclf
morc than able to cope with & variety of questions fired at him from
2ll sides. He proved not only to have an exhaustive supply of data
on the subjcct, but that he possesses an immense amount of charm and
infectious humour. He was also gquick to point out that in many cases
he did not know the answers, in which case he did not permit himself
to be drnawn into senseless discussion. His urbane manner, charm-and
native wit, won him the favours of a largec and attentive audience who
went away I feel deevrly cngrossed with the very frscinmmbting subjsct of
Flying Saucers.
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Before completing his talk, Mr. Leslie mentioned that he
was proceeding straight north the next morning to investigate the
Coniston sauccr, which reccived a very unsntisfactory handling in
the Tondon newspapers, but which he fcelt surc was worthy of inves-
tigntion and that he would inform the Bureau as to his findings in
the near future. Following the closing down of thce meeting Mr.
Leslie was again besieged for his autograph by many people who had
brcught along their personal copics of his book. He then proceeded
to an ante-rcom where he was cine-filmed in company with the Officers
of the Bureau, by Mr. G.W. Watts who not only is a Committee member
of B,F.3.B, but the locnl Secretary of a Cine-club. A number of
photographs were also taken during the lecture.

VISIT OF MR, H.T. "WILKINS:

vany members have already doubtless heard that Mr. H.T. Wilkins has
written a bock called "Flying Sauccers on the Moon", and that this

was published in April by Peter Owen of London. On bechalf of the
-B.F.S.B. I therefore wrote to Mr. Wilkins with a view to getting

him to come to Bristol to lecture on the subjecty, in which case it

was proposed to requisition a much larger hall, it having been
established without doubt that more and morc pcople dnily crave for
facts on the subject. I regret to say however, that Mr. Wilkins
could not see his way clecar in accepting the Bureau's offer fcr
personal reasons, a reply which causcd intensce disappointment to the
Bristol members as a whole.

THE "®STON-SUPRR-MARY, TAP% RECORDING:

Thanks in the main to a very interested friend and member - our
President, Dr. Irving-Bell, myself and several others, were privi-
lezed to meet and converse with the very charming lady medium throush
whom the message was received. This recording is remarkable, and if
anything this is an understatement. It not only bears out all our
present knmowledge of the subject, but adds considerably to it, espec-
ially with regard to the purpcse of their visits, their intenticns,
and their probable future landings etc.

TH™ ALBERT K. BEND®WR RECORDING:

This again is a most fascinating rcecording, in that it not only gives
the ex-President and Founder of I.F.S.B., an opportunity of letting us
hear his own version of the closing dewn of the American Burcau, but
nlso goes on at great length with a lecture on Flying Saucers from the
lips of Cece Gardner one of America's foremost exponents on the subject.
This lecture was delivered at Ncw Haven, Connecticut, U,S.A. some months .
ago, and brings to light a number of very interesting saucer investi-
gntion details (especially re the Virginia Monster sighting) not
generally known in this country. It alsc zives some fascinnting

The sighting took place in
brocad daylight, said Keyhoe, who added that up till then it had been
kept secret.

THAT the Moon is being used as a "way station" for interplanet-
ary travellers 1s a suggestion that has been made by a number of
Saucer-scribes, Here Mr.wWwilkins goes into more detall than the mere
suggestion, however, and asserts that such 1s indeed the case. He
provides a wealth of detailed and documented evidence of weird mani-
festations on our satellite to back up his statement, Although this
is the section from which the book takes its name, it is, in fact
only part of one chapter in a work which is very wide in scope and
covers an enormous amount of ground - much of which has been hither-
to 1little mentioned., The various mysteries between the world wars,
the coming of the "Foo-fighters" in 1944, the gquestion of whether
the Saucerites have "spies" on the earth - and a host of other fas-
cinating facets of the ever-~deepening saucer-mystery.

The author also seems to have been able to obtain on-the-spot
reports of a number of sightings not before published, and eye-
witness accounts with much greater detail than hitherto of even the
well ~known ones, such as the Maury Island mystery, the Mantell affair
and so forth.

The inevitable chapter "Flying Saucers of Other Days" is sur-
pri®ing - and refreshing - in that, here again, new instances are
brought to light, and a large number of Ancient Roman writings are
chronicled, some of which describe incidents of astounding similar-
ity to some of our 'modern' saucers.

An unusual asvect is that we are warned that "one certain type
of 'saucer'" is NOT friendly, but definitely hostile! This is the
cigar- or spindle-shaped visitor which, says Mr.Wilkins, has been
responsible for various unexplained flres and other strange phenom-
ena, both in England and the United States.

After briefly mentioning "negative" or "contraterrene" matter,
and worlds of possibly another etheric type (we wish he had said
more - but possibly this asnect 1tself would be material enough for
another book) - again a rather sinister note is struck - and played
on, to some extent, throughout the book, 1n the chapters dealing
with odd and -~ to the purist - apparently extraneous matters. Es-
pecial attention is given to the mysterious eir disasters of recent
times, notably the "Comets". The whole tone of the book is, indeed
merkedly less lighthearted than other saucer chronicles, and it 1s
climaxed at the end by the suggestion that we earthians mey not be
allowed to enter space in our own clumsy way....

A book to be read - several times - and well digested, by
every "Saucerer", this is a very fine addition to the growing mass
of literature on 'our' subject - and one that in the space of one
brief page, 1t cannot be hoped fully to do justice.

The fireman was standing at the entrance, all the more atten-
tive to his duty because the Boussiron shelters a new transport
'plane, the prototype Hurel-pubois, with very long wings. with
his Dback to the contrete walls and well sheltered from the
mistral, the fireman was watching the multicoloured 1lights of
the runway.

Suddenly he observed, coming from the south, a machine -
"rounded and 1luminous" - which descended at moderate speed in
what he judged to be the direction of the runway. The machine
soon touched ground, bounced slightly several times.

Now, they were not expecting a 'plane at that time at Marign-
ane; perhaps it was one that had lost its way - some private
'plane with no radio on board. This had happened not long before
with an English 'plane.

With professional conscientiousness, the fireman alerted the
control Tower, but as he was 'phoning from inside, the machine
must have disappeared. The officer on duty went round the run-
ways with lights full on without finding anything.

All efforts by the jJjournalists to obtain information from
the airport staff proved quite fruitless, as the staff seemed
actually afraid to admit they knew anything.

Air-line and ex-RAF pilots discussed the saucers they had seen,
before an audience:r of 300 people, at Islington Central Library,in
London, on March 23rd. It was organised by Mr.Colin Hodgkinson,
Conservative Candidate for S.wW.Islington.

Two pilots described the cigar-shaped objects they had seen
(with illuminated windows, of the type that is now becoming so well
kriown to researchers) - and another told of how, when flying from
Creltenham to Croydon, he was over Esher ("miss?le-mile" area) when
hhis compass glass shattered, Later another pilot had told him that
there was a shinyr disc above his plane at the time.

Mr.Desmond Le&lie spoke on the subject of early sightings, and
also said that since 1946 there had been 10,000 sightings, of which
only 40% came from America - less than was genreally supposed.

Young Stephen Darbishire, who photographed the Coniston Saucer
(shown on our cover page) gave an account of the incident, and came
through a barrage of cross-examination with his evidence guite un-
shiaken, His younger cousin, Adrian - - aged eight - came forward,
end sdid in a clear voice: "I did see it, with Stephen'.

Mr.L.C.Cremp, M.S.I.A.* ( incidentally a member of the FS Club),
showed some of his drawings, comparing the Coniston and Ademski
ships, which (as mentioned in the Coniston report) he deduced by
analysis were the same model, if not the identical craft.
