Lt. Col. Aldo Visira dn Rosa, Director of "Centra de 
Pc:rquisas dn. Acronautica (Paro.iba) " says the object wns 
ooscribed by officials at Air Bnsc Grnvat.:Li ns "A non­
luminous shining obje ct , moving at grco.t speed. .Appenrcd 
stationary at great hcight o After n·timc a second object 
appeared near it. When Meteor nircraft prcpn:rud to take 
off in pcrsuit, the objects disappeared. Neither velocity 
nor height arc knov-m. The 'o.ngulnr velocity 1 1ms very grca t. " 
This hnp pcncd in Parte Alcgre. 

Ozorio:- Mchlbers of a local glidL1g club reported thnt 
they had cnncelled flights for the day O\T.ing to the presence 
of n "strange object" in the sky. lfujor Ivlagalhacs :Mota 
took off in n Meteor, but as soon ns he reached a good 
height, the disc or object disappeared. The Base CO(illllUnder

at Porta Alegre issued an official zeport on "strange bodies"

November 4th. 

"Correio do Foro" states that on 31st October at 8 p.m. 
at Lages in Sta. Catarina, Sr. Liberia Shamadoch saw a 

"flying disc which remained stationary for a few seconds, 
and then disappeared at "great velocity" towards the South." 
His vmole family also saw it. 

N overnber 8th. 

Sao Paulo: At sunset, people in the Proca Don Pedro II 
and vicinity snw an oval grey metallic object flying through 
the air. Reported by Civil Guards Torozio Riboiro do Campos 
and Ricardo Romoiro Lopes, who ·wore vvi tnesses of ·the 
occurrence. 

Eduardo Tr�visan ( photographer and designer) at 8.45 p.rn. 
on October 31st, 1954 saw a red globe over Santa liillria (Rio 
Grando do Sul). Soon by a number of other poopJle (unnamed) 
in the same city. When seen at 8.45 p.m. it -was red, but 
after making a slight movement it turned silvery-white. Mr. 
Trcvisan s ays "Also 3drniring the obj ect were Sr. Osvaldo 
Hcdciros, Prof. Lourdcs, Dias and her sister Diva and my 
friend Orlando Santos; also four journalists, Robinson Flares, 
Fclipe Monair, Antonio Abelin, nnd Gilbcrto Dornelles." 
Other witnesses were Srs. Dal ton Couto, Vcrnard Bueno, Paulo Alves 
Pinto, Manoel Machodo, Darcy Penha, and Davi Macchioni. Sr. 
Frederico Reich (of the Unias newspaper) reports that at Joao 
Pessoa, he saw a huge red ball in the sky, which left an 
incandescent trail v.,rhcn it moved. A few seconds later the 
electric current of the city suddenly went dovf.n and a strong 
glare showed in the sky. 

November 11th. 

Passengers of aircrnft PPP-1\ili which landed at the Santos 
Durnont Airport, Paraiba do Sul, declarcdi thnt they saw a 
"flight of flying discs". They wore 300 metres above the 
aircraft, which was piloted by Commandcr'Fcrroira of the

Further report by l.bjor l':I�.gnlhncs l'Iotto ( of the .Air Bnsc, 
Porto Alcgre) :- "On October 24th. Lt. Ernnni Fcrrnz cc:llcd 
me to look nt r: strr:ngo objec t in the sky. It vms circular 
silvery in colour, nnd surrounded by n hnlo. Height cstirnnted 
n t 40, 000 ft. H�!lf �n hour la t.�.r I SDY! it mor...ng D t high 
velocity much foster thon c;nythine I hnvc seen befor�. It 
covered 60° nrc in the sky in 7 to 10 sccondse It st8rted and 
stopped r.1oveuent very quickly. &:en through binoculnrs nt 
16.00 hrs. it oppcc.red rounded. 'llicrc '\70s no chDncc of 
confusing it with nny knovm celcstinl body. Also vvi tncss to 
the phcnoncnon were;- Lt. Bri to nnd Cr.pt. Cnrlos Gu:ir:1nrc:es, 
o.lso Third Set. Pc: ulo Goncrll vcs� .All this wns observed n t the 
srtBe ti!:.1e f ron diff2rcnt pnrts of the Bnsc by independent groups 
of personnel.

n. report by Capt. �ntonio Pyrrho: "On October 26th o.t 
1320 hrs., a strange circular object, grey in colour, trnvelling 
froo West to Enst et high velocity vms seen. On the sar.1e day 
at 2lc.30 hrs. nn orGnge-colourcd bnll was seen travelling fran 
East to West. 

Novcr.1ber 18th. 

On Novcr.1bcr 15th, 19.54, Sr. I'cc1ro Mclo dos Snntos, (acldress: 
Run Sno Frnncisco dD Prainh£',, No. 33), a v� m  cloudy dDy with 
drizzle and n fe eling of thunder, nt 21.00 hrs n strange lu�inous 
object uppcared suc1dcnly frOD behind a cloud. It. remained 

st�tionary in spnce for sor.1e hours, Dltering its intensity of 
light froa tiLle to tine. Half nn hour nftcr it appenrcd, nnother 
nppronchcc1 it and bee;nn ... anoeuvering nround it. The second one nlso 
varied in light intonsi ty and n t ti:-.1es e;.�i ttcd green lights fron 
its edge, appearing to be signnls of sODc sort. This continued 
until 2.3. 30 hrs. ·when they clisappenred. 

Nove��l1.:;cr 20th. 

Sno T'.sulo. On Nover.1ber 21st, 1954, the crew of the &ir-crnft 
T?/i�K ( or TI/.rtNG) of the "Nc:1cional" saw a flight (or fleet) of 
flying discs. The crew consisted of the pilot, rnulo Luiz 
Fereira, co-pilot Aronndo Broulio, radio operator Jose E. Caldeira 
Brant and Viccnt Bcnedi tD Marteloto. 

Aircraft took off fron Pnr.1pulha at 10. 30 hrs. ,;� t a 
height of 2,400 netro s, between Juiz de Forn, and I'icco clo Coutc 
the co-pilot called attention to a row of discs, ecitting light. 
They appeared to be aluuiniuD. Seen for about .30 seconds, they 
oadc off at a terrific speed about ljOOO metres below the aircraft 
nnd disappeared into a cloud. The dstiDated height of the discs 
was 1,400 uetres. The y nlv;ays rer:wi.ned the same distance apart, 
and appeared to be about 5 metres in' diameter. The pilot said 

he had seen sir.1ilar objects in the sky on other occasions. 

Sno 1aulo. 21st Novc1:1ber, 1954. ·· Cor.1r.1ander Giovani 
Ercoli, of the •tvAsrtt;·· · ( vfith 1,200 hrs ... flying experience as 
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a V.k.SI' instructor) vms flying his 'Scnndis ' · I'P/SQD and s avr a 

luoinous golden-coloured flyine Uisc over Cong�lhas. He and 
the co-pilot saw it above t he control tower. �t first it 
appeared to be stationary, then it began porfoming r8pid 
evolutions in front of the aircraft, sonetliJes very close. 
They reported to the Control To1:-ver. The olJject r.1ovec1 frcm 
North to South, r:wking frequent circuits. The aircrnft HDS 

kept on a stendy course by the auto-pilot, so thnt uovcuents 
observcc.1 in the "disc" could not have been C .. uo to the 
r.lOVOdcn t of the nircrnft. The whole cre\-r confirr.1 this report, 
also severnl pnsscngers who vrorc invi tcd to the cockpit to s cc 
the disc. 

Novcr.1bcr 30th. 

Sillltn hnria (Rio Grande do Sul). Lo.ree nur::ibcrs of 
people in Canobi sawn flying disc over the �ir Base at 
Snntn },iaria . A strange lur.1inous object, first seen by rnclio 
telegraphist .rlrquinodcs Fernancles nt 21.45 hrs. on Novor.1ber 
22n<l. fu sarr, nbovc a sruall ·wood of eucalyptus, vvhnt nppearcc1 
to be a thin lJlDck cloud. On looking r..1orc fixcill.y, he observed 
that the 'cloud' \�s an enorr.1ous black object, like n saucepan 
lid, nbout 50 uetrc s across. It ap::_Jenred to be re: sting on top 
of the trees. Fror:1 the s tation he vmtchcd the obje ct fron a 

vvindow until it started to DOVe off slowly, finally disappearing. 
On the upper p2rt \VDs what one rnght call a ttblo.ck-out li�ht". 

He telephoned I'orto Alegrc to report. This report is 
confimcd by Rubcn li2chnc-c·· vvho saw fron his hotel window 
at nidnight a luminous object lareer than the noon, disai;pearing 
towards the North. 

Jurandir Fcrroira, radio-telegraphist at Varig, saw a disc 
over the air Bnsc, at a heir;ht v1hich r.1acJ.e it appenr the size 
of n football. He called 1:Tr. Eloy l.iartins, ·who confirr1s the 
prcs�nce of the obj ect. It y,as very high up, shiny colour, and 
phosphorescont. After uaking a series of movcoents, it 
disappeared to\vurus the North. 



Sr. Jorio Holandn Ch� con , living in Olindn (Recifc) 
sni;7 o "flying di se 11 ovol object vrhich cr.mc dorvn and 
r2nnincd nbout 30 uinutcs. It svrun3 cbout like n pcndulm�, 
finr,lly disnppeoring nt high speed. 

fror.1 "COR.r.'ITIO D.A lwWJ.ti" DccciJbc:r 29th. 

Tho Supc:rintcndcnt of Congcnhns ilirport , Jorgc Mnrqucs 
Azcvcndo, took stc:tcments f ra.1l-ii:igucl Jc.bour, 0/C Control 
Tower; nnd his two nssistcnts Jose· de Souzn Lima nnd Jose 

Cz-trdose do }.�irnndr.. They st:-- ted thnt tha "object" 
nppc[trcd over CongonhQs for o few minutes. It wns 
described by Jose de Souz c Lim-e-. .:.1s ";:.1n enormous, 
int�nscly luminous object which suddenly npponrcd cbout 
three o'clock on Sunfu.y, going South W0st. They ostlin[.tcd 
it distc.ncc c�s 800 to ·1000 metres, and its di[.mcter os 
0bout 25 metres. It vvns quite opnque. It omi ttcd jets 
of light befor..:.: fin� ! lly disnppec. ring.

Flying Saucers Hnmting Southern Stntes of Brnzil. Parann 
Police chiof beholds flying saucer on looking out of his window 
nnd n Rio Grnnde do Sul fnrmcr received flying snuccr men nt 
him home. 

Lnst week the people of S2o Paulo snw a flying saucer. 
They saw the .!"iir Force chasing it, but they dic3n' t sec tho kill 
since the snuccr vms n bit beyond the range of the :Meteor jet 
plnne - it \VDS the planet Venus! 

Novr from Curi tibn the chief of that stolid nnd 
traditionally unimaginntive body, the police force, Col. CarlO� 
Assuncnc has stntcd: "Yesterday (Tuesday) v-rhile I was standing 
!zy the window in my house vri th my vvifo and son I snv� an object 
of reddish c olour and nt the snmc time a bit bluish. It rushed 
ncross the sky nt incredible speed but I vms nble to s ee thnt it 
v-m s circular in sha pc. n 

A few CJL;ys enrlier an even stranger hnppening occurred. 
FarQ0r Olviro Co sta RQsn practically hnd the crew of a flying 
saucer to ton. Fifty ycnr old Fanner Costa li vcs about two 
miles outside Vonnncio i�ircs in the stntc of Rio Grande do Sul. 
On Thursday about·fivc o'clock in the evening he noticed a 

strange object in his fields and ho decided to investigate. 
Indeed it wns a strange object - a glistening yellovr metal 
apparatus about 50 feet in diameter with three openings on top. 
Without seeing exactly how they managed it, fnrmer Costa suddenly 
perceived t\ro beings, - a third stayed on board - Clcsccnd from 
the apparntus. They hnd long hair and "faces of dcnd people" 
and wore overalls. The two creY� man e xamined some b&rbcd vrire, 
then gra bbod some maize and banns and headed back to their ship. 
This took nbout three minutes and Farmer Costa not iced thnt the 
appnrntus rennined suspended stntionary about uvo feet nbove 
the ground. As soon as the tvro crev-�en hnd returned on 
board with their unpnid food the appnrntus shot up -vertically 
and then disnppeElrod to the West. While it was rising it nade 
a noise "like a scvring r.1achincn and gave off a strong smell of 
coal. 
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:&.rraer Costn wss unu.blc to find. any trace of his stre1ngc 
visitors ns evidence.
