"Heavenly S igns s een at Norwich in 1 591 - An  extraordinary appearance 
of certain signs in the heavens ( suns , c ircles ,St . Andrew' s cro s s e s  etc .� 
is recorded as having taken place on April 23rd(St . George 1 s  Day)at Nor­
wich . Simultaneously these signs are said to have appeared at Paris . A 
learned interpretation of these phenomena was put forward in a small Svo 
publication· dating from Ro�e in the same year by one Alphonso Ciacone , 
under the title ' De S ignis Sanctissimae Crucis quae diversi e  olim orbus 
regionibus , et nuper hoc anno 1 591 , in Gallia et Anglia divinitus o stensa
