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THE PHAN'liOM SHIP AND THE UFO 
*** ******* **** **fr:***' * ** 

Pe�er Rogorson 
Among the archetypal themes of folklore which has ho.d a mo1..·I.J.ing influence 
on the UFO myth9 is that of the 'Ship of Souls', the phantom ship, which 
sail s in the clouds, nnd ferries the dead t o  the wastern paradisoo 
The ·trnd.i t:Lon of this aeriel ship existed throughout Europe until the 
eightee11th.nnd enrly nineteenth centuries, and either arose spontaneously 
or was cc.rried by Europeo.n imilligr:-'.nt? to North Amorioo.·. There ar0 reasons 
t.-o believe that ·the ideo. · ·is of very great antiquity . It has provided the 
bnsis for the legend of the "Flying Dutchmnn "9 c.nd cert.::.inly many_ features 
of the myth o.re to· be found in the 1897 Girship report s. 
In . Britnin phantom ship legends were cspecinlly.coomon.in Cornwall. As late 

,. ns the· eighteenth century phnntom ships were snid to hr>.vq been so.iling in 
the clouds above .Porthcurro Harbour (1 ), In the constnl area of Y orkshire 
"the clouds D:t oven sometimes -tnko on the foro of [!. ship, and the peopl e 
c2-ll it Nonh' s Ark9 nnd observe if it point s Humber-wo.y.s· as a vioather pro­
gnostic" (1 )·6 In . l743 nt Porbio·nec�r Holyhead a :farmer snw this D.eriel 
ship; it resembl ed o. po.cket-ship9 and w;:r.s,sc.iling in the clouds (293 ). Tho

"A strnnge story comes fron the· BL1.y of :B,undy that ships have been 
· seen. in the nir o • • Mr Bc.rrow stntea that they were said to be 
seen nt New Mines near Mr Ratchfords 9  by a girl about sunrise. 
The giri cried out9 nnd two men who were in the house cnme out 

-··.'and snw them. There wer.e a. bout fifteen ships, and a man forward 
with his hnnd stretched out. They onde the eastward •. Th.ey were

Strange stories wore told . .of this neri['..l crow. It wns sn.id that they were 
drowned by the l"ir, ns [', humnn snilor .wns drowne� by the sea. Irish legends 
told of persons at worship who snw D.n ��r.inl ship, whose anchor beco.me 
C·�-ught in the church. lfucn n snilor was. scrJ.'t down to free it 9 he was soon 
gr'.sping for air like a drowning snilor, so tho.t the anchor hnd to be cut:. 
and he wns taken on bo['.rd ago.in (6 ). Gervcdso  of Tilbury.(7. ).1{old a similar 
tnle set in Engl�nd ( 1 )  •. What is especic.lly interesting· �o ri9te is thnt a 
like incident :set in Merkol, .Texo.s nppenrod ·in the Houston.

· of tho archtypal thmno of o·ternal unrest caused by the violation of a. taboo, 
the myth of tho Wandering Jew� The crime of the captain of the Dutchman 
w&s in violnt.ing a tn.boo of· tho sea, a. crime wmich brought down tho Guardian 

· Spirit of. the oceans. This· figure· was perhaps a. sea godcss such as o.ppoe..red 
to Capt['�in Brown of the 1Usk' and ordered hin to return to port ( 23 ,  24). 
As the phanton sh ip passes there is sor.1otines tho sound of wild carousing. 
Such jolli tios wer.e a.lso associated with the 1897 airship, as testified by 

·willia.f.l McGivoron of Pino La];co (R 33) o.oong others. Otpcir witnossos of tho 
nirship howovor hoard ·"religious songs"· and· alleged . that tho occupants
