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) More and more attention is being devoted to reports of
alleged landings of UI'Os and parbmcularly to those in which the
witnesses claim some sort of conbact with the occupants of the craft.
This viatal aspect of our subject w2 ll, we understand, be examined
in great detail in the forthcoiling spe01al issue of Flylng Saucer
Review. It is at present being hrought to the attention of the
general public by the zeriaiizaticn of the sensational case of Mr
and Mrs Barney ﬂlLl, jin the American "Look" magazine and in the
"Sunday Mirror."

At this stage in “he U0 mystery it is of course right that
we should concentrate on this aspect, for the rcasons we outlined
in the August lesue or thig Bulletin. There are , however, sone
pitfalls. Mysterious objects ceein flashing across the sky at great
heights are one thing. They could be flying saucers, but there are
many other possible expianations for most of these sightings. They
generally excite only academic interest. On the other hand, stories
of UFOs and their occupants seen on the ground at close range are
liable to generate more heat than light. Remarkably few students of
the subject have imanaged to consider these reports coolly and
objectively. When it comes w0 the possibility of contact with a
superior civilization. it seems there are very few people who do
not have some sort of oxe to griad.

In his Eiicorial ‘n the S ving, 1 60, issue of BUFORA
Journal, Dr J.Clearv-Baker repocted: ”Wot long ago I delivered a.
lecture to an audience cowmposed Tergely of Association members, in
which I ventured to suy @8 that Che UFOK: or some of them, might
be piloted by beings whe ar: illndifgoDﬁd towards humanity. Cne
might compere thea f“u“ cf’ my o b servations on my audience to that
which would be rroduced 77 a vizaw climbed into his pulpit one
Sunday morninc and lanrched ‘nto wre guestionable stanzas of 'Eskimno
Nell:id" '

Thiis deep-rcoted desire. by many ufologists, to believe
that not only are UFGs »eai. huc chat theilr occupants are friendly
and are herc to help us has for lcong stood in the way of any serious
investigation or discussion of the more important landing reports
by many groups. Time which should be swen®t in critical examination
and analysis of These repeorts 1s wasted in enthusing over the
fatuities served vu» by -rarious "cosnic philcsophers'" and '"new-age"
thinkers., Sorie grouns sven Tevm rezeption committees to welcome the
space peonle if. the‘ snowld choosec to accept this hospitality.
(Have these - poopla VOW)idov“h v jender, that if our governments
were to accept, cpe qvv ey o““b_JJbe, that these people actually
exist, that tne arvivities of tnene committees might be regarded.
as treasonablef)

could conceivably be coerO‘, buu oo, at ths stdge, could others.
It is important that we should not inhibit the progress of our
investigations by taking a parL*cqur hypcthesis 2nd persuading
ourselves to believo in tt, & ‘1fo“y th=t receives too little
consideration 18 thn *ﬁ"”"%"“'t" that all these landing reports
and contact exper crices may ne whol_y, or mainly, a psychological
phenomenon, thz preclse rnatare of which is not, at present, fully
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understood., If this theory were properly developed and applied o
" carefully to these cases, any which withstood the test would assume

a new importance and significance. If it became clear that this
unpopular theory was entirely unworkable we would be one step

nearer the final proof. And if the theory should prove consistent

and reliable? =--- Hard luck!

BUFORA NORTHERN CONFERENCE

The BUFORA Northern Confwrence was held at the Textile Hall,
Bradford, on September 10th., The event was efficiently organized by
the Halifax Branch of BUFORA. To those who have never attenpted to
organize an event of this nature it nay seem a sinple task, but in
reality there is rnmuch unobtrusive work involved. The nembers of the
Halifax Branch well descrve the gratitude of all who attended this .
neeting.

The proceedings opened with an informal get-together.
Displays of UFO nagazines and photographs provided useful conversation
pieces and coffee was served.

Lfter lunch came the talk by Arthur Shuttlewood of the
Warninster Journal, who for two solid hours recounted his incredible
tale of events in Warminster. This was followed by a panel
discussion. On the panel were Alan W.Sharp, B.Sc., B.Eng., F.G.S.,
F.R.1eS.y J.Leslie Otley, L.R.P.S., Editor of "Orbit," J.Cleary-
Baker, Ph.D., Editor of "BUFOR. Journal," and Stephen Smith, B.l.,
Hon. Treasurer of BUFOR.. The Chairman was Malcolm Bull, Chairman
of the Halifax Branch of BUFOR... *

The main topics which were raised in the discussion were
contact claims, the Charlton crater, Warminster and the 0ldfields!
"spaceship" filn.

An interesting idea emerged during the discussion on
contact clains. Stephen Smith said that each clainm should be
considered in the same way as the police consider a murder charge,
which led Dr Cleary=-Baker to suggest mock trials of claiments,
conplete with prosecution and defence. .

On Warminster, sceptic ..lan Sharp said he had been there
but had drawn a blank. What had inpressed him was its proxinity to
an Amy range and other local features which might give rise to
unusual phenormiena. He agreed, though, that there were aspects which
deserved further investigation. A

Several questions revealed that the Charlton crate
controversy is still going strong and that the BBC!s explanation of
Mrs Oldfield!'s cine film does not satisfy everybody - least of all
Mr and Mrs 0Oldfield.,

After the symposiun the conference ended with infornal
discussions. It is hoped that it will be possible to organize such
events more often,
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W BMINSTER'S CONT.CTLE

As the audience settled down to listen to Arthur Shuttle-
wood'!s lecture at the Bradford Conference, no doubt nany were
expecting nerely a sort of roundup of the sightings and incidents
which have occurred there, If so, they were due for a shock.

His talk began reasonably enough, with details of some of
the better known incidents which focussed public attention on
Warninster. He said he hnd not ser.ously considered UFOs until
Septenber’ 28th, 1965, when he saw one hinself, He attacked the cynics
who alleged that the whole business wns deliberately cooked up to act
as a tourist attraction, He 2lso v:nted his spleen on the editors of
the national necwspeapers. He claiined that a representative of one of
thenn (not naned) had offered hin £500 for a UFO photograph, saying
that it didn't nmatter whether it was gcnuine or faked,

Then he went on to assert that he had seen 288 UFOs since
February and had obtsnined over 70 photographs of therm in the sane
period. '"Witnesses have cane to Warninster, knowing we can guarantec
a sighting," he said,

Mr Shuttlewood does hiz saucer spotting on a hill near
Warninster. He claims ©o have spent every clear night there since
February of this year, equippned with canerr =nd telescope, sonctines
alone, sonetines accompanied by other sky-watchers. Indeed, a friend
of his is said to have sighted no fewer than 322 UFOs. Out of
Warninster's population of 11,000, over 800 are said to have seen
UFOs., Sceptics see and are 'converted.'”

There is nuch more to 1t, though, than just looking out
for UFCs and listenttng for the "Warninster sound." There are the
space pcople themselves, "By next May," says Shuttlewood, "the
whole world will have to believe in the people above," Fron what
he has heard and "sensed" he is certain they (the space people)
can rionitor our thoughts. Not content with merely monltorlng his
thoughts, however, the spacemnen have taken to ringing him up on
the telephone. They are hunan and nore evolved than us and they
are concerned about us. They wear balaclava helnets and they are
getting into the habit of hurling themselves in front of notor cars
on lonely roads near Warninster. When the shaken drivers get out
they vanish. This alariniing procedu "e is apparently intended to
convey a riessage; Li .uecdans ‘Dun't you cormmit mass slaughter.,'

To convert pcople they sonmetlimes use unconventional
electrical nethods. However, they -re not "extrovert'" unless they
want to convert you.

They are '"the greatcst levellers of society." They arc
also sinccre. Shustlewood, too, is sincerc. "I am as sincere as
you arc," he told us.

Therc was i1much nore - he spoke for two hours. The foregoing
is just a brief swwary, Sone will say we are being unfair to
Shuttlewood with our sceptical, tongue-in-check approach. But never
nind, sone other UFC nagszine will dquite likely print an account
describing the lecture as "thrilling and inspiring". If we may say
one thing in favour of the lectiure = a number of nenbers of the
audience found it very amusing, but werc too polite to laugh out loud.

Ls a result of the activities of rthur Shuttlewood,
confusion about what really goes on at Warminster has 1ncreﬁsed For
exanple, there is the Cradel Hil!l incident of Jugust 17th. Present
were XArthur Shuttlewood. fileen Buckle, “halrwan of BUFOR..'s
Contact Section and Philip Rodgers. Mr Shuttlewood alleged that a
UFO was seen and landed in a fizld for a few noments. There arc at
least two published accountc to date, They give rather different
impressions of the incident. Or= account gives the inpression that
the UFO was brought down by Shuttlewood flashing signés frona a
torch and the other suggests that the witnesses were probably
nistaken. Other, verbal accounts that we have heard allege that it
was cooked up by Shutﬁl<wood, Wil 10 with Miss Buckle, was watching a
satellite, then suddenly pointed in the opposite direction and
chascd after the alleged UFC. It seens that only Shuttlewood actually
claimned to have scen 1t land and then only for a few seconds.

From other accounts it scems that Shuttlewood!s usual
technique is to point out a satellite, calling it a UFO. Then, when
the satellite disappcars in the eartht!s shedow he directs the observer's
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attention to a nearby star and says that the UFO is now hovering. It
also seenms that he nanages to generate a great deal of excitcment on
these skywatches and impresses people with his charm and apparent
sincerity to such an extent that stars and satellites become magically
transforried into flying saucers. ‘ '

There are, of coursc, a numnber of unexplained sightings and
other incidents in the Warminster area, but to suggest that genuine
UFOs are to be scen night after night there is a gross exaggeration.
If this were so, the nystery would be practically solved by now. More
sophisticated instruments than simple careras and telescopes would
have been brought to bear on the objects. The light from thex would
have been analysed and full details of their flight characteristics,
etc., would be known. There would be a mass of useful data for the
scientists to work on. So far there is nothing of the sort.

Whether Mr Shuttlewood has made up the more fantastic
details of his story, either to make money, or to enjoy the resulting
notoriety, or whether he has got himself into the state in which he
honestly believes that all the fantastic things he describes are really
happening, readers rmust judge for themselves. However, anyone who
belicved cevery word of his Bradford lecture nmust indeced be a credulous
person, We look forward to rcevicwing his forthcoring book, '"The
Warninster Sighting," to be published by Neville Spearman Ltd.
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TYP i I UF O REZEPORTS
COLOR,.DOy U.S.i. Daniels Park, Denver =~  April 8th, 1966

Six 17-year=-olds, threc boys and three girls, having an
evening picnic in Daniels Park, south of Denver, reported to police
that they had seen apparently hovering red, blue and white lights,
accoripanied by a series of pulsating buzzing sounds which began
about 21,30 C.S.T.

The witnesses were cating in a park shelter when the
girls reported hearing '"footsteps" on the roof. The threc boys went
to investigate and while they were gone the girls said they saw "...
a man, about 6! 3" or 4" in front of the shelter and wearing what
looked like a long black or brown raincoat.” When the boys returncd
the footsteps were heard again and the group decided to lecave,

‘As they apnroached their car they heard a buzzing sound which
secnned to be all around them. It was then that they saw the lights.
They got into their car and started to leave, While leaving the
park they saw " a black, football-shaped object with lights on both
ends, and a large red light on the bottom," following them. (This can
be comparcd with the famous Michigan UFO which was explaincd away as
marsh gas.,) Their car engine started to die and the radio, which was
on at the time, produccd nothing but static. While leaving the park
they observed two nore identical UFOs about a block away from then.
i.s soon as the witnesses left the park area, the UI'O that had been
trailing then stopped and slowly floated back into the park. Then
the car resuried its nornal operation and the radio was normal. They
then drove to policc hcadquarters to rcecport what they had secn. The
palice were reported to have been impressed by their storye.

TYPE I UFO REPORTS -
| INVESTIG..TION, RESE:RCH .ND HYPOTHESES

The rcsponse to our appeal, in the Lugust issue of the
Bulletin, for inforimation on investigation and research into "Type I"
UFO renorts was disappointing. This seems to indicate that very few
ufologists are interested in seriou research of this kind.

However, interest in carrying out a determined attack on these
reports, in the belief thst they are the most significant, is gradually ,
incrensing. 1so, psycholegy is being brought in more and riore as an
aid in evaluating these repcrtcs.

L letter from Jacques Bonabot of C.E.S...G. (Belgiumn)
raised sone interesting points. One of these was the effect of the
presence of UFCs on dogs, Several landing reports mention the recactions
of dogs. M.Bonabot also nentions some reports from South /merica which
refer to observations of UI'0s which seem to give light which does
not cause shadows. In thie ccanection 1t 1s interesting to note that
ifffaccountm of the Denver incident (Page L4) published in the May-June
l9g6 issue of Probe- the Ccontroversial Phenomena Magazine, one of the
witnesses 1s quoted as c¢aying of the UFO: "The funny thing is, the
light did not reflect in 0y resw-view nirror."

Does anyonc have any ildeas on the significance - physical
or psychological ~ of such observations?

The nystery began on uguaot 21lst, when the bodies of two
men were found in a Rilitop clearing near Niteroi, Brazil. (Niteroi
is across the bay from Ric de Janeiro.) Two lead half-masks, for
covering the upper nalf of the face, and strange, partially coded
notes were found beside. Ltz bodices.

The two men were identified as Manuel Pereira do Cruz, agrd
32, and Miguel Jose Viana, aged 3%. They were both radio and television
technicians. /.ccording to an avtopsy renort they died from stopnage
of the heart. There was no aonercrt corse of this. The men had been
dead for about four daygs when they were fouad,

A matheriatician repoirizd that part of the notes contained
only the ohnm equation (dealiny with rshe strength of electric current)
and the rest was unintelligibls.

4 number of people came feiwarda auring the investigation
with reports of an ovsl, orange coloured object hovering over the
top of the hill. One woiman reported szeing the object at the time
the men went up the hilliside. The affair was investigated by local
detectives and experts fron Iio de Janciro with the help of troops and
the Brazilian Information Sevvice. & welrd array of theorics ieere was
considered including rnuvder, saicuide, siuggling, sorcery, spiritualisn,
attenpts to contact the Mavtians, atmospheric clectricity and radio
waves. .. man who reportcd that the men had been trying to contact the.
planet Mars was held by policc for guestioning. This man was said to
have exercised a powerful influence over the dead men and to have
owed them noncy. ..ccording to or.e reporc, a man and a worlan were
arrested in connection with the case. The nen werc said to have had .

a great deal of roney with them wher “hey went up the hillside. The
notes found on their bodies indicated that they had "taken orange
capsules" and werc '"waitins “or the nromised sign.!

When detectives searched Miguel Viana's workshop they found
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lead fron which the masks were apparently made, and a book on
scientific spiritualism, with marked passages referring to masks and
intense rays-of light. .

The police eventually called off their investigations,
having failed to solve the mystery. Detective Idovan Ferrcira, who
led the investigations said: "I have no doubt they died of an
experinent with psychic forces, for which they were ill-prepared and
which turncd out to be fatal."

But we in Sky Scouts
are of the general opinion that most are friendly, though it is not

‘(perhaps the ones which have not had books written about them have

a slightly greater chance of being genuine). I belicve the recent
"Yanmski" case to be true, though this is only a personal opinion, of
coursce," = =oe-

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RECENT BOOKS

OTH?%/WORLDS THE'N CURS by C.Maxwcll Cade -~ Museum Press, London

This, onc of the latest books to draw attention to the
increcasing anount of scientific experiimentation and speculation on
the possibility of life on other planets, adopts a less conventional
approach to the subject than riost other, similar works.,

Those who recognize the author'!s n=me as that of the
scientific consultant to Flying Saucer Revicw will not be disapnointed
if they hope to see sone serious renarks about UFOs,., isven so, while
professing a proper degrec of scepticism and scientific caution, he
prefers to regard the sighting of an object over London on ..ugust 1lst,
1963, as quitc inexplicable, cven though the photograph and description

;published indicate that it was a balloon with scientific instruments

attacheds Certainly there is nothing inconsistent with the sighting
of a rescarch balloon in the description given. On the other hand, he
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writes off the famous Papua cightings as "Just too unreliable to
qualify as evi&dence." :

In his introduction thc author makes a plea for less .
bigotry in science and religion, and the following chapters maintain
‘an open-riinded approach which makes a welcome change from some of the
more strait-laced treatises on the cubject of extraterrestrial lifc.
Doubtless, though, this will cause the book to be regarded as beyond
the Pale by most of the scientific pundits. _ i

There is an interesting chapter on the history of speculation
about life on other worlds, followed by a review of various theories of
the origin of life on earth, This Z<ads on to a discussion on the
evolution of intelligence and the controversial subject of psychical
research.

Most of the other topics arc decalt-with in other books on
the subject, but this does not lessen their intercst, as these are
ficlds in which important facts are continually being discovered
and theories and opinions constantly changing.

In the last chapter the author expresses soric pessinisn
over the eventual future of the hunan race if we should ever be
taken over by extraterrestrial beings. It may turn out, he suggecsts,
that such beings rnay be mechanical rather than biological in nature -
a race of intelligent robots which gradually took over from their
biological precursors. In support of this notion he points out how
computors are becoming nore efficient and capable of performning
ever more complex tasks and he @&nvisages the possipility of this
process having been carried to its logical conclusion, somewhere in
the galaxy.

This book provides useful background material for
ufologists and plenty of food for thought.

STR..NGERS FROM TiHit SKIES by Brad Steciger ..ward Books, New York

This very rcadable paperback gives a number of detailed
accounts of some of the nore spectacular UFO incidents. The narrative
begins with a dramatised reconstruction of an incident which is
alleged to have occurred in /rgentina in 1963,-when a family claimed
to have been besieged in their ranch-house for over forty minutes by
several UFOs which shors weird beams of "tingling' light at them,
while thelr occupants busied themsclves at some mysterious task on
a nearby railway track.

inthusiaste will read of several familiar incidents,
including the Peapua sighting, the Warminster "Thing" and the UFO
that fell into a river at Iguapce, Brazil. Other stories nay be less
familiar to many - for e¢xample the horrifying account of two young
Swedes who claimed that the occupants of a UFO tried to kidnap thenm
as they nade their way horne one foggy night in 1958. The UFO
occupants were described as being "like globs of animated jelly."

Recaders are brought up to date in the final chapters with
accounts of the dxeter, New Hanpshire, sightings of 1965 and this
year's Michigan flap. The bock ends by discussing the attitudes of
the US ..ir Force to the UFOs,

This book is especially te be recommended to people who
are just beginning to take an intercst in UF0Os and want an interesting,
up-to-date resume of the subject. iJlustiated by several good
exanples of the sort of problems we are up againste.
