The reviews of the BUFOR!. Annual General Meeting by R.D • 

Hughes and Paul Hopkins had a rather mixed reception. Some of the 
points they raised are dealt with in letters published in this i s sue • 

There remain, however, some details to be cleared up. 
I have noted that some.pcople read the articles literally and took 
them to be· an attack on BlJFOR.t_ by HUFORG. This is not so. The 1vri ter s 
were merely giving their personRl impressions of the meeting. During 
the past year this Bulletin has printed the opinions of contributors 
and correspondents virtually uncensored. This is sir�1ply because it 
is merely an ·infori!lal ne1.vs- sh�ot which HUFORG L1er:1ber s and other 
recipients use as a platf.or1�1 to air their views as frankly as they 
-v.rish, on their own rcsponsibili ty nnd in their favourite li tcrary 
style'S.

-vri th the general opinions of it expressed by Hughes and Hopkins o 

However, there: did not seen to bs anything wrong with the organ'isntion 
of the neeting. Had I written the review I would have criticised the 
audience. It was pai·nfully obvious that :most of them Here there for 
the purpose of .reinforcing thGir U:J�1cri ·cical belief in the flying 
saucers and their alleged denizens. The very air was thick with easy 
credulity. 

I did not agree, though, with every criticism oado by 
our contributors. Like Gilbert's Lord High ii:xecutioner, "I've got a 
little listn of people - ufologists - vlho 11never \A!ould be Elissed, 11 

but Nigel Stephenson is not included in it. His talk was the r·1ost 
positive and. objective of the meeting. (Hhether it was boring Gr 
not is not important.) He managed to sho1-�r us that the basic v.rork of 
the scri·ous ufol ogi st consists nain.ly of a routine sifting� sorting 
and evaluation of .)asic datd. Throughout his talk he continuously, 

. but unobtrusively, _emphasized the need for a cold, ob,jecti ve 
appraisal of the various sightings. Indsed, Nigel Stephenson is one 
of the dedicated handful of ufolog.ists v1ho keep BUFOR/_ on the r0.ils. 

h1hen· considering the criticisms of Hughes and Hopkins it 
should be borne in mind that BUFOn.L·- is supposed to be dedicated to 
the scientific study of the u�,O problem. In reality, though, 
anyone 1vho is willing to fork out the 21/- subscription can becorJc 
·a r;1er:1ber and any group of enthusiasts -vrho call thenselves a UFO 
organisation can become affiliated (in actual practice, if 

·
not in 

theory). The result of this is that BUFO R .. .'_ seems to some of us to 
consist of a handful of talented people wasting their precious spare 
time pandering to the prejudices of a crowd of armchair ufologists 
and sone notorious cranks.

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Those who f8.vour leaving things as they are present tvro 
m ain arguments. Firstly, a large nel-:J.be rship is requir e d  in order to 
p rovide the� necessary finc=tnce to carry out basic research and. 

investigation s. It is �lso desirable to affiliate with as many local 

group s as possible in order to get a good coverage of the country 
to facilitate the collection of basic UFO d�t a. Socondly, supportGrs 
of th e status quo argue that ufology is such a strang e and unusual 
subject thnt all shades of opinion Md all ideas, ho-vrever i,,iilcl they 
�ay seen , should be tolerated. 

On the other hand, the re arc the more scientific types 
-v;ho denand that BtJFOR"''· t s n.pproach to the sub j ect should be - and 
should be soen to be - rigorously objective and that those 'ilio are 
unable or un-vrilling to live up to this ideal should be denied 
recognition and excluded fron pRrticipa.tion in the nffnirs of BUFOH_�_., 

This sort of controversy is not, of course, new to 
BUFOR..'" or, indeed, to practically any other UFO organisr:.tion. If 
readers h ave · MY idens as to ho1tr UFC org anisations in general should 
be run, rhat their policy should be and under �vhat conditions 
people should be accepted as ueubers, I would be pleased to hear 
about th•3r:1.

It is· not BUFORA 1 s policy to financ e  the London meetings frorH 
out of the subscripJ�ions of those members living too far from 
London to come to the mee tings ; but they have to be financud 
someho1.v. Thus to pay for the room-hire \vO are f orce d to use the 
t e mporary membership d e vice that Mr Hopkins so objects to. 

Your other cont ributor, Hr Hughe s, cl e arly did not 
follow the Journal debate very clos el y. The out come of the di s cuss i ons 
was a deci sion to keep the Journ al as a q�arterl y publi cati on . Of 
course the Journ al of the future will o nly be as good as the 
contributions �ii thin its pages.

origin are visiting the Earth� 
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Broadly speaking, Hr Cramp's not inconsiderable volume 
is dirided into tvro sections. 

The first of these examines some physical· considerations 
whilst the second.consists of ton analyses of allegedly corroborative 
evidence. 

The book finishes with t1vo chapters eriti tled respectively 
"The Bi-field Theory11 and11Vindication of a Scout S hip,lf which do not 
add much weight to the argQ�ent. . 

It is, of �ourse, quite true to say that many ideas : 

"I.AJ"hich at one tine seemed preposterous have later becor:1e accepted as 
everyday matters of fact and are now firmly established in the 
ever-growing corpus of systematised. knowledge which we call 
science. Nevertheless one must beware of a too uncritical 
aC.C€1ptance of novel theories, even in this age of rapid discovery" 

The main objection to the postulate of variable G, which 
is implicit in Hr Cramp1s theory (p. 116 ) ,  is that it seems to ·have 
no rig.orous mathematical or laboratory sup:1ort and is indeed at 
variance with what is knovm about gravity. For example; the ·value o"f 
the constant of gravitation is determinable with fair accuracy in 
the laboratory (Cavendish and Boys) and is always positive, never 
negative and is constant within the lin1i t s of experimental er_ror, 
irrespective of the nature of the materials used in the experiment. 

When Einstein was developing his theory of gravitation, 
kno1.vn as General Relativity, he found that at a certain juncture 
he had the option of choosing between a positive sign and a negative 
one. Whichever he chose automatically eliminated the other and he 

. 

naturally �hose. to -make gravity· an attractive force, in accordance 
with the e·xperimental evidence. 

Later, Hoyle and Narlikar obtained similar equations 
to those of Einstein, but expressed in particulate form, and fourid 
that- they had no choice at all of sign -- gravity 1-�ras always an 

· 

attrac.ti ve force. /�.nalogie s bet1...reen gravity and magneti SEl are not 
very helpful sinco magnetism is well-knovm in the laboratory as· a 
bi-polar effect. 

, It is not sufficient to say, as Hr Cramp does on page 
116 , "So we assume our space vehicle can generate a fj_eld 1-vhich does 
not cancel out_. the Earth 1 s field, hut rather opposes it, 11 and 11 • •  0 we 
will start from the beginning with the premise that our space ship 
create_s such_a field in the space around it." Verbal devices of 
this sort may suffice in the realms of science fiction, but are not 
science and cannot be considered as adequate premises for draHing 
valid conclusions about spaceship propulsion. 

No field theory has yet been devised to encompass both 
magnetism and gravitation, despite frequent references in UFO · 
literature to "Einstein t s Unified Field Theory" vrhich imply that· : 
gravitation has been brought into the fold, as it were, of some 
all-embracing set of generalised field equations. In point of fact 
a unified field theory normally affirms the identity of space�time 
and matter, as suggested by the author on pago 116 of his book, and 
in_ this connection he apparently rejects Mach1s principle, though . 
without ·going into any detailed discussion of this important aspect 
o,f gravitation theoryo 

· 

. . Most re la ti vi sti c c o sm.ol ogi os do �a ti sfy Hach t s 
principle and hence imply that inertia and the value of the 
gravitational constant are not determined locally, but by matter at 
a considerable distance, such as that of the most distant meta­
-galaxies. If this view is correct it follows that the value of G 
cannot be significantly affected by purely local events such as arG 
assumed by the postulate of gravity propulsion. In addition it 
follows. that the implications regarding inertia do not encourage a 
belief in the possibility of isolating passengers from the effe�ts 
of vehicular acceleration. 

In fairness to Mr Cramp it must be .said that · cosElology 
is cu�rently in such a lo\v state of health that many of its more 
far-flung hypotheses are best regarded with extreme caution, not 
to say scepticism. _ 

Turning now to the evidence it would seem reasonable to 
consider the matter of surfaue phenomena and in particular, the so-
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c alle d ' c r a t e r s , '  on ac c ount of t he i r  c omp ar at ively non�ep hemeral 
nature . ( C h ap t e r s 1 2  and 17 ) I have no he s i t at i on in saying that 
tho se c rat e r s  for wh� c h  ade quate inf o rmat i on i s  to hand we r e  not 
c au se d  by t he a c t i vi t i e s of ext r at e rre st r i al sp ac e ship s ,  but by 
c on si de r ably m o re muridane event s .  

Sp ec i f i c ally , the c r at e r s  a t C harl t on , S anquhar , 
C oc kburn sp ath , M i ddl e  t1 oneynut and Fl amb o r ough He ad we re c au s e d  by 
l i ghtning . The Ni t on and B e rk shi re hol e s we re the re sul t of 
sub s i denc e and t he Duf t on F ell ar e a s  of di s turbanc e we r e  due t o  
the outbreak of sub - surf ac e wat e r  foll owing a p e ri o d  o f  ve ry hea�J 
p re c i p it at i on . , 

A g r e a t  de a l  of non sen se h a s been t alke d ab out the 
C harlt on o c c ur renc e but in p oint of f ac t  thi s wa s a c l a s s i c  e xrunp l e
