Examples of this were

to be rare conditions caus­
ing spectacular events either 
in our mind or a natural 
occurrence in our skies. 

As in the past, none o 
these paranormal events 
have yet come up with solid 
hard evidence to prove or 
disprove their existence, 
this being an almost impos­
sible occurrence when you 
take into account our 
present day technological 
equipment which is avail­
able to anyone with the time 
and money willing to make 
bogus claims. 

In retrospect this technol­
ogy can help us towards 
filtering out these claims. 
Through the equipment and 
help available through main 
body groups such as the 
Association for the Scien­
tific study of Anomalous 
Phenomena (ASSAP), or 
through contacts in science, 
universities, airports and 
such like.

I'd gone to the library to 
help with some research 
into the history of a house, 
(lets call it 77 Enfield Way). 
The librarian, obliging and 
efficient, soon helped me 
locate the material I sought, 
and I proceeded to look up 
the aforementioned address. 

There turned out to be 
only two streets with 'En­
field' in the name, I thought 
it best to check both, and 
here something decidedly 
odd happened. The second 
address was Enfield Street, 
rather than Enfield Way. I 
wrote down the appropriate 

page reference from the in­
dex and looked it up - only 
to find that it actually re­
ferred to Enfield Court, sev­
eral miles away, and useless 
for my enquiries. 

Enfield Court, however is 
the address of a friend I 
intended to telephone later 
in the day: I'd forgotten 
about this in my absorption 
in Victorian maps and vot­
ers lists. In other words, an 
erroneous index entry 

seemed to be de­
signed just for me. 
I would imagine 
that such errors 
are very rare in 
Ordnance Survey 
records, and the li­
brarian was cer­
tainly surprised to 
say the l�ast. This 
m a y s t r ik e  a 
chord. 

How often have we heard 
of people seeking obscure 
information in libraries, 
only to be thwarted at every 
turn, until, on the point of 
acknowledging utter failure, 
they drop a book acciden­
tally - only to see it fall 
open at exactly the page 
they needed all along? 

Rather whimsically, Colin 
Wilson calls this phenom­
enon the 'Library Angel': 
after all, this kind of inter­
vention usually seems hel�­
ful and benign. 

But there's a problem. The 

fact that my grasshopper 
mind was only jolted into 
recol1ecting my original in­
tention by an error - an 
actual misprint - suggests 
something more than an­
gelic bookworms at play for 
surely anybody actually 
looking for Enfield Court 
would be handicapped by 
the error, not helped as I 
was. 

So, we should end with a 
note of caution. If we con­
sider these 'library angels' 
as elementals, as modern 
day fairies, along with pol­
tergeists and black eyed 
"Zeta Reticu lans", we 
should know better than to 
expect anything other than 
selfishness from them. For 
what they give with one 
hand, they usually take with 
the other. Just ask someone 
with an alien implant up 
their nose!

A POTTED HISTORY OF 
U.F.O.s 
PART ONE

In this first of this series on the history of UFOs, we 
shall take a brief look at some projects that have been 

He never found the missing 
aircraft, but what he did see 
made him a celebrity all over 
the world. He was flying over 
Mineral in Washington, when 
he spotted a bright flash of 
light. 

He then saw nine objects 
streaking over Mount Baker 
towards Mount Rainier, he 
calculated their speed at about 
1,700 miles per hour, though 
he later changed his estimate 
to 1,200 m.p.h., which was 

they then disappeared heading 
due south. When he landed 
Amold told his story to a 
newspaper called the East 
Oregonian. 

One of the reporters put the 
story on the Associated Press 
wires and this and similar 
sightings were reported 
throughout America. 

When Kenneth Amold was 
describing what he had seen, 
he said the objects "flew like 
a saucer would if you skipped 
it across the water". 

The newspaper men then 
coined the phrase 'Flying 
Saucers'.

The pilots remembered a 
cartoon character named 
Smokey Stover who used to 
say "Where there's a Foo 
there's a Fire" and they gave 
the objects the name 'Foo 
Fighters'. The news of these 
objects was censored until the 
end of the war. 

In the summer of 1947, Air 
Material Command was asked 
to study the phenomena of 
UFOs and make recommenda­
tions about what should be 



done. In September of that 
year Lt. Gen. Nathan Twin­
ning wrote to his superiors 
with his analysis of the situa­
tion, part of his statement 
reads: 

"The situation is real and 
not visory or fictitious". 

Three months later the U. S. 
Air Force established a 
project to investigate UFOs, 
this was named Project Sign. 

By late July 1948 Project 
Sign had come to the conclu­
sion that visitors from outer­
space had arrived. 

The proof they gave was a 
reported sighting over Ala­
bama by the pilot and copilot 
of an Eastern Airlines DC3, 
they had seen a huge tube 

Taken by an unknown source in Germany 
during the 1970's. 

shaped object with rows of 
square windows, the object 
was shooting flames from the 
rear. It was also seen by a 
passenger on the plane and 
had been seen earlier in the 
day by a ground maintenance 
crewman. The description 
also tallied with an object 
seen four days previously 
over the Hague in Holland. 

Investigators concluded that 
the object was not an earthly 
missile or aircraft and that 
witnesses were not mistaken 
about what they had seen.

A document containing this 
and other reliable sightings 
was handed to Gen. Hoyt S. 
Vandenburgh. An officer 
from the AMC later stated 
that in the original report a 
physical evidence case was 
presented as well and that 
Gen. Vandenburgh demanded 
the removal of this from the 
draft report. 

The physical evidence case 
would come 
to be known 
a s  'T h e  
Roswell luci­
d e n t ' . 
Vandenburgh 
then rejected 
the document 
o n  t h e  
grounds that

debunking campaign by the 
USAF, this ran until 1952 
when it was replaced by 
'Project Blue Book'. 

Project Blue Book was 
closed down in December 
1969 amid accusations that it 
was just a public relations 
exercise and that another well 
funded but secret project han­
dled the more sensitive cases. 

the case was One of Daniel Fry's 'spinning UFO' photographs, 
n ot proven July 1949. 
and the peo-
ple who had worked on 
Project Sign were reassigned 
or encouraged to leave the 
service. 

Project Sign was followed 
in 1 9 49 by ' Pr o j e c t  
Grudge' which i n  reality 

From this moment on, the 
study of UFOs would have 
two histories, the official one 
known to the public and a 
hidden one known only to a 
few people holding high posi­
tions in various governments. 

THE NEAR DEATH EXPERIENCE 
ITS RELEVANCE TO LIFE AND THE PARANORMAL 

The much revered 13th 
century Japanese Buddhist 
Sage - Nichiren Daishonin 
said that in order to study 
life, one should first study 
death. 

In the early 1970's a doctor 
in the United States Raymond 
Moody decided to do just that, 
when he began to realise that 
some of his patients were re­
porting how they had gone 
through profound, vivid and 
intense experiences. 

They informed him that 
these occurred after they had 
apparently left, or moved out 
of, their physical bodies during 
a life threatening or near death 
crisis in their illness. Moody 
defined the process as the 
'n ear  death experience' 
(NDE). He proposed a set of 
various stages or distinct as­
pects. These, with many addi­
tional refinements over the 
past twenty years are shown in 
the panel. 

Not all of the 23 experiences 
are reported however by eve­
ryone who undergoes the NDE 
and there are may be several 
possible mundane explanations 
for it's manifestation. 

Moody, and more recently 
Dr. Peter Fen wick (consultant 
psychiatrist at the Maudsley 
Hospital, London) examined 
the possible mundane causes 
for these experiences. These 
included: 
oxygen starvation or physi­
ological disturbances of the 
brain, the effect of drugs or 
medicines, 
and psychological factors such 
as dreams, hallucinations and 
delusions. 
They have however, as medi-

1. General ineffability or an inability to adequately describe the 
intensity of the experience. 

2. Awareness of ones physical surroundings, despite apparent 
physical unconsciousness. 

3. A sense of complete freedom, lightness and floating. 
4. Calmness or an intense sense of peace, bliss and joy. 
5. Buzzing or ringing sounds - sometimes music. 
6. Passage along a dark tunnel with an intensely bright (non­

blinding) light at its end. 
7. Awareness of possessing another body besides ones physical 

body. 
8. Encounters with familiar people who are known to have died. 
9. Rare encounters with bewildered or distraught, apparently 

'earth bound' deceased persons. 
10. Meeting 'beings of light' that seem to emanate indescribable 

and unconditional compassion. 
11. Both a subjective and objective - vivid and intense life review. 
12. A sense of being all knowing and at one with everything. 
13. A sense of familiarity or coming home. 
14. A sense of things being more real than life. 
15. A deep sense of duty or responsibility for ones life. 
16. Visions of exquisitely beautiful buildings and landscapes. 
17. Rarely - visions of hell or intensely negative feelings. 
18. A border or boundary that cannot be crossed. 
19. A decision to retum, either chosen or directed. 
20. a deep sense of regret at having to return. 
21. Returning to ones body - re-entry. 
22. The need to tell others about the experience. 
23. Profound after effects - including psychic abilities, loss of the 

fear of death and zest for life. 

cal experts, ruled these out as 

the most probable causes. 
E y s e n c k  and S a r g e n t  

( 1993) credit Atlanta cardi­
ologist Dr. Peter Sabom 
with the finest research in 
this field, especially with re­
gard to discrediting the mun­
dane explanations (cited 
above) for the NDE. Sabom 
tape recorded one hundred 
interviews with patients who 
claimed to have had a NDE 
and compared these with the 
actual procedures involved in 
their resuscitation. 

He found a surprising 
amount of correlation be­
tween the two. He also tested 
subjects for their knowledge 
of cardiopulmonary resusci­
tation after showing them 

many hours of television pro­

grammes containing medical 
extracts - which involved 
scenes involving cardiac resus­
citation. A significant number 
of these subjects made errors 
when being tested on the con­
tent of these procedures, while 
his NDE subjects did not usu­
ally make mistakes. 

Sabom's findings would ap­
pear to enhance the evidence 
for the mystical reality of the 
phenomenon.

More and more people 
are turning away from or­
tho�_OJ; medicine and opt­
ing for more natural 
methods of treatment.

ln September 1995 l was 
approached by a local 
lady, Clare Aitken who 
presented us with a puz­
zling case. 

S h e  e x­
plained that 
she owned a 
Mini Metro 
and that for 
the last three 
weeks it's 
exhaust had 
b e e n  d i s ­
c h a r g i n g 
clumps o f  
'hair' . She 
felt this to be 
highly unu­
s u a l  a n d  
wanted us to 
try and make

We asked for any further 
emissions to be brought to 
us for examination. At this 
stage we thought it could be 
wadding from the silencer, 
but could not be sure as we 

had not seen it. 
A fortnight later, Clare 

and her brother David came 
to see us, they were wield­
ing a bag with twelve feet 
of 'hair' inside. David ex­
plained that whilst taking 
their children to school they

We received a telephone 
call from Austin Rover, 
they told us the substance 
was definitely wadding 
from the silencer unit al­
though tlus type of wadding 
was illegal two years previ­
ously when the exhaust was 
fitted.
