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What does 'NARO' stand for ? 

NARO was founded in 1963 in response to a growing 

interest in the UFO phenomenon. Indeed until recently it 

was called 'MUFORA' - the Manchester UFO Research 
Association. This l\'as appropriate at a time when UFOs 
were perceived to be nuts and bolts space craft. In recent 

years the membership has become all too aware of the 

psychic dynamics present in many UFO experiences. 

Entity encounters in particular share a number of 
common factors with other non-UFO phenomena such as 

Near Death Experience (NDEs). In recognition of this, 
MUFORA changed to the Northern Anomalies Research 

Organisation in January 1994 and became affiliated to 

the Association for the Scientific Study of Anomalous 

Phenomena (ASSAP). 

NARO is composed of around twenty members from all 

walks of life, who investigate claims of the paranormal on 

a part time basis. Membership is strictly regulated and 

there is currently a waiting list. Only activists need 

apply, NARO is not a talking shop. 

The aims of the organisation include the following: 

1. To investigate claims with a view to finding a 

rational explanation for alleged phenomena 

where appropriate. 

2. To document cases for research purposes. 

3. To educate the media and the public in the 

subtleties and complexities of the 

'paranormal'. 

4. To convince the scientific establishment of 

the objective validity of some cases of phenomena. 

To a lesser or greater degree these aims are already being 
achieved. NARO has around 2,000 cases on file and 
scientists regularly give NARO investigators their exper­
tise. This latter demonstrates a general shift in attitude 

regarding anomalies that appear to defy 'rational' expla­
nations.

EXPLANATION ?

T be paranormal covers an 

enormous range of inexplicable 
phenomena. the most improbable 
and intriguing of these is E.S.P. 
"Extra Sensory" means that this 
is a faculty by which we can 
perceive events without the use of 
our normal senses. 

P!Sychumetry is but one of the 

many common expressions fo:- a 
particular psychic ability. It is a 
fonn of clain'oyance in which an 
object acts as a focus for a 
psychics interpretations of past 
events. One of the most impressive 
psychometrists was Gerard 
Croiset. he was investigated 
e.densively by German 
parapsychologist Hans Grueber, 
who produced some of the most 
convincing demonstrations to 
date. Since the summer of 1 995 I 

have been following the progress 
of psychometrist Alan Smith. until 

then he bad no knowledge of what 
label his "gift" bad been given. 
He was not particularly happy 
about being privy to information 
that be couldn't know under 
normal circumstances. 

"It began in the early 1960's at 
a party H'hich H'as on the H•ane, I 

decided to tr}' my hand at fortune 
telling to lil•en things up a bit. I 
took a girls ring and fabricated a 

rosy future for her, she was 

pleased it was so easy with it being 

unchec:kable. Another young 

woman passed her ring to me and I 
immediately began to knoH• thingl· 

about her past. J related the 
information to her and to my 
surprise it was correct, I hadn't 

bargained for that at alL She 

wanted to know how it was 

possible, J couldn't tell her 

because I didn't knoH' myself. 

That episode affected me so badly 
that I vowed that I'd never try it 

again". 

"in 1969 I joined a speedway 

club and on Saturday nights we 

had social evenings at one of the 
members houses. One particular 

night the subject of discussion was 

psychic ability, I mentioned the 

incident with the jewellery. There 

was a mi.'"(:ed reaction but one 

couple, whom I had not met 

before, H'ere genuinely interested. 
They asked if I would give it a tr}' 
for them and contrary to my 1•ow I 

agreed, I felt that this time I 

slzould be serious about it. Tile 

minute I held the ring a ''e1J• clear 

image came into my minds eye, I 

was obsen•ing a motorcycle 
accident in which they H'ere both 

involved and injured. I spoke of it 

telling them that tlte accident 
occurred two years before whilst 

travelling down a /till into 

Spenbrook in Burnley. They were 
admitted to hospital, one of them 
had severe leg injuries and stayed 
in for a week, the other suffered 
minor injuries and was discharged 
after two days. The couple were 

speechless, the details were so 

accurate you'd have thought that 

I'd been there every step of the 

way. Despite the initial shock I 
have now accepted that this a part 

of me, I don't even question it

any more". 

In my capacity as an 
in\·estigator l decided that it would 
be of interest to have Alan read my 
ring. He obliged me and I viewed the 
situation with objective open 

mindedness. Facial expressions can 
be just as telling as words so I kept 
my head bowed to make sure that I 
was not gning anything away. Some 
of the details were quite generalised 
and could have related to a number 
of people, others were close to the 
bone but I was wanting a revelation. 
Alan said that be could sec me 
sitting on a funny sort of bus, this 
didn't register with me at all but I 
kept quiet He then said it's not a 
bus. it's a float and you're holding 
something, it's a trident. When I 
beard this, aside from almost 
fainting, I could not believe it, he 

was absolutely S()()t on . 

At the age of ten I did infact 

wield a trident whilst portraying 
Brittania ( of rule Brittania fame ) 
on a float in the Altrincbam festival. 
Some could argue that Alan saw the 
article and the photograph in the 
Altrincham Guardian, this is highly 
unlikely considering that be lived in 
Sale and would not have received 
that paper. There are other fartors 
to take into consideration, as a child 
I was known by my middle name 
Deborah because people always 
found it difficult to pronounce Alicia. 
My surname back then was Martin 
and nineteen years on I look 
altogether different.

It is necessary to take these claims 
seriousiy but not iet our 
willingness to believe get in the 

way of our objectivity. We have 
all seen professional magicians use 
ciever trickery to reproduce acts 
of clain·oyance to the point of the 

audience being fooied �ompieieiy. 

This however does not mean that 
there aren't psychics with a 
genuine ability, \\�ben all cases 

with a rationai expianation have 
been cleared away there stm 

remains an extra-ordinary amount

In part one we looked at the 
components of the Near Death Ex­
perience (NDE) and those research­
ers who believe it may offer evi­
dence for extracorporeal conscious­
ness (separation of brain and mind) 
and even life after death. However, 
there arc some criticisms of this 
\-iew of the phenomenon. One such 
critic is psychologist Dr. Susan 
Dlackmorc. She is of the opinion 
that the imagery or the near death 
experience, such as the tunnel of 
light and the being of light, arc 
aberntiions oi the dying bntin (i.e. 
an effect produced by the circular 
radiating arntngement of oxygen 
siarved brain celis in the visual 
cortex). 

Like astronomer Dr. David 
Darling, she sees this as part of an 
evolutionary mechanism for coping 
with death, especially in \iew of the 
fact that we are the only animal that 
is supposed to �ss true self­
awareness and knows that its death 
is ine,itable. However, Darling and 
the late molecular biologist Dr. Dar­
ryl Reanney believe that although 
parts of the NDE may originate 
from the brain (as Blackmore says) 
it may indicate, or present us with, a 
foretaste of tbe disintegration of our 

as part of cvccy1hing else. 

Such a process may indicate 
that consciosness would continue 
after death, but in an infmitely 
expanded non-personal sense. This 
might explain the inability of expe­
riences to describe their experi­
ence adequately in words (ineffil­
bility) and why thay say that they 
seem to know evel)1hing "all at 
once". Such a \'iew is in keeping 
with Asian and eastern philoso­
phies like Duddhism and Hindu­
ism. It is this point which may well 
give the 1\'DE its relevance to life. 
Thai is, as a mysiicai, or shamunic, 
experience to aid personal gro-w1h 
or development. In the concluding 
part (next edition) the relevance or 
NDEs to the paranormal and mys­
tical experiences will be revealed. I 
wiil leave you with an interesting 
case of an NDE forwarded by 
Stephcn Mera.

Mr. Cieslik explained how he felt 
himself sinking into his bed whilst 
looking at his family, then suddenly 
realising that he was obsening him­
self lying there with his family 
around him. His parents faces 
seemed to be distorted in some way 
and the clock which was situated on 
the wall was moving very slowly 
(second hand). Mr. Cieslik then re­
alised that everything seemed to be 
moving extremely slowly, he was 
still wondering how he was able to 
observe himself and his family. The 
first experience seemed to last for 
about 30 seconds before he regained 
consciousness and finding himself 
back with his body. 

During the second operation he 
again witnessed a slowing of time 
and watched himself being operated 
on. He remembers the surgeons 
panicing as they tried to revive him. 
He related to Stephen that he felt 
very peaceful as a light from the 
corner of the room approached him, 
be stated " I felt I could go towards 
this light or go back to my body, then 
suddenly it was if someone told me I 
had to go back to my body."

CAMERA APPARITIONS 
(one who ponders many riddles)

Images which are captured on 

film unknown to the originator. 
have always been a puzzle. For 
example a photograph is �ken of 

a wedding in a church. \Vhen the 

film is processed, it may be by 

chance that one of the 

photographs \\ill show something 
to be there, which was not seen by 

the person taking the photograph. 

There have been many 
accounts from around the world 
of nnusual images or spectre like 
shadows showing up on supshots. 
When filming with a video 
camera, the source of the picture 
is stored electromagnetically onto 
a form of tape and then re-played 
by revolving the same tape around 
a magnetically sensative drum and 
converted into electrical 
components and conditions which 
then is viewed on a monitor or 
T.V. (There are no chemical 

exchanges in,·olved by processing 
video taped film). 

\\'ben bking a photograph or 
still, the light levels are stored 
onto a film which is housed in a 
box which is void of all light, until 
that brief moment when the 
shutter is opened to allow any 
form of light images to be stored 
onto the film. The images stored 
are of light reflecting off the scene 
the camera is pointing at.

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CROP CIRCLES 

OR 

CRAB-APPLES 
BY STEPHEN MERA 

Crop Circles have probably 

been the most criticised of all 
phenomena. Research uncovered a 
number of crop circle reports that 
predate the 1800s. I believe that 
this phenomenon is authentic, 
even though at least 99°/o are 
probably hoaxes. My first 
investigations into crop cirles 
started some years back. After 
primarily investigating these 
claims for three years. I b£1ieve 
there are certain key factors you 
can look for to help evaluate the 
autbenticitv of the circle. During 
August 19SO farmer John Scull 
from Wiltshire reported a 60 foot 
(18 metre) circle in one of his 
crops. The local press were so 
clueless they published an article 
asking the public for their 
answers. After a short time the 
crop was �isited by a team of 
UFO investigators and it was their 
rash evaluation that led some 
people to believe the answer has 
an Extra-terrestrial origin. The 
circle itself bad clearly pressed 
edges flowing in an anti-clockwise 
direction with a 6"/o drift into the 
centre. The crop stalks were not 
broken just pressed flat against 
the ground. Also a dead bird was 
found along with clumps of its 
feathers, which could not be 
explained at that time. Over the 
next three years. the public of 
Wiltshire did not quite realise 

that the August 1980 circle was to 
be the first of many. In the 
summer of 1981 to 1983 many 
circles were reported and they 
soon became 

l\idely known due to magazines 
such as. Flying Saucer Review. 
F.S.R published articles in which 
investigators declared that crop cir­
cles were a form of contact by 
aliens. During the late 1 980s I never 
came across any information that 
led me to the same conclusion, bow­
ever reports started coming in from 
various in,•estigators that UFOs had 
been witnessed in the \icinity of 
crop circle formations. By 1990 
crop cirles were at the peak of 
investigation and were known world 
wide. Reports from Ame-rica and 
other countries were soon to become 
of public interest. In September of 
1991 I came across the claims of two 
gentlemen who stated that they 
were responsible for many crop for­

mations. Doug Bower and David 
Chorley bad in fact proven their 
story. A clever mathematical draw­
ing of the formation, some wooden 
devices, string, tape measures and a 
pair of ladders were their special­
ised equipment in which the prod­

uct of an impressive crop circle was 
to be left. Doug and Dave were later 

video recorded hoaxing a formation, 
vet I was still satisfied that not all 
�rop circles were faked. The two 
gentlemen were asked about two 
interesting circles and we were in­
formed that they were not responsi­
ble for them. Investigations went on 
as 100 or more developed the fol­
lowing year. :Many experiments 
were carried out and competitions 
were held to see who could do the 
best crop circle. These were soon to 
change to more complex formations 
which had lines. triangles and key 
shaped patterns. 
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Some even indicated known sym­
bols. In 1993 some serious extensivt 
investig-dtions were underway in tbe 
�icinity of Southern England. After 
three months a 120 page report was 
compiled and it is the best I've seen 
yet. Expert were called upon to 
make an evaluation and a report 
was submitted from a Tornado and 
Storm research organisation called 
Torro. They stated that in some 
cases the conclusion that the circles 

bad been caused by freak weather 
conditions was inaccurate. The in­
vestigation of a particular circle 
revealed some unusual details. The 
first thing that was noticed was that 
the formation was not cleanly 
pressed at the sides and was not 
quite circular. Again a bird was 
found in bits indicating that it had 
exploded and some of the investiga­
tors stated feeling full of energy 
when first entering the formation 
and later to feel sick. Finally a 
segment of the crop was taken to a 
university laboratory and was sub­
mitted for experiments. A piece of 
crop outside the formation was 
placed inside a large microwave 
oven and was subjected to numerous 
tests. The conclusion was remark­

able. The water level inside the crop 
rises to approximately 4 to 5 inches 
above the ground and after a very 
short time of b£ing exposed to 
microwave radiation the water 
started to heat and the crop buckled 
under its own weight. The crop 
looked identical to the piece of crop 
taken from the formation. Also this 
would explain why a bird would 
have exploded and finally why some 
investigators experienced sickness 
within the formation. \\'ben first 
exposed to small doses of microwave 
energy a person would feel hyperac­
tive and then later feel sick or ill. 
This theory is a good one but where 
did the radiation come from ? To 
me there are a percentage of crop 
circles which will remain a phenom­
enon until proven otherwise. Crop 
circles are still being reported and 
one day we may have the an�-wers

The investigation continued 

through the months of November 
and December 1995. I had immedi­
ately contacted Air Traffic Control at 
Liverpool Airport as my first idea 
�s to rule out aircraft being respon­
sible for such a sighting. The strong 
lights did not at all resemble an 

�ircrafts movements, but investiga­
tion work has to be thoroughly. 

My reply from the airport stated 
that they had no positive confirma­

tion · that a police helicopter was in 
operation that evening. However, the 

�irport offered an explanation. They 
mformed me that it could have been 
a helicopter, which strong lights can 
often be seen. Under certain weather 
conditions (misty) a helicopter 
could, they stated, give the appear­
ance of a disembodied disc flying at 

a high speed. 

Could weather conditions have 

played a part in what was observed 
by three people on that Sunday 
evening in October ? I telephoned 

Bidston Observatory on the 28th of 
November 1 995, and I was told that 
in the evening there were light mild 
winds with no rain, but a rise in 

humidity continuing through into 
midnight. Humidity does play a part 
especially when a warm front rises 
and a cold front lies above it. This 

can create an inferior mirage, and 
this causes a downward defraction of 
light. The reverse happens when a 

superior mirage, caused by a warm 
front directly above a cold front 

elevates a defraction of light fro� 
even a point source of light beneath 
the horizon. 

So you can now see how the 

weather could have taken part in the 
appearance of something quite odd. 

Also by contacting the police, both 
Bromborough and Group 2 Traffic, I 
found that they were not aware of 

any incident that occurred that night. 
Group 2 Traffic could uncover no 
new information from initial enquir­
ies, and that the officers concerned 
�at evening would be asked to pro­
vtde further information. I have 

heard nothing from them since, their 
last reply on the 1 1 th of December. 
Looking at the case from an astro­

nomical angle, certain objects may 
have been seen, after all the sky was 
mainly clear, apart from a few red 
tinted clouds. 

So visibility was good. The Moon 

was on it's last quarter, and Venus 
had been visible since 5 .20 p.m. that 
evening. Saturn may have been but 
as a small dot in the sky. As far as 
meteor showers, the Piscids, had 
occurred around the 1 3th of October, 
but conditions for viewing them 
were considered to be poor. but 
going back to the description of the 

lights by the witnesses, they were 
seen as bright, round and close to­
gether as are car headlamps. Could 
the witnesses have observed a mi­
rage of any form ? 

Weather conditions suggest a 
p�sibility of an inferior mirage, so a 
distortion of a car's real lights do not 
seem l ikely, and the lights move­
ments and numbers rule out the 
sighting to be caused by a helicopter. 
�ctually, UFO investigators recog­
mse the description given by the 
witnesses. 

Search lights and Laser light 

displays often fool many people who 
observe them in action on regular 
occasions. The weather may have 
been perfect for distorting such im­
ages. A journalist from the Wirral 
after writing about the sighting � 
the local newspaper, had informed 
me that a country club in Thornton 
Hough, approximately a mile and a 
half to the South East of Clatter­
bridge, had in fact put on a Laser 
display that evening. With this infor­

mation I felt that it was a Case 
Solved ? 

Well not exactly. I have recently 

caught the manager at the Grange 
Country Club and he kindly in­

formed me that on the evening of the 

1 5th of October 1 995, the country 
club had a Laser display which be­
gan between half past eight and nine 

o'clock. About an hour and a half 
after the time stated for the UFO 

sighting. So the Laser display at 
Thornton Hough was not responsible 

for the sighting, yet another Laser 
show in Merseyside, North of Clat­
terbridge could have been, given the 
fact that Laser displays can be seen 
from thirty miles away, even in 
excellent visibility. 

So it's something that can't be 
ruled out. I'm waiting to hear from 
anyone who saw something a little 
odd whilst on the M53 heading 
Northbound that evening. On a 
stretch of motorway that has a 
number of UFOs seen above it re­
ported every year. However some of 

which may be able to be explained. 
Investigations most often can take 
quite some time to complete, obtain­
ing enough relevant information to 
make an evaluation, whilst at the 
s�e time looking for rational expla­
nations. Many cases to date have 

never been closed, this is due to not 
obtaining enough data. Unfortu­
nately positive information is scarce 
and us investigators are left picking 
through the clues. However this case 
wil l  remain on-going for some time 
and the object will  only rema� 
unidentified due insufficient data.

BALLAHICK FARM 

BaUahicH farm lies near to 
BallaSalla just off the main road, 
opposite Claugh Vane and is fairly 
easy to nach via transport using 
the Douglas - Castletown route and 
making your way down the road 
that skirts the airport leads you to 
the farm. 

The site of the encounter could . 
be at a number of places in the 
vicinity as only a general deKrip­
tion of the area is given so it's 
down to selective and best guess­
ing. The story Mickleby and Fairy 
women, teUs of Micklebys journey 
from Derby-haven at night when 
he met two ladies by a certain 
stream. Keeping in mind that the 
airport wound not have existed at

Mickleby saluted the ladies and 
ll'81ked ll'ith them (as if be knew 
them), to Ballabick Farm. There 
he saw a house lit up, (UFO mod­
ern imagery), they took him into it 
to join a dance. As be danced, be 
happened to wipe his sweat away 
with part of a dress of one of two 
strange women who was his part­
ner. 

However after this adventure, 
whenever be was lying in bed at 
night the two strange women 
would appear to him standing be-
5 , d e h\,..,.., � 

The UFO imagery with hoo..4ie lit 
up appears in other stories in Man 
and elsewhere and although a 
common enough folklore motif the 
description of what was seen and 
written and described in literature 
of the day equates to UFOs I 

BEARY FARM 

Beary farm lies near 
Ballacraine corner on the road 
towards Glen Helen on the T.T. 
Mountain course and St. Jobn­
s. This is also easy to reach by 
public transport by using the 
Douglas-Peel Road which the Bal­
lacraine public house stands. It is 
then a short walk uphill to the 
aUeged site. This story comes from 
Mr. T.C.Kennode as first hand 
evidence seen by himself ! This 
took place some 40 years prior to 
the book.� publication. 

One evening in October the 
witness and another were walking 
towards Glen Helen going to a 
Manx Harvest home. At Cronk­
a-voddy some three miles away. 
On the Glen Helen road he de­
scribes coming across the Bearly 
farm when his friend looked across 
the small river (brook) and re­
marked on the fairies. He 
saw a circle of supernatural light 
in which spirits become \'isible. 
The spot where the light appeared 
as weU described as a flat space 

Into this space and the circle of 
light, from the surrounding sides 
apparently he saw coming towards 
him a crowd of small beings 
(smaller than Tom Thumb). They 
all appeared to be dressed as sol­
diers, in red uniforms and they 
moved back and forth amid the 
circle of light, as they formed into 
order like troops. 

The mans friend advised him not 
to approach the scene, however be 
did and after watching for a few 
minutes he struck the roadside 
wall with a stick and shouted. 
Suddenly the light vanished and 
the entire scene disappeared from 
sight. It would be interesting to 
knOYt· if a crop circle formation 
appeared on the site or if any 

events stiU occur. This I intend to 
find out if at all possible. 

LAG-NY -KEILL Y 
Lag-ny-keilly means Keeill 

Site or Holy Well and is situated 
near the town of Dnfby. There is 
no public transport from Dnlby 
but Lag-ny-keilly is just a minor 
two or three brisk miles from the 
town.Be prepared some of the 
journey may be a little rough ter­
rain. This site is one of the most 
isolated and difficult to reach and 
is in fact an ancient Keeill over­
looking the Irish Sea towards Eire. 



An ea rly Christian chapel can 
only be reached by a long wa lk 
from Eary Cushlin which would 
take approximately an hour. This 
story relates that a man was fish­
ing from a ledge of rock.� by La&­
ny-keilly, when a dense grey mist 
begun to approach the land. 

The man quickly made hi� way 
to the footpath while it was still 
\'isible. While getting his equiJ)­
ment together be stated he heard 
what can only he described as 
children coming nut of school. He 
lifted his bead a nd there he saw a 
neet of fairy boat� each side of the 
rock. Their ridin� �hts were 
shining like stars. T hen he claimed 
to have heard one of the fairies 
shout "Poor times and dirty 
weather a nd herring enough for 
people of this world, nothing at 
us", before hastily making h i� re­
treat. 

A ghost "tory of a murdered girl 
· is also related here by another 

author seen as a ball of li�ht, this 
however disappeared after prayers 
were said to release her soul. 
There are many cases of appari­
tions related to balls of light and 
�·et Earthlights are a strong pnssi­
hilit)· as.�ociated with F..S.P. (F.xtra 
Sensory Perception) from fi�er­
men out at sea. The mist and light� 

are also found throughout fairy 
lore and UFO literature. 

GARWICK GLEN 

Garwick Glen is situated on the 
main Douglas-Laxey road and is 
easily accessible '\ia an�· public 
transport. This is another location 
that is drenched in paranormali­
ties. This story contains the usual 
lone encounter. The person in­
volved was walking from Laxe�· to 
Uooglas. a journey of quite some 
miles, by night. When be reached 
approximately five miles from 
Douglas, at the Ballagawne school, 
he bea rd t'.dking, 

and was conscious of being in the 
midst of an invisible throng. He 
described a strange feeling coming 
over him (the time lapse factor, 
altered state ?) 

He then suddenly saw three 
human beings of medium size 
(child size). After a short period be 
became aware of what he was in 
fact looking at were not at all 
h uman. These beings seemed to be 
connected with the invisible 
throng. He finally left Ganlick 
road and went onto the main road 
yet bad the same feeling that in,is­
ihle beings were with him as be 
continued a further mile. 

The man remained calm and 
followed the by-road for some 
time. However when he be�an to 
mount the hill a sudden strange 
quietness and isolation came over 
him. He realised that the unusual 
experience bad ended and that he 
had depa rted the invisible throng. 
I have visited this place several 
times and retraced the witnesses 
journey, however some hits of the 
story l can not connect as the area 
has not been currently up-dated on 
maps. I have however managed to 
find the former school house and 
the pos.�ible road where the beings 
approached the man. A most en­
joyable walk yet the trip seems out 
of sync with reality and for you the 
reader this would he bard to ex­
plain. 

This whole area is littered with 
prehistoric remains. The Cloven 
Stones a (tumulus) lies on the route 
as does an Earthwork up valley 
and a maze with white quartz 
stones vaguely mentioned in a 
coastal walks book.. These features 
may have or have not anything to 
do with the story and the man may 
simply been in the right place at 
the right time a nd be in the right 
frame of mind to exJlerience a 
phenomenon. The town folk don't 
talk about unusual things wit­
nessed, but that doesn't mean it 
didn't take place . 

BALLON A BRIDGE 

This location is near Main 
Dougla�Castletown road which i41 
famous and most visited and again 
easy to get to. Their are stories of 
fairies fighting like an (imitation 
of human activity) being seen. The 
significance of the bridge where 
the fairies were sighted and also 
ghosts are 1known. Could it be the 
crossing of two worlds where 
ghosts disappear half way across.? 

JJ'hats everyone staring at ! 

The town folk still say good day 
to the fairy folk when crossing the 
bridge rather than risking b�d 
luck upon themselves. Maybe it's 
just a cultural tradition, yet they 
seem to believe strongly in the 
fairy folk. Nearby there is an an­
cient site (standing stone), these 
stand approximately 8 to 9 feet 
tall. Situated not far from here is a 
hill called "Fairy Hill", I wonder 
why ? 

Again l could not locate the bill, 
maybe it's been ploughed out of 
existence. Many of my travels to 
sites have revealed destroyed sites. 
Is thi� a dying tradition or i� it 
more �

KLAATU BARADA NIKTO :  
A TALK WITH 

STANTON FRIEDMAN 

I sat down. Tbe ball was so 
full that I had to buy my ticket 
from a tout. The portly genial 
speaker walked to the front of the 
audience. His name was Stanton 
and be was a scientist. You might 
have expected him to feel 
uncomfortable in the G reat Hall of 
Manchester Town Hall, which is a 
Gothic Revival testament 
mercantik prowess of the 1 860s or 
then again, maybe not; after all, 
the international UFO lecture 
circuit can also be generous in its 
rewards. (The embarrassing 
rubbish on sale outside was proof of 
this. You know the scene: tourist 
maps of 'Dreamland' and 
handbooks on UFO propulsion 
�)'stems, and renegade Nazi bases 
on the Moon). Stanton was no 
41we-struck American tourist 
however, but a renowned physicist. 
He began to speak from behind h is 
luscuriant beard. He told us that in 
a lmost forty years, he had found 
strong evidence for the physical 
reality of alien surveillance of th� 
Earth. He reasoned that "Flying 
Saucers" which he was at pains to 
distinguish from "UFOs" are 
p-dtently physical (they show on 
radar) and they ob"\iously don't 
come from ' here'. Which, er, seem.� 
to mean tbty must come from 
'there' or Zeta-Reticuli. to be 
precise. Any other theory, save for 
a predictable joke about flying 
cigars and phallic �)'Dlbols, W"ds not 
only given short shift, but was not 
in fact mentioned at aU.

So much for the folk lorists, and 
psycho social interpreters of UFO 
symbolism. He referred to his 
critics, who are legion, as "noisy 
negativists";  and be made several 
disparaging references to his old 
nemesis, one Philip J. KJass. 
Rather more shockingly, he 
referred to UFO witnesses whose 
experience had been shown to be 
psychological in origin as "nuts". 
Perhaps one may be forgiven for 
making some comments about 
some of the evidence presented. 
M r. Friedman referred in glowing 
tones to the (supposedly) 
phenomenally accurate join of 
dots 'starmap' relayed to 
researchers by Betty Hill. This 
was apparently authenticated by 
astronomers in 1 968. But hang on: 
were these the same astronomers 
that Stanton had been mocking 
minutes earlier - for being so very 
inaccurate, about their failed 
predictions on the possibility of 
space flight ? And again: Several 
photographs were displayed all of 
them superficially impressive. 
However, one was the 1 965 Rex 
Heflin photo of the 'straw boater' 
shaped object. This has been 
known to be fraudulent since 
G round Saucer Watch computers 
analysed it in the 1 970s. Another 
was the Hawaiian holiday snap of 
Tsutomu Nakayama from 1 974, 
which shows a silvery disc (or 
blemish, or lens flare) that wasn' t  
seen b y  anyone at the time of 
exposure. 

None of this - the fraud, the 
ambiguity was mentioned by our 
Stanton T. After ensuring us of the 
authenticity of the MJ12 
documents, which could surly have 
been knocked up by a bright ten 
year old on a toy 'John Bull' 

printing set, the genial Stanton 
went all cosmic. He warned us that 
we were very bad Earthlings 
indeed, not yet fit to join the Space 
Brotherhood but we might be 
a llowed in one day, if we threw 
away our fission-fusion playground 
toys. ( He declined to tell us why 
our wise space brothers travel vast 
distances, and undergo 
bone-crushing aerobatics, in order 
to scrutinise human genitals and 
cut out cow's behinds. Perhaps one 
should take some things on trust. .... 
Then, to thunderous applause from 
the overflowing and variegated 
audience, Stanton left us, like 
Klaatu in "The Day The Earth 
Stood Still". He left us to ponder 
two things: Whether American 
Ufology was undergoing four 
decades of 'missing time' ; and why 
the Roswell  ' 1-beams had sma ll  
purple flowers and Japanese 
pictograms on them. 

(p.s. Before ending, Stanton 
described one photograph in the 
following terms:) 

" If that's a conven­

tional aircraft, I 'll eat 

my hat". "Why not
