


What does 'NARO' stand for ? 

NARO was founded in 1963 in response to a growing 
inierest in the UFO phenomenon. Indeed until recently it 
was called 'MUFORA' - the Manchester UFO Research 
Association. This was appropriate at a time when UFOs 
were perceived to be nuts and bolts space craft. In recent 
years the membership has become all too aware of the 
psychic dynamics present in many UFO experiences. 

Entity encounters in particular share a number of 
common factors with other non-UFO phenomena such as 
Near Death Experience (NDEs). In recognition of this, 
MUFORA changed to the Northern Anomalies Research 
Organisation in January 1994 and became affiliated to 
the Association for the Scientific Study of Anomalous 
Phenomena (ASSAP). 

NARO is composed of around twenty members from aiJ 
walks of life, who investigate claims of the paranormal 
on a part time basis. Membership is strictly regulated 
and there is currently a waiting list. Only activists need 
apply, NARO is not a talking shop. 

The aims of the organisation include the following: 

1. To investigate claims with a view to finding a 

rational explanation for alleged phenomena 

where appropriate. 

2. To document cases for research purposes. 

3. To educate the media and the public in the 

subtleties and complexities of the 

'paranormal'. 

4. To convince the scientific establishment of 

the objective validity of some cases of phenomena. 

To a lesser or greater degree these aims are already 
being achieved. NARO has around 2,000 cases on file 
and scientists regularly give NARO investigators their 
expertise. This latter demonstrates a general shift in 
attitude regarding anomalies that appear to defy 'ra­
tional' explanations.

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((HINGLE �ALL 
INVESTIGATED

Chingle Hall is situated a mile from 

Goosnargh, near Preston and was built 
in 1260 A.D. by the lesser knight Adam 
De Singleton. The land was given to 
U ghtred Singleton almost two hundred 
years earlier as a reward for his loyal 
service to King l-Iar old. It was he who 
adopted the 'De' into the family name, 
this showed him to be a man of stand­
ing. Singleton Hall, as it was known 
originally, was a small 't' shaped build­
ing with a moat and drawbridge. It was 
one of 5,300 moated manor houses at 
that time, of which only a hm1dred 
survive today. In 1570 Queen Elizabeth 
the first reformed the church of Eng­
land, this led to the suppression of the 
Catholic faith and the execution of 
many priests. The executions took place 
in 1580 and continued until 1751. The 
Singleton's were a catholic family and 
secret masses were carried out at the 
Hall. The signal used to indicate that 
mass was to take place was a lighted 
candle in one of the porch windows, if 
there was no light the villagers knew 
that soldiers may be in the vicinity and 
should keep away. It was at this time 
that people fom1d safety in a church or 
hall with a 'Trinity Knocker' on the 
door, which Chingle still has. The last 
remaining Singleton was a young girl 
named Eleanor who was reputedly 
'mad', she died at the Hall in her late 
teens. Soon after her death it was dis­
covered that Eleanor had sold the Hall 
to three unconnected men. The matter 
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had to be settled in the high court where 
upon Singleton Hall was given, by inher­
itance, to the Wall family. It was around 
the 1600s when the wall's took up resi­
dence at Chingle Hall. Also around that 
time Nicholas Owen, a master hide 
builder, built several priest and docu­
ment hides within the Hall. John Wall 
was later born at Chingle Hall in 1620, as 
a young boy he was sent to France to join 
the order of St. Francis at Douay. His 
brother stayed at home and later became 
a Benedictine monk. In 1651 John be­
came a Franciscan priest of the highest 
order and returned to England to take 
up missionary work in the Midlands. He 
was captured in · 1679 and tortured to 
death for treason, friends took his head 
to a convent in Douay. It remained there 
Wltil the start of the French Revolution 
when it was returned to England and is 
said to be concealed at Chingle Hall. 
John Wall was canonised in 1970 by the 
Catholic church along with Nicholas 
Owen, who also was put to death, along 
with many others. Legend has it that 
during the battle of Preston, English civil 
war, in 1648, Oliver Cromwell came to 
Chingle Hall and climbed the chinmey in 
order to spy out the positions of the 
royalist forces. In 1680 the Hall was 
extended to the West and stairs were 
added, before this ladders were used. 
Chingle Hall's family ties broke in 1794 
when the Farringtons became the new 
owners. The hides were concealed and 
the small chapel was turned into a 

kitchen. They and their kin remained at 
the Hall for a period of one hundred 
years, when the Longton's bought the 
Hall. A North wing was added and 
more renovations took place. The build­
ing was now, ironically, in the shape of 
a cross. Mr. and Mrs. Howarth rented 
the Hall from 1945 until they bought it 
in 1960. The chapel was rediscovered in 
1962, during renovations, with its 
wooden cross and floor hide. The 
chapel was subsequently constructed 
for both Anglican and Roman Catholic 
worship. When the Howarths passed 
away Chingle lay empty for some years 
and John and Sandra Bruce purchased 
the Hall in 1980 and brought it back to 
its former glory. Chingle Hall is now a 
grade 2 listed building and belongs to 
Judy and Trevor Kirkham who have 
re-opened the Hall for tours and over­
night vigils. 

It was decided that NARO would 
carry out a series of overnight vigils at 
the Hall, these took place in the latter 
part of January 1996. The groups were 
divided into teams, which were as fol­
lows:

First Night: 

The night started with a guided tour 
of the Hall, we were told of its history 
along with paranormal events that have 
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allegedly taken place there. We were 
allowed the freedom of the house, with 
the exception of the living quarters of 
the owners and staff. Video cameras 
were set into operation in the Chapel, 
John Wall and Eleanors room. Photo­
graphs were taken at random and all 
rooms were monitored with audio re­
corders. We placed thermometers in the 
Chaple and Eleanors room to record any 
major temperature fluctuations. The 
night was bleak, it was blowing a gale, 
reminiscent of typical 'spooky' late night 
movies involving haunted houses. 



Despite all this the night "\Vas faiily 
uneventful and we didn't record any 
anomalies. We all felt at ease and the 
only person to experience anything re­
n1otely para..11ormal was Alicia; During 
the early hours of the moming Carole 
and Alicia went to check a video cam­
era, it

sidering that it was plugged into the 
mains supply, hovv-ever, it was still 
working so Alicia left it alone. After we 
had taken our photographs Carole and 
Alicia went to join the others down­
stairs in the Great Hall. Carole went 
ahead of Alicia do'Wil the stairs which 
, .. vere i...'rl. darkness, as they reached the 
botton1 'something' caught i\licia's eye. 
Turning round quickly'She saw a circu­
lar white 'blob' just· above the fourth 
step, it descended as far as the second 
step and promptly disappeared. It was 
larger than a tennis ball with a blue / 
white glow and it wasn1t transparent. 
This was a subjective experience in the 
sense that Alicia was the only one to see 
it, however, if someone was stood be­
hind her then it may not have been. The 
most astonishing thing that happened 
to Alicia started the mon1ent she 
reached. home, the following morning. 
She '\¥as discharging static electricity at 

c h a r g e d  
from her fingers and tried to earth itself 
with the mains socket. It was blue in 
colour and looked like miniature fork 
lightning. The others were shocked, (no 
pun intended), she shrieked and pulled 
her hand away dropping the plug in the 
process. Later on, just before we left, it 
started snowing and Alicia went over to 
the window which had a n1etal handrail 
across it. She placed both hands on the 
rail as she peered outside, both hands on 
the rail, and as she did she explained 
that she felt two fingers discharge which 
produced a loud bang which we all 
heard. l11e tips of her fingers were red 
and looked quite painful for a short 
time. By Sunday tea-time thankfully the 
electrical discharges had ceased. Follow­
ing this Alicia decided to do some re­
search and was tested for electrical re­
sistance. Her resistance was rather high 

. at 9 million ohms but it did fluctuate and 
at its lowest was 5 million ohms, most 
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people resist at between 3 - 4 million. 
Alicia was asked if she had experienced 
this before. She hadn't with such high 
resistance, this was unlikely, apart from 
the odd static discharge that we all 
experience from time to time. To create 
visible electricity takes thousands of 
volts at a

explanation for this occurrence.

stances. To discharge excess body elec­
tricity every twenty minutes, with such 
intensity, would be possible if Alicia 
was taking electricity in at the rate of 6 
an1ps an hour. The only incident involv­
ing electricity, that Alicia recalled at 
Chingle Hall was her video camera, 
telling her that the battery was low, 
even though it was connected to the 
mains supply_ This only occurred when 
Alicia touched the camera. Is it conceiv­
able that Alicia was drawing energy 
from the equipment? She talked to the 
other team n1embers, all but one had no 
similar effects. Peter Risley had experi­
enced these discharges for two days 
and said that it wasn1t the first time 
after visiting Chingle Hall. We were all 
told by the tour guide that the Hall is 
built on n1agnetic lines or (Leys) that 
cross. Could this be the answer ? At the 
pr�sent time Alicia has no reasonable 
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smelt 
Lavender in Eleanor's room which is 
often reported, this was apparently a 
favourite fragrance of hers. At 02.00 
hours Mark Glover and Anthony 
Cranstoun saw lights in the Chapel, a 
photograph was taken by Anthony 
which when processed depicts four 
separate streaks of light. The photo­
graph has been examined by two 
different experts who can offer no 
explanation. (We hope to later publish 
the photograph). Mark was brave 
enough to sleep in Eleanor's room on 
two occasions and gave details of a 
dream he had during the second period 
of sleep: '1 slept fairly deeply and had a 
very vivid dream of soldiers (modern 
day fatigues), standing and slouched 
outside the house, about half a dozen of 
them. It was a bright sunny da� they 
had just been told that the civil war was 
over and seemed down heartect, as they

THE NEAR DEATH EXPERIENCE 

THE FINAL CHAPTER

Kenneth Ring has linked the N.D.E. to 

the U.F .. O abduction experience and the 
"Oz Factor" proposed by ufologist Jenny 
Randles. That is, it �ems to suggest a shift 
in consciousness, which is sometimes accom­
panied by an out of the body experience 
(O.B.E.) and th.en foUowed by profound 
mystical emotions. 

The contact, or communication, with 

entities in �lose eneounters ill and IV may 

have some companlbility with the entities 
(beings of light and others) in the N.D.E. 
The reports that alien-like entities seem to 
be telepathic, matches the manner in which 
the N.D.E. entities communicate. The death 
review is also a type of examination. How­
ever, care must be taken not to mix the two 
phenomena in an "ad hoc" way, as they 

possibly represent entirely different experi­
ences. 

Susan Blackmore has found that O.B.Es 
do not seem to be related to U.F.O. abduc­
tion experieoees. However, Gloria Dixon of 
B.U.F.O.R.A has talked about a connedion 
between these at the Associations mini­
conference in Liverpool, which was held on 
the 18th or May this year. Also, the author 
of this article has just completed a research 
project ibto paranormal, mystical and 
aoo�alous experiences and beliefs, and 
their relationship with perteptual imagina­
tive thinking. The study seemed to indicate 
that N.D.Es have no relationship to U.F.O. 
and mystical beliefs and may only be weakly 
connected with U.F.O. and mystical experi­
ences. N .D.Es seem however, more strongly 

related to paranormal experiences. This may 

iadicate that theories which say that U.F.Os 
are mystical in nature, or that N.D.Es are 
inftuenced by an individual's belief in life after 
death, are unfounded. This could well, add 
weight though to the argument for the objec­
tive reality of U.F.Os. 

Finally, it appears that what�ver is the 

cause of the N.D.E, its influence and effect on 
the daily lives of those who have it - is 
profound. Researchers like Melvin Morse 
have confirmed this. He cites cases of en­
hanced psychic ability and spirituality as 

benefits to the lives of the experiencer. In fact 

aD researchers have demonstrated in their 
subjects - a reduced fear of death, a greater 
zest for life and increased res�t and compas­
sion-for others. When the psychic abilities and 
the latter are taken into consideration then, it 
is clear how and why tbe Near Death Experi­
ence is relevant to life and the paranonnaL 

Last year a fellow investigator compiled a 
report on a woman who remembers having 

such an experience. The witness was 15 years 
old on vacation with her family to Lake Garda 

in Italy during the summer of 1969. The 
witness explained that she was sat on a large 

boulder in the lake and the next thing she was 
face down in the water. The witness remem­
bers crying out for her mother as she pan­
icked. A memory of sunlight hitting the top of 
the water and a feeling of having webbed 
fingers went through ber mind. She next 
recalled a warm and welcoming light which 
seemed to engulf her with an indescribable 
feeling. She felt as if she could move towards 

this light and as she did she described 

something telling her tbat it was not time to 
go any further. Even though she felt as if 
she wanted to carry on towards this light 
she didn't. The next thing she can remem­
ber is lying on her back and having the 

sensation of a bubble in the mouth which 

would move when she tried to breath, this 

was eventually burst by a man who had put 
his finger in her mouth. 

She was then taken to her room where 

her auot who is a nursing nun wrapped her 
up with blankets and a hot water bottle, she 

was eventually given an iojedion . She re­

members feeling very cold even though it 
was summer. After spending some time in 
her room she was eventually taken to hospi­
tal and was x-raycd several times. Pictures 
of her chest revealed water on her lungs and 

was diagnosed as having pleurisy, which she 

was given antibiotics for. 
A series of questions revealed that she 

thought this experience was overwhelming, 
enjoyable and left her with a feeling of 
ba ppiness. She now states that she will 

never be frightened of dying and knows that 

when it is time for her to leave her body she 

wiU have no fear. The witness to this 

experieace is a house wife witb two cbildren 
and does not seem to have much under­
standing of the Near Death Experience 

subject, however, I feel that this will not be 

tbe last time I will encounter similar reports 
of these experiences. As you can see, people 
from all types of backgrounds have these 
unusual experiences and many seem to 
share tbe same beliefs and also share tbe 
same emotions, could it be coincidence or is 

�here a natural phenomenon at work here. 
Some believe we wiU obtain our answers 

when we finally reach our time, others 
believe that we are not supposed to .. know 
the answers, what ever the answer is, it's left 
to the individual to make their mind up. 

The research goes on in hope of finding 
these answers even though we turn over a 
new stones revealing new questions, we can 
only wait for the outcome.

Most of us at some stage will 

invariably get married, have chil­
dren and initially live somewhere 
that is not ideal for our· needs. 
Eventually we will move to a house 
that is more suitable, this is how it 
happened for Alan and Amanda 
Hamilton who were filled with ex­
citement at the prospect of moving 
into their newly built house. 

They, along with their two 
children, took possession of the 
property in November last year. 
They settled in quickly and started 
to prepare for Christmas, the only 
thorn was that they seemed to be 
losing personal items constantly. 
Amanda agreed with Alan when he 
said that losing things was not 
unusual after a move, but it was 
infuriating. Christmas was almost 
upon them and they had wrapped 
the childrens presents, except for 
one which appeared to be missing. 
They searched the house for the 
large musical mirror they had 
bought for their daughter, 5 year 
old Shona, it was no where to be 
found and it was too late to buy 
another. They presumed that it 
had been left in the shop even 
though Amanda distinctly remem­
bered putting it with the other 
presents in their wardrobe. 

It was around this time that 10 
month old Connor started to suffer 
from, what appeared to be, severe 
nocturnal Asthma attacks. Both 
Alan and Amanda expressed their 
concern as Connor would be gasp­
ing for breath and turning blue, as 
if he was terrified. Connor had 
some tests and it was discovered 
that he was not Asthmatic, but he 

required further tests to determine 
the cause of his breathing difficul­
ties. 

Shortly after Christmas Alan 
went to take a towel from the 
airing cupboard and to his surprise 
lying on top of the towels was the 
musical mirror. This posed a real 
mystery as both of them had been 
in the airing cupboard many times 
and it wasn't there before. They 
told a friend of this who suggested 
that they may have a ghost. The 
couple laughed but privately 
Amanda thought that it could be 
the answer after all, objects were 
still going missing. 

Amanda came back from the 
shops one morning to find a potted 
plant had been 'thrown' across the 
room. Family photographs were 
face down and there was a very 
strange smell invading the air. 
There was no one else in the house, 
but she thought that she may have 
disturbed a burglar. Nothing was 
missing, the doors and windows 
were secure, but they had an alarm 
fitted just to be sure. Conoor still 
continues with his night terrors, 
and in January they received an 
appointment for sometime in May 
to see a heart specialist. The only 
medical possibility left to explore 
was a hole in the heart. Connor 
wasn't the only member of the 
family to have problems, Alan had 
become so depressed that he didn't 
want to get out of bed or even 
speak to anyone. He couldn't ex­
plain why he felt this way and it 
began to cause friction between the 
couple. 

One night after work, Amanda 
went for a well deserved soak in 

the bath. As usual she left the door 
slightly ajar and settled into the 
warm water. She began to read a 
novel, as she often did when she 
had time to herself. Amanda no­
ticed Alan' s hand on the door, she 
said come in, thinking that he had 
brought her a cup of tea. He didn't 
enter so she looked around to see a 
non descript strange man standing 
just outside the door. Amanda 
screamed and the stranger disap­
peared, Alan ran upstairs but he 
didn't understand what Amanda 
was saying. It was only later, when 
she was calm, that he realised that 
she was telling him that she'd seen 
a ghostly apparition. From then on 
the activity in the house became 
more intense and the downstairs 
toilet and Connors bedroom were 
extremely cold, even with the cen­
tral beating on. Amanda 's girl­
friend also saw the apparition and 
had to be taken home, she vowed 
never to enter their house · again. 
Objects moved of their own voli­
tion, the television would switch on 
and the couples jewellery was no 
where to be found. Amanda saw 
the 'Man' several times yet Alan 
never did even when he was with 
her. 

One pleasant afternoon the 
family arrived home from a trip 
out, suddenly Shona called out 
'Daddy there's a master in your 
bedroom'. Alan investigated but 
there was nobody around. The 
couple were puzzled by their 
daughter's use of the word 'Mas­
ter', it was not a word she normally 
used to describe a man. The deci­
sion was made to contact a par­
anormal investigator. 

On April 15th of this year I 
conducted an interview with the 
Hamiltons who recalled all events 
and showed me around the house. 
It was a cold day but the thermo­
stat was set at 20 degrees c, and the 
house was rather warm, with the 
exception of Connor's room and 
the downstairs toilet. It was very 
cold in both rooms yet the radia­
tors were hot. I decided to carry 
out a vigil at the property with a 
view to hopefully recording some 

anomalies. It was the 27th of April 
when I along with investigators 
David Tierney and Clare Aitken 
stayed overnight. The Hamiltons 
had sent their children to stay with 
a t·elative so we or they wouldn't be 
disturbed. I took the temperatures 
of all rooms which a constant 22 
degrees c, it surprised me that the 
coldness, which I had felt before, in 
the above mentioned rooms was 
not present.

THE 1996 LAGUNA CANYON ·cROP CIRCLE 
FORMATION 

BY ED & KRIS SHERWOOD

The Laguna Canyon Crop 
Circle formation was first 
noticed by Tom Ross, a local 
resident of Laguna Niguel on 
the 9th of March as he was 
driving towards the first 'toll 
road' overpass on the La­
guna Canyon ro�d (route 
133) heading to Laguna 
Beach. (Laguna Beach is ap­
proximately 50 miles South 
of Los Angeles on the Cali­
fornian coast). Four weeks 
later we were notified by 
Ruben Uriarte (Colin An­
drews 'CPR' representative 
living in Northern Califor­
nia) and on the same day we 
travelled to Laguna Canyon, 
to photograph, survey, and 
collect samples of the forma­
tion. The formation was com­
prised of three glyphs and 
appeared on a steep, weed 
covered construction em­
bankment, adjacent to the 
toll road overpass, under 
construction. A close look at 
the formation revealed that 
the rings and lines were 
made up of bare earth, with 
very few plants growing in­
side them. This was interest­
ing because the embankment 
was evenly covered with 
weeds otherwise. There was 
no sign of any plants having 
been removed, such as soil 
disturbance or uprooted 
plants lying around. There 
was an absence of foot and 

hand prints where there 
would need to be with a 
man-made formation. The 
texture of the soil was pow­
dery, crumbly and dry, and 
with the angle of the hillside 
impossibly s teep without 
leaving an impression. Nu­
merous plants species cov­
ered the hillside but only 
two: English Plantain and 
Wild Oats were found to be 
bent, the latter discovered in 
a single ring terminating one 
of the 'spokes'. The over­
whelming majority of bent 
plants were English Plan­
tain, found throughout the 
formation inside and along 
the edges of the rings and 
lines. Was the glyph making 
agent being selective ? It 
seemed more than coinciden­
tal. Both the Plant�in and 
the Oats were clearly bent 90 
degrees just above ground 
level without a break or 
crease, the affected node 
varying in the Oats. Plants 
were not pressed into the soil 
or damaged in any way, con­
tinuing to grow horizontally 
with their heads and delicate 
seeds intact. We also noticed 
that the bent plants found on 
the outer part of any ring 
were spayed outward as if by 
centrifugal force. We sent 
plant and soil samples to Dr. 
Levengood, a noted biophysi­
cist and expert in crop circle 

I j . 

plant analysis. He made a 

preliminary statement after 
receiving the first sample 
package, saying that he was 
very impressed by the bend­
ing. �e went on to say that 
English Plantain is a 'dicot', 
a species of plant that seeds 
two initial shoots through the 
soil, a characteristic it shares 
with another plant: Canola 
or Rapeseed, well known for 
hosting English Crop Circles 
early in the season. Dr.- Lev­
engood has now completed 
both the soil and plant analy­
sis and confirms the authen­
ticity of this formation. Al­

though the soil testing re­
vealed nothing unusual the 
cell walls and pits of the bent 
plants were he said, "abnor­
mally large, well beyond the 
control samples sent and sta­
tistical expectation. Their ap­
pearance resembling cells 
that had experienced inter­
nal heating". The location of 
the formation was interesting 
for it's proximity to both 
above ground and under­
grou n d  w ater sour c es.  
Within a few hundred feet 
was an artificial pond used 
by the construction com­
pany, and a marshy area 
known as a 'Vernal pool' or ' 

Spring pool', extending into 
the canyon. Also lying across 
the embankment and cross­
ing two of the three 

gJyphs was an irrigation pipe 
for the seeded hillside. On 
our second visit, on the 7th of 

April, we met a security 
guard working for the Irvine 
C onstruction C ompany.  
When asked if  he or any of 
his colleagues had witnessed 
anything unusual in the area, 
he toll us that both he and his 
eo-workers had seen 'strange 
lights' and what they called 
'ghosts'. One worker had 
been so frightened by what 
he saw that he wouldn't 
work any more in that area. 
UFOs are another feature of 
the genuine Crop Circle Phe­
nomena, and frequently 
sighted near water sources. 
To conclude we would like to 

share some information con­
cerning the possible meaning 
behind this intriguing forma­
tion, that is very Native 
American looking in its de­
sign. We have discovered 
that the indigenous people of 
the area, the Gabrielino or 
Tongva, and their friendly 

northern neighbours, the 
Chumash, both have rock art 
(Petroglyphs) and a sacred 
object known as a 'Sun Staff' 
that are strikingly similar to 

the three glyphs. The Sun 
Staff is a steatite stone sur­
mounted on a stick often in­
cised with rays, or geometric 
designs representing the dec­
lination of the sun, or the 
cardinal points of the Gabri­
elino compass. Chumash sha­
mans used these Sun Staffs in 
their all-important solstice 
ceremony, where the shaman 
would tap the stone three 
times and then symbolically 
pull the Sun back in a 

Northward direction, signi- · 
fying the end of Winter and 
the beginning of the Suns 

r e turn. Suspecting the 
'spoked glyph' to represent a 
Sun Staff we measured the 
angles of the 14 spokes and 
discovered a spoke aligned to 
each of the following: Win­

ter Solstice Sunrise, Winter 
Solstice Sunset, and Summer 
Solstice Sunrise. There are 
some interesting accounts of 
a Tongva hero by the name 
of 'Chingichnish', a spiritual 
leader said to have appeared 
hundreds of years ago to 
teach people how to live in 
harmony with 'Nocuma' (the 
Great Spirit). He said that 
Nocuma would give three 
warnings to people who 
failed to respect the land, 
beyond that nature would 
take its course. This is the 
third Crop Circle formation 
to appear in California and 
appeared at a site where 
there has been considerable 
local protest against the toll 
road construction, making a 
wide path through _the last 
small piece of remaining wil­
derness of Laguna Canyon. 
Another coincidence ? We 
don't think so .•.•..•.. Its timing 
to the appearance in the mid 
March sky of the Comet 
Hyakutake is interesting, 
which was most visible on 
the 25th of March from 
Southern California. In 1995 
in England we had Crop Cir­
cles in the form of our Solar 
System, depicting the Sun, 
Planets, Orbits and the As­
teroid Belt. In 1994 we had 
the Shoemaker/Levy Comet 
('The String of Pearls') 

crashing into Jupiter forma­
tions. It is interesting to see 
how past and present themes 
run together. At Laguna 
Canyon, like in Hampshire 
1995, we had many circles 
forming a ring around a 
common centre. We have a 
continuation of theme, Aster­
oids I Comet, Planets and 
Orbits. Scientists warn us 
about Asteroids colliding 
with Earth. One of the 'As­
teroid Belt' Crop formations 
of 1995 depicted the Earth 
missing from its orbit. We 
showed a photograph of the 
Laguna Canyon formation to 
a Chumash Elder who in­
stantly recognised it from his 
own peoples rock art. After 
looking at the spoked ·glyph 
be said, "something within 
us is bringing destruction 
from out there" in space. 
Could this be the meaning 
behind the Laguna Canyon 
formation ? Could it be a 
warning, that we need to 
change or change will be 
brought to us ?

UFOs 
PART THREE

At 9.50 p.m. on July 2nd 1 947, a 
hardware dealer and his wife were sat on 
the front porch of their home in Roswel l, 
New Mexico, when they spotted a 111orge 
glowing objecf' travel l ing at speed 
through the sky. They said it was like 
two inverted saucers faced mouth to 
mouth. Shortly after this, some 75 miles 
Northwest of Roswel l was the Foster 
ranch. Rancher Mac Brazel thought he 
heard an explosion above the sound of 
thunder. Whilst checking his sheep the 
fol lowing morning, he discovered a trial 
of debris some four hundred yards in 
length and pointing West in the direction 
of the town of Socorro which was a 
hundred mi les away on the Rio Grande. 
The debris was 'a metal l ic foil like 
substance•, it was said  to be thin pliable 
and tough. He could  not crease the 
material or make a permanent bend in 
it. Some fragments had strange markings 
on them and a tape like material was 
attached to them. Later he heard about 
the U FO sightings and thought this may 
hove something to do with the trail of 
wreckage on his land and so . reported it 
to the US Army at Roswel l .  Major Jesse 
Marcel and a counter Intel l igence agent 
went to inspect the wreckage. The 
following day the sound of many troops 
could be heard. The area was quickly 
sealed and the wreckage was cleared. 
Major Marcel publ icly stated in 1 978 
that the debris was l ike nothing he had 
ever . seen before. lt resisted attack by a 
blow-torch, . sledge hammers and 

specialised drills and when it was 
crumpled it slowly but surely changed 
back to its original  shape. Also larger 
sections felt os if they were weightless. 
On the same day (8th July) a civil 
engineer cal led Grady Bornett was 
working some three miles away from 
where the debris was scattered when he 
found what he thought might be a 
crashed ai rcraft. lt was a disk shaped 
object about thirty feet in diameter. 
Inside it and on the ground around it 
were some unusual looking bodies. 
They were smal l  hair less humanoids 
with large heads. Barnett was joined by 
a group of archeology students. Shortly 
after the area was cornered off, the 
group of witnesses were told to soy 
nothing of what they hod seen. Later 
that day a statement was published in  
the local news paper called, the Roswel l 
Doily Record. The statement said that 
the military forces had located and 
recovered a flying disk. This statement 
was never to be honoured, in fact it 
was changed by the military to the 
recovery of a weather bal loon, some­
thing which was a lmost impossible for 
them to misidentify. During September 
of 1 994 the United States Air Force 
publicly announced that the Roswel l  
incident and the debris was related to 
part of a secret experimental bal loon 
that was designed to detect Soviet 
nuclear tests, the project was cal led 
project •Mogul ' .  The truth about the 
Roswel l  debris is a much debated

subject. The substance for which these 
high altitude bal loons is cal led 'Aiu­
minized Saran' which behoves in o 
similar way to that described by Major 
Marcel. However, it would have been 
easy to bend, · broke, rip or cut There 
hove been several photographs and 
video camera films turn up depicting 
the famous Roswell autopsy which 
have never got passed serious investi­
gative work and analysis, however one 
emerged depicting these procedures. 
Again there have been world wide 
debates concerning the authenticity 
a nd where it originated. On one hand 
you can accumulate information re­
garding its authenticity and on the 
other you con obtain discriminating 
information. For now, I think the 
public are left in the middle, to 
believe what they wont. Even if we 
stand objectively and wilh on open 
mind there are those who may wish to 
accumulate vost amounts of money 
due to forgery. After the G.A.O. 
(General Accounting Office) conducted 
a serious search for Roswell evidence, 
they stated that there was a paper 
trail but nothing could be located. 
They were only informed that the 
paperwork must have been destroyed. 
However there ore those who believe 
that the truth remains hidden and wil l  
probably do so  until the general 
public no just as much or even more 
than the operating officialdoms. The 
latest release of the Roswell film has 
brought much media coverage which 
in turn unfortunately assisted the 
presentation of the a l leged autopsy 
video. The question is, if this autopsy 
video is a fake wil l  it discredit the 
whole Roswell incident ? I believe 
that there could be a possibility. For 
now lets sit back and wait to see whot 
emerges next, be it video film or 
photographs or even testimonies. The 
debate looks set to continue for some 
time to come.

Later the Planetary 
Society found out that a small 26 
metr� (85 foot) dish was to be 
closed down. This was located in a 
town called Harvard, in 
Massachusetts, witb a little help

there permanently and c-Alled 
'Project Sentinel'. Suitcase S.E.T.I. 
used computer like electronic 
circuits to obscne 131,000 radio 
channels. The antenna would be 
locked into position for 24 hours 
while the Earth rotated, in this way 
a strip of sky, typically one half a 
degree wide, would be scanned. A 
favourite choice was the frequency 
of hydrogen atoms, 1 420 mqrAhertz 
often caUed by its wavelength, 21 
centimetres. Then in 1985 came a 
breakthrough, Steven Spielberg, 
director of the hit movie E. T. gave 
the Planetary Society 100,000 
dollars to turn Project Sentinel into 
the eight million channel system of 
today. The new system was named 
the 'Megachannel Extra-terrestrial 
Assay' (M.E. T.A). In Buenos Aires, 
ArgentiDa� on Columbus day 1990, 
Argentinian astronomers began the 
first long term Search for 
Extra-Terrestrial Intelligence in 
the Southern hemisphere. The 
Argentinians had permission to 
construct and duplicate the S.E.T.L 
system from the Planetary Society 
and to use two 98 feet dishes in its 
attempt to receive transmissions 
from di..Unt space. Most of the 
S.E. T.L search had consisted of 
scanning the Northern hemisphere. 
The centre of the Milky Way is 
situated in the Southern 
hemisphere, and two Galaxies 
called the ' Magellanic Clouds' the 
closest being (M31) can only be 
�en from there. This project was 
called 'Mr.f:.T.A. II' and is still 
operational to date. During 1 992 
paper was signed for the start of an 
all sky survey, this was first 

launched on a N.A.S.A. 34 metre 
dish and the Giant Arecibo 1000 
metre dish. The launch was on 
October the 8th 1992. Both these 
systems started the procedures of 
operation 'Sky Watch', which is 
scheduled to end sometime during 
1 997. A five year in depth study of 
the heavens. Even if S.E. T .I. does 
not discover any extra-terrestrial 
trdnsmissions, there's a good 
possibility that this unprecedented 
search will discover new 
astronomical phenomenon, 
remember, the sky has never been 
so thoroughly searched before. In 
1 994 the Goldstone, Californian 
dish also entered the five year 
search for extra-terrestrial 
intelligence. This has been given 
the name 'D.S.N.' (Deep Space 
Network), operdtion Sky Watch 
became Project Columbus and 
then finally Project Phoenix. All 
these dishes work together. When 
we actually look back through the 
records, you can see that the 
Presidents Office of Science and 
technology (P.O.S.T.) also put 
forward the idea of S.E.T.I. to the 
Government of the United States. 
P.O.S.T. was told to conclude 
their paperwork so that an overall 
price of funding could be 
obtained. They later returned and 
informed the Government of the 
United States that to conduct a 
sufficient world wide search using 
specialised equipment would in 
fact cost approximately 97 million 
dollars. Needless to say the 
Government refused funding's of 
such an amount. Then on January 
20th of this year we thought we 
had in fact established contact 
with an alien source. Astronomers 
using the radiotelescope at Parkes 
observ-dtory in Australia picked 
up a faint distinctive radio signal 
at 2.3 to 2.4 gigahertz every 
evening at a bout dinner time. 
Unfortunately they later 
discovered that the signal was in 
fact coming from the microwave 
oven do\\1-nstairs. The search goes 
OD-.......

PHANTOM AIRSHIPS 
NINETEENTH CENTURY UFOs ? 

BY PETER HOUGH 

Many of those immersed in the subject still 
chrunpion a belief that UFOs are a post World 
War Two phenomenon, popularly inaugurated 
by Kenneth Arnold's sighting of nine objects 
close to Washington's MoWlt Rainer, flying 
"like a saucer would if you skipped it across 
water. 

While there is little doubt that the late 
forties saw the perception of the enigma 
develop into one of extra-terrestrial origin, 
historically, UFOs in essence have been 
around much longer; probably as long as 
mankind. One has only to read cryptic refer­
ences to 'tiety chariots' in the Bible to be 
persuaded to this point of view. 

The turn of the century saw one of its most 
clearly defined manifestations. Through the 
diligence of researchers both sides of the 
Atlantic, numerous newspaper accotmts have 
surfaced narrating the sightings of mysterious 
airships, at a time when such machines were 
struggling to make it off the drawi.ng board. 

These stories parallel modem day UFO 
encounters, except instead of gleaming metal­
lic space ships piloted by 'aliens', the sightings 
involved cumbersome dirigibles with quite 
hwnan looking crew. But what stands out the 
most when comparing airship reports along­
side modem UFO sightings, is the absurdity 
they share. 

Early Sightings. 

Jerome Clark and Lucius Farish tell us that 
USA sightings began as ear1y as 1 880,- twen­
ty-four years before the first bonafide dirigible 
the California Arrow, was tested by Thomas 
Scott Ba1dwin . 

According to the Santa Fe New Mexican a 
cigar-shaped craft driven by a huge propelle� 
was seen by three men on the evening of 26 
March 1 880. These citizens of New Mexico 
described ten persons who laughed and shouted 
down at them from the strange craft in an 
unrecognised language. Their general behaviour 
was of drwlkenness. When one of them threw 
several items overboard, a beautiful flower and 
a slip of sill-like paper with oriental type letters 
on it, together with a cup, of very peculiar 
workmanship were recovered. 

These items were eventually to be displayed 
at a nearby railroad depot. Widlin hours a 
stranger arrived and examined them. He 
pronmmced them to be of Asiatic origin and 
made d1e depot agent an ofter of money he 
could not refuse. 

One is reminded here of George Adamski's 
gifts from alleged aliens which included a 
photographic plate depicting tmknown 
hieroglyphics and a robe with a red rose 
embroidered on it. Then there was a man called 
Joe Simonton who in 1 96 1 ,  claimed the crew of 
a flying saucer had in fact given him three small 
flat cakes. 

There are other parallels too. Just when it 
seems there is some form of hard evidence that 
an encounter may have taken place, it is 
snatched away again. The stranger who 
purchased the New Mexican items bears more 
than a passing resemblance to the 'Men In 
Black' (M. I . B).  These sinister individuals 
surface from time to time after a UFO event and 
attempt to take away any evidence such as 
photographic negatives and advise the witness 
most strongly to keep quiet about what they 
saw. 

Government Agents. 

Considering that our 'collector of curiosi­
ties', as he called himself, identified the items 
as of Asian origin, it is interesting to note that 
certain descriptions of 'Men In Black' describe 
oriental facial features. Are they government 
agents, as they sometimes claim to be, or do 
they have a direct casual relationslup wid1 d1e 
UFO phenomenon ? 

Between November 1 896 and May 1 897 
sightings were recorded in over ninetee1� 
states. Reports described large elongated ob­
jects with bright searchlights and occasionally 
wings and propellers were seen. These appar­
ently sol id looking machines flew a!_,rainst the 
wind and when' smmd was heard. it was a 
hissing or humming noise. 

. 

But from October, newspapers began 
printing reports of these unidentified craft in 
the backwoods of Nebraska; Late in the mond1 
a fruit rancher and his family near Bowman, 
California, observed an object shining three 
brilliant lights travelling at about 1 00 miles 
per hour. Then on 1 7  November, the phenom­
enon suddenly escalated in the airspace over 
Sacramenta wid1 startling results. The Sacra­
meoto Bee recorded the flavour of these times: 

"Last evening between the hours of six and 
seven o 'clock a most startling exhibition was 
seen in the sky. People standing on the 
sideu•alks at certain points in the city saw 
coming through the sky over the house tops, 
what appeared to be merely an electric arc 
lamp propelled b�v some mysterious force. It 
came out of the Hast and sailed unevenly 
towards the Southwest dropping now nearer to 
the Earth and now suddenly rising into the air 
again, as (f the force that was whirling it 
through space was sensible of the dangers of 

collision with objects upon the Earth ". 

Some of the hundreds of witnesses who 
obtained a closer view said the object was 
enormous and cigar-shaped with large wings 
attached to an aluminiwn type body. Shouts 
and laughter were also heard from the direc­
tion �fthe craft. A witness named R.L. Lowry, 

together with another man, allegedly heard a 
voice call down: "We hope to be in San 
Francisco hy tomorrow noon ! ". 

The great plague of reports which followed 
took the press by surprise. Those had all the 
tappings of a modem UFO flap - a sudden rapid 
increase of sightings in a relatively short period 
of time. When pilots were seen they appeared to 
be noTT11a1 human beings. Usually they claimed 
to be secret inventors making test-flights before 
unveiling their wondrous machines to the world. 
Needless to say, these 'inventors' were never 
heard of again. 

Typical Incident. 

A typical incident compared to a Close 
Encounter of the Third Kind, was pulled from 
the Arkansas Gazette and relates the experience 
of a certain Captain James Hooten, a railroad 
conductor. 

"I had gone down to Texarkana to bring 
back a "special " and knowing 1 would have 

some eight to ten hours to spend in Texarkana I 
went to Roman to do a little hunting. It was 
about 3 o 'clock in the qfternoon when 1 reached 
that place. Before I knew it, if was after 6 
o 'clock when I started to make my way back 
towards the railroad station. As 1 was trampling 
through the bush my auention was auracted by 

a familiar sound, a sound like the working of�n 
air pump on a locomotive. 

I went at once in the direction of the sound 
and there in an open space I saw the object 
making the noise. To say 1 was astonished 

would but feebly express my feelings. I decided 
at once this was the famous airship seen by so 
many people. 

There was a medium-size looking man 
aboard and I noticed he was wearing smoked 
glasses. He was tinkerinf? around what seemed 
to be the back of the ship and as I approached I 
was too dum-founded to speak. He looked at me 

in surprise and said: "Good Day, sir, good 
day ". I asked: "Is this the airship ? " and he 

replied: "Yes, sir", whereupon three or four

other men came out of what was apparently 
the keel of the ship. 

A close examination showed that the keel 

was divided into two parts, terminating in 
front like the sharp edge of a kn�fe-like edge, 
while the side of the ship bulged gradually 

towards the middle and then receded. There 
were three large wheels upon each side, made 
of some sort of metal and arranged so that 

they became concave as they moved forwards. 

"I beg your pardon, sir, " I  said, "the noise 
sound"i a great deal like a We.,·ling House air 
brake ". 

"Perhaps it does, my friend. We are using 
condensed air and aeroplanes, but you will 
know more later on ". 

"All ready, sir", someone called out. When 

the party all disappeared below I observed 
that just in front of each wheel a two inch 

tube began to spurt air on the wheels and 

they commenced revolving. The ship 

gradually arose with a hissing sound. The 
aeroplanes suddenly sprangforward, turning 

their sharp end skyward, then the rudders at 

the end of the ship began to veer to one side 

and the wheels revolved so fast that one 

could scarcely see the blades. In less time 

than it takes to tell, the ship had gone out of 
sight. " 

Captain James Hooten's Airship 

One can immediately see some remarkable 

similarities between this account and the 
post-war UFO scenario. Hooten came across 
the scene as if by accident, in an isolated 

area, and tow1d the craft in some sort of 

mechanical trouble. It is not uncommon for 
UFOs to suffer similar malfimctions and 

provides a good excuse for someone to just 
'happen' to come across one. 

As repairs are carried out by the crew, 

Hooten enquires as to its motive power. The 

answer he is given suitably fits the era and is 
tailored to Hooten's own interests, but is too 

general to be fully understood. 

Just as our 'ex-tra-terrestrials' prattle on about 

electro-magnetic tnotors. It seems to me that 

here we have a stereotyped script in which only 
the 'props' and some finer details have changed 

over the decades. 
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THE 

INCUBUS 
ENCOUNTER

On the 7th of April of this 

year I was contacted by a women 
called Julie Rutter who informed 
me that she thought she was 
having some sort of bedroom 
visitation. I listened to her story 
and became intrigued. After we 
had conversed for sometime I 
asked if it could be possible for 
myself and another investigAtor to 
internew her and conduct a 
thorough investigation. Mrs. 
Rutter agreed and the intcniew 
was to take place on the 18th of 
April. Myself and another 
investig-.ttor, Alicia Leigh met 
with the witness at my home. Mrs. 
Rutter is married with three 
children. Two 8 year old twin 
boys who, sadly are mentally 
handicapped and a 14 year old 
daughrer who is o'·erweigkt and 
and emotional about it. Mrs. 
Rutters husband is a 'rery weD 
built man who doesn't seemto be a 
person who is easily scared. As 
the inteniew progressed Mrs. 
Rutter told us that during tbe 
middle of last year she had 
experienced something that has 
troubled her ever since. "My 
lrusband went out to walk the dog 
at the local park and when he 
return I wa.� shocked to see the 
state he ·was in. He was as white 
as a ghost (excuse the pun) and 
shaking all over, I kl)d him to sit 
down he looked terrible. I asked 
him what was the matter, I thought 
he had seen a dead body in the 
park or something. He eventually 
told me that he was walking up tile 
street with the dog toK•ards our 
house and 

looked to the side of him to see 
something very unusuaL He could 
o11ly describe it as a large black 
mass moving with him and then it 
lifted and travelled towards our 
home, on doing so, passing 
through brick walls on its way, 
apparently a neighbour witnessed 
the same thing, it eventually 
disappeared over the rooftops. I 
couldn 't believe it My husband is 
usually scared of nothing I had 
never seen him like that before. I 
went outside for a look even 
though I was a linle unne"'ed. I 
could see nothing unusual at all, 
however the neighbour did back up 
my husbands story. About a week 
later my husband said to me that 
he was going to sleep downstairs 
due to him watching a late film, he 
didn 't wanJ to disturb me beciiJise I 
had to get up early for work. I 
work for the R.S.P.CA. and that's 
why I have lots of pets. Anyway I 
went to bed leaving the landing 
light on. I fell asleep fairly quickly. 
Then suddenly 1 woke up and felt 
like I was being electrocuted. I 
could hardly move. Everytime I 
moved this "electric shock " 
became stronger and stronger. I 
eventually managed to tum from 
my right side onto my back and 
when I looked up I became 
terrifzed. There above me 
(horizontally) was a black mass, as 
if it was just hovering there. It 
appeared to fit the description of 
the thing my husband had seen. I 
tried to scream but couldn 't, the 
only thing I could think to do was 
turn one of the bedside lamps on, 
so I tried to lean over but every 
time I tried the "electric shocks " 
became stronger. 

After a struggle which seemed to 
last forever, I final(y managed to 
reach my lamp and turn it on. As 
soon as 1 had switched it on, the 
black mass just suddenly 
disappeared. It seemed that all my 
energy was complete(v drained, I 
could hardly move. I slouched 
back and the next thing I 
remember it was morning. The 
first thing I did was tell my 
husband and again I saw that look 
on his face, one offright. We 
talked for a while but could come 
to no conclusions. Since then it 
happened once more when I was in 
bed alone, again it was the same 
yet the electric shocks were not as 
bad. I was so frightened in case it 
had done something to me while I 
was asleep. Sometimes I wake up 
at night with the feeling of hands 
around my neck or pressure on my 
chest Also I did find (l couple of 
marks on my body. One being a 
pressure nwrk on my back and the 
other being a puncture mark on 
the back of my neck. I suppose the 
most unusual thing is that my 
husband has had a vasectomy and 
one time I thought I was pregnant 
I became swollen and I could feel 
something moving inside my 
womb, my family also felt it move. 
1 arranged to see the doctor and 
the symptoms ceased". At this 
point we began to ask her about 
witnessing any other type of 
activity, the property she lives in, 
medical background and so on. " 
I have had unusual things happen 
in the house. Sometimes the cats 
seem to be looking at something 
that I cant see and act strangely. I 
have also felt a wind or hree-4(! that 
rushes past me in a particular 
place in the house, but the most 
common thing is that items always 
seem to disappear and turn up in 
odd places, this happens olot. 
Sometimes I put it down to the 
kids. I remember when my 
daughter had two make believe 

friends, one of which was called 
"Mobile ", that was when she used 
to have our bedroom. She stopped 
doing that years ago. She's 14 
years old now but is still adamant 

that they were reaL Once she was 
i11 Jzer bedroom and something 
pulled her arm and told her to he 
quiet, she looked quite upset. Even 
your address that I wrote down 
went missing on two occasions, it 
will probably tum up somewhere. 
About our house, well it's a three 
bedroom council house and we 
have a park and fields near by, 
where my husband walks the dog 
and I have lived there for about I J 
years. I am not on any 
medication and haven 't been for a 
long time, and I have never 
witnessed anything before ". Mr.s 
Rutter was then asked if she had 
electrical pylons near her house 
and to describe the black mass 
she and her husband saw. " Yes 
we do have pylons vel)· close lo the 
house, and the black mass was 
about 3 to 4 feet long and looked 
just like a cloudy black shape, 
which made no noise, had no 
smell, but it did hurt me and scare 
my husband half to death ". 
�-sessing the witness was a little 
more difficult with the interview 
being held at my home address. A 
feel to the family unit was not 
obtained, however I did manage 
to assess the current situation. 
After the witness was dropped off 
by her husband, my first 
impressions was that she was very 
nervous and possibly lacked 
conversation skills. Her approach 
was somewhat hesitant. As the 
interview progressed the witness 
became more open and her 
conversing improved. I believe 
that the witness believes these 
incidents actlrdlly took place and 
feel she is quite genuine.. At 
severAl points through the 
interview she became very upsd 
as if she was re-living the 
experience. I would even go as far 
to say hysterical at times. The 
question of medical history is a 
sensitive area, a series of 
questions were asked during the 
interview breaks. The answers 
were satis:fdctory and we 
progressed The witn�'S had also 
tried to gain kDowledge of an 
unknown subject to dr.tw her own 
conclusion to her experiences and 

bad achieved in convincing herself 
that she had been the receiver to 
some sort of alien intervention. 
This was brought about by 
reading much literature on the 
subject. Her beliefs are somewhat 
limited, along with her husband. 
The witness stated, "/ believe 
there might he something out there 
that we don 't understand but I'm 
not to sure ". In all, we noted the 
-witness to be an adequate 
reportee to an incident that bad 
occurred some 9 to 10 months ago. 
The witness is still very uneasy 
talking about the experience yet 
wants to obtain an answer. In my 
opinion she is a believ-Able person 
and suffers from thoughts of an 
aw-.titing attack from this 
unknown predator and violator to 
the household. As you may have 
worked out, the evaluation of this 
C"dse is slightly more difficult than 
certain others. Mr.s Rutter did 
st3te that she bad physical marks 
on her body. However it is 
possible that she looked for marks 
on her person after reading 
abduction literAture and found 
existing marks that she had not 
noticed before. Due to the 
incidents happening 9 to 10 
months ago, these marks are no 
longer present. The marks on the 
witnesses body were not found 
immediately after the event, 
therefore they may be unrelated 
to the incident. The questions we 
asked were specifically designed 
to find a rAtional explanation for 
Mr.s Rutter' s experience. Her 
answers seemed to rule out 
TemporAl Lobe Epilepsy (T.L.E.), 
drug induced hallucinations and 
other theories relating to 
electricity and electro-magnetic 
effects on the br.tin. Mr.s Ruttcr 
was obviously suffering from Post 
TrAumatic Stress (P.T.S.) which 
leads us to believe that her 
experience was real. Apart from 
the emotional breakdowns during 
the interview Mr.s Rutter gave us 
a very clear picture of the 
incident and she did not attempt 
to exaggerate her story. Using 
questions we were able to 
establish that Mr.s Rutter was 

not an abductee but she was most 
certainiy being inv-Aded by some 
other form of entity. In liew of 
the other activity that came to 
light, especially the heavy 
pressure on her chest and the 
feeling of hands around her neck, 
we were led to believe that the 
complexities of the conclusion 
would be entirely different than 
Mrs. Rutter's. During the 
interview our conclusion was 
pointing towards some sort of 
poltergeist activity, possibly a 
(P.A.4.) which means, poltergeist 
activity which has reached 
manifestation stages with an 
interAction, however, most 
poltergeist activity is usually 
focused around an individual, yet 
both the witness and her husband 
seem to be the focus of interest. 
Also it is not often that a 
poltergeist will manifest outside of 
its surroundings, benig the 
reportee's home. The witness 
clearly stated that, "the apparition 
had been seen by my husband 
whilst walking the dog". The 
interAction allegedly took place in 
the witnesses bedroom and 
consisted of the feeling of being 
subjected to electric shocks and 
also the feeling of pressure upon 
her neck and chest area. Even 
though there may be incidents 
that direct us to believe that this 
is typical poltergeist behaviour 
there are certain details tba t are 
very rdre. Taking into account all 
other possible rational 
explanations such as tempordl 
lobe seizures and other related 
theories, no suitable conclusion 
could be reached The nearest to a 
conclusion could probably be a 
string of unusual poltergeist 
activity such as the starting or 
ending stages to an Incubus 
interAction, which can be listed as 
a (P.A.5). An incubus is said to be 
a male demonic entity, which 
preys sexually on sleeping females. 
It has been noted that these 
attacks often occur whilst the 
vicim is sleeping, however attacks 
can occur at any time. There does 
not seem to be any patern to these 
attacks, nor a reason why these 



incidents take place and very few 
answers. It is also said that an 
incubus is a faUen angel and a 

union with an incubus was once 
thought to produce demons, 
witches, and d.eformed or 
mentally handicapped children. 
The legendary wizard, Merlin was 

said to have been the offspring of 
such a union. Mrs. Rutter stated 
that she had thought she was 
pregnant even though her 

husband had a vasectomy some 
years ago. It is written that a 
woman cannot consciously will her 
stomach to swell up in 'phantom 
pregnancy'; yet a powerful desire 
to become pregnant could cause it 

to happen. Mrs. Rutter could have 
desired to be pregnant at some 
stage, therefore causing her own 
phantom pregnancy, however 

keep in mind that phantom 

pregnancies are related to incubus 
or incubi relationships. The 
female version of and incubus is 
called a succubus. There are cases 
of these types of interactions as 
well It is said that they have the 
power to tap into the victims 
imagination or mind and manifest 
themselves to resemble a loved 

one or someone you desire 
sexually. In fa.ct some witnesses 

claim not to be bothered and do 
not wish for their experiences to 
be investigated. The word, 
Incubus is Latin for 'male 
nightmare' unfortunately in most 
cases that's exactly what it might 

be. However to reflect back to 
Mrs. Ratters experience, she has 
no recollection of any other 
interAction than the two occasions 
which have already been listed. 
Hopefully it may be an unusual 

form of poltergeist interaction and 
not the above, we may never 
know. It has been mentioned that 
poltergeist need a given amount of 

energy to manifest themselves, the 
question is would it have been 
able to manifest itself outside only 
relying on the electrical energy 
from the localised pylons. Maybe 
that's a question for Albert 
Budden. We can only conclude 
that this case has been classified 
as an unusual 

poltergeist interaction along with 
standard activity and a possible 
incubus stage. The witness seemed 
to be very relieved that our conclu­

sion was not of an extrcl-terrestrial 
one, yet if she new the complexities 
of our evaluation and our true 
conclusion she maybe rather 

worried. We asked her to contact 

us if anything else occurs. We 
haven't enough incidents taking 
place to conduct a vigil at the 

property. So until Mrs. Rutter 
contacts us we can only wait to 
conclude the report. For now we 
have 'Insufficient Information'. 
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
