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For many people 1976 will come to be thought of as Britain's 'Year of the human-
.0ids' (a phrase coined for 1973 in the USA).A remarkable .incregse in the number
of entity and contact claims (the CEIII) pade. it a busy time for all,Probably the

-.most spectacular was the Winchester landing,(see FSR Vol 22 No'5),which turned

into a repeater case which provided abductions and further mysteries 'and is still
going on{ (FSR Vol 22 No 6).Britain had never quite seen the likes of this before
and in the north we had more than our share,including two cases.which are not
even included in this report,These are the Mrs Hamilton *'Psychic Contactee"
event,investigated by the Irish.UFO Research Centre (see detailed report publish-
ed by them or FSR Vol 22 No 6),and the Mrs, Lainchbury CEIII dating teck to- 1964

The Conference was held at Sheffield in May,and whilst not a spectacular suceess
was an enjoyable afternoon.The papers'presented have heen published by NUFON and
copies are still available (cost 40p).Meetings were held in Manchester (January)
Sheffield (April),and Manchester again (October),The latter was in wonjunction
with a lecture by author Raymond Drake, UFOSIS also hosted the  BUFORA conference
in Birmingham (November),and there was heavy NUFON involvement in the organisat-
iongResearchers from several countries spent what 'was probably the most important
weekend in British UFO history with papers on a wide variety,of technical topics,
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This meeting led to the development of the UFO Investigators Network (UFOIN),
team of qualified and experienceé investigators working on high strangeness
cases to professionalised standards of workeThis venture is financially backed
by FSR,and is a vital development of the investigation scene,

Aside from NUFON forging strong links with FSR,with many reports being published
in its.pages the progress made with CONTACT ‘UK is noteworthy,Work began in -+ .,
earnest on the major project,a Northern England Histarical Catalogue,Seen as a
forerunner to a British series this important research work is well underway,and
part one (to cober ancihent times to Dec 3Jist- 1967) will hopefully be out in 1977,

To close on an exciting note,The late year flaps makes the 1976 total 18 higher
than 1975 (although more reports were added to 1975 after publication of the .

_ years report - see later),This flap has continued into 1977,but evidence has

been presented by Bernard Delair (at the BUFORA Conference) and Dr,David Saunders

(BUDC Bulletin,March 1977) that a .major flap will center around December 1977,
NUFOX is preparing for this with coordinated skywatches scheduled for the latter

part of -the year,In view of past events December 12/13/14 1977 should ‘be watched}
