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EDITORIAL: "One piece of the jigsaw" (with Bernard Delair, CONTACT UK)

The Jjob of NUFON,and principally this newsletter,is to keep you informed in

as comprehensive a fashion as possible about UFO activity in Northern Britain,
Much of the reported material has an identification assigned to it;and .in many
instances that is all there is to be said about it.But because our viewpoint
is confined to one small part of the world we only see one piece of the jigsaw,
It is interesting to look at the results when we fit a few more together,

Of course,because of the existance of this network it is often possible to
correlate regional sightings together - often with important consequences,

It may provide cooberation,or it may provide an explanation.CONTACT,being an
international organisation,receive data worldwide and they can sometimes put

in the final pieces to make the Jjigsaw whole,Below are some possible’ correlations
noted by Bernard Delair based upon reports in the November,1978 issue (no 54)

Some of these correlations are,of course,most interesting and I hope ‘hat Bernard
will be able to supply more in the futur:.It does prove how difficult it is for
anybody to study the UFO phenomenon in istlation - be that as an individual
locally or as a group nationally,It wroves the need for coordination on a level
such as NUFON provides,and an internationa. overlap such as CONTACT prcvides,

The problem ties in well with the ideas expressed by Ken Philips (seg NUN 55),
He suggests that there might be correlatiore between transient lccal phenomeria
(UFO sightings) and large scale energy releases con a world beals,The idea is
worth examining and whilst a part of this is _ocking for 'Ufocals' - areas where
UFO events occur frequently - 1t is but a part ard the world view must newer be
neglected,as it so often is.
