You who read this newsletter
probably have different ldeas of why you are interested in UFO research
out I am sure very few of you consider yourselves examples of the typ
ical Ufologist as portrayed by the media.That being is a most distaste
ful soul.It is more than unfortunate that so many of us should suffer
being branded along with him as a bit nutty,eccentric though meinly
harmlesgs. How has this image arisen? Certainly mostly because there are
such persons as these around in the UFQ world,as there are in every
other field.The subjeot of Ufology is peculiar to begin with,but in ite
serious aspect it falls Yo meke news.News must be different and so that
means if you can talk to the Martians by telepathy every night you are
gold to the press ~ but if you prefer to stick to unbiased scientific
approaches then they dont want to know.That is fair enough »rovided
they do not present our telepath as representitive of Ufology.0Unfortun
ately they dof{ The end result is it proves very difficult for seriocus
UFO groups to cerry out their work.Constently they must answer the
insults which come so subtly and possibly unintentionaly."So you believe
in 1little green men?" "How many have you seen so far?" Clearly we mus®
do all we can to rectify this situation and every group must put & large
eémphasis on ;ublic Relations.This is not only to clear your own niome,
so to speak.but also because nowadays many people have got wise to “he
attitudes of the press and if they see an unusual phenomens they are far
mere 1nclined to keep quiet sbout it than blab +to the newspapers to end
up as gnother nat.This means that UPC groups must really struggle to
get their raw material -~ sighting reportis - and those which they &o get
via the press are now more likely to be hoaxes from publicity seeksrse.
Obviougly the ideal would be to be well known to the public as a seni
scientific operation.The image has %o be both logical and trustworthy
for them to take the gamble of reporting to you.There is much groups
could do ftowards this aim and UNO will be going into great detail with
joint plena to achieve this.True the ideal is a central office/cum
research centre which is a clezr indication that we are a proper unit
but naturally without one of us winning the football pools that is not
immediately in sight.Nevertheless we must make our relationships with
the public better.Publicity in the press and on radio and TV is vitsl
but we must be careful.When being interviewed you must always stress
the strength of our scientific bases (the computer files,the attempts %o
evaluate and the abgsolute unbiased approach we must haveS,Be wary of
being led into maying we believe this or that.There is always a ognstanﬁ
battle to make you appear more interssting for publication and thls.h
means unfortunately less credible.Dont be afraid to refuse & siory 1I
you sense the vrong attitude.MAPIT has done this already,being cert-in
that no publicity is better then bad publicity.But this 18 nop‘encugh?
Redationshipe must be improved with police,airports and gll otner bodies
likely to receive reports from the puwlic.They too must have confidence
in your group to let you co-operate.We musi be prepared to meet thgse
bodies and give lectures to them and other sections o? the comzuni 4y .

If you have faith in your publication that too must find its way around
the sree by display in libraries atc.Postsers are another useful anq S
cheap gimmick - AND THAT IS WHAT THEY ARE.We really need a“dgognt ngnt%
publication.Well presented,soberly written and containing.bAbTUOThau mugs
be aur sim for the near future.It will be hard and take time %0 change
the image — it will mean certainly not getting your piogure printed or
name mentioned in the popular press as often as they might.BUT IF YOU
ARE ONIY INTERESTED IN THAT THEN WE MAY AS WELL PART COMPANY NOW.Uno
doesn't need you - and certainly Ufology doesnt.You may be anonymous

but that doesn't make you unimportante.

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ANALYSIS OF THE OPLNION POLL:

After the recent experiences of the election
poll forecasts I suppose we should be very wary of trusting anything which
properts to be an opinion survey - but if you remember in August susc &
form was included with your copy of UNO journal.As ocomments indicate many
were unclear what the intention was,and not a large number returned them.
In fact I ocannot tell you the full reasoning behind them since they were
prepared by Dave Morley.who &s you indw is not at present available.Bu:
there are one or two things which otn usefully come out of looking at the
results.One of the most interestinz questions was Whene do UFOs come from?
The answers were not suprising,thcugh a bit saddening.75% said UFOs wero
probably spacecraft.'(25% were absolutely certain of it )Thie in itself is
not worrying,indeed all but a couple of people said that ETH was a very
likely source.What is worrying is that only 20% said we should be open
minded.One person summed up what ie I believe the correct view by saying.
UFOs could be many things BUT WE Z/XE NOT IN A POSITION TO SAY WHICH.Other
theories which found support were Iime Travel (30%) Other Universe/Dimen
sion (15%) end from Earth (5%).Perhaps a fuller analysis of the other
questions will be done later,thowh it must be pointed out that the survey
is not as claimed a PUBLIC OPINIO! one -~ since only Ufologimis were
circulated.That will bias it a 1llitie bit.won'!+t iti
Incidentally it was useful to ask what you wanted out of a magazine and
your views are to be acted on.Viriually unanimous was more detail and
follow up on investigetions.Also ¢ 1ot wanted more local group news &nd
information on lectures.This is v to loocal groupe to supply the news and
summarise any lectures they hold :or us.Unfortunately ati present photon
are not possible - but we have tht next best thing - drawlngs!

THE MEN IN BLACK :(Mark Williamso:.)

Men in black have been operating since
at legst 1953.They are so called -ecause they dress in black suits,shoes
and hats.They have also been know: to drive belck oars with tainted wind

the fact that UFOs are secret weipons,This cannot really be so since they
have been reported from Germeny, veden and even Merseyside: Always they
speak the local language.One of ‘e first cases comes from Conneticut USA
in 1953 when an Albert Bender fir:ed an International UF0O service.Ho hed
a theory about UFOs which he post:d to another Usologist.Three MIBu called

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IS T7E WAVE PHENOMENA REAL?::
Is there any real evidence for the exista
of waves in UFO sighting reports?This is not such a superficial quégtigge
28 1% seems because if it can be proven as a definite factor i+t will throw
vital light on the nature of UFOs.It may be true that its reality would
lend itself more egsily to more extraordinary theories than are commonly
generated because if UFQs are spacecraft from another world why should
they travel more at certain times? I will leave aside the many possible
arguments why this could be so and concentrate on the qyestion posed in the
title.Now it is not disputed that a wave pattern can be shown in UFO
REPORTS but that is a different matter to the UFQO phenomena.True a real
phenomena is present but it is enmeshed in the general morass &f misinter
pretations and psychological factors.The UFO report draws Trom all these
areas and so all we can show is that the wave is characteristic of one or
more of them.There seems little reason to assume misintverpretations will
follow e time pattern.Of course isolated
instances (such as the burn up of a bright ﬁﬁﬁﬁﬁgwl\'
sattclitte) give rise to isolated reports &
but these do not show on statistical ansl

2 )The effects of the 1969 Condon Report show clearly,Virtualy all 13 of
the 1369 itema are about Condon.8ince them there are less vhan half & doz
en in 4% years!Yet UFO reports have not declined and the relationship,
though present,with the 1973 wave is hardly noticable.

APRIL 25 1372 20-30 GRANTHAM

Several witnesses in the area watched the unusual behaviour of a UFRO for
fifteen minutes.It wa: described as a yellow sphere.the size of a foot
ball,which 2ig zagged aoross the sky.At times it would appear to hover
and it was lost from 3ight for a time.lt was found again close 4o somo
Provost Jet aircrafi.Finally it shot off to the north,

to the report belov.The aircralt are a mystery since all local air beses
denied they were “1ere.One witness ha.: had flying experience however and
should therefore oa reliable.FPuller details on file number 72D 153) :

APRIL 4 1974 16~00 CBORLTCN,Manchestier

This report is o’ a yellow sphere also which was observed by five
securlty officer: on their way to work.They were travelling along 2
quiet rcad in a ainbus when the objeot crossed the sky in front.All
statementes agreed in what they saw.

(This report was :nvestigated by MAPIT but no conclusion was raached.
We were able to rile out meteor and atmospheric phenomena with some
certainty and no rircraft were in the vicinity within one hour of the
time.In fact the suards were working at Ringway airport and were very
familiar with t/res of aircraft. Fuller details on file number 74D 027)

JUNE 22 1974 ¢4-00 aprox BEBBINGTON,Wirral

This report h.s already been recorded in the Wirral newsletter 'Skylinks
but is worth somnenting on now full statements are on file.It +Hook place
during a Sky-atch on the school field arranged by Wirral UFO Society.
Four observ(ss plotted the actions of a black sphere for almost half an
hour.I+ app ared to change into a cigar shape then back to a sphere be
fore vanicring. It wae observed through binoculars.

(There are inconsistancies in the various sitatements and the exaci time
is uncert:in but it is worth pointing out that in multiple witnsso sighi
ings it i) often better to find such minor disorepancies since it would
be expec-dd with the obvious excitement and although obviously nou rel
evant ir this case complete agreement ocan give suspicions of either
collusica or induced mass hypnosis.Apparantly & temperaturs inversion
was pre.ent but i1t was not possible to have caused this repori.The change
in shays does seem likely to be due to change in angle of observation
and it weeps possible owing to the virtual stability of the object <hati
a ballon could have caused it.Nothing has been found so far,however.
