The investigators seminar held in October was something of an experiment,being the
first BUFORA venture (joing with MUFORA) outside London,It was firmly aimed at the
practical field ufologist,. ¢ e
The venue was UMIST, a Manchestcr centre university,and the host group was well
rupresented (with all its active team). Unfortunately,investigators from elsewhere
were -less forthcoming (especially NUFON groups),although SCUFORI (frcm'Swindon)
came in strensth, and the audience comprised a hard-working bunch of 26 keen and
“edicated investigators.

roceedings began with a role=play-exercise,where Jenny Randles took the-role of a
real witness to a real (but unpublicised) CE 3 incident.The audience was split into
thHree groups whichi took on specific roles,without the rest knowing what these were,
One was-.the 'British UFO & Spaceship Club’',3: cultist pro-UFQ society.Two was ‘the
Societv Against Pseudo-S¢ientific Nonsense,Three was a middle-ground radio show
called 'So They Told Us'.A lengthy interrogation session ensued with the audience
questionning the 'witness' from within their various roles.This worked sh well it
considerably over-ran, Afterwaré each group presented the facts they had gleaned
(from the standpoint they had adopted)'in the -form of official reports. This led
to much interesting discussion about roles within ufology, the policy:of the media
and how very differing slants can be placed on the same set of facts.In this way
many 6f the problems on interviewing were thrown into relief, and it was concluded
that the investigator must start with the premise he can explain a case,but be
ready to admit that he has reached a point where this seems unlikely to be possible.
This part of the programme was enjoyed by all.

Next,Stephen Simpson,a lecturer from Bolton College,talked about perception as it
relates specifically to judgement of motidn,size & structure.He illustrated this
with many 1llusions and demonstrations that sent us all gog-eyed but made their
point about witness abilities,Putting the investigator in the.place of the witness
for once paid excellent dividendss 7

Finally, an interview with ufo witness Marion Sunderland was shown on the video.
She discussed what she saw ‘as an ideal investigator and investigation and we

had a discussion of the use and abuse of witness data and the value of the new code
of practice.It was unfortunate time ran out with thks in full flight.
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*'A11 in'all, the day was a success - and perhaps the forerunner of other practical °
ventures of this kind,
