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DERBYSHIRE UFO FLAP

On the night of the 26th of September, a huge illuminated
triangle flew low over Bakewell, Derbyshire.

This proved to be the tip of the iceberg, as an immediate
investigation (the PRA interviewed a primary witness within 1%
hours) of this and other sightings, showed that the
Matlock/Bakewell area had been the centrepoint of a number of
UFO events.

In order to give some idea of the wide range of reports, a
number of incidents have been listed below in date order.

23rd August 1.15am

Mr & Mrs E.G. were returning from a holiday in Wales and
driving on the B5055. They were just passing the ancient stone
circle of Abor Low, when they noticed what they at first took
to be the ‘moon shining through the clouds. The intensity of
the light increased as a glowing shape came through the clouds.
The witnesses could make out a series of red and white lights
on the object, as it came towards them with a searchlight-like
beam sweeping the ground below.

The illuminated object passed slowly over their vehicle and at
this stage the occupants "felt very scared". The UFO
continued on its way, disappearing out of sight. (Both
witnesses are Academics and have insisted on no publicity).

12th September 9.15pm

Mrs Matthews and members of her family saw a large illuminated
triangle fly over their house in Derby. The object was a dark
triangle with 1lights around it and emitted a "very faint"
sound.

18th September 4.15pm

Mr Bower and his eight year old daughter were out walking near
Bakewell, when they noticed a dull grey cigar shaped object in
the sky. "It did not shine, although it was sunlight and it
had a dull red end to it"....it then suddenly disappeared.

19th September 8.25pm

Mrs R. of Spondon, carried out a saucer of food to feed
hedgehogs in her garden. She was alarmed by a 1light that
illuminated the garden. She later saw a brightly 1lit craft
flying over nearby rooftops.




19th September 9.25pm

Mr Barlow, a keen aircraft spotter lives in Belper watched
approaching 1lights, "a lot brighter than normal jet 1lights,
tnese were like massive searchlights". "I watched it for about
ten minutes through binoculars, it had flashing lights, it was
the wierdest thing I've ever seen", "if it had been a jet, I
would have heard it, it was massivel!" (it flew in the
direction of Bakewell).

26th September

7.45pm

Mrs Hutchinson (Alport, Bakewell) and 6 year old daughter saw
brightly 1it object in sky. The young girl commented "I don't
like that aeroplane mummy"...

9pm ¥

Mr Rickers (Matlock) sighted an object in the sky, "lit up like
a huge fairground".

9pm

Mr Curtis saw lights hovering near Bakewell while taking his
dogs for a walk (the dogs became excited)....

9pm

Andrew Johnson (12) and his friend saw illuminated object with
red & white lights shining a beam downwards.(Matlock)

9.25pm

Mr & Mrs Hewitt were travelling in car on the M1, just past
junction 29 going South, when they saw what they at first took
to be a "helicopter with a big searchlight" fly over in the
direction of Bakewell.

9.30pm

Mr Paul Andrews saw a triangle with bright 1lights perform
several turning manoeuvres over the town of Bakewell.

9.30pm

Mrs Pailing of Bakewell saw large triangle with red,green and
white lights pass overhead.

9.30pm

Mrs Shah opened a window to watch a brilliantly 1it triangle
craft fly over her house at Matlock Baths.

(there are several other reports relating to the 26th of
September)

30th September 5am

John Nash was herding cows on a farm near Chesterfield, when a
brightly 1it object with "windows" flew low overhead, emitting
a humming sound. (there was no cattle reaction).

The object was cigar shaped with a line of white lights, a red
light was also seen.

"FOO FIGHTERS" - TIMOTHY GOOD PUTS THE RECORD STRAIGHT!

In lTast months OVNI your Editor claimed that the WW2 aerial
phenomenon known as "Foo Fighters" had been encountered only in

the Pacific theatre of operations...."Not so" said author
Timothy Good in a recent letter to the PRA: "Press clippings o
on European sightings have 1long been available and I'm
enclosing a couple of articles by Barry Greenwood which you may
find helpful".

We have reproduced a page from "Just Cause" (USA)% a newspaper
cutting page.

The information supplied by Timothy Good is a valuable record
of how the "Foo Fighter" phenomenon arose, although there are
few (if any) photographs available. Two of the photographs
produced in last months OVNI are shown at the bottom of the
page as a reminder of some of the unsubstantiated claims made
by a few authors i.e. the much reproduced photograph (bottom
left) cannot be Allied or German aircraft over Europe, as the
aircraft depicted are Japanese (photo bottom right).

The "Just Cause" of Sept.1992 also carries a story about UFO
crossing the U.S./Canadian border in 1915! :-

The New York Times (Feb.15 1915) reported that three or four
"aeroplanes" had crossed the border near Morrison, New York the

previous evening. The aircraft headed in a northeasterly
direction over the towns of Grananoque and Brockville in i
Ontario. Witnesses had reported seeing the aircraft drop .

"fireballs or 1light balls" as they crossed the St. Lawrence
River. The Brockville mayor was among the first witnesses in
Canada to see the aircraft. The lights that were visible had
to have been those carried by aeroplanes officials said.

Concern erupted in Ottowa, the provincial and national capital.
Upon hearing that wunknown aircraft were heading in their
general direction, Lt. Col. A.P. Sherwood, Chief Commissioner
of the Dominion Police and military officials ordered the
blackout of important government buildings: The Royal Mint,
Parliament and the Governor General's residence.

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FIRST OFFICIAL FOO-FIGHTER RECORDS DISCOVERED

In January 1992, CAUS launched an effort to locate documentation
relevant to the Foo-Fighter phenomenon of World War 2. This has led to
the first release of unit records giving specifics on these incidents.

For those unfamiliar with what Foo-Fighters were, we will explain.
During the later part of World War 2 pilots on both the allied and axis
sides reported seeing strange balls of light flying with them while they
were engaged in bombing and air defense missions in the European and
Pacific theaters. The balls were generally about a foot in diameter,
bright, of varying colors and able to maneuver with ease in and about
aircraft formations.

Word of the phenomenon leaked to the press in December 1944 and

‘* became widely known in America on January 2, 1945, through numerous
newspaper reprintings of a wire service story summarizing pilot des-
criptions of what they saw. In the press coverage it was assumed that the
balls were Nazi secret weapons. However, they did not seem to affect air-
craft in any way, except to be a nuisance. Reports persisted until the
end of January 1945, when the activity abated, though not completely.
Further mention of Foo-Fighters (which in fact was a nickname given to

~“the strange balls by pilots of the 415th Night Fighter Squadron, based
upon a frequent phrase used in the "Smokey Stover" comic strip of the day)
disappeared from the press until December 1945, when the American Legion
Magazine carried accounts by pilots of their experiences (see "The Foo
Fighter Mystery" by Jo Chamberlin, American Legion Magazine, Dec. 1945).
From then on the Foo-Fighter reports surfaced much after the fact in various
UFO publications over the years. ,

Clues as to the existence of wartime records of the Foo-Fighters
appeared in declassified Air Force Intelligence files from 1947 and 1952.

As a result of UFO waves in those years several former bomber crew members
had contacted the Air Force to advise them of their experiences with Foo-
Fighters in the hope that this would somehow shed light on the flying sau-
cers being sighted. One record, an April 23, 1952 letter from Lt. Col.
W.W. Ottinger of the Directorate of Intelligence's Evaluation Division,
said that an evaluation of Foo-Fighters was done at the end of the war.

It was concluded that there was nothing to the phenomenon at all, though

to this day the study has not been made public.
A majority of the published accounts of Foo-Fighters seemed to emanate
