* THE SUDDEN DEATH OF STUART SMITH I.U.N. *

The world of UFOLOGY was stunned this month, with the news that 
Stuart Smith had died suddenly while attending a UFO conference 
in Austria. 

Stuart was head of "Enigma Design & Publishing" based in 
Burnley, Lancs. and edited "UFO Brigantia", the journal of "The 
Independent UFO Network". He had been a 1 eadi ng· 1 i ght in UFO 
circles for a number of years and many members wi 11 remember 
him for the excellent International Conferences that he 
organised in Sheffield. The conferences included such speakers 
as Jacques Vallee, George D. Fawcett, Budd Hopkins, John Keel 
Cynthi a Hind, L i nda Maul ton-Howe, Jenny Randl es and Hi 1 ary 
Evans.

We understand that Stuart, who was in his mid-forties and a 
diabetic, contracted Flu' while covering a UFO conference in 
Austria. He declined to call in a 1 ocal doctor and persevered 
with his coverage of the conference, together with friends and 
his fifteen year old son. His i 11 ne ss became progressively 
worse and he died during the night at his hotel. 

To the many people who had met him, his passing will be noted 
with particular sadness, for he had a bright friendly 
personality and an intense interest in the UFO subject. It 
goes almost without saying that he will be greatly missed, not 
only for his contribution to the ever changing UFO scene, but 
as one of the friendliest people in the business.

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OUT IN THE COLD? 

What has been going on in Iceland in recent weeks? 

We have heard from a usually reliable source that there may 
well have been a UFO landing on this remote island. Rumours of 
military activity, area's of the country being cordoned off and 
American ships patrolling the coastline all add to the air of 
mystery surrounding this story. 

It seems that Tony Dodd, the well known UFO investigator, has 
actually flown to Iceland to·investigate what is going on! 

If we hear any more on this story, we will publish the details 
in the next issue of the OVNI. 

It is worth reflecting on the alleged UFO landing in Canada in 
1991. Video of a multi coloured craft, complete with flashing 
lights has been doing the rounds' for the last few months. The 
scene, shot at night, also showed several flares burning on the 
ground alongside the "craft". We heard that when Timothy Good 
was sent a copy, he watched it and then promptly popped into 
the nearest waste paper bin! 

ON THE TRIANGLE SCENE 
It is di ffi cult to keep pace with the number of "Flying 
Triangle" reports reach-ing us from· near and afar. A selection 
of reports follows: -

From the "Oklahoma MUFON News"November 1993 
On September 5, 1993 at about 8pm, an eleven year old girl, her 
six year old sister, a twelve year old neighbours girl and a 
lady in her forties, all saw a UFO Triangle over the city. The 
object made a slight buzzing sound as it passed nearby heading 
south to north. 

It was triangle shape, with red/white lights underneath with a 
small red light at the rear of the object, detached. It moved 
slowly north at a steady speed unti 1 going to the end of a 
nearby block and then speeded up. "A couple of car alarms went 
off when the object went up." 

The speed was estimated to be only about ten miles an hour and 
the size, as large as a neighbourhood house.

Sightings in Pine Park, Pensacola. 
October 11th 1993 
Reported by "Bob" & "Carol"

Both groups of witnesses reported seeing "boomerang" or "V" 
shaped craft, "Carol" reported that there were thirteen "poker 
chips" associated with the sighting and she described them as 
dull matt grey, but that they were 1 i ght enough to contrast 
against the dark night sky. 

The area between the "V" (of the main object) was very luminous 
at the brightest part, although no distinct lights were 
visible. "Ted" & "Alice" sketched a similar object and both 
sets of witnesses reported no sound associated with the object. 

A local Pensacolian reported a large black triangular craft on 
November 1st this year, on North Davi s Highway in Pensacol a. 
The witness stated that it was the size of a jet 1 i ner and 
moved slower than the traffic, the time was 0715 (local time). 

The object had red and silver 1 i ghts eo veri ng the bottom and 
was preceded by about one hundred small silver objects. (A 
complete investigation is pending). 

DERBY U.K. 11th November 1993 2130 

While driving from Oakwood Estate into Woods Road, Chaddesden, 
I an Hitchcock saw a triangular shaped object surrounded by a 
number of glowing and flashing red lights (see sketch). 

The object appeared low down and travelling fast from North to 
South and then changing course to the South-East. The 
observation 1 asted about two minutes and it is not known if 
there was any sound associated with the object. 

The witness described a definite triangle shape and observed as 
the size of a one pence piece at arms length. Conditions at the 
time were: clear sky, with stars visible and a cool 
temperature.

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A mother and her 20-year-old 

daughter this week claimed to have 
been frightened after a strange silent 
craft followed them down Green Road . 

Their encounter lasted about an hour and a 
half. The two, who live in the Derby Road area 
of Ashbournc, became aware of an elongated H 
shape in the sky on their right as they passed the 
Little Chef travelling the A52 towards 
Ashbourne. It was about 9.10pm. 

"It was not a plane or a helicopter and had 
lights at the bottom like strobe lights moving 
around very slowly," recalled the mother. "lt 
was square shape and very large in the sky. 

"I wanted to go home when we got to 
Ashbournc but my daughter said to go to Green 
Road, where I knew that we should see it. 

"Against my better 
·
judgment we went 

although I was frightened because I knew it 
would be there. 

"Just past the Grammar School my daughter 
shouted that it was there on the left above the 
houses. 

"I had already locked the car doors and drove 
up Green Road to about ten houses before the 
end, and stopped. 

"Now it seemed to have lost shape and was 
replaced by a bright flashing star which we felt 
compelled to focus on. 

"We were quiet, and kept looking for about 
five minutes and thct� suddenly there it was 
above us. 

"1 lcnncd forward and looked through the 
windscreen and directly nbovc us was this saucer 

shaped thing, as big as a house and as high as a 
house. . 

"It was·round, and a silvery white colour with. 
white flashing lights around it and other round 
shapes around it like glowing ball lights. 

"There was no sound at all and I was petrified 
and my daughter screamed 'Oh my God.' I felt 
as though it could have beamed us up, so put the 
car in reverse ami backed down. Green Road at 
about 40 miles an hour. 

"As I did so my daughter was shouting that it 
was following us, but by the time we got near to 
Town Head it had gone over the houses and 
trees and I felt a bit safer and stopped again." 

They both got out of the car and stood 
looking up into the sky when they again saw the 
elongated H shape which; as they looked, 
changed into a cigar shape. 

"As we looked it took off and shot across to 
the left, back to the right and back to the left. 
Then it disappeared." 

The two now decided to go home but getting 
buck in the car found it was icy cold, as though a 
frosty morning, although the heater had been on 
all the way from Derby. 

Driving up Derby Road and looking across 
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nter .scares 

w·tnesses 
the valley. they saw the H shape still over Green. 
Road and arriving home the woman got her 
husband to go back with them. 

They followed the strange craft up to 
Kniveton, and saw it flashing again before it shot 
over towards Hognaston. 

"My· husband works in the aerospace 
industry," said the woman, "and had never seen 
anything like it. It was like nothing 1 had ever 
seen either." 

The woman admitted she had been very 
disturbed by the experience and said it would 
take a long time to get over it. 

"Although I am pleased to have seen it and 
wonder why it came to us, I never thought I was 
going to make it home. I thought life was going 
to disappear and me with it." 

In July when a woman on the Green Road 
area was also frightened by a strange huge disc 
shaped object, several News Telegraph readers 
suggested it was a Chinook helicopter. 

But when the News Telegraph described the 
experience and description to RAF Strike 
Command at High Wycombc, spokesman Dale 
Donovan said it did not sound at all like a 
helicopter. 

"The Chinook, while being 99 feet long 
including the rotar at each end, is a very loud 

· aeroplane making a very distinctive vibrating 
noise. 

"It also has a considerable down-draught. 

. .. 1 think you arc talking here of something 
more than a helicopter." 

At the Ministry of Defence in Whitehall, 
· UFO sightings arc dealt with by Mr Nick Pope 

. who has asked that the women in question should 
send him full details of the incident and a sketch 
of the craft. 

"Ninety-five per cent of reports we receive 
can be explained in terms of known objects or 
phenomena," explained Mr Pope. 

"Satellites, aircraft, weather balloons, 
meteorites and so on. But we accept five per cent 
of s!ghtings do appear to defy explanation and on 
which we arc open minded and have no better 
idea< than the next: person." 

Last year Mr Pope received 147 reports from 
members of the public, usually via the local 
poli.ce. 

So far he h:-ts received no reports for Tuesday 
evening last week.

WHAT ALIENS? 

Is there any point in pursuing the government to reveal what 
they know about alleged Alien Contact? 

A number of organisations on both si des of the Atlantic are 
attempting to con vi nee those in authority that they should 
rev ea 1 a 1 1 ,  but as an ex-mi 1 i tary intelligence operative once 
said to me "why should the public be informed?" 

We have discussed in previous issues the implications of such 
revelations and the way that it would affect religious beliefs, 
commerce and the status quo. 

We can only speculate about the apparent extremes that those in 
authority have gone to in an effort to "keep the 1 id on". 
There have on occasions been deathbed statements by witnesses 
who have been present at UFO encounters, but there have been 
others who have been threatened and kept silent to the end (in 
some cases "the end" may well have come sooner than the witness 
anticipated! ) 

The efforts of the American organisation "Citizens Against UFO 
Secrecy" (see over page), has resulted in little positive 
action from those in authority. President Cl i nton apparently 
responded by saying he will take the group's ideas into 
consideration and keep them close to his heart. But Mr Clinton 
declined to attend a meeting. (ref: Wall Street Journal 1/7/93) 

It seems probable that the recently launched U. K. group 
"Campaign For Alien Acknowledgement" will not be able to 
progress any further than producing a list of intentions. The 
possibility of locating the actual authority dealing with alien 
interaction and to receive any kind of acknowledgement would 
appear to be remote. 

With the advance of modern technology, military sources have a 
prime interest in keeping news of the latest developments from 
the general public. The so called "black budget" is an example 
of how the costs and information on new developments is kept 
from even those in government circles, so what chance is there 
of a protest group getting any further, or even as far as the 
front door of the White House?
