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1995 - A YEAR TO REMEMBER 

As this year closes and we inch our way towards the 21st 
century, we can take a little time to reflect on the events of 
1995. It was a year full of incidents, some mysterious and 
intriguing and some questionable in the extreme. 

In January we received tne sad news that one of the World's 
foremost landing /retrieval investigators, Leonard H. 
St.ringfield nad died. Ler1' Stringfield was an American who had 
served in WW2 and was tne author of numerous works, including 
"Sltuation Red" and a number of meticulous reports on crash 
retrieval cases. He was a likeable person who we had exchanged 
information witn over the years. 

It was on tne 6th of January that a Boeing 737 was 'buzzed' by 
a UFO over tne Pennines, while en-route to Manchester Airport. 
The culprit was reported by the aircrew to be a Flying Triangle 
t n a t h a d f 1 o w n a 1 m o s t h e a d - o n ·c o w a r d s t h e a i r c r a f t a n d t h e n 
passed close by. It could well have been one of the many FT's 
tnat were saturating the Derbyshire countryside at night during 
tne period Dec 94/ May 95. 

One particular sighting on the 21st of January, took place over 
the Derwent Housing Estate, Derby. The report and sketch of 
t. h i s i n c i d e n t w a s r e p r o d u c e d w o r 1 d -w i d e • D u r i n g t h e D e c I r�1 a y 
period we received reports of 53 incidents and the FT's haven't 
finished yet! ( see this issue ) . 

Not all of tne UFO events of tne past year can be blamed on the 
extra-terrestrials! We had the unusual case of a night flying 
aircraft carrying out a thermal imaging exercise over 
Nottingham for several hours on the night of 20th March. 

This low flying and almost silent, night flying programme 
caused some alarm among the local residents of Ilkeston where 
tne aircraft turned at the end of eacn flight path. 

This night exercise resulted in the Nottingham council 
reporting that a high % of buildings in the city were wasting 
energy by losing excess neat . • • • or so we have since been told! 



One of the most unusual coincidences of the year must have been 
the visit by Darren Collins of the Southern Paranormal 
Investigation, based near Portsmouth. Darren had told us of 

his interest in 'Flying Triangles 1 and actually accompanied 
several PRA members to interview an FT' witness. Then just a 
few nights later on the 2nd May, Darren had a close encounter 
of his own with an FT' on a lonely Derbyshire country road. 

This year also saw the loss of another World famous UFO figure, 
when Lord Clancarty (also previously known as Brinsley Le Poer 
T r e n c h ) d i e d o n t h e 2 2 n d t·1 a y • A 1 w a y s a c o n t r o v e r s i a 1 f i g u r e , 
Lord Clancarty was responsible for the House of Lords setting 
up a UFO study committee. 

June and July saw us once again in the throes of the 11Crop 
Circle .. season, with an even more varied selection of circles 
appearing once again in the southern part of England. The 
national news media appear to nave decided that they are all 
fakes and barely worth a mention, especi a 11 y if Lady Di' 
happened to sneeze on the same day! However the local 
Hampsni re and Wi 1 tshi re papers took more interest in events, 
especially as it seemed highly likely that any hoaxers caught 
by the farmers were likely to suffer grievous bodily damage. 

Our international interests continued throughout the year, with 
stories coming in from several countries including Belgium, 
Sweden, Guatemala and Japan. The Japanese J.S. PS. group are 
particularly interested in the British Crop Circles and have 
already contacted the PRA with a view to visiting England next 
June on a guided tour. Busty Taylor's excellent aerial 
photograpns no doubt had a bearing on their decision. 

It must be admitted that all other events in 1995 were 
overshadowed by the appearance of the Roswell Autopsy fi 1 m, 
discovered by Ray Sant i 11 i. The showing of this fi 1 m at the 
Sheffield Conference and to the public at large on national TV 
has caused a tremendous amount of controversy. Is it a fake or 
is it genuine? The debate still continues to this day and now 
otner 11autopsy fi lms/photographs 11 are appearing from dubious 
sources. 

Although there was great speculation (especially by world 
government agencies) that the likely existence of .. aliens" 
would upset the global civilised structure (including the 
Church), it proved to be 1 ess than a 'seven day wonder'. It 
appears to be a fact of life that humanity will not change its 
views drastically in one generation. It is the new generation 
that accepts the great changes that are likely to take place. 
For instance youngsters brought up on 110r.Who" and "Star Trek11 
do not find it unusual to be told that aliens do exist and have 
been visiting our planet for years • • • •  "so what's new?"

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ANOTHER "FLYlfJG TRIANGLE" OVER DERBYSHIRE 

On the night of tne 4th of November 95, at 8.08prn f.lr Kei th 
Rowland was outside in the garden preparing a firework display 
with his youngsters. He was in an area down near the canal at 
the bottom of the Nottingham Road in Ilkeston, when his 
attention was attracted to a large triangular object flying 
silently overhead. It was eerie and he described as being like 
a "Ghost Ship". 

The FT had three l�rge lights situated just inside each corner 
(see sketch). "It seemed that a 11 the 1 i ghts were about the 

same size" he said. "It was so silent and big and so fast, it 
just seemed to come and go." "It was like looking at a low 
flyiny jet, but there was no noise." "I'm not sure about the 
colour of the lights, but I think they were red." "It was not 
a plane." 

The FT appeared from the NE and was heading in a SW direction 
�s it flew out of sight. Keith estimated that he watched the 
object for about ten seconds. Because of the dark sky it was 
difficult to make out the exact shape of the object, but it was 
"very big".

Check i ny through the P R A  fi 1 es, we can confi rrn that an FT was 
sighted by amateur astronomer Andy Emmerson on the night of the

A couple of years ago I was introduced at a dinner 
party to someone who used to fly with the Red 
Arrows. He told me a rather remarkable story of 
strange happenings experienced by pilots of Harrier 
jets while executing certain manoeuvres. Pilots 
talked-'f being put into another dimension, switched 
to re-�ognisable places sometimes thousands of 
miles distant in just seconds. switching from flying in 
murky weather conditions to brilliantly clear skies in 
a flash and remaining there for a few seconds before 
the weather turned bad again, seeing UFOs in large 
numbers for the first time .... Many of the pilots have 
had the experience while executing a certain man­
oeuvre, which is the following: during workouts in 
flying combat techniques, it was decided that vertical 
thrust should be tried out to assist the Harrier in 
making a tighter turn. The first time it was done, the 
aircraft was doing about 320 miles per hour [500 
km/h) in level flight, then its thrust was brought round 
for a hard left turn, and it was said afterwards by 
ground observers that the Harrier seemed to stop 
and then blast its way into a u-turn. This manoeuvre 
was stepped up during the Harrier programme. and 
when the Americans started theirs, their pilots rep­
orted having the same strange experiences. 

Gr<;wnd control radar reported that sometimes 
during the manoeuvre it would lose its trace of the 
plane at the same time as losing radio contact with 
the pilot. The flight box recorder, however, always 
se�med to function properly. 

The sir.ister aspect of all this is that there seems to 
be a cover-up operation going on on both sides of the 
Atlantic. Information about the numbers of Harriers 
that have crashed while carrying out the u-turn 
manoeuvre has been systematically suppressed. 

When I spoke to an aviation expert about this 
strange phenomenon he said he had heard reports of 
these things happening to pilots, but not on Harriers. 
He said the stories go back to the First World War 
when flying conditions were extremely uncomfor­
table: pilots were unprotected from the cold and 
suffered from oxygen starvation, and hallucinated 
frequently. But nowadays pilots fly in a much more 
comfortable environment with heated G-suits. which 
prevent the flow of blood away from the head, and 
bags of oxygen- and things still happen to them that 
they don't like to talk about, and they see things in the 
sky that just should not be there.

The Evening Sky 
December 1995 

Galaxies are huge structures and 
throughout December you can glimpse 
two galaxies if you pick a truly dark 
environment from which to observe. 
The Earth resides about 30,000 light 
years from the centre of our galaxy, 
called the Milky Way. From Earth the 
Milky Way appears as a magnificent 
band of stars, broad and irregular in 
shape, straddling the galactic equ�tor: a 
great circle around the sky that 1s the 
nucleus of our galaxy. The Milky Way 
contains some 400 thousand million stars 
and is I 00,000 light years across. 

From your dark observation point you 
can also see the Great Galaxy in 
Andromeda. Look directly overhead 
and you should see a large faint glo'v of 
li oht (binoculars "'ill reveal much n1ore ) . 
Thi� is .A.ncromeda. AP.dron"!eda is the 
most distant object you \Vill ever see, at 
2.2 n1illion light years. Andron1eda is 3 
tin1es the size of our Milky Way galaxy 
and is heading towards us. 

The Milky Way belongs to a local gr�up 
of 19 galaxies. Local groups of galax1es 
make up larger galactic groups. Many 
large groups form galactic-clusters until 
\\'e arrive at galaxian super-clusters, each 
super-cluster containing more galaxies 
than stars in the Milky Way! The large 
scale structure of the universe is 
a\vesome and in1possible to imagine. 

Venus and Saturn are the planets visible 
this month. Venus is detectable in the 
soft south-\vestern evening hvilight 
producing a pleasant apparition against 
the setting Sun. 

Saturn is high in the south as night 
darkens. Saturn being alone in that part

of the sky is quite easy to spot. A \va�, 
steady, yello\v radiance f roro a col�, .icy 
and distant world some 1000 m1lhon 
miies away. 

Mter travelling 2 billion miles the Galileo 
orbiter-probe spacecraft reaches Jupiter. 
On December 7th the space-probe will 
be the first Earthly object to enter the 
planets atmosphere. After \vithstanding 
300 times Earth's gravity and stellar 
temperatures as it decelerates from 
I 00,000 miles an hour to parachute

.
­

opening velocity, the probe will transmit 
data for 75 minutes to the orbiter 
spacecraft as it S\vings into Jovian orbit. 

The orbiter will travel 11 times around 
Jupiter in 2 years making 15 close flybys 
of its Galilean Moons. 

The winter solstice occurs on December 
22nd when the Sun reaches the farthest 
point south in the heavens: to begin its 
six-month return journey north\vard.

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A MESSAGE FROM SPACE IN 1977? 

One of the past mysteries that nas defied an explanation was 
the mysterious broadcast that was made on the 26th November 
19 7 7  at 5 .12prn. The "voice from outer space" broke into a 
scheduled news bulletin being read by Ivor Mills on what was 
"Southern TV". The phantom voice broadcast a message that 
over-rode the TV signal and continued for 5 t  minutes. 

Those that heard the broadcast (it covered Southern England) 
were impressed by the message, whi eh i nci dentall y was never 
reported in full by the news media. 

�ithin a short time, the authorities claimed that the broadcast 
had been a hoax. The TV authorities assumed that it was a sick 
joke, but they commented "we can't imagine how it was done." 
"It appears that someone broadcast their signal over ours. The 
equipment used would need to be fairly sophisticated and 
expensive." 

It seems strange that engineers monitoring the broadcast were 
unaware that tne TV signal had been over-ridden. The media 
cl ai rned that a ·student had driven near a TV mast and nooked 
onto the broadcast, but there were in fact two transmission 
masts in operation at the time, were both taken over? In spite 
of the media attention, no student was ever traced (surely 
student's C2ren 't shy! ). 

Later, a story emerged that an ITV engineer had arranged the 
broadcast and he had now been sacked, but the sacked engineer 
was never named and as far as is known, was never traced. 

\�hat of tne message itself? According to 'Viewpoint Aquarius 
Magazine' ( January 19 78), they w�re able to listen to the full 
recorded broadcast at the LBC studio in London and they claim 
that this is what tne voice said:-

"Tni s is the voice of Gramaha the representative of the Asta 
Galactic Command speaking to you. For many years now you have 
seen us as lignts in the skies. We speak to you now in peace 
and wisdom as we have done to your brothers and sisters all 
over this, your planet Earth."
