A 11 .radiant orange 11 star-shaped UFO was seen at 
Farncombe on the evening of July 6 by Mr. Robert Harris 
and his wife Janice, of Birtley Road, Bramley. 

In a report to S.I.G.A.P. Mr. Harris gives the 
following account of the sighting:-

"It was 8.15 p.m. My attention was drawn to what at 
first appeared to be a bright star low in the sky. It was 
not until after pointing it out to my wife that we both 
realised it was descending vertically from a point above 
the trees on the horizon. It disappeared from view behind 
them, taking in all about 15-20 seconds. When first seen 
it was about twice tree-height, these trees being on a 
hill about hnlf-a-mile away. The object was of a radiant 
ornnge colour, its light varying slightly. Looking at nn 
Ordn~nce Survey mnp afterwards I found that the object 
was in the Enst. The wenther o.t the time was dry and clear 
generally''.

While Mr .. :tnd Nrs. Hnrris were busy observing the 
sto.r-shnped object, Miss Phyllis Peo.se, who wo.s driving 
nlong the Bramley-Alfo.rd road, so.w o. red ball of fire in 
the sky. It wns visible for about ho.lf-a-minute, after 
which it suddenly dis~ppeo.red. Miss Pense's po.ssenger nlso 
the object, which wo.s in the North-East.

A clu.ster of three "very large" st:~.rs which hovered 
for three to five minutes 2nd mnde o. droning noise, were 
seen by secret~ry Miss Pnmelo. Jennings, of Ash Hill Road, 
Ash, nt 11 p.m. on August 19. After o. short while they 
shot up into the o.ir nnd diso.ppeo.red. The objects were 
seen from Ash Hill Roo.d. 

At 2 a.m. one morning in late May Miss Jennings saw 
another peculiar star-like object from Ash Hill Road. She 
was sitting in a car at the time with R.A.Eo engineer 
Mr. Anthony Frost.

Mrs. White said~ "I looked out of the window and s2w 
n brilli2nt light in thG West over the "George Inn". It 
was visible for only n few seconds.

This sighting W2S investigated by S.I.G.A.P. Chnirmnn 
Omo.r Fowler. He so.ys in his investig:~.tor's report~-

'When I interviewed Mrs. White severnl interesting 
fncts came to light not directly connected with the 
sighting in question. She told me th:~.t her husbnnd died 
some three years ngo. About six months 2fter his denth 
she h2d a peculiar dream. In this dream she saw a saucer 
outside her house. The occupants caoe inside and took 
away her children. She was so alarwed at this that when 
she woke up she went into her childrens' bedroom to see 
if they were still there. Mrs. White also mentioned that 
she had never believed in the 'Lord' but after dreaming 
that he was in a triangular cloud looking down at her she 
looked out of her window and saw such a cloud. She now 
believes in the 'Lord'. 

"As regards the May sighting, Mrs. White emphasised 
that the light was so bright that it was impossible to 
describe it and .then in a flash it was gone.
