EXPEDPriON TO LOCH MORAR.

It is a rare person who has not heard of 
the Loch Ness Monster. Its said that 
they even run classes on "Nessie" in 
Siberian labour camps ? Seriously though. 
While the Loch Ness Investigations have 
captured world headlines, there have been 
equally intriguing sightings of an 
unidentified large animal in Loch Morar, 
(Near Mallaig Ed). On the !6th of August 
!969, Duncan Macdonell who was on the 
Loch with his boat, was bumped by an 
unidentified submerged creature. Duncan 
was so frightened by this •attack' that 
he fired at the animal with his rifle. 

'Morag' s Cousin, 'Nessie'. ? 

During the Loch Morar survey of 1970, 
(organised by various researchers and bi­

ologists from London University), Alan 
Butterworth reported that he saw a "regular 
shaped hump I5 feet long and 3 to 4 feet 
high", movin g across the loch. rfue 
survey collected a total of 33 reports 
covering the period !887 to I97I. For 
some time Malcolm and I have discussed the 
possibility of an expedition to Loch Morar. 
The aim would be to mount a survey over 
several visits, but an initial 'foray' is 
planned for next year. The intention of 
this first visit, would be to establish 
basic positions from which to survey, to 
familiarise ourselves with the enviroment, 
and iron out, (discover), initial 
logistical problems. This is not intended 

.as a •one off' spectacular, but a serious 
long term investigation. Apart from the 
standard observation techniques I also 
have another method planned which may 
bring a response from whatever is in the 
loch. This will have to be confidential 
for the moment until I am sure that the 
cooperation I am hoping for will be given. 
All will be revealed eventually. If you 
are interested in being involved in this 
venture, please write to: Ron Halliday, 
35 Fountain Road, Bridge Of Allan 
Stirling, :F'K9 4AU.
