SUFOG is going through hard times at the moment and 2008 will
only get harder. It is sad, but we as a group at our meeting on the
21st November made the following changes :

1. | am suspending ALL group public meetings in 2008 due to the
poor support at them. We normally on average only have 5 - 8
people attend. It is hoped that we can look at the set-up and
re-launch the meetings maybe in mid to late 2008.

2. | am suspending all group activities such as Sky watches,
planned conferences etc until such time we can gain support of
members to help and organize events.

3. | am also suspending the DVD library as this has not been
accessed by any member for over 8 months, but again | will
look at it to see if there is any way that we can attract members
to use this service..

4. There will also be no further monthly group DVD draws as
there will be no group meetings for this to be carried out at.

5. After December | will be stopping our Quarterly free DVD or
CD Rom due to the financial loss in 2008 of £600 and the
group can no longer give items away free. The cost for this
was not covered by the magazine subscription, but was
financed from group funds.

This will not effect the vast majority of members BUT will give us
more time to focus on the magazine, the web site and publicizing the
group along with trying to resolve points 1 and 2 as stated above in
2008. It is hoped that we can resurrect group events but this will
depend on a number of external influences.

In 2008 the group will be financially effected with the loss of income
from group meeting (£160.00), magazine purchases (£144.00) and
donations (£240.00) giving a total loss of £5644.00 which means that
the group will have to make cut backs as stated above. These cut
backs will not effect the magazine in any way and it is hoped, that |
can enhance the magazine with more changes and more
introductions of new ideas and formats.

Officer Mr. Ernie Sears stood down from his position and has decided
to leave the group. This wasn’t surprising as Ernie had been
indicating his unhappiness for a little while and did not come as some
great surprise.

Call For Us To Re-Open UFO File...

A group of former pilots and government officials
has called on the US government to re-open an
investigation into claims of UFO sightings.

Project Blue Book, run by the US Air Force, was
stopped in the late 1960s.

The group, which includes former military officers
from seven countries, all say they have seen a
UFO or have conducted research into the
phenomenon. However, the Air Force says nothing
has happened in the past four decades to justify
resuming investigations.

Every year thousands of people say they have
seen UFOs in the United States and their claims
are usually met with scepticism.

But this panel of former military, government and
aviation personnel from countries around the world
has urged the US government to take such claims
seriously.

The group say the apparent sightings of hovering
orbs, glowing lights and high-speed spacecraft are
a national security concern and should no longer
be dismissed.

After the attacks of 11 September, the group said
in a statement, it was no longer satisfactory to
ignore radar returns that could not be associated
with existing helicopters and other aircraft.

The panel has called on the US military to
re-open an investigation dormant since 1969,
called Project Blue Book, in which more than
12,500 UFO claims were investigated by the Air
Force.

For now, it seems their pleas have fallen on deaf
ears - the US Air Force says nothing has changed
that would support a resumption of the
investigation.

But those who believe they have seen UFOs,
know they have influential supporters.

Among those on the panel is the former governor
of Arizona, Fife Symington, and last month, the
Democrat presidential candidate, Dennis Kucinich,
said during a televised debate that he'd seen a
UFO.

Irish UFOs Blast Into The Light After 37 Years
In Twilight Zone...

If the Americans can have The X Files, then so can we. A
dossier on unidentified flying objects (UFOs), kept by the
Irish Defence Forces for 37 years, has finally emerged.

But anyone hoping to confirm the existence of little green
men will be disappointed. The best the file comes up with
are flying saucers, objects shaped like fried eggs and
flashing coloured lights - some of the sightings logged in
documents dating back to 1947.

The file - released to the Irish Times under the Freedom
of Information Act - includes press cuttings about reported
sightings of UFOs, along with classified memos and other
correspondence.

In recent months, the British and French authorities
opened their files on UFO sightings to the public. A
spokesman for the Department of Defence said that, since
1984 the UFO file was no longer maintained by the
Defence Forces.

The file up to then includes a report of a UFO sighting in
Boherlahan, near Cashel, Co Tipperary, in 1984. It was
“"the same shape as a fried egg" and had "some kind of an
aerial on top and it was brown in colour”, local teenager
Conor Dwyer told The Irish Times at the time. A 10-year-
old boy reported it made a buzzing noise like a chainsaw
and said the bright lights dazzled him.

The file also contains a classified memo on an alleged
sighting of a flying projectile over a bog in Donegal in May
the same year. An off-duty garda and a farmer were cutting
turf near Falcarragh when they heard "a gushing sound".
The garda looked up and saw a grey object travelling at
speed over his head. It was shaped like a household iron
with fins at the back.

The memo noted the garda was "extremely reluctant” to
be interviewed but agreed after receiving assurances his
identity would not be revealed. However, the garda's cover
was blown a month later in Phoenix. The magazine
speculated it had been a sea-launched guided missile.

An early entry in the file concerns a statement by a
Cahirciveen shopkeeper and farmer in June 1947. He told

gardai he saw a circular object moving “faster
than a motor car" through the sky. "It was flat
and was like a big wheel or large plate . . . the
rim was white and it was hollow in the centre".

Two months later, the Cork Examiner reported
two priests separately saw a strange rocket-like
object in the sky the same evening. A Garda
superintendent wrote he was satisfied it was a
shooting star: "The pressmen in Killarney like to
keep abreast of the times and now that the age
of 'flying saucer' has arrived, they like to keep in
the news, particularly where any money can be
made out of it."

The mystery surrounding a string of UFO
sightings in the West Berkshire skies may have
been solved by reporters at newburytoday.co.uk.

Reports of low flying orange lights have
surfaced regularly over the last two years.

A Swindon taxi driver dropping a fare in
Hungerford earlier this summer spotted four
bright orange shapes in the sky, and last
September a triangle of glowing lights was
photographed over Greenham Common.
Witnesses saw them hover for three minutes
before speeding off into the night sky.

When we reported yet another sighting of
orange orbs above Greenham in mid-August,
newburytoday.co.uk received an enigmatic letter
claiming to solve the UFO mystery.

The package included a "UFO Hot Air
Balloon" - a flying lantern designed to trick
unsuspecting alien hunters into thinking ET was
dropping by.

The unnamed correspondent claimed friends
had released similar balloons over West
Berkshire for two years, leading to a spate of
reported UFO sightings phoned into
newburytoday.co.uk.

In the name of science, we launched the
balloon from Stroud Green with a previous
UFO-eyewitness on hand. Once it had risen into
the sky, it caught the breeze and appeared from
the ground as a silently gliding light.

Steve Hillen - who spotted a low-flying orange
light with his daughter last month — did not think
it explained his previous sighting.

He said: "The ones | saw were a bigger shape,
and more orangey."

But Steve Harris, of Newbury Astronomical
Society, thought the balloons could offer an
explanation for the UFO sightings.

"It certainly looks very impressive. The way it



flares up - somebody with a vidleo camera could easily
take a film of it, zoom in, and with distortions coming up it
could look very much like a UFO.

“It could be a good contender for some of the ones that
we've seen."

He said other explanations could include space junk,
low flying military helicopters, or satellites.

"The International Space Station is especially bright -
almost as bright as an aircraft with landing lights on," he
said.

The Bernasconis, who live in Homestead Road,
Hatfield, were "scared to death" when they saw two
gleaming lights which they believed were "about to crash
just behind their house".

Rachel, 33, told the WHT that she had "never been so
scared in her life".

“I'm 39 weeks pregnant and | thought | was going to go
into labour, | was that scared.

She added: "My husband, Mark, saw two lights hovering
above the houses opposite.

"At first he presumed it was an aircraft, because it
looked like two wing tip lights; but after a while it was still
there, so he opened the window to check it wasn't a
reflection and it was at this point that he shouted for me to
come over.

"I jumped out of bed and watched it hover from the open
window, then suddenly the lights started to get closer and
closer, within seconds we ran down the stairs and out of
the door; at this point we were running for our lives!

"We got outside and it just disappeared, no noise or
sight of the object, it was a complete mystery."

Rachel said that she had never believed in UFOs but
this had really made her "wonder what is out there".

"The lights were too far apart to be a helicopter and they
were too low and going too fast to be an airplane," she
said.

“If it was a plane, we would have heard some kind of
engine noise, but there was absolutely nothing.

“I just cannot explain it. I'm a bit of sceptic about these
things, but those lights were irregularly bright!"

Did A UFO Really Crash Land Near Wrexham?

North East Wales has been something of a hot-
spot for UFO sightings in recent years, we take a
look at some of the best known encounters.

A UFO enthusiast is appealing for information
from anyone who was watching the skies over
Wrexham on one particular night in 1974 and who
may have witnessed a very strange event.

Russell Kellet, a writer for Flying Saucer
Review, the world's longest running UFO
magazine, is particularly interested in finding out
what, if anything, happened on the Llandegla
Moors on the night of February 7 1974.

According to Russell, the alleged incident
occurred just 15 days after the famous 'Berwyn
Mountains Incident’, often referred to as the
‘Welsh Roswell'.

The Berwyn Mountains incident is one of the
most famous British "UFO sightings".

According to reports, on the evening of January
23, 1974, there were a number of calls made to
police from across the North West of England,
reporting a peculiar formation of green lights flying
through the night sky.



Later, at about 8.30 pm, an unidentified, disc-shaped
object is alleged to have been seen falling from the sky and
crashing into the Berwyn mountain range near Llandrillo.

At precisely 8.38 pm, a minor earthquake, measuring 4.5
on the Richter Scale, was recorded and was felt in
Wrexham, Chester, Liverpool and even Manchester and the
Isle of Man.

Police attended the scene of the "crash", apparently
expecting to find a stricken aircraft.

What they did find remains a mystery.

The incident has become the subject of much debate over
the decades that have followed.

According to some reports, a convoy of army trucks
passed through Chester that night and made their way to the
site, immediately putting a cordon around the area and
warning the police and crash investigators to stay away.

On January 25, under the headline "Mystery Tremor", the
Wrexham Leader reported that "Men catching hares on the
mountainside above Llandrillo, near Corwen, may have
triggered off the hunt for a meteorite that began in the village
yesterday morning.

“For police and RAF rescue experts now believe that the
tremors that shook the village and a 60 mile area of North
Wales last night and the lights seen on the mountain
seconds afterwards were a coincidence.

"One theory is that the lights were caused by men hunting
hares.

"The RAF search team leader, Fit Sergeant H Oldham,
aged 31, said that they were unlikely to resume the hunt
unless military information suggested another reason for the
lights.

"Dozens of calls from as far away as Cheshire and the Isle
of Man jammed police switchboards, reporting tremors
strong enough to 'shake' houses.

“There were no reports of damage and no aircraft were
reported missing."

Some enthusiasts have pointed to the statement of a
"witness", a nurse who lived in the area and allegedly
described seeing a huge object crash land, causing
non-human bodies and debris to be scattered across a vast
area, before being told not to say anything further "in the
interest of national security".

The incident that Russell is particularly interested in finding
out about happened a couple of weeks later on February 7.

According to Russell, he has heard reports that a UFO
was actually engaged and destroyed by another aircraft over
Llandegla.

He said that he was also privy to information that the
military had, contemporaneously, set up a temporary HQ in
the area.

Russell is also interested in a more recent incident - near
Llangollen - on December 17, 2000.

He claims that there was a report of an aircraft
crash-landing near the Horseshoe Pass made to police that
day but later refuted as a hoax.

Russell, however, claims to have spoken to a man who,
had been walking his dog on the pass that day and came
across a "military blockade", and who was told he could not
go any further.

Other UFO sightings from across the region...

ON July 24 of this year there was a massive
debate over a UFO sighting near Borras.

A number of Wrexham residents had seen
the strange flying objects, which were fimed
by Leigh Wiliams and his girlfriend, Lynn
Jones, of Borras.

A worker from Acton, who posted a comment
on the Evening Leader website, said: "l am a
patrol and response officer for the Wrexham
area and saw these lights while | was attending
an alarm call at Acton school. These, to my
belief, are unexplained.

"There is no way this was a hoax, as | would
not have seen them from Acton area if they
were.

"In addition, they were very high up in the air
and there's no way anyone can control anything
from that distance.

"There were several ‘'floating' in the sky in a
pack, at first | thought they were helicopters or
similar, however, there was no sound what so
ever. Very strange and | would identify these as
an unidentified flying objects. (Not saying they
were aliens but definitely unexplainable)."

There were a number of explanations put
forward, including the suggestion they were
Chinese lanterns set off at a wedding or a party
that night.

IN 2006 the Evening Leader's sister paper in
Denbighshire, the Free Press, reported "the
latest in a string of UFO sightings in the
county".

On the evening of October 4, Sally Gavin, of
Llanynys, spotted a very bright white flashing
light just above Moel Famau Country Park.

She said: "It grew wider and wider and
consisted of three lights which flashed on and
off like Christmas tree lights before
disappearing. | called a friend who lives in
Gellifor and would have a better view and he
confirmed he, too, could see the red light."

Five people, including Sally's brother-in-law,
saw the strange light and reported the details to
North Wales Police, who told them it might
have been caused by the Army or someone out
hunting.

Sally, however, was sure this wasn't the case.

She said: "It definitely wasn't a plane or a
helicopter. The lights were far to big and
bright."

IN July 2006 Barry Davies, 49, was left
"mystified" after watching a strange object over
the Dee estuary near Flint.

Barry was at his partner's house near Flint
Castle at 11 am on Saturday, when his sister
phoned, claiming a strange object was flying
overhead.

Grabbing binoculars, he saw a large object,
which he described as a 'long black sausage’,
flying over the Dee towards the Wirral.

According to MOD records there was a report



of a UFO over Wrexham on March 30, 1998, at about
11.20pm.

It was described as a "large, square-shaped, very bright
object. Blue-ish with lights around it. There was a humming
sound and a nasty smell".

Surreal photos capture what one man believes are visitors
from outer space darting through the skies above Islington -
the second UFO spotting in the borough this year.

Dennis Gray, 33, a car dealer who lives in Sebbon Street,
Islington, has told of the "deep sense of calm" he felt after
capturing the startling images from his front window.

He claims he saw a floating orb and a triangle shaped craft
hovering above the Angel in broad daylight.

Though initially worried about speaking out in case he
became the "laughing stock of Islington, Mr Gray has
decided to tell the world about his "close encounter”.

He said: "l looked out of the window and saw this sphere
pop out from behind a cloud and start zooming across the
sky. It was like it was watching me, but | was not scared at all.
It looked a bit like a meteorite, but then it started drawing
pictures in the clouds.

“I never believed in all this sort of stuff before it happened to
me. | told my friends and they thought | was having a laugh.
But when | showed them the photos they were all amazed."

It is the second time this year that mysterious objects have
been seen above Islington. In February Archway was brought
to a standstill by a "squadron" of floating lights, although
many believe they were no more than glowing balloons.

Mr Gray said: "When the Archway sighting happened a lot
of people thought they were lanterns and | can accept that.
But what | saw was no lantern. | had contact with an alien
being -I'm sure of it. | felt a comfort like no other."

One of the photos appears to show a meteorite-like streak
of flame in the sky, while Mr Gray says two figure-like shapes
in the clouds were the result of the craft's artistic endeavour.

Paul Southcott, of the Islington-based UFO and
Supernatural Studies group, has over 30 years experience in
the field and thinks the sighting should be taken seriously. He
said: "Amber orbs are often followed by a triangle in the sky.
That makes me know he is not mucking about. It sounds like
a proper sighting to me."

But he admitted that a UFO doing "paintings" was
completely unheard of, adding: "I have never heard of them
painting pictures - that's a new one. | would be happy to talk
to him about his experience though. Sometimes people get a
bit stressed out after a sighting and would like someone to
help them through it.

Village Fires Blamed On UFOs...

A series of bizarre fires in a village were
caused by aliens testing weapons, Italian
government officials believe.

A report into the unexplained fires in fridges,
TVs and mobile phones blamed creatures
from outer space.

Canneto di Caronia was the centre of world
attention three years ago after residents
reported everyday household objects bursting
into flames.

News footage at the time showed electrical
appliances, cookers, a pile of wedding
presents and items of furniture smouldering.

Dozens of experts, including scientists,
electrical engineers and military personnel,
arrived in the village on Sicily, 60 miles east of
Palermo, to investigate the phenomenon.

Arson was quickly ruled out and at one
stage an amazed scientist was interviewed
after he described how he saw an unplugged
electrical cable burst into flames. Locals were
quick to blame supernatural forces.

At the time, the Vatican's chief exorcist,
Father Gabriele Amorth, agreed, saying: "I've
seen things like this before. Demons occupy a
house and appear in electrical goods.

“Let's not forget that Satan and his followers
have immense powers."

Now an interim report by the civil protection
department into the strange goings-on has
been leaked and published in several Italian
newspapers. The investigation has so far
taken two years and cost around £1 million

It concludes that the most likely cause was
"aliens testing secret weapons".

The conclusion that aliens were responsible
was supported by the testimony of numerous
residents who claimed to have seen UFOs
overhead at the time of the fires.

According to the report, the fires were
"caused by high-power electromagnetic
emissions which were not man made and
reached a power of between 12 and 15
gigawatts".

The report also contains details of a possible
UFO landing close to Caronia after "burnt
imprints which have not been explained were
found in a field".

Yesterday, Francesco Mantegna
Venerando, Sicily's civil protection chief, said:
"This is not the final report. We are still
working on our conclusions and this has been
leaked.

"We are not saying that little green men from
Mars started the fires but that unnatural forces
capable of creating a large amount of
electromagnetic energy were responsible.

"This is just one possibility. We are also
looking at the fires being caused by testing of
top secret weapons by an unknown power
who are also capable of producing an
enormous amount of energy."

Aliens Caused Sicily Fires
Say Officials...

Aliens were responsible for
a series of unexplained fires
in fridges, TV's and mobile
phones in an lItalian village,
according to an lItalian
government report.

Canneto di Caronia, in
northern Sicily, drew attention
three years ago after
residents reported everyday
household objects bursting
into flames.

TV news footage at the
time showed electrical
appliances as well as
cookers, a pile of wedding
presents and furniture
smouldering.

Dozens of experts including
scientists, electrical
engineers and military
boffins, arrived in the village
60 miles east of Palermo to
investigate the phenomenon.

Arson was quickly ruled out
and at one stage an amazed
scientist was interviewed
after he described how he
saw an unplugged electrical
cable burst into flames.

Locals were quick to blame
supernatural forces and at
the time the Vatican's chief
exorcist Father Gabriele
Amorth backed up their fears
and said: "lI've seen things
like this before. Demons
occupy a house and appear
in electrical goods. Let's not
forget that Satan and his
followers have immense
powers."

Now in an interim leaked
report published by several
Italian newspapers it has
emerged that the Civil

Protection Department has concluded the most likely cause was "“aliens".

The report was ordered by the Italian government and brought together
dozens of experts including a NASA scientist. Their two year investigation has
cost an estimated £1 million.

According to the report the fires were "caused by a high power electro
magnetic emissions which were not man made and reached a power of
between 12 and 15 gigawatts."

The report also detailed a possible UFO landing close to the village, citing
“burnt imprints which have not been explained were found in a field."

Francesco Manteno Venerando, Sicily's Civil Protection chief who co-
ordinated the report, said: "This is not the final report. We are still working on
our conclusions and this has been leaked.

"We are not saying that little green men from Mars started the fires but that
unnatural forces capable of creating a large amount of electromagnetic energy
were responsible.

“This is just one possibility we are also looking at another one which involves
the testing of top secret weapons by an unknown power which are also
capable of producing an enormous amount of energy."

NASA Told To Solve 'UFO Crash' X-File...

For four decades, residents of the tiny Pennsylvania town of Kecksburg have
told their story of strange blue lights in the sky one winter's evening and a
fireball crashing into woods.

On 9 December, 1965, they say, they saw armed soldiers cordoning off the
area and a large metallic acorn-shaped object bearing strange hieroglyphics
driven off at speed on the back of a lorry. They talk of menacing plain-clothes
officials visiting homes and warning local people not to tell anyone of what
they saw.

Until now the US government has denied that anything sinister took place. It
has maintained that a thorough search of the woods by the air force, the only
federal agency to have acknowledged it was there, found nothing. But now
NASA has been ordered to examine its X-Files to solve the mystery.

Steve McConnell, NASA's public liaison officer, has admitted two boxes of
papers from the time of the Kecksburg incident are missing. The episode has
parallels to the 1947 Roswell incident, when a UFO was said to have landed in
New Mexico.

'For so many years, a lot of good people in Pennsylvania were told by
their government that what they had to say was a lie or that they were
hallucinating,' said Leslie Kean, a journalist who launched a lawsuit four years
ago to force NASA to open its archives.

Washington judge Emmett Sullivan refused to accept NASA's claim that the
papers had been lost. He gave it until the end of the year to examine its
records. 'Something came down that night,' said Kean.

'‘NASA has been stonewalling and now it's required to do the search it didn't
do in the first place. It's a victory for those patriotic people who didn't like being
told that they were making things up.'

Stan Gordon, a UFO investigator living close to the site, interviewed several
witnesses. He said: 'It's interesting that [witnesses say] it was made of one
solid piece of metal with no panels or rivets, and that it was moving relatively
slowly and made almost a controlled landing.

‘I have no doubt the government knows a lot more about this than it has
revealed to the public.'

Landmark Court Settlement Requires NASA To
Release Documents On Mysterious UFO Case...

New York, N.Y. -- On the heels of the news of NASA's
attempt to withhold survey data on aviation safety
problems, the Coalition for Freedom of Information (CFi)
today announced the unprecedented settlement of a
lawsuit against the space agency in U.S. District Court for
the District of Columbia.

As result of NASA's refusal to release its records
concerning the 1965 Kecksburg, PA UFO incident
and subsequent stonewalling, CFi filed a Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA) lawsuit in December, 2003, as part
of a broader FOIA campaign supported by SCI FI
Channel.

Presiding U.S. District Judge Emmett G. Sullivan
approved a settlement that requires NASA to comb
through hundreds of documents in specified locations and
provide copies to Leslie Kean, investigative journalist with
CFi and plaintiff in the lawsuit, under the watchful eye of
the courts. NASA is required to declassify relevant
documents, explain any redactions, and to pay Kean's
legal fees as part of the settlement.

John Podesta, former Chief of Staff for President
Clinton and President of the Centre for American
Progress, who has supported Kean's FOIA effort since
2002 commented, "The time to pull the curtain back on
this incident is long overdue. Leslie Kean's victory is a
triumph for open government and the spirit of inquiry."

Kean's attorney, Lee Helfrich, of the Washington firm
Lobel, Novins & Lamont, had made the case that NASA
was recalcitrant in its response to Kean's requests under
the Freedom of Information Act. "It is unprecedented to
have achieved success at forcing an agency to do this
kind of extensive historical search under FOIA without
Congressional intervention," Helfrich stated.

Kean has been seeking documents about the crash of
an unknown object in Pennsylvania that occurred over
forty years ago. Witnesses described seeing a fireball in
the evening sky, a controlled landing and a systematic
military recovery of a spacecraft-like object. As reported
by local radio and newspapers, U.S. military personnel
cordoned off the area, investigated the site, and left
without ever providing a full report of the incident other
than to dismiss it as a meteor.

"Finally, we hope to acquire the relevant documents
about Kecksburg that are required by law," says Kean. "|
look forward to working with NASA on the resolution of
the terms set out by the court and to providing the public
with the information it has been waiting for."

The US government has for years resisted releasing
records on unidentified flying objects when requested
under the FOIA. Cfi does not make any assumptions
about the origin of the Kecksburg object, but defines
UFOs simply as airborne phenomena that have not been
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identified or explained.

UFO Believers And Skeptics Clash At Scien-
tific Conference In Alberta...

EDMONTON (CP) - There were no laser blasts
in the battle between believers and non-believers
at a UFO conference in Alberta this weekend, but
plenty of sharp words were fired between the two
camps.

Stanton Friedman, a nuclear physicist who
maintains that some UFOs are alien spacecraft,
told nearly 200 delegates during the conference's
opening lecture Friday night at the Telus World of
Science in Edmonton that journalists and
scientists are ignorant of the evidence supporting
the fact that interstellar travellers have visited.

Friedman, who believes government covered up
an alleged discovery of alien wreckage and bodies
in Roswell, New Mexico in 1947, said that many
eyewitnesses of UFOs are silenced by a "laughter
curtain” and fear ridicule if they report their
sightings.

But Jaymie Matthews, an associate professor of
astronomy at the University of British Columbia,
argued that while he and other scientists have
spent years searching the universe for Earth-like
planets that would support intelligent life, none
have been discovered yet.

"As an astrophysicist, | want there to be aliens
here," Matthews told the crowd in his own lecture
that followed Friedman's. "I'm not convinced."

Delegates such as David Beatty, a commercial
pilot, expressed disgust that believers get
marginalized.

“I'm sick and tired of the press covering (UFOs)
as just something drunks saw on a beach," Beatty
said after hearing Friedman speak.

Beatty said he's seen several things through a
cockpit window that he couldn't explain, including
a bright orange ball that drifted across the sky
once during a flight over Atlantic Canada.

But his friend and fellow pilot Ray Morley, who is
also a delegate at the two-day conference, said
he's never seen anything unusual in two decades
he's been flying.

“That doesn't mean | think he's crazy," Morley
said, gesturing to Beatty.

Other delegates at the event, which is bills itself
as a science- based UFO conference, include
people who analyze UFO sightings from across
Canada and the United States.

Friedman, who said he took classes at the
University of Chicago with the late astronomer



Carl Sagan, a noted non-believer in alien visitors,
argues scientists often make too many
assumptions based on limited information.

He said it was foolish to claim there are too few
planets in the universe capable of supporting
intelligent life, or that it would take too long to get
from their planet to ours, because he said we just
don't know.

Friedman also poured cold water on the argument
that an alien landing like Roswell would too big to
cover up. He said thousands of people worked on
the Manhattan project to build the first atomic bomb,
but it stayed a secret until one was dropped on
Japan.

"There are still things that are classified from the
First World War," Friedman said. "Governments can
find reasons if they want to cover something up."

Matthews acknowledged that scientists are not
always perfect, but took exception to Friedman's
claim that non-believers were ignorant.

Matthews, who observes stars through a Canadian
telescope that orbits the Earth, said he and other
astronomers are looking for planets that aren't too
close to their stars, which would make them too hot,
or too far away, which would make them too cold.

Sometimes he comes close to finding the right
type of planet, only to be disappointed. Despite this,
he remains hopeful.

"I believe we will have one Earth-like (planet) in the
next few years," he said.

UFO Puzzle Has City In A Tizzy...

KOLKATA -- In the first such incident recorded in

Kolkata, an unidentified flying object was spotted in the
city's skies early Monday morning.
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The fireball, that moved very rapidly and even
seemed to change its shape and size, was
photographed by a resident of Kalikapur in east
Kolkata. Scientists couldn't identify the object though
some believe it could be a meteor blazing a trail
through the morning sky.

The object, as shown on a TV channel, seemed to
alter its shape from a round object to a triangle and
then turned into a straight line. It emitted a bright light
that formed a circle - almost a halo - and also radiated
a range of colours.

The strange object was spotted between 3.30 am
and 6.30 am by a senior executive of a private
company, who filmed it on his handycam and showed
it to the MP Birla Planetarium director D P Duari.

Many others spotted the strange object streaking
across the eastern sky and hundreds gathered along
EM Bypass to catch a glimpse of the "UFO". Many
claimed to have seen the UFO, triggering a frenzy.

The Birla Planetarium director said the flying object,
seen "at 30 degrees on the eastern horizon" was
“interesting and strange".

"The viewer first thought it was a plane but gradually
its brightness increased and it went up and vanished
around 6.30 am,” Dwuari said. "No natural
phenomenon is likely to last for such a long duration
and it is not a meteor either. It is an extremely
interesting and strange object," he added.

Scientists were also puzzled by the phenomenon.
They claimed it was too early to hazard a guess on
what the object could be.

"A cosmic body cannot change its appearance the
way this one seemed to do. But an expert needs to
observe it for a longer period of time to be able to
comment on it. It is very strange and intriguing. Sadly,
TV pictures are not enough to make a conclusion,"
said Kamalesh Kar, astro-particle physicist at the
Saha Institute of Nuclear Physics.

Clinton Library Releases Files On UFOs...

Under fire for its sluggish processing of files from
President Clinton's White House, the National
Archives released files and photographs yesterday
responding to 14 Freedom of Information Act requests
from members of the public.

The records appear unlikely to contain any political
bombshells, though there could be fodder for the
tabloids. Many of the requests sought information
about the Clinton White House's records on
unidentified flying objects or UFOs.

The files detail the predilection of one of Mr.
Clinton's chiefs of staff, John Podesta, for the
extraterrestrial-laden television series, "the X-Files." A
listing of the newly- released files is available on the
Web at http://www.clintonlibrary.gov/textual-foia.
htmI#0313.

In a recent court filing, the Clinton Library's acting

director, Emily Robison, said it had 287 pending
requests for information from the Clinton Library's
archives. The responsive records could total 10.5
million pages, she said.

So far, the library has released records in response
to just 18 Freedom of Information Act requests,
according to the library's Web site.

At a debate for Democratic presidential candidates
last week, one of the moderators, Timothy Russert of
NBC News, questioned Senator Clinton about her
husband's decision to ask the library to consider for
withholding certain records about Mrs. Clinton, as well
as other files.

Mr. Clinton later called the questions "breathtakingly
misleading." He noted that the letter he sent the
archives dated from 2002, long before Mrs. Clinton's
presidential bid. He also said the thrust of the request
was to speed up release of some records.

One of the former president's aides, Bruce Lindsey,
said in a statement last week that Mr. Clinton had not
blocked any record from being released.

The bulk of the delays in responding to the public
requests, which often focus on substantive issues like
Mrs. Clinton's Health Care Task Force, seems to stem
from thin staffing at the library, which is run by the
National Archives. Only six staffers conduct the page-
by-page review required to weed out classified and
private information, as well as information a former
president is entitled to withhold for 12 years after
leaving office.

Asked by e-mail about the newly disclosed files and
any possible impact on Mrs. Clinton's presidential bid,
Mr. Podesta repeated an "X-files" catch phrase: "The
truth is out there." He declined further comment.

More substantive records about the Clinton White
House appear to be on the verge of release.

"We have had a breakthrough," a National Archives
spokesperson, Susan Cooper told The New York Sun
yesterday. "There should be a significant addition of
materials coming up in the next few weeks."

News of bad explosion in the mines of West Virginia,
USA.

Nov 25/68

News of mine in West Virginia where rescue teams
have found NO TRACE of 78 men believed to be
trapped down there. (West Virginia is one of UFO
areas also area of “Mothman” and M.I.B).

Dec 6/68

News on radio — A young man by the name of Brian
Andrews in Coventry started his own investigation
group on the subject of UFO’'s and advertised for
others of similar interest to join him. He had a phone
call from a man speaking in perfect English wanting to
know in detail about his knowledge of such things —
what had he and other seen? Had he seen an alien
working on a UFO in Coventry?

The second occurrence was at a friends house where
they were talking about UFOs and the lights kept going
up and down — four times its usual volume it decreased
in light — the third and most frightening happening was
when he was working under his car and when he came
out he found someone standing beside it with a
“reddish orange face, and it was glowing!” He didn't
know whether to dive back under the car and get a tool
for use in self-defence — but he was petrified — he just
“froze” and as he watched, the creatures face was
transformed into that of an old man of about 60 years!
The group is now disbanded.

Dec 9/68

Julian returned home about 11 o'clock at night — sky
overcast, cold. Reported seeing in High Town direction
a brilliant white light with a red light above it, pulsating.
He said he thought the white light was too bright and
too big to belong to any aircraft. As he watched, it
travelled along, he was amazed to see it describe a
loop in the air and disappear behind some trees!

Dec 10/68

At work, Janet says her auntie saw something last
night too! in the direction of High Town again. This time
it was two brilliant lights, and they must have been
fairly low, because she observed a “body” between
them, which she took to be some sort of plane and
therefore did not continue to watch. To begin with she
thought the lights were too bright for an aeroplane!

Dec 14/68

Saturday. Walking into town with Martin, when we
noticed a peculiar long bodied plane with little wings
situated in the centre of it. Never seen one like it
before. A frosty day, but no trail from plane which was
fairly high up. We thought it might have been an
experimental plane, and | wouldn’t have mentioned it,
except for the fact that | have just read an account in
Nov / Dec issue of F.S.R. of a similar plane that turned
out to be a UFO. The report is compiled from La Razon
and La Nauoin of July 25/1968 and comes under the
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heading of Argentina in World Round Up. (Page 32)

Dec 19/68

My old friend the Loch Ness Monster turns up with
a mate! Scientists using new echo sounding device
detected “monstrous movements” in the depths of
Loch Ness.

Two scientific engineers involved in the discovery,
showed on TV a film of the echo soundings, which
pictured an object rising from the floor of the Loch to
another stationary object situated nearer the surface
of the water. The object was reckoned to rise at the
rate of 100 ft per second. Moreover, it made two
journeys from the bottom of the Loch up to the
stationary object, which would discount any random
movements of “tree logs, rubbish, shoals of fish” etc.
(Did | hear correctly that the object(s) was 50ft
across?).

Underwater UFQO’s have been operating at
tremendous speeds and at great depths under the
oceans and seas of this world. Their interest in our
rivers and reservoirs and water supply has caused
speculation and concern for some time.

That all sightings have been hallucinations or
the usual putting off brush.

Well now all American citizens can rest
comfortably in their beds at night, knowing that the
bright flashing object that paced their car, or sat on
the road in front of them, was only a poor old tired
weather balloon.

New Haven TWP. - It's spooky.

Not necessarily spooky in a Halloween sort of way,
but strange nonetheless.

Jerry Buginsky, who began farming on his own in
1962 and now works more than 300 acres near his
North State Road home in New Haven Township, has
never seen anything like it. Neither has his wife,
retired Durand and Byron school teacher and former
Shiawassee County Commissioner Mary Buginsky.

Unexplained to the Buginskys are crop circles, or
field rings, that first appeared two months ago in a field
of clover close to their farm.

All the vegetation ... alfalfa, weeds, everything ... was
dead; just not growing, Jerry Buginsky said of the first
circle. It was 10 feet in diameter on the inside and 12
feet around the outside. | walked it off.

Jerry discovered an even larger circle of dead
vegetation not far from the first that same August
afternoon. Later a third circle was spotted in the clover
and, in early October, two more unexplained spheres
were discovered in an adjoining soybean field.

Crop circles, many of which have proven to be
manmade, date to the 17th century. Some believe the
formations in farm fields involve flying saucers or some
other out-of-this-world phenomenon.

So, what's going on with the Buginsky farmland?

Ever the educator, Mary Buginsky thinks she has the
answer. Jerry Buginsky isn't so sure, although his
theories were accompanied by a slight grin of mischief.

Chemically treated waste from an airplane, or
airplanes, Mary responded when asked to explain the
unexplained. We're in a pretty heavy (air) traffic
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pattern ... | mean, there are planes going over all the
time. | think they saw this wide-open farm area and
they unloaded their stuff. It was something from the
sky, anyway.

Jerry, after listening to his wife's reasoning about
the circles, said he believes it's one of two things -
chemicals or extreme heat. Extreme heat like a
flying saucer might leave while landing or taking off?

Jerry wasn't willing to go that far, although he
reiterated: | just think it has something to do with
chemicals or something very hot. There are
absolutely no signs that they were manmade.
There's nothing to indicate anything like that.

Just last Monday, during his farm travels, Jerry
related spotting more dead-vegetation circles off
Ditch Road, farther to the north of his initial
sightings. I've never seen anything like this in all my
years of farming, he said. It's pretty strange.

Pilots' 'out-of-body experiences' responsible for
more than a quarter of fatal air crashes.

Some pilots will suffer the illusion that they are
sitting on the wing of their aircraft watching
themselves in the cockpit, according to an
extraordinary official report released in Australia.

Every pilot will at some stage lose all sense of
direction, height and speed, drawing attention to
spatial disorientation (SD) - one of the most common




factors in plane crashes, according to a report by the
Australian Transport Safety Bureau.

Aviation medicine specialist Dr David Newman said
90 to 100 per cent of pilots experienced SD, which
have been linked to between 15 and 26 per cent of
fatal crashes worldwide.

Dr Newman drew attention to the illusion suffered by
some pilots who gained the impression of sitting on the
wing looking at themselves flying the aircraft, but there
were other dangerous misconceptions including a
feeling that the plane was falling when it was merely
slowing down.

Another effect of SD was a false sensation of the
aircraft rolling and another illusion suggesting the plane
was flying straight ahead when it was actually turning.

Drawing attention to the "sitting on the wing" illusion,
Dr Newman added: "The knife-edge illusion gives the
pilot a sensation that the aircraft is precariously
positioned in space and extremely sensitive to control
inputs.”

But he also referred to what he called the "giant hand
illusion," which gives the pilot the sensation that the
aircraft is "intolerable of control inputs and seemingly
immovable in the air, as if held aloft by a giant handall
[sic]."

The illusions, he said, often occurred when pilots
were not busy while flying the plane.

"While seemingly bizarre, these illusions are
generally associated with high altitude flight where the
pilot has a relatively low level workload."

"Under such 'fish bowl' conditions, the brain can
wander and generate these strange illusions."

Dr Newman's report said pilots should be aware they
will experience SD sooner or later.

"If a pilot flies long enough as a career or even a
hobby there is almost no chance that he or she will
escape experiencing at least one episode of SD."

“Looked at another way, pilots can be considered to
be in one of two groups: those who have been
disorientated and those who will be."

The specialist said he issued the warning so that
pilots could take measures to reduce the impact of SD
by flying when fit.

They should not fly under the influence of alcohol or
medications, which increase awareness of spatial
disorientation illusions.

On Saturday October 20th, my husband and | were visiting
friends who live at Hiltingbury. We arrived at 7.30 p.m. and on
getting out of the car were immediately aware of two very bright
orange lights in the sky. We quickly called our friends, who
watched these lights with us.

They were travelling north to east direction, at a height of
approximately 1,000 ft although it was difficult to judge accurately.
They were completely silent, and we watched them for perhaps
less than three minutes before they gained height and
disappeared.
