Hampshire Chronicle
1980s - UFO report

Friday, June 20, 1980

An Alresford family watched in amazement as a brightly
burning ball of fire tracked across the evening sky as they
were settling down to tea. “We were baffled,” said Mr
Laurie Cook, of South Close, Alresford. “There seemed to
be no explanation and I've got a completely open mind
about these things.” He and his wife, Carol, and their
children, Sharon (12) and Andrew (8) were having
Sunday tea when he spotted the mystery light in the sky
through their dining room window. Together, they
watched it arc eastwards low above the horizon over
Fobdown, Alresford, before it dipped suddenly and
disappeared behind a tree. “We thought at first it was an
aeroplane but the light was unusually bright, an almost
incandescent yellow,” said Laurie. A lighting engineer by
profession, he admitted that he would not have mentioned
the experience to anyone else had it not been shared with
his family. Their immediate reaction was to telephone
Alresford police and report the spotting in the hope that
others had seen the incident too. Laurie said he found it
difficult to estimate either the speed of the light or its
distance from him. “It seemed to be going at about the
pace of a helicopter and it could have been anything from
half a mile to three miles away,” he said. Alresford Police
said they were investigating the incident as well as its
similarity with a UFO report at nearby Abbotstone about a
year ago, when a young man walking his dog said he saw
several orange lights move swiftly across the sky.

Waterlooville, Hampshire, England 30th July 2001

| was sitting on my patio at approximately 20:00 hrs
when | looked up into the sky in an Easterly direction and
saw a passenger aeroplane flying in a Northerly direction,
it was then that | spotted 2 small but very bright pinpricks
of light. The pinpricks were an equidistant apart and
travelling very fast towards the aircraft from behind. |
called to my wife to fetch my binoculars just as the
passenger plane and the two bright dots of light
disappeared behind a tree on the near horizon. As the
aeroplane reappeared, and went on its way, not 2
pinpricks of light shot out from behind the tree but 5. They
moved very very fast and then all stopped at once sat
suspended in a 'V' formation in the sky.

My wife witnessed this and | called to the children to
see, as | started to point out where they were in the sky
they simply vanished.

I'm not sure what | saw, all | know is that they were
travelling very fast and stopped like no aircraft | have ever
seen.

UFO Sighting Over Islington...

Dozens of mysterious lights were spotted hovering in the
sky above Archway - spreading panic among residents
below.

Unidentified flying orange objects stopped traffic and left
residents staring skyward in disbelief at around 5.30pm on
Thursday.

Islington police received four calls within a matter of
minutes.

Witness Alix McAlister, 34, a market stall trader from
Bredgar Road, Archway, said: "I just picked up my son
from nursery in Bredgar Road. | had just come out of the
door when | noticed what was going on in the sky.

"There were a group of them - 10 to 15 of them moving
together. My first impression was that they reminded me of
a squadron of aeroplanes in formation. But they didn't have
a proper formation and they were all moving at the same
speed.

"I thought for a while that something was happening in
the centre of London. Bombs and planes crossed my mind.
But | realised very quickly that they didn't look like any
aircraft I'd seen before.

"They were coming from the north and moving south.
And then they kind of stopped and they were hovering.
There was no sound. They seemed to fade away and | saw
more coming and then they stopped. It lasted about 10
minutes."

Islington police informed Contact International UFO
Research about the sightings. Soon after another witness
contacted the Oxford-based organisation, which is devoted
to solving the mystery of UFOs, and described what he
saw.

A spokesman for Contact International said: "He told me
he was picking his daughter up from school and he saw
many people looking up in the air. Traffic had stopped and
people were staring.

"He said he saw between 12 and 15 orange lights
travelling across the sky. Then they would stop and then
they went upwards.

6" February 2007...
Crowds Spooked By UFO Mystery...

People screamed and cars came to a halt
when dozens of mysterious lights hovered above
Archway this week.

The "squadron" of flying orange objects left
passers-by staring in disbelief at around 5.30pm
last Thursday. Police received four calls within
minutes.

Designer James Zafar, of Palace Road,
Crouch End, watched the phenomena from
Bredgar Road.

He said: "l parked the car and when | looked in
the sky between the Little Angels nursery and
the trees and there were balls of light in the sky.
They were moving together."

Crowds also witnessed the spectacle from
nearby Magdala Avenue and Highgate Hill.

Tom Cull, of Summerlee Gardens, Fortis
Green, 27, a vision mixer, had just finished a
guitar lesson when he noticed a crowd of people
staring up at the sky in Magdala Avenue.

He said: "There were at least 30 people
watching. Cars had stopped. It was kind of eerie.
What | found strange about these things was the
way they moved. "

Mr Cull saw the lights again when he returned
home to Summerlee Gardens.

Another witness, a 49-year-old company
director who did not want to be named, was
about to enter Archway Tube station in Highgate
Hill when he saw the lights.

He said: "There was screaming going on and
everything. It was weird."

Less than 30 minutes later, similar "strange
orange lights" were spotted miles away above
Kings Lynn, East Anglia.

Alix McAlister, 34, a market stall trader from
Bredgar Road, Archway, said: "I picked up my
son from nursery in Bredgar Road. | had come
out of the door when | noticed what was going on
in the sky.

“There were a group of them - 10 to 15 moving
together. They reminded me of a squadron of
aeroplanes in formation.

‘I thought something was happening in the
centre of London. Bombs and planes crossed
my mind but they didn't look like any aircraft I'd
seen.

"They were coming from the north and moving
south, then they kind of stopped and they were
hovering. There was no sound. It lasted about 10
minutes."

He believes the phenomenon was caused by
"sky lanterns" or "UFO balloons" - one-off
miniature hot air balloons that can be ordered
online for use at parties.

They consist of a plastic bag about 28ins tall
which are lit with a paraffin block, burn for up to
10 minutes and float as far as 1,000 metres up



into the sky.
The truth is out there...

While no-one is in any doubt something happened in
the sky above Archway last Thursday, experts are at odds
over what caused it.

The truth is out there - somewhere - and various experts
have a mixed view on what the heart-stopping formation
of lights could have been.

Police initially told a 999 caller that he had been "really
really lucky" and witnessed a meteor or a shooting star,
although no reference is made to either phenomenon in
records filed after the sighting.

The Ministry of Defence said it had no reports of a
"security incident" and that it would not attempt to identify
the precise nature of each reported sighting.

The Royal Astronomical Society ruled out a
cosmological explanation. A spokesman concluded that
the lights were either military aircraft or some type of
weather balloon.

"It was fairly soon after sunset so it could be that they
were high enough to be reflecting the sun,"

"The other thing it could be is the break up of a satellite,
but then that's usually like a shooting star and very quick."

Astronomer and self proclaimed "UFO sceptic" lan
Ridpath also dismissed any astronomical or climatic
explanations.

The Lynn News - King's Lynn, Norfolk, UK...
7" February 2007...
UFO Lovelights In Lynn's Night Sky...

Mysterious orange lights spotted in the sky over Lynn
sparked speculation and more than a few outlandish
theories over the weekend.

The UFOs were seen by residents across the town at
around 5.30 pm on Saturday, prompting a number of calls
and e-mails to the Lynn News from intrigued residents.

"They certainly were like nothing | have seen before.
They all moved very slowly together and it was very
strange.

"There was no noise and after a few minutes they just
faded and vanished," said Jacqueline Hunt, of Hillen
Road, South Lynn

There were theories the lights were bombs, signals from
a ship at sea, helicopters and alien spaceships.

The lights were in fact Chinese-style lanterns released
at a wedding reception being held at the town's Riverside
Restaurant, on King Street.

The happy couple had wanted something a bit different
on their special day and no-one at the restaurant
expected the resulting fuss.

Owner Miss Pat Isbill said: "They were called glow
lanterns and worked on the same principle as a hot air
balloon. | had never seen them before. They were quite
large at least two foot tall and they were very effective.

"We had police permission to set them off, so we didn't
cause any full-scale emergencies!"

Miss Diane Breedon, a member of staff at the
restaurant, was surprised when she realised the lanterns
were the hot topic of a Radio Norfolk phone-in on Sunday.

"All these people had phoned and texted in to say they
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had seen amber lights in the sky at around 5.30
pm, and | remembered that was when we set
them off.

"People were putting two and two together and
making five, thinking they were bombs from
Marham or alien air craft. | phoned in and put
everyone straight," she explained.

Now, as they say, the truth really is out there.

‘If it Was A Plane It Was A Huge One'...

It's fun to star-gaze at the YMCA - because you
never know what you might see in the night sky.

Former Met police officer Merv Nymn was
enjoying a crafty cigarette on Wednesday evening
when he claims to have spotted a UFO hovering
above the hostel on Peartree Lane, WGC.

The sighting is the first since we revealed
dozens of people spotted paranormal lights over
Times Territory in November last year.

Merv told the WHT he saw what looked like the
shape of a massive spacecraft with lights in a
triangular formation.

"I've never seen anything like it before," he said.

"There's no way it was an aircraft. If it was then
it was the biggest one ever made! It was
amazing."

He said the UFO had made no noise at all and
then shot off across the sky at high speed.

"There were two people with me but they didn't
look up quick enough," said Merv.

“Now nobody believes me. They said it must
have been a stealth military bomber or something
but what would one of those be doing around
here?

“I know what | saw. | was pretty chuffed
afterwards. I've always wanted to see one and
now I've fulfilled a lifelong ambition!"

Archway UFO Video: You Decide...

We have extraordinary video footage giving
first-hand evidence of the Archway UFO
phenomenon which brought the area to a
standstill.

Here's your chance to decide whether aliens
were actually hovering over Archway - or whether
there was a more innocent explanation.

Amateur camerman John Zimmerman, of
Bredgar Road, Archway, filmed the spectacle from
a vantage point in Holloway Road.

The "squadron" of around 15 orange lights
spread panic among passers-by who witnessed it



at around 5.30pm on January 31.

People screamed - some fearing it was a terrorist attack.
Police received 999 calls within minutes.

The lights moved in a southerly direction then hovered
above Archway before disappearing and appearing again.
The eerie display lasted about 10 minutes.

Mr Zimmerman, 50, said: "I was watching from Holloway
Road. | realised | had my camera and started filming. They
moved steadily and slowly, all at the same speed."

Experts from the Royal Astronomical Society and Met
Office weather centre were at a loss to explain the lights.

UFO sceptics insist it was no more than a group of "sky
lanterns” or "UFO balloons" - one-off miniature hot air
balloons.

But all the eyewitnesses who contacted us are adamant
the lights were NOT lanterns - because of the way that they
moved.

Designer James Zafar, from Palace Road, Crouch End,
who witnessed the scene from Bredgar Road, said: "It is
something | can't explain but I'm sure it wasn't lanterns."

Police UFO Sightings Database...
By Sara Nelson...

A database of UFO sightings by police officers has
clocked up more than 200 cases in five years.

Launched by Detective Constable Gary Heseltine, of the
British Transport Police (BTP), the unofficial site has seen
around 100 officers added each year to date.

Sightings in the News Shopper region include one in
Farnborough and one in Gravesend.

In October 1993 PC Tony Francis was called to an
address in Gravesend after reports of a UFO from a mother
and her son.

The craft was described as changing its shape from that of
a bell to an oval with protruding spikes.

According to the DC Heseltine, a seven-page report on the
sighting was submitted to the Ministry of Defence, which
gave no explanation for the UFO.

Back in April 1978, PC Alan Craggs was called to an
address in Farnborough, following an alleged UFO sighting.

According to the site, PC Craggs described it as: "being
20-30 feet above him with wings like fins on a dolphin."

The craft had allegedly been in the sky for close to an hour
before the officer arrived.

PC Craggs is reported to have said: "I've been in the Air
Force, | know what an aircraft looks like at night."

The site lists a total of 43 new reports of UFOs seen by

on-duty police officers across Britain in the past
year, with the largest number of sightings taking
place in West Yorkshire.

DC Heseltine, who works for the BTP in
Leeds, said: "After studying the subject for over
thirty years | am totally convinced that a small
proportion of UFO sightings are genuine and
represent an extraterrestrial presence on the
earth.

"I urge any officer out there, whether serving
or retired to contact me about their respective
UFO experiences.

"Anyone wishing to have their identity witheld
can do so safe in the knowledge that | will
never release their details unless they
specifically allow me to. "To view the PRUFOS

‘UFO Sighting' Creates Web Furore For

The Islington Gazette has been thrust into the
centre of an Internet furore after video footage
of a possible UFO sighting was uploaded onto
its website.

The site was bombarded with thousands of
visits from around the world after moving
images of strange lights over Archway in north
London - witnessed by hundreds of people -
were posted.

The video prompted a 400 per cent increase
in traffic for the site, from 9,000 to more than
36,000 page views for the week.

Users logged on to the site to watch the
30-second video shot by a reader, and many
responded to the Archant newspaper's
invitation to e-mail the newsdesk with their
views on the phenomenon.

Many more readers reported seeing up to 50
orange lights floating over the area, while web
viewers from as far away as France, Germany,
the United States, Canada and Australia
e-mailed their verdict on the film.

Islington Gazette editor Tony Allcock said:
"We were surprised and delighted that the story
and video created so much comment from so
far afield.

"There is clearly a lot of world interest in UFO
sightings and the possibility of alien life out
there.

"The success of the video reinforced the
importance of the web, both to our business
and as an interactive tool for our readers."

Many of the e-mails to the paper thought the
film did indeed show some form of alien
encounter, but others agreed with the theory



that the lights were, in fact, large party balloons
called "sky lanterns" which can be bought for just a few
pounds and can fly up to 2,000 feet high.

Wales' History Of UFO Sightings...
Tryst William...

Wales has had its fair share of UFO sightings over the
years.

In the '70s an entire class of primary school children in
Broadhaven, West Wales, claimed to have seen a UFO
landing and aliens get out. The pictures they drew of what
they had seen - a cigar-shaped object - appeared uncannily
similar.

In 2006 however, James Carlson of New Mexico, a
serviceman based at Brawdy, West Wales, in the '70s and
'80s, told paranormal magazine the Fortean Times in a letter
that the Harrier vertical take-off jet used in the UK from 1969
might explain the cigar-shaped object sightings because it did
not move like a conventional aircraft.

In October 2005, the Ministry of Defence admitted they had
investigated 28 UFO reports in Wales in the previous three
years.

They included a giant black object seen over Rhyl, a flying
disc with legs seen over the Rhondda and a flying disc seen
over Newport.

Is It A Bird... Is It A Plane?

People who believe in aliens have inundated
an airport switchboard to report seeing
strange lights in the sky - not realising the
UFO is a futuristic new control tower.

Newcastle International Airport chiefs are
receiving weekly calls from superstitious folk
who have spotted something strange in the
sky.

Many of the calls have actually turned out to
be the airport's very own new air-traffic control
tower, beginning to take shape after work
began in May last year.

Callers, bemused by the stylish, twisting
lattice building have called airport chiefs to
report it as a UFO.

However, they are quickly reassured that it
is the new 8.2m air-traffic control tower which
upon completion will be 45-metres high.

Newcastle International's head of operations Chris
Davis said: "We do provide an explanation to every
person who contacts us, usually by examining radar data
from the time of the sighting.

Airport spokeswoman Wendy Dawley said: "The vast
majority of people who contact us are not suggesting that
the sighting is a UFO in the sense of it being from
another world, but more often than not it's just puzzled
them as to what the object could be.

"Serious claims of a UFO sighting are few and far
between - the last one was off the coast at Tynemouth
back in August last year.

"The latest enquiry, just last week, was from a lady who
said -I'm sure it's nothing, but I've just seen a bright light
above my house, it spun round, got brighter, fizzed and
emitted strange blue smoke before disappearing.

"We checked it out and it turned out to have been the
police helicopter.

Recent Canadian sighting Reports Received...

January 18, 2007

Over the Arctic Ocean in the High Arctic, North West
Territories At 2220Z, the pilot and crew of a United
Airlines flight from Chicago to Hong Kong watched as a
"flaming ball" passed by their aircraft. They reported that
the object passed them "from high to low" and "appeared
to be on a flat trajectory”" and was "dropping wreckage." It
was only observed for about one second before it
dropped into the cloud cover below. The altitude of the
object was estimated to be about 34,000 feet. The latitude
of the sighting was about 9 degrees from the North Pole.

January 27, 2007
Winnipeg, Manitoba...

| was just sitting in my apartment watching hockey when
at approx 10:15 pm something caught my eye out the
window. (4th floor facing south) My first instinct was
something was falling from the sky possibly a plane, but |
couldn't hear any noise and for the 4-5 seconds |
observed it, | could see it was a bright bluish-green
coloured light and a second strobing or pulsating light. (I
think that's why | thought it was a plane at first.) It was
travelling North to South falling steeply and quickly and
fell out of my view in the southern horizon. It appeared to
be headed to crash into the ground 1 or 2 kilometres
away but | heard or saw no evidence of explosion, the
light just vanished.

January 27, 2007
Stony Mountain, Manitoba...

At approximately 10:30 pm, we were travelling on Hwy
11 heading south into Stony Mountain. It lasted about 6
seconds in total until it disappeared. It was a bright blue
object with a white/light blue tail that Dave thought was a
falling star. We continued watching and we believe it was
about 200-300 feet when it turned to a bright green and
then disappeared. We don't know if it actually hit ground
or if it disintegrated.

January 28, 2007
Baie-Comeau, Quebec...

UFO observed between 17:20PM and 17:55 PM local.
Object was moving slowly from town towards the north
i.e. toward the Hydro-Quebec Manic 2 dam Its colour was
a mix of yellow and green.

January 31, 2007
Hibbard, Quebec...
1900 hrs local...

A witness watched a large, round "haManitobaurger"
shaped object with 8 "portholes" and several lights
underneath. It appeared to be "as big as a house" and
about 150 feet tall and 60 feet wide. The object was green
in colour, and appeared to be hovering about 500 feet
above the trees, making no noise. After 10 minutes, it

moved away and was lost to sight. The witness'
dog had been barking for about half an hour
before he went to investigate.

February 4, 2007
Hibbard, Quebec...
1833 hrs local...

The same or similar object as in the previous
report was seen again by the same witness. This
time, the object was much lower, only about 50
feet above the trees, and was seen for only about
four or five minutes.

THE DAILY MAIL of the 23™ December
which missed our SUFOG mag at that
time ran a huge headline on its “Coffee
Break” page when asked by a reader "if
any psychic has claimed to have
contacted someone or something from
another planet?” My own prompt reply
must have got lost among the undoubted
welter of confirmatory letters! While the
paper’'s answers included Urio Geller,
George King (!)Ron Hubbard, et al.
Concluding that "no plausible evidence
has EVER been put forward that the
Earth has been contacted by an ET
civilisation, although scientists (bless
‘em!) “do not dismiss the possibility that it
will happen one day’ The headline, by
the way,. was, guess, ‘Is anybody out
there?’

THE TIMES 5™ Jan. 07 tucks in a
small item about 78,000 mph meteors
hitting the moon causing flashes Nasa
reports. The December 06 event
equalled the power of 125Ib of TNT and
rocks glowed with the heat generated.
The meteor impact came from the debris
left behind by an asteroid called Phaeton.

THE TIMES, 18" January 07, also
used the same headline on it's small
paragraph that told us "human beings
have not yet made contact with aliens
because they need more time, according
to New Scientist. A Danish such has
calculated that it will take nearly 10
BILLION years to scan less than | per
cent of the galaxy for life. The scientist ,
of the Niels Bohr Institute, assumes eight
probes, travelling at a tenth of the speed
of light, to scan the Galactic Habitable
Zone.

DAILY MAIL dated 19" Jan 07 half
page article headed “Beam me up,
swans”, illustrated with that well known
“Close Encounters” arrival of the aliens
and their abductees and subtitied “Alien
nation? The answer lies somewhere in
the stars” "Critics choice” and a new
book by Andrew Collins reviewed by
Colin Wilson and the title is The Cygnus
Mystery, published by Watkins at £16.99.

| Discoverer of the DNA code Francis Crick published his belief that

‘'we are under some sort of discreet surveillance by beings on a
planet of a nearby star’ Crick was already rumoured to be “on”
LSD which he denied under threat of suing the source.

Fortunately he was supported in the Mail on Sunday shortly after
his death in 2004 by none other than Sir Martin Rees, a colleague
of Crick. The book by Andrew Collins takes this further into almost
sci-fi regions, with radio astronomer Mike Mcollough observing a
particle beam aimed at our planet from the constellation Cygnus.

UFO sightings in France are set to be revealed — exciting
paranormal enthusiasts in the UK.

The archive of over 1,600 incidents will be released by France's
National Space Studies Centre (CNES) and has led to calls for the
UK to publish all its sightings.

The highly-anticipated online archive was due to go live this
month but has now been delayed until at least March, said the
space agency.

Nick Pope, former head of the Ministry of Defence’s UFO
projects division, said the France archive could track the paths of
unidentified flying objects across the Channel.

Nick said: "l really welcome the French move. There is a huge
interest in UFO sightings. It will be great to see if there are reports
in there which relate to classic UFO sightings."

Nick believes an online archive should be published here and
claims that many reports gathered by the Ministry of Defence are
still kept under wraps.

He said: "There is a lot of files which have not seen the light of
day. If the MoD published them, it would be a huge step forward.

"I don’t believe there is a cover up but the MoD leaves itself open
to that accusation."

However the MoD said it has released information on sightings
on an annual basis.

A spokesman told the Sun online: "We regularly receive
Freedom of information requests on UFOs and these are
published in full over time.

The MoD said that based it remained "open-minded" about the
existence of extraterrestrial life-forms.

But added: "To date we know of no evidence that substantiates
the existence of these alleged phenomena".

Yesterday CNES told the Sun online the launch of its archive,
dating back 30 years, would be delayed.

A spokeswoman said: "The archive is not online yet. It will be in
mid-March."

The archive - likely to be revealed on the CNES website -
consists of around 6,000 reports, many relating to the same
incident, filed by the public and airline professionals.

Earlier this month agency official Jacques Arnould said: "Often
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they are made to the Gendarmerie, which provides an
official witness statement and some come from airline
pilots."

THE TIMES January 31st says that Hubble
telescope has broken down and is unlikely to be
repaired, NASA has announced.. (Did they say thank
God?) They say power has broken down for the third
time and it will be a great loss to astronomy.

THE TIMES of the 19" Feb 07 has small item. On
the fact that 40 UFOs have been spotted in the past
years, reported the Police Gazette. The visitors would
normally have been arrested for immigration offences,
you understand, if it weren't for the paperwork
involved. (Many a true word spoken in jest?)

THE TIMES (current date) says that the giant
magnet now stashed underground on the Swiss-
French border searching for the origins of matter and
hoping it will confirm the research of the existence of
multi-dimensions. Must raise hope, too, in the mind of
our George Warner, still filming odd, very odd, objects
over Portsmouth Harbour! Me too! The subject being
aired currently on TV.

THE GUARDIAN of the 22nd February... It is not
the sort of discussion you imagine among the
grey-suited ranks of Whitehall - defence analysts
debating the existence of little green men and
speculating about whether they have visited Earth.

But a set of newly released internal Ministry of
Defence documents gives a fascinating insight into
the military's interest in UFOs. They tell the story of
the MoD's decision to investigate the threat they might
pose and whether alien military technology could be
used in the defence of the realm. They also reveal the
conflicting attitudes within Whitehall to the subject and
the lengths that officials went to in order to keep the
project secret.

The documents, many marked "Secret UK Eyes A",
lay out the rationale for the three-year Project
Condign report which analysed more than 10,000
possible UFO sightings collected over several
decades many from military personnel. The
existence of the 460-page report was revealed last
year following freedom of information requests by
David Clarke, a lecturer in journalism at Sheffield
Hallam University, and his colleague Gary Anthony. It
was more FOI sleuthing on their part that turned up
the current slew of papers.

The documents show that the internal lobbying
effort for a UFO study began in 1993. In a briefing
note from the secret UFO investigation branch of
Defence Intelligence - called DI55 - an unnamed
author wrote: "The national security implications are
considerable. We have many reports of strange
objects in the skies and we have never investigated
them.

Paranoid response...

"I also believe that it is important to appreciate
that what is scientific 'fact' today may not be true
tomorrow... If reports are taken at face value then
devices exist that do not use conventional reaction
propulsion systems, they have a very wide range of
speeds and are stealthy. | suggest that we could use
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this technology, if it exists."

And he speculates: "If the sightings are of devices
not of the Earth then their purpose needs to be
established as a matter of priority... possibilities are: 1
Military reconnaissance. 2 Scientific. 3 Tourism."

According to a former MoD intelligence analyst who
asked not be named, the MoD was paranoid in the
late 1980s that the Soviet Union had developed
technology that went beyond western knowledge of
physics. "For many years we were very concerned
that in some areas the Russians had a handle on
physics that we hadn't at all. We just basically didn't
know the basics they were working from," he said.
"We did encourage our scientists not to think that we
in the west knew everything there was to be known."

Material that was held back from the original FOI
release of the Project Condign report, but which was
published in October after an appeal, suggests that
the MoD suspected that this scientific knowledge
came from studying UFOs - or unidentified aerial
phenomena (UAP) as the MoD prefers to call them.
"Russian, former Soviet republics and Chinese
authorities have made a co-ordinated effort to
understand the UAP topic. Several aircraft have been
destroyed and at least four pilots have been killed
‘chasing UFOs'."

One of Project Condign's conclusions was that UAP
events could be put down to poorly understood
phenomena called plasmas. The report says that the
Russian military was doing research using plasmas as
reflector antennas, aerodynamic drag reducers,
stealth absorbers and using them to produce
"saucer-shaped volumes".

The initial request in 1993 for an MoD research
project into UFOs was shelved, but in a later memo
dated June 19 1995 following a surge in UFO reports,
the same unnamed wing commander at DI55 wrote:
"Until we conduct some analysis of the files we will
not have any idea what the many reports represent.
If at any stage in the future UAPs are shown to exist
then there is the potential for severe embarrassment.”

Clarke, whose book Flying Saucerers: The Social
History of Ufology will be published in April, says:
"They knew that because no detailed study of the
subject had ever been carried out - and consequently
they had no idea what UFOs were - they could not
justify the claim they were of no threat."

Nick Pope, who worked on the MoD's public UFO
desk until 1994 and features in the correspondence,
adds: "This was always the big debate. How could
you possibly fulfil the remit of looking at the issue
properly to see if there was anything of defence
significance, without carrying out research and
investigation? | think it is one of these subjects where
it is low probability, high consequence," he adds. "For
the want of spending a little bit of money, the potential
wins if there were anything of any defence
significance here would be worth having."

But how much money did the MOD spend? One
document refers to a £35,000 cost estimate, while in
another from 1996, the head of Defence Intelligence
(Scientific and Technical) estimated £80,000 for a



year-long study. Project Condign when it was
eventually begun took more than three years to
complete. So does that mean a price tag of at least
£240,000?

No, according to the MoD, although it would not
release the true figure. "This assumption that the
sum will tally up to £80,000 a year isn't supported
and is inaccurate. It was funded from an existing
contract within existing budgetary levels," it adds.

The project was given to a trusted defence
contractor and although details of the contract have
not been revealed, the documents suggest that it
was handled so as not to expose Project Condign to
scrutiny. In the initial 1993 correspondence on the
subject, a memo from DI55 refers to the potential
"political embarrassment" of the project becoming
known. It goes on: "I believe that opening a new
contract especially for this study and using
competitive tendering would potentially expose the
study to too wide an audience."

But Pope believes this was simply a practical
measure. "Using an existing contract is always going
to be easier than actually commissioning a new
one," he says. "It wasn't an attempt to take it outside
scrutiny. It was a quick fix."

Suspicious minds...

The internal memos and briefing notes are
peppered with hints of the considerable scepticism
the DIS5 wing commander encountered from
superiors. In the original August 1993 brief he writes:
"I am well aware that anyone who talks about UFOs
is treated with a certain degree of suspicion. | am
briefing on the topic because DI55 have a UFO
responsibility, not because | talk to little green men
every night!"

And in a later document he describes a briefing by
D155 on the subject. "The scientists and engineers
present treated to [sic] topic seriously while non
scientists (or those without a physical science
background) made the usual jokes about little green
men and mass hallucination!”

When Project Condign was eventually completed
in 2000 it concluded that there was no evidence that
UAPs were of extra-terrestrial origin. But there was a
limit to what the author could do, because he was
not allowed to interview people who had witnessed
UAP events or talk to experts.

"The nature of the security classification meant he
was unable to discuss the study with scientists who
might have been able to advise him on the credibility
of the conclusions he reached," says Clarke. This
explains Project Condign's baffling conclusion - that
UAPs are real, but caused by strange plasmas,
which are on the fringes of scientific understanding.
"He ended up trying to explain one mystery by
reference to another," says Pope.

THE TIMES of February 22™ 07 Heads us into the
‘Dusty clouds of a distant planet help in the search
for ET" and use almost a full page in disclosing all!
By the paper’'s “Science Editor” of course. An
exosolar planet orbits a star other than the sun. 213
exosolar planets have been discovered so far.

UFO Observed In Western lran...

TEHRAN (Fars News Agency)- A radiant unidentified
flying object was observed in the sky of Central Sepidar in
the vicinity of Bouyer Ahmad in western Iran at 19:00
hours local time (15:30 GMT) Monday.

Witnesses told FNA that the object has been observed
for one complete hour while moving southwards.

In a similar incident last Wednesday, an Unidentified
Flying Object crashed in Barrez Mounts in the central
province of Kerman.

Deputy Governor General of Kerman province
Abulghassem Nasrollahi told FNA that the crash, which
was followed by an explosion and a thick spiral of smoke,
has caused no casualties or damage to properties.

He further denied earlier reports that the explosion has
been the result of a plane or chopper crash, reminding
that all the passing aircrafts have been reported as sound
and safe.

The official further stated that investigations were
underway by police and other relevant authorities in this
regard.

While other reports spoke of meteors, Nasrollahi said
there were no conclusive witnesses in that regard, yet he
did not dismiss the possibility that the crash has been
caused by a meteor.

Eye-witnesses assured that the explosion has been
caused as a result of the crash of a radiant unidentified
flying object onto the ground.

Meantime, an informed source told FNA that the object
has been on fire and there has been thick smoke coming
out of it prior to the crash, concluding that the object
couldn't have been a meteor as meteors do not smoke.

The source also said that the crash has been witnessed
by people in several cities, and mentioned that the
rendezvous point was located 100 kilometers from the
provincial capital city of Kerman.

He said that people in the city of Rafsanjan also
reported to have witnessed a similar incident several days
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ago.

Similar crash incidents have been witnessed
frequently during the last year all across Iran, and
officials believe that the objects could be spy
planes or a hi-tech espionage device.

On the waterfront...
On The Surface Of It, UFOs Could Lurk...

For nearly 60 years, rumours have circulated of
strange flying objects emerging from the ocean off
our coast and disappearing in a fantastic flash of
speed and light.

Sailors, fishermen, dockworkers, police officers,
coastal residents and others have reported eerie
otherworldly ships emerging from and submerging
into local waters.

UFOs, it seems, have established an
underwater base somewhere in the deep, dark
recesses between the Channel Islands and the
coastline between Long Beach and Santa
Barbara.

Despite a tendency to scoff at such
conspiracies, | decided to do a little investigating.
You know, just to be sure.

To learn more, | contacted UFO researcher
Preston Bennett of Los Angeles, who appeared on
the recent History Channel special "Deep Sea
UFOs."

Bennett reports more than 40 documented
sightings off SoCal's coast since 1947, including
several in and around Long Beach-San Pedro.

"In these types of cases, UFOs are seen moving
into and out of the water, floating on the surface
and also traveling beneath the surface," Bennett
said via e-mail. "Many of these cases are
well-verified, with witnesses including police
officers, lifeguards, military personnel and other
professionals.”

Intrigued, | contacted Lt. Chuck Engbring of the
U.S. Coast Guard.

Engbring wasn't familiar with any recent UFO
sightings at his agency, but recalled an incident
not long ago where passengers on a commercial
flight departing LAX reported seeing an unfamiliar
object ascend from the sea to the sky off Point
Vicente in Rancho Palos Verdes.

That incident sounded strangely similar to a
sighting in early November at Chicago’s O'Hare
International Airport. | called LAX.

Although no one could recall the Pointe Vicente
incident, | was referred to a July 22, 2002, sighting
of a flying triangle off the coast.

My next inquiry was to the LBPD.



They had nothing recent to report, but there's
always the famous images captured by LBPD
helicopter pilots on Dec. 25, 2004.

At around 11:30 p.m. that night, the chopper's
video-camera recorded a strange glowing object
floating through the Long Beach sky. They
forwarded the tape to local military officials,
who couldn't - or wouldn't - identify it.

A copy of the tape was even given to KABC and
broadcast around the world, but nobody could figure
out what it was.

Maybe there was something to this UFO stuff after
all?

My next inquiry was at Long Beach Airport.

Airport Spokeswoman Sharon Diggs-Jackson said
that in December, a resident reported seeing
unusual lights moving erratically across the night
sky.

Airport officials couldn't explain it.

As | learned during my research, such sightings
date back to World War 1l, when reports of UFOs
and USO'’s (unidentified submarine objects) began
surfacing around the area.

The mother of all sightings probably occurred on
the night of Feb. 24-25, 1942, in what became
known as the "Battle of Los Angeles."

Jittery from the recent attack on Pearl Harbour,
military personnel manning anti-aircraft weapons
along the coast were ready for action when reports
spread of "unidentified aircraft" approaching from
sea.

When a bright object was spotted above Santa
Monica Bay, shooting began, and "the air over Los
Angeles erupted like a volcano," according to press
reports at the time.

No enemy plane was ever found.

Many more incidents followed in the succeeding
decades, though thankfully none involved heavy
weapons.

On Aug. 8, 1954, a Japanese steam ship,
Aliki, was floating off the coast of Long Beach when
several crew members observed an underwater
UFO, Bennett reported in a February 2006 article
titted "Is There an Underwater UFO Base Off the
Southern California Coast?"

As the intercepted radio message from the ship
reads, "Saw fireball move in and out of sea without
being doused. Left wake of white smoke; course
erratic; vanished from sight."

This was all getting a bit too weird.

The Press-Telegram's new offices high above
downtown Long Beach provide a perfect view of the
port, harbour and beyond to Catalina Island.

Despite my deep skepticism during research into
this column, | found myself staring out the window
across the bay, hoping to catch a glimpse of
something strange emerging from beneath.

I'll let you know if anything pops into view.

Armed Forces Reveal UFO Presence In Chile...

More than 1,000 enthusiasts and experts gathered
in Vina del Mar on Tuesday and Wednesday this
week for the Tenth International Ufology Conference,
organized by the Chile's Ufology Investigation Group
(AION). The highlight of the meeting was a display of
photographs taken by members of Chile's Armed
Forces.

Ufology is the study of unidentified flying objects, or
UFOs. While many ufology experts feel that the field
is not taken seriously by scientists, participants at the
conference in Vina del Mar said the presence of
several members of the armed forces added
legitimacy to the proceedings. Rodrigo Fuenzalida,
director of AION, said the military presence was
important because of the well-known objectivity of
their reports and the advanced technology that can be
used to back up their observations.

The military photographs and videos were revealed
late Tuesday evening. They included a photograph of
a spherical metallic object captured flying over
Antarctica and a video of Navy ships being pursued
by a luminous object in 2000.

Also presented at the conference was a report by
Rodrigo Bravo, Captain of the Army's Fifth Division,
who talked to a rapt audience about his thesis,

entitled Observations Of Unidentified Aerial
Phenomena Identified By The Civil Air Force. While
Bravo's talk was not technically representative of the
institution's position on UFOs, he had been authorized
to give it by his commander-in-chief.

"Captain Bravo gave his talk from the point of view
of the importance of UFOs as a phenomenon," said
Fuenzalida. "He talked about encounters such as that
of three helicopters near La Union, when a UFO was
spotted parked on the ground, and what happened in
2000, when five people were pursued by a luminous
object that did not show up on radar screens."

Fuenzalida denied the existence of "secret
investigations" being carried out by the Armed Forces
about extraterrestrial activity.

Also present at the conference was retired official
Armando Valdes, who is noted for his involvement in
one of Chile's first documented UFO abductions,
which became known as the Valdes Case. On April
35, 1977, Valdes, along with five members of an army
patrol, saw two bright objects descending from the
sky. Valdes set out alone to investigate and,
according to the men, simply vanished. Fifteen
minutes later, they said, he reappeared, tried to speak
and passed out. The date on his watch had been
advanced five days, and he had about a week's
growth of beard.

According to his comrades, when Valdes was
beginning to regain consciousness he said: "You do
not know who we are, nor where we come from. But |
tell you that we will soon return."

For Many At O'hare It Was A UFO,
For The FAA A 'Hole-Punch Cloud'...

During one late afternoon at Chicago's bustling
O'Hare Airport, pilots, managers and mechanics at the
United Airlines terminal saw an odd, disc-shaped object
hovering silently overhead, just below the dense cloud
layer.

A pilot announced the sighting over the radio; a
United taxi mechanic moving a Boeing 777 heard radio
chatter about the craft and saw it; so did a pilot waiting
to take off who opened the cockpit windscreen to get a
better view. Minutes later, the wingless vehicle shot
straight up at an incredible speed and disappeared,
leaving a crisp hole through the clouds with blue sky
visible at the top.

It was definitely not an airplane, witnesses said of the
Nov. 7 incident, many of them shaken by what they
saw.

"I immediately called our operations centre to confirm
the sighting, and the FAA was contacted while | drove
to the other concourse to talk to the witnesses," a
United management employee wrote to the National
UFO Reporting Centre.

On Jan. 1, the Chicago Tribune published the story,
by transportation reporter Jon Hilkevitch, which
received more than a million hits on the Tribune's Web
site, more than any story in the site's history. "The
witness credibility is beyond question, and safety was a
big concern," says Hilkevitch, who has interviewed
dozens of witnesses.

The O'Hare UFO incident even had its day on
national television networks. CNN interviewed a
nervous United employee, fiimed in shadow so he
wouldn't be recognized. So far, all witnesses have
remained anonymous.

When Hilkevitch began his investigation, the FAA and
United Airlines denied knowing anything about the
incident, but taped calls and other evidence revealed
their communications about the sighting at the time it
occurred.

At first, the FAA attributed the incident to some kind
of weather phenomenon, and United Airlines advised
its employees not to talk about it, according to the
Tribune.

“If this had been a plane, it would have been
investigated," Hilkevitch says. "The FAA treats the
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smallest safety issue as very important." NASA
aviation expert Brian E. Smith, a former manager
within NASA's Aviation Safety and Security Program,
says, "The safely implications of any vehicle
operating at low altitude over a major airport outside
the authority of air traffic control are obvious.
Managers should want to hear about such vehicle
operations before they become accidents or
disasters."

FAA spokesperson Tony Molinaro says the
"absence of any kind of factual evidence" precludes
an investigation. "There was nothing on radar."

To explain the witnesses' reports, he offered his
best "guess." They may have seen a "hole-punch
cloud," he said, which is in "a perfect circular shape
like a round disc" and has "vapour going up into it."

These unusual natural cloud holes form only at
below freezing temperatures, according to
climatologists. It was 48 degrees at O'Hare that
afternoon.

John Callahan, Division Chief of Accidents and
Investigations for the FAA during the 1980s, says it's
not at all surprising that the O'Hare UFO was
undetected on radar.

Radar technology cannot always capture objects
at extremely high speeds. A hovering object wouldn't
necessarily show up either. "If it did, it would be a
small dot, and air traffic controllers would not give it
much concern," Callahan says.

The government response to the O'Hare incident is
predictable, says Callahan, who conducted an
investigation into a 1986 UFO sighting over Alaska.
"The FAA will offer a host of other explanations, as if
wearing a blindfold. It's always something else so it
can't be what it is."

Official policy spells out FAA disinterest in reports
of anomalies. The agency's Aeronautical Information
Manual, providing the fundamentals required for
flying in U.S. airspace, states that "persons wanting
to report UFO/Unexplained Phenomena activity"
should contact an organization such as NUFORC.

If "concern is expressed that life or property might
be endangered," it says, "report the activity to the
local law enforcement department.”

Sometimes, pilots and crew report these incidents
anyway. Richard Haines, a former NASA scientist
who is head of the National Aviation Reporting
Centre on Anomalous Phenomena, has collected
thousands of reports by aviators and aviation
professionals of unidentified aerial phenomena
inconsistent with known aircraft or nature. More than
100 of these involve safety hazards caused by an
aircraft's proximity to unfamiliar flying objects or
inexplicable brilliant lights.

Given the number of airline personnel reporting
this unknown object hovering over a major airport,
how could our government not be interested? What
about national security? Or passenger safety? Or
just plain scientific curiosity about an unexplained
phenomenon?

Do you believe in UFO’s? Steven takes it very
seriously and is the founder of the Southampton UFO
Group based in Woolston.

At the age of 15, Steven read a book called ‘Flying
Saucers’ (In fact it was 'Flying saucer shave landed ...
Desmond Leslie & George Adamski.. SUFOG editors
amendment), a serious piece of work by George
Adamski and his interest began. He admits that he
spent a fair bit of time reading various books and
reports on sightings until in 1991 (In fact it was 1990...
see below - Steve G), at the age of 21, he put an ad in

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the Daily Echo for any like minded people to contact
him. 1 was surprised to get five replies’, he said.
They met twice. The second time more people
turned up and the SUFOG was born. The group now
has 15 members (In fact this should 45 - we have on
average 15 people at the monthly meetings - Steve
G) and they meet at the CIU club in Woolston.
Shortly after, he married Anne who is an avid
support (My wife may disagree with this! - Steve G)

Although they may be considered a small group
they are very active and in the 16 years since they
started they have received hundreds of reports and
photographs of sightings and have investigated
many themselves. Steven has been contacted from
as far as America.

Steven told me that a lot of photos are just not
real. “A simple one to fake, and easy to spot,” he
explains, “is to throw something round in the air, a
car chrome hub cap or even a large plate, and it will
look like a flying saucer. A fuzzy picture helps with
the illusion”. He reckons that 20 years working as
part of the support staff for the police, 12 of those as
a Special Constable, have given him the right
investigative powers to sort out the good from the
bad.

Where do you begin to investigate a sighting? |
asked Steven and the group can call the met office
to find out what atmospheric conditions were like at
the time or the local airport for information on what
was in the air and in what direction it was travelling.
All this helps to work out what may have been seen.

The area around Woolston and Sholing have had
their fair share of sightings, bright lights, coloured
balls and strange objects have been seen. Steven
told me of a mysterious light at Weston Shore. “Not
an aircraft’ he said, “because it was travelling in the
wrong direction”. As recently as a few months ago a
cylindrical object was seen over Portsmouth near the
Spinnaker Tower before it turned and disappeared at
great speed.

Steven informed me that 96% of reported sightings
are explainable as weather balloons, reflections or
unusual weather... it's the other 4% that interests
him. He's pretty sure we're not alone in the universe.
He says, “In the last hundred years we've made a
great leap from horseback to space flight. If other
worlds are a hundred years ahead of us why should
they not be coming here?”.

The group often go out on Skywatch. There are
several sights in the south where they literally watch
the sky for any activity. Steven says the New
Forest is a good place to watch because there's no
interference from the glow of any lights. And yes,
sightings have been made.

Crop circles also come under the group’s scrutiny.
But farmers get a bit upset with people walking over
their fields. A new direction for the Group may be
ghost hunting and the paranormal. One member has
an interest and the equipment so they are hoping to
set something up.

So, strange objects in the sky, abductions, lights
that move too fast, real or just imagination? There



are some cranks yes, but there seems to be too many
sightings from too many people to dismiss it.

Subject: US F-15s Have UFO Encounter Over UK

F-15s And Possible UFO Encounter...

On Friday, January 12th 2007, London Military Air
Traffic Control contacted a flight of US Air Force F-15s
out of RAF Lakenheath, Suffolk, UK, to intercept an
unknown target they had picked up on radar at 3000 to
4000 ft altitude.

The F-15s call sign Gator, went to investigate, and
gota solid radar-lock on the unidentified target.

They made two passes, passed the object which was
at 17,000 ft on the first pass, and then 17,700 ft on the
second pass. They described it as black in colour, and
stated that it was not a bird, and unlike any aircraft they
had ever seen.

One pilot was heard to say to another: "Did you see
that." and the other replied: "Yes, but | don't want to
talk about it."

An audio file is being analysed by UFO Monitors East
Kent, and UFO Data Magazine, from the air to air
communications by the crew of the F-15s. And UFO
Data Magazine hope to have a copy of the file on their
website for researchers and other interested parties to
listen to.

UFO Monitors East Kent, here in Kent, England, along
with UFO Data Magazine are making enquiries into the
incident, and are hoping to make representations under
the US and UK Freedom of Information.

This should have been a routine flight lasting less
than an hour. Taking off at about 6.20 p.m. on the
evening of 21st October 1978 and flying at an
altitude of below 5000 feet in good weather this pilot
never arrived at his destination.

Dusk, 7.06 p.m., and Valentich contacted air traffic
control to ask if there was any known traffic at 1000
feet above his altitude. Air traffic controller Steve
Robey, answered the call reporting that no traffic
was near the Cessna aircraft. Valentich went on to
report a large aircraft with four lights travelling at
high speed above him.

Air traffic control requested more detail, Valentich
replied saying because of the objects high speed he
was unable to give a more detailed description.

A short while latter Valentich radioed saying ‘it's
not an aircraft it is..." "a long shape", with "a green
light," and is "metallic," "shiny all over.” He then said
it seems to me that he's playing some sort of
game... he's flying over me two... three times at
speeds | could not identify."

Valentich again radioed air traffic control saying
that the object "vanished", before asking for a
second time if it was some type of military aircraft. A
moment later, he said the object was approaching
him from the south-west.

In the last communication with Valentich at
7.12 p.m, he radioed saying, "Melbourne that
strange aircraft is hovering on top of me again ... it is
hovering and it's not an aircraft". Valentich's radio
link remained open for a further 17 seconds, several
unidentifiable noises became audible over the radio,
later described as "metallic, scraping sounds,"
before the signal was lost.

TULANCINGO, HIDALGO - In the community of
Lagunilla, belonging to Tulancingo, an unusual case
took place yesterday that has made neighbours feel
concerned and afraid.

Some said: "The Chupacabras has returned."

Seven sheep were found this morning with brutal
injuries. One of them displayed a hole in its side, which
caused its death. The rest showed signs of injury, but
lived to see another day.

Several years ago, an allegedly strange animal given
the name "Chupacabras" entered into several pens and
killed dozens of sheep and goats. Last Wednesday
morning, Jose Isabel Islas headed for a sheep pen on
his property and received a terrible shock upon
witnessing the scene. Concerned, he contacted public
safety officials in Tulancingo.

The director of this agency, Luis Alvarado Mayorga,
stated that the dead sheep had a hole measuring six
centimeters in diameter on its side. In this case, the
circle was surprisingly well outlined. Jose Isabel added
that he had heard his dogs barking that morning, but
did not consider the fact to be unusual. About a month
ago, he said, he also found a dead sheep - eyeless and
without a drop of blood. The owner of the flock of
sheep said that he was baffled and could not find an
answer to this riddle

Family Sheep Died Under Similar Circumstances...
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Investigations.

At the site of the animal deaths, Isabel Islas added
that 30 sheep belonging to relatives had also been
found dead and presenting severe injuries.

At different addresses and times, geese or ducks
were the first to succumb, followed by sheep.

Eladio Islas Duarte lost nine animals; Eufrasia,
with the same surnames, lost seven, and Porfirio
Marquez lost five.

No other neighbour reported a similar situation
with his or her flock.

“I'm certain that dog bites are not to blame," said
the complainant. He added that his sheep pen is
protected with a fence measuring 1 meter 50
centimetres and a large board. A dog cannot jump
such a height.

Veterinarian Asked to Perform Animal Tests...

Jose Isabel asked a veterinarian to come and
inspect both the dead sheep and the survivors. He
fears that the animals may be infected with some
disease following the attack, considering that the
attack came from another animal. Furthermore [he
would like] the nature of the species that caused
such injuries to be determined.

Alvarado Mayorga spoke to the veterinarian of the
Municipal Abattoir, who promised to get in touch with
the owner of the sheep.

In the meantime, Jose Isabel was doing his best to
heal the injuries inflicted upon his animals.

Chupacabras Spotted In Chile:
Alien UFO Escapees Or Myth?...

One week after Chile’s Armed Forces released
photos and videos of UFO activity around the country,
Chile’s mainstream media has once again gone
extraterrestrial with various Chupacabra sightings
reported throughout the country.

Chupacabra ‘literally translated as goat sucker’ is the
name for a mythical creature known for sucking the
blood out of farm animals throughout Latin America
and the southern United States. Many enthusiasts
speculate that Chupacabras are aliens, or escaped
alien pets, as evidence of the creature is frequently
reported in tandem with nearby UFO sightings. While
UFO activity is typically reserved for Chile’s tabloid
press, Chupacabra sightings make big news in Chile,
and the countries principle newspaper, ElI Mercurio,
reported Wednesday that Chupacabras are once again
causing a stir in the southern cone country.

According to the daily, a Chupacabra attacked a
henhouse in San Antonio Tuesday evening, leaving
every chicken dead, without blood, and with a
mysterious orifice on their spines.

Flor Vasquez, 73, told police that she could not
believe what she saw when she entered her henhouse.
All the chickens were dead and were sucked
completely dry of blood, she said. But the animal that
did it did not eat a single on of my birds. It's really
strange.

One of Vasquez's daughters, who did not want to
identify herself to the press, said that she heard dogs
barking wildly that night, but did not see anything
abnormal after rising several times throughout the
night.

Vasquez also told police that she found strange
footprints on her patio with only three toes, two facing
forward and one backward.

The same night, another Chupacabra sighting
occurred in Curico. Samuel Saavedra told reporters
that he heard a loud noise, as if something had jumped
off the large wall surrounding the house.

Saavedra said he saw a creature that was
approximately 1.20 meters in height, furry, and with a
round, bald head. The creature apparently had large
eyes and an intense stare and gave Saavedra a
Odefiant glare.

Saavedra said he called police and then went to
spend the night at his mother’s house, being so scared
that he refused to return home for 48 hours.

The last Chupacabra activity in Chile occurred in
2000, when the creatures caused widespread panic
and interest in Calama after 120 sheep were killed in
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the course of one week.

The Internet is full of websites dedicated to the
Chupacabra. The most common theory speculates
that the creature is extraterrestrial, but other
conspiracy theories suggest the creature to be a
product of a genetic experiment carried by the U.S.

THE PARANORMAL... Ernie Sears.

PSYCHIC NEWS for the 10" Feb has it's usual run
of the spooky bits and one to catch my eye....and
maybe YOURS... concerns alleged spirit forms and
ghostly goings on at BBC Radio Cornwall. Visitors to
the studio have experienced an “energy” right in front of
them... in one reported case, a spiritualist invited to the
studio to speak on the Lawrence Reed Show, Gayle
Force (!) “saw “ the spirit of a man from the Victorian
era who told her his name was John Smith, a smuggler
around that time, who had died of a heart attack and
slid into the river. Sometime recently bones had been
discovered at the spot. People have complained of an
icy breeze when entering the studio and having a
feeling of something or someone nearby.

While the staff at Leyland's, Lancashire, Worden Arts
Centre have become convinced the site is haunted
after a series of paranormal happenings. Coffee shop
manageress Andrea Morris and her daughter
Georgina, 19, have experienced paranormal
happenings of the past two years. ‘Some times you'll
see a figure on the CCTV screen, stood waiting in the
doorway, when you go to see who it is, they've
vanished’, said Andrea. ‘Lights come on in the art
room, for no reason, when nobody’s about, and we can
sometimes hear footsteps and voices in the corridor’.
Pots and pans having been washed up are put on the
draining board. When we come to put them away they
are back in the sink. The former Worden Hall was
extensively damaged by fire in 1941 when a maid
called Phyllis was killed.

The landlady, Sue Cunningham,
has twice seen a man in a white shirt walk up to the
bar,” but when | turn to serve him, he's gone....and the
chefs who live at the house say they have been woken
up by thumping on the ceiling on numerous occasions.
