It seems that UFOlogy is going down fast in this country with another
group up North closing down, and David Kingston is not doing his
yearly Dorchester Conference in 2008 for pretty much the same
reasons as | have closed down the group (See page 3). So, 2008 will
see the rebirth of the SUFOG magazine and with a slight increase in
subscriptions rate due to the fact that SUFOG subsidized the
magazine and | am unable to do this. | hope that existing subscribers
and supporters will stay loyal and support the magazine in any way
that they can because without their support, then there will be no
magazine.

The funny thing is, after deciding to close the group down in
January, someone up there must be watching, as so far in 2008 there
have been in the region of 156 UFO reports / sightings in Hampshire
between the 1st January and the 19th February 2008. The local
Southampton Evening Echo has run half page articles on the UFO
reports and they have had a number reported directly to them. So
what is happening in Hampshire? In 2007, between January &
February, SUFOG received only 4 UFO reports and the total number
of reports received in 2007 was 48. Yet, within the first 2 months of
2008, | have received 15 reports. So readers, sit back with your cup
of coffee or tea (Or something stronger) and be prepared to see that
UFOlogy isn’t dead, in fact it is on the rise.

MOD UFO reports received in 2007 from the
' Hampshire area.

8th April : 00:11 : Southampton : Two distinctive
lights, which were reddish in colour and were
moving rapidly from South West to North.

18th June : 18:00 : Southampton : There was an
object adjacent to the Moon, and was twice the
brightness. The object was stationary and looked to
be 30,000 ft up.

10th August : 22:45 : Basingstoke : A single light
as bright as Venus, was moving at aircraft speed
across the sky. The object then hovered and
flickered like a flame.

1st September : 21:00 : Alton : Seventeen objects
were seen. The looked round (totally circular) and
solid and were a bright orange colour. They were in
an elongated shape.

1st September : Alton : Sixty to two hundred
objects seen moving across the sky. They were
moving at a steady pace.

20th October : 12:10 : Portsmouth : An Oval/
Spherical shaped object approached an aircraft,
and appeared to accelerate very fast, and then
wobbled from side to side. Another object appeared
roughly in in the same vicinity and then stayed
stationary.

UFO Reports in 2008... Off to a ‘Flying’ start!!!!

On the 1% January 2008, | decided to close the
Southampton UFO Group and ending the group’s
18-year history.

So, the next question is has ET realized the group has
closed? Between the 1* January and the 1% March there
has been a rash of sightings in Hampshire and the Isle
of Wight totaling 17 to date (15" March). On the 3™
March the Southampton Evening Echo informed me of a
further 3 sightings that occurred on the 9™ February
(now 5 in total). The same period in 2007, the
Southampton UFO Group had received just 4 reports
and only received 48 UFO reports for the whole of 2007.

(PRLog.Org) - Jan 10, 2008 - The role of the Academy
of Ufology is to define the ufology in its scientific,
technical, sociological and ethic parameters and to
validate the work made either by its members or by
outsiders. The academy aims to promote and organize
the scientific and historical study of the ufology. Its
objective is to become the qualified intermediary between
the public in search of serious and reliable information
and the ufologists working in the associations.

The Academy of Ufology has just validated for its
internal use, a system of classification for the study of the
UFOs, performed by Doctors Jacques Vallée and Allen
Hynek. This system is already known and used by many
private associations of ufologists worldwide. The
academy currently works to define with precision the
common and usual French word "ufologie".

In order to judiciously advise the readers of ufology
books, the academy decided to define a procedure of
validation of those books. It will become a basic tool for
the academy and will be a guarantee of serious for the
public.

Residents Line Up T o Confirm UFO Sightings...

More and more people are claiming they saw UFOs in
Flintshire during the Christmas period.

Last week, the Leader reported on the sighting, made by
Harry Hughes, of Mynydd Isa, as he was going out to his
shed on Christmas Day.

Mr Hughes saw several orange-red orbs moving "faster
than a plane" through the air, and glowing in the night sky.
The incident matched a sighting over Wrexham last year.

Now, three more reports have come in from people
saying they saw the same objects on the same day.

David Clark, of Elwy Close in Bryn y Baal, says he can
confirm that everything Mr Hughes says is correct.

He said: "It is absolutely true what he says. There were
three very bright lights which suddenly separated and one
looked like it shot straight up at high speed.

"At first we thought they were balloons or planes but they
were going too fast and they didn't look like planes.

"There was no noise whatsoever and they were going so
fast. | have never seen anything like it before."

We published the story of the latest incident on our
website, and users have flocked to view the details.

A Mrs Coulton, from Mold, described how her
family were left perplexed after seeing orange
coloured lights.

She said: "The light was a fair way off, it was
coming towards us then stopped went
backwards, stayed still for about four or five
minutes, then faded away. It was really strange.
It was definitely there, was not a firework, star,
helicopter, or plane. We really don't know what it
was."

Marie Davies, of Chester Road in Mold, was
driving from Holywell to Halykn on Christmas day
when she spotted a red light low in the sky at 7
pm.

She said: "At first | thought it was the moon but
it was too low in the sky. It was flame red and
was standing still over the Dee Estuary way.

"l couldn't believe my eyes. | would like to see
it again. | don't drink so it wasn't that. There was
no way it was an aeroplane. It was very weird."

UFO Club Calls It A Day...

First there was the sighting of the mysterious
multi-coloured chandelier-shaped object
hovering in the south's skies.

Then there was the fast-moving bright light
spotted over Beaulieu in the New Forest.

And then, a few years later, there were the
orange globes sailing above the rooftops of
Hythe.

These are all among the bizarre, odd and
unexplained sightings of a group of UFO spotters
monitoring the skies above Hampshire.

But now, after almost 20 years of no definitive
evidence and a few unanswered questions, they
have decided to fold up their telescopes.

With the help of sci-fi shows such as The
X-Files, in the early 1990s the popularity of
hunting for extra-terrestrials was sky-high and
Southampton UFO Group (SUFOG) boasted
more than 75 members.

But since then there has been a wane in
intergalactic interest and founding member Steve
Gerrard has decided to shut the group down
after only four members turned up to its last
meeting.

The group started in November 1990, when
Steve put an advert in the back of the Daily Echo
looking for extraterrestrial enthusiasts.

Over the years their photos of strange objects
in the sky have been splashed across the world's
media, and the Ministry of Defence has even
investigated their video footage.

One of the original members, Ernie Sears, said
the group has taken hundreds of photographs
during their sky-watches, but said there was one
incident that "changed his life forever".



Ernie, 83, of Netley, said: "I had my first sighting in
March 1960 at Portsdown Hil. | saw a very
strange-looking light in the sky. | thought it must be an
aircraft with the sun reflecting off it. But it seemed to be
hanging there and | thought: It can't be one of those
pesky UFOs.' "Half an hour later | heard the roar of jet
engines. | rushed to an opening and saw two Meteor jets
flying low over Gosport, coming from the direction of
Thorny Island Aerodrome.

"To my amazement this object was still hanging in the
sky in the same place and not moving. | knew then that it
wasn't an aircraft.

"I watched as the jets neared it but as they did it turned
on end and disappeared into the blue sky like a light
being switched off.

"l ran into a phone box and phoned Thorny Island Air
Control. | asked him if he could tell me what the object
was the Meteor Jets were chasing. I'll never forget his
answer. He said: You did not see any object and you did
not see any Meteor jets.' "Since then | have been
convinced there is other life out there and | am
determined to prove it's true."

Spaceman Mystery?

A pensioner is hoping that unseen files being released
this year may solve one of the great Cumbrian mysteries -
the spaceman on the Solway.

Jim Templeton's photograph, which showed the
mystery ‘spaceman’ behind his daughter, was taken on
Burgh Marsh in 1964 and has been seen around the
world.

No-one has yet come up with an explanation for it but
the Ministry of Defence is just about to reveal details of
fles which chronicle UFO (unidentified flying object)
activity over Britain.

1 have no explanation for the image but what | can say
is that it is not a fake. The film was sent away for
processing and came back like that.

What is even more strange is that shortly afterwards the
launch of the Blue Streak rocket at a base in Australia
was delayed because two similar spacemen were spotted
on monitors there.

Apparently they searched the area at the time but could
find nothing, They said the delay in the launch was down
to a technical hitch and it went ahead later. The
interesting thing, of course, is that the Blue Streak was
developed at Spadeadam to the east of Brampton. | was
told about this by someone who worked there at the time.’

Every year around 100 people contact the Ministry of
Defence to report sightings of unidentified flying objects,
and they are the subject of scores of Freedom of

.

Information Act requests.

The files, which are more than 25 years old and
many of them handwritten, are being processed
into an electronic format and will be released this
year.

An MOD spokesman explained they regularly
releases files through Freedom of Information and
that it is policy to release old files.

They said that, contrary to reports, the MOD
does not investigate UFOs and no UFO branch
exists. They only investigate perceived military
threats to UK security.

Why Is Sunderland A UFO Hotspot?

Recently there has been a flurry of UFO
sightings over the Sunderland area.

To some, this may be disturbing. After all, no
one likes to entertain the idea that our skies are
being filled with alien invaders from a distant solar
system.

Personally, however, | quite like the notion that
we are entertaining visitors from beyond.

Overall there has been a decline in flying saucer
activity in the UK, and if our friends from the other
side of the galaxy suddenly got bored with us and
stopped coming, then we may never find out who
(or what) they are, and why they found planet
earth so fascinating in the first place.

One of the big problems with the concept that
we are being visited by alien life forms is the
distance they would have to travel to reach us.

The nearest star to us is more than four light
years away, and this means that even if aliens
could travel at the speed of light, it would still take
them over four years to get here.

Some researchers have postulated that there
may be ‘worm holes' in space, which could acts as
portals between one solar system and another.

The idea is that you pop into one worm hole and
hey, presto, before you know it, you pop out of
another millions of light years away, without
having to travel the distance in between.

Of course, this notion is still but a theory.
Personally, | believe that UFOs probably have
their origins much closer to home.

It seems unlikely that they originate on another
planet in our own solar system, as there are no
signs of alien civilisations on Mars, Venus or the
other worlds in our vicinity.

Another problem is that life as we know it would
probably find it difficult to survive in the hostile
conditions those planets present.

Is it possible, though, that UFOs could have
their origin right here on planet earth? This may
not be as strange an idea as one might imagine.

For years there have been rumours that there
are subterranean worlds hidden under the north



and south poles that could house civilisations whose
existence we are unaware of.

If such civilisations do indeed exist, they could,
theoretically speaking, be in possession of advanced
technologies that enable them to build aircraft far beyond
our own understanding, and using propulsion systems we
can only dream of.

Another reason for thinking that the "aliens" may be related
to us is the biological similarities between UFO occupants
and human beings.

Put aside their strange skin colour, large eyes and
antennae, aliens are normally described as having a head,
torso, two legs, two arms and facial features pretty much the
same as our own.

If aliens are similar to us, if not identical, then we can
probably assume that they are related to us in the same way
that horses and pigs, although not identical, are both
mammals and occupy places reasonably close to each other
on the evolutionary tree.

If you're ever lucky enough to see the occupant of a UFO,
it's a fascinating thought that you may not be staring at an
alien from outer space, but a long-lost cousin.

Why haven't our ethereal visitors contacted us formally
and announced their existence officially to the world?

Well, look at it this way; if you had the chance of making
friends with a bunch of people who behave as badly as we
humans do, wouldn't you think twice about it?

New Sunderland UFO Mystery — Slideshow...

Brian Lynn is sure we are not alone, after spotting a
mysterious object in the skies above his holiday home.

Brian was fascinated to read about mum-of-four Neala
Fenton, from New Herrington, whose mobile-phone footage
of mysterious blue and pink lights appeared on the Echo's
website.

Brian, from Shiney Row, has been scanning the skies ever
since. And his patience was rewarded when he saw strange
lights above his caravan at Beamish Hall.

He took a series of snaps with his digital camera, and
hopes someone may be able to shed some light on what he
saw.

Brian, 64, said: "It was a nice night and the sky was clear. |
have got a new camera, so | thought | would try it out.

"l saw two stars next to the moon. When | looked again, |
saw it wasn't two stars - it was light reflecting on the side of
the craft.

"l ran back in and got my camera and took some pictures.
It was there for about 10 minutes, then it clouded over.

“No doubt about it - it was a UFO. | could not believe what
| was looking at."

It's not the first time mysterious objects have been spotted
over the North East.

Bright, orange-coloured orbs were seen floating over
Seaham in August 2006.

The Ministry of Defence was set to
investigate, but party pranksters with glowing
lanterns were found to be the culprits.

Shocked Neil Carter was putting rubbish out
at his Sunderland home when he saw a strange
banana-shaped object in the sky.

Mr Carter, 40, from Monkwearmouth, said:
"At first it appeared to be very small and was
bobbing up and down in the sky. Then it
dropped down a bit and got bigger.

"It was all a bit of a shock, because there was
nothing else in the sky and there appeared to
be no explanation as to what it might be."

A five-foot pear-shaped piece of silver metal
was spotted hurtling towards the ground in
Hendon in 2000.

Officials at Newcastle Airport were alerted
after a similar sighting above Penshaw.

There was a spate of UFO sightings in April
1996, with 70 suspected incidents over Tyne
and Wear.

Lights Spark UFO Mystery...

A city couple were left stunned when they
spotted six mysterious lights hovering in the sky
above their home.

And Trish and Ken Fraser now want to shed
some light on the unusual phenomenon and
find out exactly what they were.

They saw the unidentified flying objects on
Sunday, January 6, above their home in
Balnacraig Road.

And the Highland News has been contacted
by another local resident who also saw
something similar at the same time.

The strange episode occurred at around
7.30 pm, when the yellow coloured lights were
seen moving slowly from the west to the east in
pairs.

Trish and Ken told the Highland News they
have tried to come up with a logical
explanation, but said they were unlike any
known aircraft and said the slow movement,
lack of noise and length of time they loitered
about discounted any man-made explanation.

Trish (53) who captured the spectacle on her
digital camera said: "I was just sitting in the
conservatory and | saw the lights. At first |
thought they might have been micro lights, but
then | realised it wasn't that."

Trish who works as an assistant at the city's
Farraline Park-based library added: "There was
no sound at all and they were all an orange or
yellowy light. They came from the west and
travelled to the east. When they got further to



the east, it appeared as though they went higher into the sky.

"I have never seen anything like that before. | just think that
someone else might have seen them or be able to explain
what they were. They were much bigger than stars. Someone
suggested it could have been a meteor storm, but | never
imagined that such a thing would look like that.

"I don't believe in aliens or anything like that and | don't
think that it was that, although if it was ET that would be
okay."

Her husband Ken (55) who has his own painting and
decorating business said he had been watching the TV when
Trish called him through to see the lights.

He said: "A friend of ours who lives on the other side of the
canal in lona Road also saw them. They were visible for
about ten minutes and then they disappeared into the
distance.

"I thought at first it was a helicopter as we quite often get
them or planes flying over but there was no noise at all. Also
planes usually have the red and green lights on them and
these didn't.

"They came from the direction of Craig Dunain and then
disappeared. | think they just got so far away that we couldn't
see them any more.

"We thought it could be explained away very easily, but so
far we haven't got anywhere."

A woman in the Hilton area of the city also reported seeing
strange objects in the sky when she was in her garden.

She said: "I saw three orange coloured lights moving across
the night sky for quite a few minutes. They were really
unusual and couldn't have been plane lights because they
seemed quite large in the distance and because of the way
they moved and then seemed to stop and move again.

"There seemed to be a slight flare off them and someone
suggested they might be hot air balloons. But | didn't think
that was likely at the time of night in the dark."

Pauline Macrae, a committee member with the Highland
Astronomical Society was also perplexed as to what the
bright lights could have been.

She said: "l really don't know what this could have been. |
can't offer an explanation. There was nothing astronomical at
that time unless they were satellites."

The Highland News contacted RAF Kinloss and Inverness
Airport to see if any aircraft could have been in the area at
around 7.30 pm on Sunday, January 6.

However both the RAF and Nat Anderson, a spokesman for
Highlands and Islands Airports Ltd, said no aircraft were flying
at that time in that area.

Elsie's UFO Encounter On The A45 In South Northants...

One of the most famous UFO experiences in
Northamptonshire is the 1978 tale of Elsie Oakensen who
believed her car was stopped on her way home to Church
Stowe by a flying machine.

"As usual | turned off the A45 on to the A5 towards
Towcester," she said. "The journey had been uneventful, but
then directly ahead of me | saw two very bright lights, one red
and one green.

"There was a lot of traffic but it seemed as if
everything had gone into slow-motion. | could
see a dumb-bell shaped object, made of very
smooth plastic material, and there were no
openings or windows."

Eisie continued her journey but when she
came off the main road she stopped her car to
take a closer look.

"A green light started to flash. | decided to
restart the engine but when | turned into the
village something strange happened - the car,
which had just been serviced that day,
completely cut out.

"Eventually it restarted but | had only
travelled about 100 yards when it stopped
again. The natural light disappeared and
everything was in absolute blackness.

"Then suddenly a brilliant white circle of light
about a yard in diameter shone on the road.
The very next moment, as if someone had
flicked a switch, natural light returned and |
was driving my car normally."

The whole journey took 15 minutes longer
than normal although Elsie cannot account for
the extra time.

Elsie was so mesmerised by her experience
that she went on to write several books about
her close encounter of the third kind.

Today Elsie still lives in Church Stowe and,
despite a recent fall in Daventry affecting her
memory, she is still convinced she had an
extraterrestrial encounter.

She said: "I looked at my books and | can't
remember what | had written, but it must be
true."

Other cases of UFOs...

On March 23, 1909, PC M Kettle of
Peterborough (then part of Northamptonshire)
reported a strange airship. There were many
other reports of this object from around the
country.

Around 1954/55 an eight-year-old boy was
digging in his garden near Rushden when he
saw a strange ovoid-shaped cloud and heard
a voice giving him instructions. He has also
had a number of subsequent UFO
experiences.

In 1977 researchers carrying out a sky
watch exercise saw two separate strange
lights over Harrington, then in May 1978 at
11.30 pm a witness saw strange manoeuvring
lights in the sky over Finedon.

in 1980 a man in Northampton General
Hospital saw a strange object over the town
when he looked out of the window.

In 1997 a woman from Kingsthorpe in
Northampton reported round red objects
moving fast over the town. In October the next
year, two witnesses from Kingsthorpe reported
seeing two triangular objects moving from the



south to the north.

In June 1984 a man saw what he described as
being a Chinese lantern over Northampton. It was an
octagonal object about 20 feet long and 35 feet in
height. At each of its eight corners was an orange
light. It made a sound like electricity shorting out and
there were occasional blue sparks. The witness
estimates that the object could not have been more
than 100 feet from the ground.

In November 1995 two separate sightings of lights
were made - one over Yardley Hastings and the other
above Derngate in Northampton town centre.

In September 2003 the MoD recorded two small,
star-size objects, dark orange or rust in colour,
folowed by two others doing manoeuvres over
Northampton.

With regards to
Web Sites, if the report is not sent to a UFO group in the locality of the sighting, then anyone can just post a
sighting on a web site but if it is not investigated then any crap can be posted. | can think of 2 web sites (One in
the UK and one in the USA) where over the years | have come across reports in the Hampshire area that were
not passed on to the group to investigate and are somewhat dubious to say the least.

Political Spotlight Brings UFO Group In From The
Fringe...

Dallas - Anyone who takes the topic seriously
knows about what they call the "giggle factor."

So when Democratic presidential candidate
Dennis Kucinich was asked in a recent debate about
his belief in unidentified flying objects, the North
Texas members of Mutual UFO Network (MUFON)
weren't surprised when it turned into a political
punch line.

On the other hand, New Mexico Gov. Bill
Richardson also has addressed UFOs - seriously -
on the campaign trail. And in November, a group of
highly credentialed aviation experts from
around the world called for more official
investigations of UFOs.

Getting their cause into the news — and not just
as a joke - is welcome to people who have felt
pushed to the fringes for a long time.

"There is a growing awareness and willingness on
the part of the public to take this seriously," said Ken
Cherry, the Texas MUFON director.

Is the secret that the ufologists of MUFON have
been chasing for decades about to come out?

"We don't think it's a secret. Just some people
don't believe it," said Terry Groff, Web master for the
local MUFON group and a trained UFO investigator.

He was one of about two dozen members who
assembled for a regular meeting last month at an
Irving, Texas, public library. Organizers say they've
filled a hall with more than 100 people for meetings
where a particularly popular speaker appears.

Outsiders often misunderstand the purpose of the
organization, Cherry said.

"People want us to confirm their claims," he said.
"That is not our job."

Most UFO sightings quickly become IFO’s after a
little investigation, he said. Airplanes, satellites,
model rockets, helicopters — all of these can fool an
untrained eye. But all of those valid explanations still
leave a few unexplainables.

Those few are what the ufologists say make them
think there's more to know - but they aren't
necessarily sure what the "more" is.

"I really haven't made my mind up,” said
MUFON regional director James Shatley. "The
preponderance of evidence is that either we have
discovered incredible technology, or there are some
other races that have conquered time and space and
figured out how to get here."

For all the scientific aspirations of MUFON, it's a
mash-up of a serious amateur investigation club and
a support group for people who say there is
Something - or Someone - Out There.

"We have had people come to our meetings who

literally wear a protective hat to protect themselves
from aliens invading their thoughts,” Cherry said.

The members of his group try to be welcoming and
not dismissive of them, he said. After all, they all know
what it's like to be ridiculed for their ideas.

"I don't think we've ever had a bad experience where
someone that everyone thought was off-the-wall came
and they didn't go away feeling good," Cherry said.

On this afternoon, nobody was wearing an odd hat.
After a bit of business, they settled in to watch a
decade-old video of a speech made at a previous
meeting. The speaker was Jim Marrs, the Texan author
of "Crossfire" - a book Oliver Stone drew on for the
conspiracy-filled plot of his movie "JFK" - and "Alien
Agenda," Marrs' account of government suppression of
information about UFOs.

It's safe to say Marrs' views about UFOs are as
accepted by most scientists as his ideas about the
Kennedy assassination are by most historians. But this
was his home crowd, and they listened attentively as
he recounted tales of the supposed UFO crash at
Roswell, N.M., the odd crop circles and other stories
ufologists say have never been explained.

After the video, Marrs 'appeared' live via a cell phone
held up to a microphone and took questions.

"There may be more breathtaking discoveries coming
out in the coming months," he said.

The recent mainstream news about UFOs did not
seem likely to produce a revelation any time soon.

Kucinich said he saw a UFO 25 years ago while
visiting Shirley MacLaine's home in Washington state.
Richardson pledged to reopen the famous case of
aliens reportedly crashing at Roswell in 1947.

The aviation experts calling for more investigation
included a deputy chief of staff from the Belgian air
force, the retired chief of Accidents and Investigations
for the Federal Aviation Administration, a pilot with the
Chilean Aviation Army, an Air France captain, a
general in the Iranian air force and a representative
from the United Kingdom's Ministry of Defence.

The group spoke in support of a petition that said, in
part: "We maintain that a restive, concerned public has
the right to be informed of the facts about UFO
incidents that are well-documented and involve multiple
witnesses."

Not all the MUFON members claim to have seen
UFOs. But some do have their stories.

Lucy Jane Mock, whose husband was in the Air
Force, believes she has seen several unexplainable
things in the sky.

“l hope you get to see one," she told a visitor to the
meeting. "Thrilling!"

"Out of the 'egg’ emerged white-skinned beings,
followed by their children," it says.

"The adults had problems adapting to the Earth's
atmosphere and died. The children managed to
survive.

"Later they painted drawings of the adults in honour
of their parents.

"Uluru is filed with the legends and myths of
Aboriginal '‘Dreamtime’ when their ancient god-like
ancestors moved through the landscape.

"These gods - who were ancient astronauts - came
from the sky with a mission. This mission was to
create life on Earth."

Parks Australia spokeswoman Mali Stanton said
there was not anyone at Uluru-Kata Tjuta National
Park who could comment on the bizarre story.

The complex Aboriginal system of law and beliefs
known as Tjukurpa is referred to in the national park
plan of management.

The plan refers in part to the creation stories
represented in rock art - without astronauts.

"According to Tjukurpa, there was a time when
ancestral beings in the form of humans, animals, and
plants travelled widely across the land and performed
remarkable feats of creation and destruction," it says.

"The journeys of these beings are remembered and
celebrated and the record of their activities exists
today in aspects and features of the land."

The UFO Area website also carries a story claiming
there are three triangular "ancient structures" in the
desert near Uluru that may not be natural.

"What is the purpose of these ancient structures
and why are they aligned in the same direction?" the
website says.

"The Aborigines might know the secret ..."

All Eyes On The Skies...

Mysterious lights in the sky and what some believe
was an increased military air traffic in the past week
has prompted the Mutual UFO Network (MUFON) to
schedule a meeting for 1 p.m. Saturday, Jan. 19, at
Erath County Dairy Sales & Livestock Commission
located on U.S. Highway 377/67 South.

MUFON Texas Senior Field Investigator and
Assistant State Director Steve Hudgeons said field
investigators from Waco, Fort Worth, and Dallas will
be on hand to interview witnesses and complete
sighting reports. He said MUFON is interested in
Steve Allen’s first hand account of intensely bright
lights and military jets over the Selden community last
Tuesday night as well as other accounts.

“I have read the papers and have been sent several
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e-mails from people that have heard of this sighting
and it looks as if there are a good many people that
have either seen this or have heard about it
Hudgeons said. “I will bring down a team of
investigators and we will do a mass interview and
then do a later follow-up with a selected group.”

Hudgeons said it is the unusually high number of
people that claim to have witnessed the event as well
as the credibility of those involved that has prompted
his organization to become involved.

Founded in 1969, the Mutual UFO Network, Inc., is
a non-profit corporation dedicated, through its
volunteers, to resolving the scientific enigma known
collectively as unidentified flying objects (UFOs),
according to its Web site, www.mufon.com.

The world wide organization headquartered in
Denver, Colorado has two publications; the monthly
MUFON UFO Journal addresses all aspects of the
subject, and The International UFO Symposium
Proceedings offers a yearly in-depth analysis of the
UFO subject by world-renowned researchers,
according to their Web site. Each is available to
MUFON members and the public.

Allen said he has received a barrage of phone calls
from others witnessing the Tuesday night event as
well as reports of military air traffic but also received
calls from individuals describing similar accounts. The
accounts include a woman that said she saw the
same thing in 1967 and worked to solve the mystery
with former Sheriff David Hale. But, she said no
conclusions were ever drawn.

Allen said he has been speaking with a Hillsboro
resident who wishes to remain anonymous but is
offering a substantial reward for authentic local
pictures or videos to assist with validation of the claim.
Allen is the owner of L & S Enterprises and Texas
Freight in Glen Rose and can be reached at 254-898-
1117.

Hudgeons said he encourages anyone with photos
or film footage to wait until he can view the material at
the meeting before turning it over to anyone else.

“Even if someone says they are from MUFON, don't
turn it over,” Hudgeons said. “| feel that someone from
a government entity will pose as MUFON and try to
take them.”

Major Karl Lewis of Naval Air Joint Reserve Base
Fort Worth (Carswell Field) reported Friday that no
military aircraft from his establishment were in the
area Tuesday night. When questioned about military
air traffic in the Stephenville area he said there could
be a number of reasons for that and most likely it's
because of training missions related to the Brady
area.

“There were no F16s from this unit operating and no
other pilots from our unit reported a UFO,” Lewis said.

He also said the jets could have been in the area
but from a different base or they could have been
F18s, which are similar in appearance.

Lewis said after reading newspaper accounts of
what area residents saw he has a plausible
explanation - something that he has witnessed himself
in his 32 years as a pilot.



“l think it was a consortium of lights. It sounds like
sun reflection of an aircraft travelling at high altitude,”
Lewis said. “That can cause an intensely bright light
like that. Sometimes you can’t look at it because it is so
bright. As the angle of the sun changes, the colour
dulls because the sun is setting on the horizon and it's
hitting the aircraft at a different angle.”

Lewis said intense orange, red or white lights as well
as other colours may be seen when this occurs. He
also said it could have been natural light phenomenon
or a visual illusion caused by natural atmospheric
conditions.

Hypothetically, Lewis said, an object of the reported
size travelling through the atmosphere would leave a
catastrophic sound signature or footprint.

“An aircraft travelling that fast and at that low altitude
would leave an approximate path of four miles wide of
damage,” Lewis said. “Low and fast like what was
described, would leave a path similar to that of a
tornado - it's a pressure differentiation.”

Another point, he said, was something that fast and
low to the ground would create thermal heat, which
would create a vapour trail and none was reported.

Lewis said he knows of a plane travelling at mach
one speed at an altitude of 5,000 feet, which caused a
cinderblock house to collapse, so he doesn’t believe
what witnesses spotted was actually a craft of any kind.

Area 51 Designated With A New Name...

The Air Force's classified test range at Groom Lake,
Nev., has never lacked for evocative nicknames - it and
its restricted airspace have been called Dreamland,
Paradise Ranch, The Box and, most famously, Area
51. Now there's a less romantic moniker to throw on
the pile: Homey Airport, according to a few civilian
aviation journals.

"Homey Airport" now appears as the official name for
a certain air base near a certain dry lake bed in
Nevada, according to reports in the Web site of the
Aircraft Owners and Pilots Association, as well as the
Daily Aviator blog and others. New editions of flight
planning software and civilian aviators' GPS gear lists
the name and the official designation KXTA - which
online wags have speculated stands for 'extraterrestrial
airport'. (The 'k’ designation indicates only that the field
is in the U.S., according to the Federal Aviation
Administration.)

Capt. Jessica Martin, a spokeswoman for Nellis Air
Force Base, which sits 85 miles south of Homey Airport
and is responsible for the airspace and any ground

facilities, said that "we already know about the
designation, but it doesn't have any effect on
operations at the base."

Martin said she didn't know the origin of the name
Homey Airport.

Featured in movies, TV shows and video games,
Area 51 is likely the most famous top-secret facility
in the world and a favourite component of UFO and
military conspiracy theories.

The Department of Defence didn't even
acknowledge the base existed until 1994, when
former base employees sued the government and
claimed they'd been poisoned by hazardous
materials used at the base for research into stealth
technology.

Although the base and its work have long been
highly classified, many of the aircraft tested there
through the years are publicly familiar: the U2 and
SR-71 Blackbird spy planes and the F-117
Nighthawk stealth fighter all flew first off the long
runways and dry lakebeds at Groom Lake.

Some enthusiasts believe that work continues
there today on advanced aircraft - including
unmanned aerial vehicles, high-speed
reconnaissance craft and even high-altitude blimps -
though alien conspiracy buffs also speculate that
Area 51's high profile has forced officials to move
much of the top-secret stuff to the Army's Dugway
Proving Ground in Utah.

Jets Chase UFOs - What's New?

After tendering initial denials, the Air Force
admitted it dispatched F-16s - 10 of them - into the
Texas skies near Stephenville on the early evening
of Jan. 8. The exercise was described as a routine
training mission that had nothing to do with the fact
that a gigantic UFO was in the area, that dozens
saw it, and that the thing appeared to be headed
toward restricted airspace around President Bush's
Crawford ranch.

But military pilots do chase UFOs. It's a secret, but
it's not. Like airborne missiles and unidentified
submarines, UFOs are itemized suspects in flight
manuals, and filing procedures are detailed under
Communications Instructions for Reporting Vital
Intelligence Sightings.

As California researcher John Greenewald
discovered years ago, those CIRVIS reports are
forwarded to the North American Aerospace
Defence Command, with this Catch-22 attached by
Peterson Air Force Base, home to the U.S. Northern
Command:

“"NORAD is a binational command established by
Volume 33, United States Treaties (UST) page 1277
subject to control of both Canadian and U.S.
Government agencies as defined in the Act and
consequently is not subject to US FOIA."



You get the picture.

But there was a time, half a century ago, before
the curtain came down for good, when its official
investigations were still marginally in the public domain,
that the USAF acknowledged the seriousness of what it
was up against.

The UFO wave that crested above the nation's
capitol in July 1952 is largely forgotten, but last year, a
book called "Shoot Them Down" took another look at
what may well have happened when the Pentagon
directed its pilots to open fire.

Tedious, meandering, weighted with superfluous
details, and enthusiastically speculative, Frank
Feschino's self-published "Shoot Them Down" hasn't
made it out of the UFO subculture. But maybe it
should. After 17 years of combing through accident
reports and newspaper archives and travelling
countless miles to interview eyewitnesses, Feschino
has assembled a portrait of a response system in
disarray during the early days of the phenomenon.

"Just look at the numbers," says the professional
artist from his home in Port Orange. "We lost a hell of a
lot of planes and pilots on ‘routine missions"."

Miss. Man Recounts Night Aliens Took Him
Aboard...

GAUTIER, Miss. -- Charles Hickson didn't need
the recent repcrts of a UFO sighting in Stephenville,
Texas, to stir up memories of what he says was his
encounter with alien visitors more than 35 years ago.

"I was terribly frightened," Hickson told WLOX-TV
News of that late October night in 1973.

Hickson, now 76 and living in Gautier, decided to



go fishing on the Pascagoula River with his buddy,
19-year-old Calvin Parker. But something happened
that night that would change their lives forever.

“It looked to me like air, or steam, or something
escaping from a pipe," Hickson recalled.

A piercing sound made Hickson and Parker stop
what they were doing, Hickson said, and that's when
he spotted a large object hovering behind them.

"It was some kind of craft, it was probably 30 or 40
feet," he said. "There were three things, they weren't
human beings. | know now they were robots."

The sight is burned into Hickson's memory.

"They appeared to me that they had something like
elephant skin, it was very wrinkled. These things came
to us and took a hold of me, and one took a hold of
Calvin. We went into that beam of light and they carried
me aboard that craft."

He said the aliens held them for about 30 minutes.

Hickson and Parker's alleged abduction played a
crucial role in the creation of the National UFO
Reporting Centre in Seattle.

The centre is a centralized place for people to call
and report strange and mysterious things they see.

Parker is reportedly now living in Louisiana and has
declined to discuss the incident.

Mysterious Object No UFO: Expert...

One thing's for sure when it comes to a mysterious
object over the skies of Prince Edward Island: No one
knows what it was - not even the UFO experts.

Chris Rutkowski, research co-ordinator for Ufology
Research in Manitoba, said the object trailing a dark,
spiralling plume behind it in January over the island is
not a UFO.

But Rutkowski is at a loss to identify exactly what it
was an islander captured on video and that left the
entire country guessing as to its origin.

"We're puzzled," Rutkowski said in an interview late
Monday. "But we're fairly certain it was terrestrial
phenomena."

The non-profit UFO organization began investigating
the strange sighting after islander Marie Ford sent them
video footage she'd shot of the dark plume.

Ford said Tuesday the sighting has left her baffled. "I
guess we'll never know."

At the time of the incident, Ford's husband Tony said
the object was "definitively unidentified," but ruled out
"Martians or anything like that."

Instead, he speculated that perhaps it might have
been a jet plane dumping fuel. Other suggestions have
included everything from space junk to tornadoes.

Ufology researchers enhanced the film using digital
image processing and examined close-ups of screen
captures, but were still unable to determine what the
object might have been.

Rutkowski said he's certain it's not a meteorite or a
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"chunk of comet" entering the atmosphere, because
the object was in the air for too long - nearly 30
minutes.

Nor does he believe it's a satellite or rocket
booster. According to Rutkowski, typically space
objects travel eastward, but this object was heading
west.

"At this point, we simply have to chalk it up to the
unexplained,” the researcher said. "Because it has
all the earmarks of something resembling an aircraft
or a fireball of some sort that originated within the
atmosphere, I'm fairly certain there is an earth-bound
explanation."

According to the group's annual report, 736 UFOs
were spotted in Canada in 2006 and 96 fireballs
were reported. British Columbia had the highest
number of sightings with 209, followed by 188 in
Ontario and 98 in Saskatchewan. Prince Edward
Island has the lowest number of sightings, reporting
only one.

Obituary : Arthur C. Clarke...
1917 - 2008

On the 19th March 2008, Arthur C. Clarke died at
his Sri Lanka home following an illness. The
visionary author of more than 70 books, who was
nominated for a Nobel Prize after predicting the
existence of satellites, was most famous for his short
story "The Sentinel", which was expanded into the
novel that was later adapted for Stanley Kubrick's
film "2001: A Space Odyssey".

A close encounter of a paranormal kind...

First there was a UFO flying over Commercial
Road in Portsmouth.

Now it's mysterious lights off Portsdown Hill.

As soon as Martin Pitney heard there were
paranormal antics going on in the city he joined in
the fun and sent in this picture of two unexplained
lights caught on camera hovering over Portsmouth.
It comes after The News reported yesterday how
another photographer snapped a mysterious object
in the sky above the city.

Mr Pitney, 59, of Marlborough Close, Waterlooville,
said: 'l was experimenting with night photography
and set my digital camera up to take a picture on the
tripod.

I didn't notice anything at the time, but when | put
the pictures on my computer | saw the lights. They're
obviously not from an aeroplane. 'l don't know what
they are to be honest, it's a mystery.

‘I've seen something similar some years ago
though, in Warminster. It's where many people go to
look for paranormal activity. 'We saw some orange
lights in the sky, darting around, and then they just
disappeared. 'I'm not a UFO nut but I've heard other
people say they've seen things up there too.'

Mr Pitney took the picture at the end of last month
while parked on Portsdown Hill. Yesterday we
unveiled Hab Rahman's picture that he took at the
old site of the Tricorn Centre, Portsmouth, where a
car park now stands.

Mr Rahman, 28, of North End, is a freelance
photographer and he was out and about
photographing atmospheric pictures of the
fog-bathed streets. But little did he know that when
he got home and uploaded his pictures, he'd see a
UFO loitering in the background. The MoD has now
confirmed that it knew of no air activity over
Portsmouth the night Mr Rahman took his picture.
The latest sightings of unexplained objects are not
the first to have been reported in the local area.
A number of Isle of Wight residents spotted strange
UFO lights in the night sky on Sunday, January 26,
when they saw a silent, low flying brightly-lit craft.

I am very sorry to have to report that Georgina
Bruni died at the weekend, following a long illness
which she fought with great courage and dignity.

She led an extraordinary life and tried her hand
at a wide variety of jobs, working variously as a
dancer, fashion designer and nightclub manager.
She travelled extensively and at various times
lived in Jersey, Italy, Hong Kong and America,
before settling in London in 1992. She wrote
poetry, designed a positive thinking course and
founded Hot Gossip, an online magazine. She was
a former director of the Yacht Club, where she

was involved in hosting social events for MPs, diplomats
and MoD officials. Later on she became a PR consultant
and ran a social club, Le Club 2000.

Georgina is best known to this List for her research into
the Rendlesham Forest incident. She consulted on and
contributed to various TV documentaries on the subject
and her book on the case, You Can't Tell The People,
won her praise not just from the UFO community but
from former Chief of the Defence Staff Lord Hill-Norton
and from Gordon Wiliams, who had been Commanding
Officer of the twin bases of Bentwaters and Woodbridge
when the incident occurred.

United Nations Secret UFO Meeting...

This email is a follow up of the UN meeting which took
place Tuesday 12, 2008 at 8,00AM.

We met our source 7:00PM, Monday, February 18,
2008. Our source stated the following:

1) The meeting went well; however, our source left
with a degree of frustration.

2) The meeting covered various topics. The issue of
recent UFO sightings was one of many topics
discussed.

3) Security around the meeting was intense.

4) Everyone was searched. Pens, pins, key chain
items were collected and not allowed in the
meeting room. There were multiple security
checkpoints. UN security cards were confiscated
upon entering the room.

5) 50 to 60 people attended. Everyone was in civilian
dress, except one Russian.

6) Other countries may have had military there, but
they came under their respective civilian titles.

7) UFO topic was addressed. The Russians are very
paranoid about the west. Putin is not very trusting.
This frustrated our source greatly. Our source
believes the Russians will eventually come around;
"They always come back to the table." This
mistrust appears to be an ongoing issue between
East & West.

The religious implications of contact came up
during the meeting. It turned into a 20 minute
debate. Our source had to reel it in and refocus
the meeting. It seems that the Indians are very
difficult to deal with on this issue of the religious
implications regarding contact. Population is a
major factor in how nation-states deal with a
new paradigm. The Indian's world view has led
to an unsustainable food, energy and water
demand. Source stated that the world must gets
its population and resource use under control.
ET will help, but we must show them that we
intend to live within our constraints. If we don't
show some semblance of intent, they simply will
not help.

Source said the 2013 date of official contact is
wrong. That is the date when things heat up.
The real date of contact is 2017. It is on this
date when very large craft will appear above
cities and sit. There will be NO use of force; they
will just sit there. Source stated the
"Independence Day" film was close, but their
ships are not that big and, again, no use of force
will occur. Our source cannot reveal his source
for the 2017 date. His source is very high up in
the government/military/intelligence structure.
Source stated that it is our choice how we
embrace this contact.

The ET's who will arrive on 2017 are referred to
as "The Controllers." They are a "galactic
federation" type group; however, "galactic
federation" is not the real name for their group--
it is hypothetical name used as a reference.

The controllers have a keen sense of freedom
and free will. They will not intervene and help
humanity if humanity does not show them we
want their help. If some entropic event happens
(nuclear war), the controllers will not make
contact. "This is something they will not
tolerate," our source stated.

The controllers will not give us technology to
expand our ability to feed ourselves if we do not
recognize the necessity to stabilize our
population growth. They don't want our planet's
population to double because of a technological
innovation seeded by them. Our source used
India as an example, " India has over 1 billion
people. It is clearly a country out of balance in
terms of its population size."

A contentious moment in the meeting had to do
with the religious implications of contact. It is
this issue which is of most concern. Our source
stated that the more secular societies will adjust
more easily to contact than the fundamentalist.
He stated," The Roman Catholic countries will
not have a rough time, except for the population
problem; the Roman Catholics already have
three Gods in one, so accepting others is not
that much of a stretch. The dividing point is
going to be the containment of population. The
Protestant countries will deal fairly easily with
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contact. So will countries with indigenous
religions connected to nature. The Muslim,
Hindu, and fundamentalist Christian religions
will have the most difficult time, possibly even
the elimination of said religions; we can expect
mass suicides, social unrest and upheaval.
The ETs will help with re-programming and the
concept of an inclusive galactic order.
However, society will have to step up to the
plate to assist - one on one - those people who
have shattered belief systems The Chinese will
have no problem because of the Buddhist and
Taoist influences."
